Approved by Councillors.

ALL WELL CARED FOR

Average Income of Depend-
+*  ents Is Greater Than
Before the War.

The first report of the work of the
Middlesex branch of the Canadian Pa-
triotic Fund was presented to the
county council last evening by John
| Stuart, the secretary-treasurer. His re-
i port showed that 152 families are being
{ cared for. The particulars of each
case were explalned to the council,
which passed the report without rais-
ing any objection to the receiving of
ald by any family on the list.

| The council, which sat as a com-
| mittee to discuss and approve of the
work of the special committee, who
were appointed during a special ses-
{ sion of the council last February, was
delighted with the success which had
followed the formation of the Middle-
), sex branch, and the good work done by
1t

Growing Steadily.

Mr. Stuart’s report was a long and
detailed one. He explained at length
the working of the branch. Each wife
of a Middlesex man who has enlisted,
and who has assigned half of his pay
to his wife, receives $56 per month; if
there are children she receives $10
per month and $3 for each child. The
maximum amount any woman can re-
ceive is $30 per month,

No aid is given for children who are
over 1b years of age. When the branch
| opened on March 1, there were 37
| names on the roll, and $507 was paid
| out during the month; during April the
}nnmber of names rose to 58, and $923
{ was paid out; for the past month
| $1,991.50 was pald out to 134 famlilies,
| and since that time other names have

Well Cared For.

That the branch is taking good care

of the families and dependents of those
who go to the front, was shown by
| some comparisons made by Mr. Stuart.
| The average wage of the head of 130
of the 152 families who has gone to
the front was $46.60 before the war,
and the average income of those fam-
illes at the present time is $49.46, which
{ Includes the separation ullowance and
the portion of the men's pay. The
branch has been able to do this with-
out exceeding the average payment
made by all branches in Ontario, which
is $14.93. The av ge of the Middle-
sex branch is $14.53.

The council moved a vote of thanks
| to the members of the special commit-
| tee dealing with applications for aid, for
| their good work.

It was moved that the overdraft of
West Willlams of $2,460.50 be allowed
to stand so that the amount raised this
vear to reduce the overdraft may be
applied for improving the roads.

LONDON CONFERENCE CRIES
PEOPLE OF ENGLAND MUST
CAST ASIDE DRINK TO WIN

Beginning to Doubt the National Conscience---Expect
No Victory That Is Not of God---Strong Resolution
For Circulation in Britain.

1By Staff Reporter.[

KINGSVILLE, June 6.—One of the
last things done by the London Meth-
odist Conference before closing today
was the passing of the following re-
markable resolution, on motion of Rev.
Dr. Manning, ex-president of the con-
ference:

“Forasmuch as the British Em-
pire is In a struggle of life and
death, and our sons are giving their
lives In its defence, we deem It our
duty to say a word to the British
people upon their part In the
struggle.

“We boast to be a part of the
Emplre, we boast of the Magna
Charta, of the mother of parlia-
ments, of the deepening and widen-
Iing libertles of the people of the
Empire.

“Qur love for Britaln Is a daugh-
ter’s love for her mother. But the
British peopie are not doing thelr
part to win this war. The waste
and the hindrance of strong drink
remain undiminished and unre-
moved. This waste and hindrance
is in our age a mental blindness, a
moral obliquity, and a divine Judg-
ment, and it weakens our faith in
the dlvine blessing upon our army
and our navy.

“We have already begun to doubt
the national consclence. We expect
no victory that is not of God, and
we desire no victory that is not of
God. We will freely give our lives
for the freedom of the world, but
we behold the British nation fight-
ing for the freedom of the world,
and herself not free to fulfill the na-
tlonal ldeals that are become pre-
valent throughout a large pertion
of the civllized world.

“We therefore implore the people
of England to strengthen our hands,
to confirm our loyalty, and to In-
crease our faith iIn God as our
Saviour in this war, by herself ris-
ing to the patriotism that puts
away the hindrance and waste of
strong drink.”
