erally felt he would be the best man to handle the civil side of the duties 
of the secretary of state for war.

"The vacancy reopens the question on which there has long been a 
good deal of feeling, whether the secretary of state for war ought to 
be a civilian appointment, just as Mr. Balfour, a civilian, is first lord of 
the admiralty. If this view is taken by the cabinet, the claims of 
various ministers may be discussed, and some are already speaking of 
Lloyd George in this connection, but the minister of munitions has his 
hands full with the Irish question just now."

Regarding his work in India and 
Egypt, Col. Roosevelt says Lord Kitch­
ener was one of the great figures in that 
work of spreading civilization, which 
has been the greatest achievement dur­
ing recent times.

"Taken as a whole," Col. Roosevelt 
sid, "nothing has meant more for 
humanity than tills work of spreading 
civilization over the world's waste 
spaces, and as a whole it has reflected 
the highest credit on the various na­
tions engaged in the task. The death 
of Kitchener, who has been so promin­
ent in this work, illustrates in striking 
fashion what a lamentable and evil 
thing It is that these nations should be 
taking one another’s lives.

Hotelkeepers of London and, in fact, 
the whole province, are naturally inter­
ested in the declaration of James P. 
Haverson, K.C., the legal adviser of the 
Licensed Victuallers’ Association of the 
province, that the Ontario prohibition 
act provides a way of escaping their 
present leases of hotel property.

Naturally In view of the value of ths 
bar business to the hotelkeepers, the 
rent that the hotelmen are prepared to 
pay for "temperance houses" is far from 
the present scale.

One of the “First Hundred Thou­
sand," a man who has probably seen 
as much hard lighting in this war as 
any man in London, is Pte. R. Smith 
of the 186th Battalion.

Pte. Smith, who is batman to Lieut.- 
Col. Neil Smith of the Kent unit, is 
very reticent as to his experiences at 
the front. Especially is he modest 
when telling of his own part in the 
great struggle.

Fought at Mons.
But he was very much there. He 

landed in Boulogne in August. 1914, 
with the 4th Battalion of the Middle­
sex Regiment. In a week he was 
battling with his comrades at Mons. 
He struggled, half asleep, southward 
many weary miles on the long, ten 
days' retreat. With his comrades he 
fought innumerable small battles till 
they reached the Marne. He was in 
the great fight that hurled the Ger­
mans back from Paris when the Brit-| 
ish 18-pounders were brought into the1 
first line trenches and their shrapnel| 
bursting almost at the muzzle, mowed| 
the German masses down.

Then at Ypres.
From there he marched with the Brit­

ish 3rd Division to Ypres, when the 
“contemptible little army" tried to turn 
the German right flank. When that ob­
ject was foiled, he fought in the terrible 
first battle of Ypres to hold the enemy 
from Calais and the channel coast.

Ail winter he fought in the mud and 
water of the trenches, sometimes a 
whole month without relief, on one part 
of the line and another.

At It Again.
In March he missed Neuve Chapelle, 

but went through the long weeks of 
the second Ypres, and came up with 
his battalion to the relief of the hard- 
pressed Canadians.

He was at Hooge when the great cha­
teau was mined, and was in three bay­
onet charges in one day. There he got 
some gas, and also bits of shrapnel in 
his neck and face. These his comrades 
dug out with a knife-point.

Rheumatism Sets In.
He took his turn in the trenches all 

summer, but rheumatism had set in, 
and he was feeling the Ill-effects of gas. 
In September his time was up, and he 
took his discharge.

He came to Canada. He was through 
with war. Then he heard that his bro­
ther was killed in Egypt. Soon another 
was killed in France. He was the only 
one left. He changed his mind. He 
would go back. That day he signed

Dr. Zavitz said:
"As the average result of six years 

at the college, barley which was sown 
on the 18th of April gave a yield of 
46 bushels, and that which was sown 
as late as May 19 gave a yield of 18 
bushels per acre. These results were 
produced in fairly normal years. Early 
sowing of barley, however, has given a 
larger yield than late sowing in every 
instance. Barley sown in June would 
require exceptionally favorable condi­
tions to produce even a fair crop.

“In our experience oats will stand 
rather later seeding than barley. In an 
average of six years we obtained 37 

, bushels of oats per acre when sown as 
late as May 23. If oats are sown in 
June I would favor sowing an early 
ripening as compared with a late ripen­
ing variety. I believe better results 
would be obtained from the Daubeney, 
O. A. C. No. 3 or Alaska than from 
Banner or O. A. C. No. 72 when sown 
so late.’"

One Chance For Wheat.
Referring to spring wheat, Dr. Zavitz 

said: “I would not under any circum­
stances sow spring wheat in Ontario 
after the 1st of June unless it is En- 
mer which can be sown even a month 
later than the ordinary varieties of 
spring wheat. Emmer is grown prin­
cipally to supply feed for farm stock, 
and is fed in much the same way as 
barley.

"Peas can be sown rather late and 
still give a fairly good yield. They will 
stand later seeding than any of the 
grains previously referred to. Beans 
may be planted during the first ten 
days of June to excellent advantage. 
Buckwheat, which is sown even in the 
latter part of June, frequently gives 
satisfactory results. These three crops,

Sir Edward outlined the main pro­
posals contained in the plan of David 
Lloyd George. The main proposal, he 
explained, was for the establishment 
of a parliament in Dublin, with the 
exclusion from its authority of the 
counties of Antrim, Armagh, Down, 
Londonderry, Tyrone and Fermanagh, 
including the cities of Belfast and 
Londonderry. Protests from delegates 
from the Counties Cavan, Donegal and 
Monaghan, were heard at the meeting. 
No decision was reached, however, and 
it was agreed that the Unionists in the 
three counties last named should be 
consulted during the - next few days. 
The meeting then adjourned until Mon- 
day.

According to those present an earn­
est desire was shown at the confer­
ence to act with moderation. The 
opinion was expressed that if the three 
counties accept the proposal an agree­
ment is certain.

EMBURY MADE BRIGADIERTHE POST IS SUSPICIOUS
Colonel of 28th Battalion Is 

Given Command of the 
Fourth Division.

Newspaper Says the Circum­
stances Point to Work of 

Spies or Treachery.
OTTAWA, June 6. — Brig.-Gen. Lip- 

sett, of the first Canadian division, is 
to be appointed to succeed Major-Gen. 
Mercer in command of the third divi­
sion, and will be given the rank of 
major-general. Gen. Lipsett, who comes 
from Winnipeg, was stationed there, 
attached to the permanent Canadian 
force. He is a British officer.

Brigadier W. St. Pierre Hughes, bro­
ther of Major-Gen. Sir Sam Hughes, 
the minister of militia, succeeds Brig.- 
Gen. Williams In command of the ninth 
brigade of the third division, and 
Lieut.-Col. Embury, of the 28th Bat­
talion, goes to the fourth division, in 
place of Brig.-Gen. Hughes.

Gen. Lipsett was commander of the 
8th Battalion (90th Winnipeg Rifles- 
the Little Black Devils), and went 
through the heavy battles of 1915 at 
St. Julien. Festubert and Givenchy, 
with his regiment, and was given a 
brigade when the first division was 
organized.

LONDON, June 7.—2:46 a.m.—In con­
nection with the suggestions that in­
formation of Earl Kitchener's move­
ments may have been communicated to 
the Germans by spies, it is interest­
ing to note that the Official Gazette 
last night contained an order placing 
new restrictions on passengers landing 
at ports in the Orkney Islands. Hence­
forth no person may land at such ports 
without specific permission of the mili­
tary authorities at Kirkwall.

This waste and hindrance 
is in our age a mental blindness, a 
moral obliquity, and a divine Judg­
ment, and it weakens our faith in 
the divine blessing upon our army 
and our navy.

"We have already begun to doubt 
the national conscience. We expect 
no victory that is not of God, and 
we desire no victory that is not of 
God. We will freely give our lives 
for the freedom of the world, but 
we behold the British nation fight­
ing for the freedom of the world, 
and herself not free to fulfill the na­
tional Ideals that are become pre­
valent throughout a large portion

E. C. Mitchell presided at a meeting 
of the trade expansion committee of 
the board of trade Monday, at which 
alternative plans for a businessmen’s 
excursion were discussed. It is 
suggested that the board authorize an 
excursion to Cleveland during the lat­
ter part of June or early in July to 
meet wholesalers, retailers and manu­
facturers of that city under the aus­
pices of the Cleveland Chamber of 
Commerce. It is intended to utilize 
the occasion to direct attention to the 
lake and rail route to London and 
Western Ontario by the Cleveland and 
Buffalo Transit Company's steamers 
and the city-owned railway. By giv­
ing prominence to the accessibility of 
London and Western Ontario by this 
route, it is believed traffic in this 
direction will be increased and manu­
facturers made aware of the fact that 
raw materials and fuel can be most 
economically assembled at London, to 
manufacture many articles to be mar­
keted throughout the Dominion.

Another projected excursion dis- 
i cussed would visit points in Perth.
Huron and Bruce, and care will be 
exercised in the preparation of an 
itinerary which will do justice to many 
cities and towns trading with London's 
merchants and manufacturers.

The application of the board to secure 
week-end rates during the continuance 
of the military summer camp here was 
discussed and report was made to the 
effect that the board's application had 
been unfavorably received at a meeting 
ofthe Eastern Canadian Passenger As­
sociation on May 2, but that with the 
assistance of a large number of railway 
passenger agents throughout the 1st

The thirty-third session of the London Conference of the 
Methodist Church was brought to a close on Tuesday afternoon in 
the Epworth Church, Kingsville, by the presentation of the pas­
toral address by the late president, Rev. Dr. Manning of Stratford, 
as follows:

The ministers of the London Con­
ference present their annual address 
to the members and adherents of the 
churcii throughout the conference. In 
this address we give a. brief survey of 
the work of the year and direct atten­
tion to certain matters which we think 
of importance to the general welfare of 
the church. We hope hereby to give 
encouragement to all who have labored 
in the Lord that their labor is not in 
vain and to instruct and to inspire 
all minds for the possibilities that lie 
before us.

Position of the Church.
Our church in this portion of the 

country occupies a position of great 
importance. We contribute a very con-1 
siderable proportion of the population,| 
and possess a very considerable pro­
portion of the wealth, and from almost 
every point of view have much to do 
with the education, with the trade, 
with the legislation and with the re­
ligion of these parts. It is only when 
we consider our members taken to­
gether, and our enterprises taken to­
gether, that we begin to realize 
that we are an organization of

fellowship, and of observance of the 
holy Sabbath? Until they do so, until 
the trustees and stewards of our 
churches set the nation an example of 
individual and family piety, our banner 
shall dip low to touch the ground and 
our sails shall feel no strain of wind.

If ministers feel that 
their salaries are too small, that their 
appointment to circuits is determined 
without due consideration of their in­
terests and of their rights, they will 
be distressed in mind, they may be 
embittered in spirit, and they will be 
weakened in strength for their minis- 
try. If the laymen feel that their 
rights are usurped by the ministers, 
that they are imposed upon by an ar­
bitrary authority, they will reserve 
their sympathy and their assistance 
and the cause of God will languish in 
our families and communities.

On this subject of the relation of the 
pastors and the people we should pray 
much for patience and for wisdom, for 
a dissatisfied ministry and a dissatis­
fied people will make a church which 
people will want to leave, and not a 
church which people will want to be­
come members of.

Let our church be ever before our 
minds as the church of the living God, 
which he purchased with his own blood, 
let us behold the divine purpose that 
we should be bright as the sun, fair 
as the moon and terrible as an army
