Precipitates Crisis.
Manager Leonard Tait of the street 

railway company, commenting on the 
decision of the appeal court, stated 
that it would only precipitate an im­
mediate crisis in the local transpor­
tation situation. The company may 
decide to appeal the decision, he 
pointed out, but unless some such | 
step is taken it precipitates the issue 
at once. The road, even now, is 
operated at a deficit. Since the 
buses came in they are taking away 
sufficient traffic to turn a small oper­
ating surplus into a deficit.

“Will the company start to sell 
seven and nine tickets for a quarter 
now?” he was asked.

"Absolutely not,” was the reply. “1

The city has won its appeal in the 
second divisional court, Toronto, 
against the decision of the Ontario 
railway and municipal board per­
mitting the London Street Railway 
Company to charge a straight five- 
cent fare on its lines in this city.

The decision of the appeal court 
handed down today opens a whole 
vista of interesting possibilities in the 
local street transportation problem. 
As matters stand, the judgment 
means that the decision of the 
railway board is reversed and the 
street railway company must, there­
fore, revert to the old rate of fares, 
viz., seven tickets for a quarter, and 
nine tickets for a quarter as a spe­
cial workingmen's rate to be in ef­
fect between 6 and 8 in the morning 
and 5 to 7 in the evenings.

The logical course of events would 
be for the street railway company to 
carry the case to a higher court, as 
it has repeatedly claimed that it 
could not afford to operate cars in 
London on the old fares; in fact, it 
was said previous to the hearing by 
the railway board last June that if 
the decisi • went against the com­
pany it WOL 1 cease operation in 
London R. G.Ivey, vice-president of 
the company, was absent from the 
city today, and what the decision will 
be in regard to an appeal could not 
be learned.

Sees No Appeal.
Ald. Dr. L. H. Douglass was of the. 

opinion that the company will not 
appeal. "It’s good news,” he stated 
when informed of the judgment. "I 
had reason to expect that would be 
the decision. It means, if I interpret 
it correctly, that the decision of the 
railway ard last June will now be 
reversed and the company ordered 
to revert to the old rate of fares."

who goes on trial today at Littleton, 
Colorado, charged with the murder 
of his daughter, 32-year-old paraly- 
tic "child woman.” who had neither 
speech nor expression.

The condemnation would be for ! 
Dr. Blazer’s disregard of the laws! 
of man by taking it upon himself toI 
attempt to restore a civilization of: 
3,000 years ago. In a summary of 
the opinion of representative Lon­
doners, Dr. Blazer rightfully faces a 
murder charge, but the punishment 
for the crime should not be too severe 
in view of the fact that it was his 
confirmed belief he was actuated by 
humane intentions.

His daughter was a living creature, 
they contend. She was armless, leg- 
less, deaf and dumb—a “human 
husk," but in his act of taking her 
life by administering a killing quan- 
tity of chloroform, he also took a 
soul.

Never Justifiable.
"No, there is never any ground for 

taking the life of an imbecile," Rev. 
G. Q. Warner, juvenile court judge, 
answered today. "I do not think 
there could ever be any justifiability 
for putting out of the way a defec­
tive or a cripple. In the long run 
an imbecile is almost a gain to the 
race in the self-sacrifice and care 
which they provoke. This would' 
compensate the cost and trouble in 
the upbringing. There are two types 
of parents who have unfortunate im- 
becilic children. There are those who 
are bitterly disappointed, and those 
who to me are the most wonderful 
people in the world, who do every­
thing for the child’s upbringing, 
hoping against hope that some day a, 
miracle might happen and relief 
might come. In their self-sacrifice 
they better their own characters, be­
cause helplessness stimulates sym­
pathy and a real desire to aid. Of 
the two types give me the people who 
will work with faith, in preference 
to those with cold scientific reason­
ing, who would suggest putting an 
end to life for the defective child’s 
own betterment.

The day will never come when the 
killing of defective creatures will be 
justified, Mr. Warner declares. There 
is no use in trying to improve the 
race by killing the defectives; rather 
he advocates killing the defect and 
getting back at the source.

Custom Outgrown,
The same expression of opinion is 

given by Dr. Robinson of the Ontario 
hospital for the insane. The world 
would never agree with the reason­
ing which actuated such a murder, he 
declares. It was the custom once, 
three thousand years ago, to ex­
tinguish life in all born defectives, but 
he states that the world will never go 
back to those days.
"But one cannot help but feel some­

times that it would be better," Dr. 
Robinson said as he refused to cate­
gorize Dr. Blazer as an out-and-out 
murderer.

BANK MANAGER ABDUCTED, 
THEN ROBBED OF $10,000

Toronto, Nov. 6.—Allowing the ap- 
peal of the city of London in their 
fight to compel the London Street 
Railway company to sell tickets at 
the rate of 7 for 25 cents and 9 tor 
25 cents at rush hours, the second 
divisional court at Osgoode hall to­
day gave judgment for the city.

The case was heard before Chief 
Justice Latchford and Justices Rid- 
dell. Middleton and Martin, and this| 
judgment as written by Mr. Justice; 
Riddell, says:

"The Corporation of the City of 
London vs. the London Street Rail- 
way company.

"This is a motion by way of ap­
peal from the order of the Ontaiio 
railway and municipal board of June 
26, 1925, and involves an exceedingly 
important question.

"Notwithstanding the importance 
Of the question which has to be de­
cided to the citizens of London and 
the London Street Railway corn-

section 1 permitted the railway com­
pany to decline to furnish the tickets 
at a reduced price "for the unexpired 
time of its franchise." This being 
considered to be ambiguous, the 
statute of 1924 was passed. 14 George 
V., 141, which explains the act of 
1922. as follows:

“ 'To remove doubts, it is hereby de­
clared that the provisions of chapter 
141, of the act passed in 1922, insti­
tuted an act respecting the London 
street railway shall only apply 
up to the Sth day of March, 1925, and 
from and after the said Sth day of 
March, 1925, the act shall be and the 
same is hereby repealed.'

"The question arises by reason of 
the provision that while the franchise 
is to end on March 8, 1925, it may be 
renewed.

"The city contends that the obliga­
tion to sell the tickets at a reduced 
rate as mentioned in the contract of 
1896 is continued into the extended 
term of franchise whereas the street 
railway contends that the obligation

"I couldn’t say that murder is ever

The law cannot accept moral and hu- 
mane arguments as proof of Inno­
cence.

More than 128,000 tons of shelled 
peanuts are exported annually from 
British West Africa. Gordon Beattie 
told the Lions’ club last evening. Mr. 
Beattie is a London boy, who, after 
graduating from the Ontario Agri­
cultural college three years ago. ac­
cepted a position as an agricultural 
officer in the British colonial office. 
Since that time he has been sta­
tioned in Britsh West Africa as an 
agricultural specialist, inducing the 
natives to adopt improved western 
methods of crop-raising. He is At 
present visiting his parents in this 
city.

Peanuts and cotton form practically 
the only exports of the country, said 
Mr. Beatty. The cotton trade as yet 
is small, it being hard to induce the 
natives to cultivate the proper sort 
of cotton plant. The country has 
always produced cotton, but it has 
been of the very worst quality.

Research on the part of the British 
government demonstrated that cotton 
second only to the very finest 
Egyptian product could be grown in 
the country. If a sufficient majority 
of the natives request it, districts are 
set aside in which is it Illegal to grow 
any but the superior quality. Gradu­
ally these areas are being extended, 
and the colony promisee to develop 
into a real factor in the cotton 
markets of the world.

Police place little credence in the 
story, however. The newspaper was 
printed in the United States for Dan­
ish people living in America, and the 
story was probably the copy of an­
other which appeared some months 
ago in a Copenhagen paper.

At that time Murrell was reported 
to be in New York working as a 
waiter. Police believe the latter loca­
tion of the wanted man to be more 
plausible.

Deputy Police Commissioner Alfred 
Cuddy of the provincial police last 
night denied that the department had 
any information concerning the two 
bandits.

As many as a dozen rumors, giving 
the whereabouts of Murrell and Nor­
ton, which were believed at the time 
to be authentic, have been received 
by police since the bank robbery in

London as a center of rebellion 
against British authority was the in­
teresting picture portrayed today for 
the Kiwanis club by Professor Fred 
Landon, head of the department of 
history at the University of Western 
Ontario. Professor Landon dealt 
with that period in London’s history 
from its discovery by Governor Sim­
coe in 1793 to the post-rebellion year,

Toronto historians have been 
largely responsible for writing the 
history of the rebellion of 1837, Pro­
fessor Landon declared, and they 
have ignored the fact that in West­
ern Ontario many men took up arms 
and rebelled against the lawful 
authority. That it was no child’s 
play, either. Professor Landon 
showed by quoting a letter from a 
prominent London lady of that period 
to a friend in Toronto, in which she 
tells how she and the wife of the 
Rev. Benjamin Cronyn, afterwards 
the first bishop of Huron, were 
making bullet molds to aid in the 
suppression of the rebellion.

More than 160 men from the dis­
trict were thrown into a jail de­
signed to accommodate 25 on charges 
of high treason in the early months 
of 1838, said Professor Landon. Most 
of them were accused of participating 
in the rebellion of 1837, but some 
were guilty of causing incipient re­
bellion after that date. Twenty- 
seven were sentenced to be hanged,

Parliament Will Decide.
By deciding to advise the governor-general 

to call parliament as soon as possible and there 
have it determined by a vote of elected represen­
tatives what government shall hold office, 
Premier King has taken a reasonable and 
proper course. In so doing he has not taken it 
on himself to say which party shall be in power, 
or who shall be the premier. Had he resigned 
he would more nearly have been dictating the 
decision which ultimately must belong to parlia­
ment. Mr. King is following the first principles 
of responsible government in placing on parlia­
ment the choice of government.

The prime minister had two other courses 
open to him. The first would have been to

advised his excellency on the one he thought 
would be the best to follow in the interests of 
a definite settlement of the difficulty, and the 
advice given by the prime minister was ac­
cepted by Lord Byng.

The whole procedure must have been disap­
pointing to the Free Press. It is not pleasant 
for it after jumping up and shouting to Lord 
Byng that it knew exactly what should be done 
to find that the suggestion was not even con­
sidered.

Canadian National officials who put an oil- 
electric engine to the endurance test of a con­
tinuous run of 2.937 miles from Montreal to 
Vancouver found that it stood the strain. The 
average speed for the trip was 431 miles an 
hour, which in itself constitutes a record. At 
several points it attained a speed of 60 miles 
an hour.

This is the same type of car that has been 
running for some weeks between Hamilton and 
Guelph, and from Guelph to Southampton. The 
motive power is secured from a Diesel type 
engine, burning fuel oil. generating electricity. 
As at present constructed it develops 185 horse­
power and is capable of propelling two cars. 
Primarily it was designed for feeder lines, and 
the fuel cost, compared to a coal-burning loco­
motive, is 96 per cent less.

Railwaymen are not ready to state to what 
extent the new engine will be able to compete 
with the modern locomotive. Taking the 185 
horsepower now used and comparing it with the 
1,900 horsepower developed by one of the large 
engines in use today leaves a great gap to be 
filled up before the present steam engine can be 
seriously challenged for the premier position in 
the railroad world.

The arrival of the oil-electric car in Vancou­
ver was a matter of interest: it was regarded 
as a distinct achievement, and so it was. Back 
of all such accomplishments are the men who 
designed the engine and the mechanics who 
built it. They must have done their work with 
rare thoroughness.

A carefully-planned con­
spiracy to murder Fascist Italy's 
dictator was laid bare by the police 
on the morrow of the premier's pre­
diction of further Fascist successes 
and exactly one week after his an­
nouncement of the permanency of his 
government.

Mussolini was to have been shot 
down, the police say, by Tito 
Zaniboni, a former Unitarian Social­
ist, as he stood on the balcony of 
Chigi palace reviewing the parade of 
Fascisti celebrating the anniversary 
of the victory over Austria. This act 
was to be the culmination of a
