An Act to incorporate the Quebec Frontier Railway Company.

THEREAS the Hon, L. H. Holton, M.P., Julius Seriver, M.P,, Freamble.

Alfred Pinsonneault, M.P., Fran¢ois Bourassa, MP., D. A,
Macdonald, MP., and Frangois Béchard, M.P.,have by their petition
represented that the Railway and branches hereinafter described

advantage of the Dominion of Canada, and have petitioned for
the incorporation of a Company, for the purpose of constructing
such line and branches, and it is expedient to grant their prayer:
Therefore Her Majesty, by and with <he advice and consent of the

40 4. The Capital, Stock of thé said Company shall not exceed Capital stock.
two million dollars, to be divided.into forty thousand shares, of
fifty dollars each, which amount shall be raised by .the persons’
hereinbefore named, and such other persons and. corporations as

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may become Shareholders in the said Company ; and the money
so raised shall be applied in the first place to the payment of all
fecs, expenses and disbursements for procuring the passing of this
Act, and for making the survey, plans and estimates connected
with the Railway : And all the rest and remainder of such money &
shall be applied towards making, completing and maintaining the
said Railway and other purposes of this Act: Provided always,
that until the said preliminary expenses shall be paid out of the
Capital Stock it shall be lawful for any municipality interested in
the said Railway or otherwise to pay out of the funds of such 10
municipality such preliminary expenses, which sums shall be
refunded to such municipality from the stock of the said Company
or be allowed in payment of stock, or on account of any sum
granted in aid of the said Railway by such municipality.
