IKTKODUCTION.

This is a spectacular Bow and Akkow Drill for

eight, ten, twelve or sixteen girls. The scene may
represent a street ; but this is unnecessary, since an
ordinary platform with a background of dark red
(blankets or canton flannel) will answer the purpose
equally well.

Silver bracelets and necklaces. Bow silvered, and with
a tinsel string. Arrow silvered with white feather and
tin tip.

Cottumes : Simple or elaborate. A "simple costume

is every-<!»y short dresses with white apron, lonK black

stockings, and flat-heelea slippers. Hair curled or

-

crimped and' hanging about slrouW^rs. An elaborate
_

costume is made of tarlatan ana satin. Tarlatan skirt

made ballet fashion, very full and short, a bodice of •

blue, satin and five poi.-^ts of satin over U.i tirlatan

skirt in form of overskirt. These poinU » ould hang

to bottom of skirt. The sliptvirs and stockings and

liair should be the same as for a simple costume except

that the girls r*ay h^ve an elaborate rosette at left side

of hair near front. Each g<rl is to have in bands four

yards of heavy rope, one inch in diameter.

DRILL.

Gir's stand outside of stage R. entrance in single

file, with-ropes in both hands h-''' in large loops against

shoulders and loosely across 1' if body. Through-

out drill girls are to move ligl .nd easily, the body

swaying continually.

Polka music : Trip lightly with roprs against shoul-

ders, I, a, 3, R., then i, a, 3, L., all around stage to

L. front, body swaying in the direction of the steps

taken. W;«en at stage iront girls glance coquottishly

at audience as they take positions shown in Diagram 1.XXX

Centre girt of semi-circle trips lightly

with rope towards stage front and the , to suitable

music, jumps, kicks, trips, or whirls and jumps, etc.,

in time to music played. (Each girt singly is to do a
different style of jumping). As soon as first girl is

finished the other girls to L. of centre move toward
centre and the jumper steps to end of line. The next

to L. end of line and the tine moves up as before.

The next centre girl, however, joes to the end of the

R. side when she is finished and that moves the R. side

girls toward centre.
