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THE INSPIRATION OF A GREAT 

PRESENCE.

" I am the Almighty God ; walk before Me, and 

be ibou perfect."—Geo. 17: 1.
Whatever resources we may have within our­

selves, we are more or leas affected by the 
presence and power of others. Great minds, 
especially, awe, excite, and uplift our soula,
7be Infinite Mind, therefore roust be.s source 
of unfailing life and inspiration. The Divine 
presence must always be a quickening influence 
to creature capacities. “ I am the Almighty 
God,’' or “ God all-sufficient," as Bush ren­
ders the Hebrew. All life, power, blessing, 
completeness, fullness, are in him in infinite 
sufficiency ; so that he can perfectly satisfy all 
tba necessities of his creatures, in all possible 
unfolding ol their powers, and through the 
whole period ol their duration. He is a God 
of rich, abundant and immeasurable resour 

,
And God’s first requirement is that we 

- should discern his presence, that we should set 
ourselves diligently to order our ways so as to 
please him, and that each one of his creatures 
should realize the poet's aspiration—

•’ As ever in my great Taskmaster’s eye."
And in order that we may come to know him, 
God has Hot only revealed himself in all his 
works, from every blade of grass and every 
flower beneath our feet to the fiery stars which 
glow resplendently in the heavens above our 
heads, but be bas also wrought within us a 
quick and strong sense of the need of the infi­
nite, so that our souls perpetual^ yearn for 
the unseen, the unattained and the inexhaus­
tible. *

Mrs. Livermore is said to be the author of 
these two memorable sentences : “ A Divine 
discontent must pursue all human lives and 
“ Life is lonely to every soul." And Dr. 
Thomas Chalmers, on one occasion exclaimed :

Whit a wilderness this world is to the heart, 
with all it has to inspire happiness ; and he 
add* “ What a marvellous solitude every man 
bears about him ; and then that other and mys­
terious seclusion, the intervening veil between 
ns and the Deity." Now who does not realize 
<hat there is simething in the human soul 
which finds no creature companionship, and 
which therelore makes life lonely, even amidst 
the throng of great cities, and excites that 
“ discontent " of which Mrs. Livermore 
»p««ks ? How many idiosyncracies ot Vfe and 
eccentricities ot conduct have their root in that 
“ marvellous solitude every man bears about 
him," and into which the world cann ot enter! 
Did any one ever look at a flower, and think 
how it came up out of the cold earth, or gaze 

on the clayey yet lovely feature» of a dead 
child, marveling whither its little life had 
gone, without a certain sense of loneliness ? 
Can one behold the ocean in its vastness, or 
lose himself in the limitless prairie, or roam 
through the infinite heavens finding do bounds, 
and not be oppressed and overwhelmed ? The 
truth is, that in all our experiences of nature, 
of life, ot death, we do constantly pass beyond 
the domain of the finite, and come into a realm 
vast, solitary, dreadful, except as it is filled 
with the light and glory of the Divine presence. 
To walk before God, then, in his conscious 
nearness, in the realization of his love, in the 
knowledge of his Fatherly care and blessing, 
m the mysterious fellowship of bis infinite 
nature, is to find a fullness, a companionship, 
and a sufficiency, which nothing but the Gospel 
of our Lord Jesus Christ ever makes a reality 
in any human experience. Henceforth the soli­
tude is filled by one glorious presence, and the 
loneliness is cheered by voices such as make 

£ melody in heaven.
To those who walk before God, the upright- 

-, ness, sincerity and completeness which the 
Gospel requires, come to be realizations, al- 

*■ most in the way of natural consequences. That 
is, it one will set God always before him, he 
will be self-denying, honest, pure, devoted, 
even without deliberate determination. His 
sins and corruptions will fly the Divine pres­
ence, as owls and bats the light of the sun 
It the heaven ot bis soul glows with the mani­
fest God, his virtues and graces will spring up 
like grass and flowers in the Spring time, and 
will come to ripeness and maturity like the 
golden grain of Summer. Integrity is what is 
required of us—that is, a whole and not a 
fractional life ; and, as Bush has said, •• Integ­
rity is true Scriptural perfection, and without 
that everything is defective, and all prolession 
vain."

“ Noah," we are told. “ was a just man, and 
perfect in his generations, and Noah walked 
with God;” and because he walked with God, 
he was just in character, and perfect in his 
generation. lli| obedience" was not bypocriti 
eal, but sincere ; not partial, but complete ; not 
fitful, but constant; not tonnai, but fervent; 
not deficient, in a word, but perfect. And 
such is ever the character ol the obedience in­
spired by the consciousness of the Divine pres- 
ence.

VVbedon commenting on Matthew ô 48, 
“ Be v« therefore perleet, even as your Father 
in heaven is perleet,” says : •’ Neither St. Paul 
nor St. James expected that the Christians 
they addressed would be perfect like angels, or 
even ideally periect men ; nor perfect perform­
ers of God's absolute law. But they did ex­
pect that the law of lore might possess a perfect 
power in their hearts, and in that would consist 
the perfected character ot their piety.” And 
if the law ot love—a law which lives and oper­
ates and governs only in the light and' under 
the sanction of the reeogtyzed presence ot 
God—docs possess a perfect power in the heart, 
then our repentance will be deep and thorough 
and our abborence of sin strong and constant; 
and then our consecration to Christ and his 
work will be complete and perpetual. It is 
reported et Charles XII. ol Sweden that, when 
he ascended the throne, he wrote on a map ot 
Sweden: “God has" given roe this kiugdom, 
and the devil shall not take it away Irons roe.” 
In like manner we shall be able, if the law of 
love rules iu our hearts, to write on body, soul 
and possessions: “ Tbese are Christ’s and 
neither sell nor Satan shall pervert them tb base 
and unholy uses.” Tbea, too, taith will grasp 
*11 the promises ol the inspired Word, and 
rely with tullest confidence on the covenant love 
of God. Then the choice ot God’s way and

work will be cheerful and absolute. Then all 
malice will be expelled from the heart ; aod 
gentleness, kindness, forbearance, patience and 
resignation will dwell there, like angels. Then 
service and sacrifice tor Jesus and his eause, 
will he rather sought then shunned. Then 
hope will be exultant, the victory over sio and 
Satan constant, and the confident assurance of 
a final triumph over death and bell, an abiding 
and glorious experience.—Central Advocate.

THE IMPRECATORY PSALMS.

In the earlier stage of our Christian experi­
ence, as many others doubtless have doue, we 
turned by tbese imprecatory Psalms to those 
more congenial to our hearts. We have won­
dered a thousand times that this feature of that 
portion ot the Bible, so much admired, is not 
ottener explained. We do not now remember 
ol ever having heard a sermon preached on the 
subject, or to have seen a newspaper article.
. In the consideration of this subject We re­
mark:

1. That the language used by the Psalm­
ists is poetic, and highly figurative. By

let burning coals tall upon them,” Ac., no 
more can be meant than that they should be 
overwhelmed in the ruin they had planned lor 
othera. If a magazine ahould be prepared to 
blow up a family or town, uo one would think 
it unmerciful or unjuat to turn the inalrumeut 
ol death upon the heada ot thoae who had 
plotted mischiel to othera. Tbia ia precisely 
what the Paalmiat praye for: “ Into the very 
pit which they digged tor others, let them tall 
themselves."

2. Let it be remembered that, in all tbese 
prayers, it ie quite certain that the imprecation

uttered entirely in subordination to the will 
ot God. It any other plan more in accordance 
with mercy, to accomplish the end in view, 
could be devised, it waa the deaire of the 
Paalmiat that it ahould be doue. So far aa 
David ia concerned, thia view ia proved beyond 
a doubt, by the mercy he exhibited toward his 
enemies during his entire life. On two differ­
ent occasions the tile ot Saul waa in his hands, 
and at both times be resolutely restrained bis 
men Irom executing veugeance. When he 
heard of the death ol tbia worthless monarch, 
be was filled with griel. A more daring and 
traitorous plot waa never laid againat a goverii- 

, than that of which Absalom was the 
author. Yet when this revolutionary scheme 
waa overthrown by the sudden death ot thia 
aspiring youth, David’s heart waa well-nigh 
broke. “ O Absalom, my eoa, my son, would 
tied I had died tor thee !"

There ie but one instance in hia whole his­
tory where even the ahow of malevolence ia 
seen. Thia waa the result of baate, when be 
received a base insult Irom Nabal of L’armel 
on the occasion of hia a beep shearing. After 
listening to, the sound words ot Abigail, he ac 
knowledges, with shame, hia hasty and unjusti­
fiable spirit, and said to her, “ Blessed be the 
Lord God ol Israel, which sent thee thia day to 

me ; and blessed be thy advice, and bless­
ed be thou which haat kept me thia day from 
coming to shed blood, and from avenging my­
self with mine own hand.”

3. Consider, in the next’place, that the male­
dictions invoked in the Pealma in question, were 
upon the basest enemies ol God and humanity. 
We think it will appear to all, that personal 
spite waa far removed from David’» spirit. 
Therefore, these prayer» for vengeance were in 
simple recognition ol a lact exemplified in the 
history of the world in every age, that, sooner 
or later, the wrath of God will overtake the 
wicked. And not only thia, but the cup will.be 
prepared with the same bitter ingredient» that 
waa pressed to the lipa of other». The Baby­
lonians smote the Chaldean», overwhelming 
their cities, and laying waste their fields and 
fruitful vineyards. The Babylonian», in process 
ot time, shared the same fate at the hands of 
the Persians. When the Persian»’ cup ot in­
iquity waa lull, the Roman» came down upon 
them like a mighty avalanche, bringing terror 
in their train, and burying them in utter ruin ! 
The fate of the Roman» ia timiliar to every 
echool-girl. Disturbed by internecine war», 
broken into factions, they finally became weak, 
and their mighty power, which had made the 
world tremble at every tread, was forever gone! 
God waa in all thia.

Now, let any one study the retribution» of 
God—whose way» cannot be criticised, however 
much they may differ from our notion»—i emem- 
bering, at tbe same time, the relation of the 
Psalmists aa prophets of the Almighty, and he 
will not aee any incongruity between the pray­
er» lor tbe overthrow of tbe wicked and the 
Spirit of Chriatianity. It ia in exact harmony 
with the teaching» of Christ and tbe Apoatles. 
It would not be well for ordinary Christiana to 
adopt these malediction» as a precedent, when 
persecuted by tbe ungodly, aa this was sharply 
rebuked by tbe Master, when the disciples sug­
gested a rain of fire upon the stolid Samaritans. 
Yet Jeans plainly declared, “ With what judg­
ment ye judge, ye shall he judged ; and wiib 
what measure ye mete, it shall be measured to 
you again.” We may settle down upon tbe 
tact, that God never rebukes in judgment, 
where mercy can be salely exercised. Aa the 
wisest and beat men are not able to distinguish 
when punishment is indispensable, this whole 
thing ia left in the bands of God, “ Vengeance 
is mine ; 1 will repay, saith the Lord.”—From 
Ladies' Repository for December.

HARLAN PAGE.

There is nothing which the church so much 
needs at tbe present time as individual effort for 
the salvation of soul». Of number» there ia no 
lack, of wealth there ia an abundance, and op­
portunities and appliances for usefulness are 
multiplied beyond any precedent. Bat a very 
large portion of the membership of all our 
churches are doing really nothing to save im­
mortal soula from the perdition of ungodly men 
AnH it i» truly wonderful that it ia »o. Profes­
sing aa we do, to believe the great venue» of 
the Bible, which proclaim the tearful character 
and eonaequeneee ol ain, which tell of a heaven 
ot glory for the righteous, and a hell of endless 
woe lor the sinner and the ungodly, we often

act aa it they were only idle tales. Hence many 
who have for years professed to be Christiana 
have never made one real, earoeat effort to 
“ convert a sinner from the error of h is ways."

There Is evidently a great lack somewhere. 
It may be in tbe want of a clear experience, ot 
of a deep conviction of tie truths of tbe word 
ot God, or ot a conscious responsibility, so iar 
aa in us lies.fortbe salvation ol our fellow-men : 
but trom whatever cause produced, the state of 
things referred to exists to an alarming extent. 
It is in view of this that I would call attention 
to the “ Memoir of Harlan Page," ai furnish­
ing one ol the brightest illustrations in modern 
times ol personal effort for the salvation ol 
souls, as showing the great principles which im­
pelled him onward in the discharge ol this 
duty, and as encouraging others to imitate his 
lustrous example, by the grand and glorious 
successes which crowned his efforts. Tbe only 
son el pious parents, he was not converted 
until he was over twenty-two years of age ; but 
as soon as he bad experienced the saving grace 
ol God, he began his lile-long labors for tbe 
souls of his fellow-men. When on his dying 
bed be said, “ When I first obtained a hope I 
tell that l must labor for souls. 1 prayed 
year after year that God would make ms the 
means of saving souls." '

He did not teel that be was called to preach 
the Gospel in the higher sense of that calling. 
But he tell that, as a Christian, it was his duty 
as well as his privilege, to bring souls to Christ. 
He had only a good common education, and 
learned tbe trade of a house-joiner or carpen­
ter, from his lather. For twelve years after 
his conversion he either toiled at his trade, or 
taught school for the support of himself and 
his family ; and for the last nine years ot his 
eventful life he acted as depositary for tbe 
American Tract Society. Bat, " wherever or 
however employed, the burdee ol souls press­
ed upon bis heart, and tor their salvation be 
labored with untiring industry and quenchless 
zeal. His remuneration for bis services while 
working at his trade or teaching school was so 
small that it required his constant exertions to 
provide bread tor his lamily. And yet, although 
his constitution was frail and delicate, he never 
allowed a day or a week to pass by without 
some effort to save a soul.

The means which he employed were writing 
letters, distributing tracts, teaching in or super­
intending a Sabbath-school, holding neighbor­
hood prayer-meetings, and, most efficient of 
«f all, personal conversation with those around 
him on the great question of their peace with 
God. The numerous letters which be wrote to 
unconverted persons are the very models ol 
personal exhortation and appeal. Plain, but 
courteous ; pointed, but kind and gentle ; bold, 
but toned with tbe precious love ol Jesus, they 
seldom missed their mark, or tailed to produce 
lasting impressions and convictions. In addi­
tion to the means already named, he always 
had by him s list ot names of persons to be con­
versed with and to be prayed tor. “ Is it won­
derful,” says his biographer, “ that God should 
bless his effort»? that in every Church with which 
he was connected individuals in relating their 
experience should refer to bis faithlul endeavors 
as the means of bringing them to Christ ?” In 
Coventry, where he was bom, and lived and 
toiled the most of hi» daya, revivals were fre­
quent. In the city of New York, in superin 
tending « large Sabbatb-school, thirty-two ot 
his teachers were brought to Christ, and nine 
of them were called to the ministry. While 
acting as depositary of the TractSociety 'fifty- 
eight of its employes were converted, principal­
ly through his labors. In one ward of the city, 
where he and his iallow-laborers distributed 
tracts, thirty-four professed faith in Christ, On 
his dying bed he said to his beloved companion 
so soon to be bereaved, “ I think I have had 
evidence that more than one hundred souls have 
been converted to God through ,mv direct and 
personal instrumentality,” This was certainly 
a modest and a moderate estimate of tbe results 
of his efforts. But suppose that it waa precise­
ly true, what a life he lived ! what a revenue 
of glory will be hia in the heavenly world ! 
what a starry crown he will wear lorever !

It must be evident that no one would enter 
upon such a work as this, involving such an ex­
penditure of time, toil, care, anxiety, prayer 
and self-sacrifice, without being inspired by tbe 
clearest convictions of duty and responsibility 
on his part, and ol peril and danger on the 
part of those for whom he labored. Mr. Pago 
believed every word that tbe Bible speaks ot tbe 
exposure of the sinner to the wroth of God. 
This awakened within his heart an earnest desire 
to rescue and save them. He knew lhat it tbe 
person whom be addressed—no matter how 
amiable, moral, or lovable, the person might 
be—was not in Christ, was not born again, he 
was in momentary peril ol eternal burnings. 
Take the following as a specimen of his method 
of addressing unconverted persohs by letter. It 
was written to a relative’:

Dear Sister, -I think much ol you, »nd long 
to see you in tbe Ark ol Salety. Have you 
reason to hope that your sins are pardoned 
through a Saviour’s-blood ? It hot, consider 
your danger. O Emmeline, if yon have not 
chosen God tor your portion you are every 
moment exposed to tbe torments ot eternal 
despair. Sboold death now call yon, you must 
sink •• where their worm dieth not, and their 
fire is not quenched.”

Then, speaking of what Christ had done to 
save her, he continues :

“ Will yon despise his love and these suffer­
ings ? Death is coming apace. O, delay not 
to make preparations ! Christ is ready to par­
don every returning penitent—he is ready to 
receive and pardon you. Go. then, as a weary 
and heavy laden sinner; implore His mercy; 
give yourself into Hia arms, and be happy lor­
ever.’’

Letters like this were multiplied-by scores, 
and hundreds, and were often bedewed with his 
tears, and always baptized with his prayers.

It is right here where very many professing 
Christians at the present day fail, that is in a 
clear and deep conviction of tbe imminent peril 
of sinners. Either trom want ot careful reading 
of the word of God, or from a lack of a per­
sonal experience of their own exposure when 
they professedly sought Christ, or trom a prac­
tical infidelity concerning terrible utterance» 
ot God’s word against the sinner, they fail to 
aee or to teel hi. danger. Many doubt after 
all, whether God really mean» what he say». 
And this practical infidelity in the pew ia not 
without its effect upon the pulpift There are

too many palpita where the “ terrors ot the 
Lord ’’ are seldom ornever sounded forth, and 
where finely rounded periods and honeyed 
words and an emasculated Gospel are dealt out 
to men and women who are standing on tbe 
beetling brink of the lake ot fire.

“ Brother," said the dying saint to a lovely 
Christian who watched by hia bedside, “when 
yon meet impenitent sinners don’t merely say 
calmly, • Friend, you ire in danger,’ bat ap­
proach them with a holy violence, and labor to 
1 pull them ont ol the fire.’ They are going 
to perdition. There is a heaven and a hell.” 
To another he said, “ If I could raise my voice 
to reach a congregation of sinner», 1 would 
•ay to them ’ their leet shall slide in due time’ 
-they shall slide ; there ia no escape but by 

believing in Christ."
O, it all oar Churches were baptised with 

this passion for soul-saving, what glorious 
results would follow ! “ If," says tbe bio­
grapher, “there were ten inch Christians in 
every evangelical Church in our land, bow 
would they arouse their lellow [Christiana to 
duty, search tbe highways and hedges and 
compel the ungodly to come in, instruct the 
rising age, hold up the hand» ot liithlnl minis­
ters, and bring down the Holy Spirit in ans­
wer to theii prayers !" When will the time 
come when the Churches shall be more awake 
to their duty—when every Christian shall feel 
the responsibility which rests upon him to 
labor for souls ? Hail the glad day ! It» com­
ing will be the bright and blessed harbinger 
ot millennial glory. The Church and the 
world will then enjoy other Pentecost», more 
wide spread in their extent, and more pow­
erful and more glorious , in their operation» 
and résulta. What regret» will many who 
are called by the name of Chriit have in their 
dying hour that they have not done more for 
him.

It Harlan Page waa led to say, in reviewing 
hia life, “ O, I have done nothing for Chriat! 
What an unprofitable lite I have lived ! How 
can one be a Christian who has done no more 
to prevent hia acquaintances, and even his 
own household, from going down to hell ?" 
then what will many have to aay ol tbemeelvea 
as they look back upon a useless life, and 
look forward to the realities ot eternity. 
Christian men and women, it ia time we were 
awake to thia great interest. Think bow 
promising the field of labor ia before voo. 
Think ot the harvest of aoula which you may 
reap. Think of the starry crown which will 
await you it faithlnl in thia work. Study the 
methods employed by Harlan Page, and, 
animated and encouraged by hia toil» and hia 
success, and inspired by the blessed assur­
ance» ot the word of God, you ehall reap a 
glorious reward if you faint not in the discharge 
ot your duty.—N. Y. Advocate.

PROTRACTED - MEETINGS AND 
SPECIAL SERVICES.

We have been asked what we think ol pro­
tracted-meetings—are they uaelul in promoting 
the work ot God ? That is a singular question. 
It seems to i.s everybody ça» answer it. Ro­
manists, Ritualist», Evangelicals—almost all 
sects—resort to them. The advantage ol 
camp-meetings, and other protracted services, 
consists largely in keeping the minds of the 
people who attend them on tbe subject of re­
ligion, so that, by God’s blessing, they become 
interested in it, and tbe spell ol worldly influ­
ences is broken. They have time to repent.

We are asked whether it is better to con­
verse, and sing, and pray with inquirers, in the 
church, or to have pastoral interviews with 
them in private. We say, do both, aa cir 
cumstances and the character ot the parties 
may suggest. Some are profited by one mean» 
—some by another. ” Sow beside all waters.” 
Uae* all reasonable methods. Idolize none. 
As to wild fire, John Wesley used to say, 
better have a little wild fire mingled with the 
genuine tb»" no fire at all. Censure none who 
are truly in earnest for the salvation of sinners, 
There may be varions modes ol exorcism—no 
matter, so the devils are cast out. We must 
hand that question over to Drs. Taylor, Cun- 
nyngham, and Kelley. We presume they 
preach to the heathen, converse with them, 
and pray with them, when opportunity serves. 
Thus did the apostles, as we gather from the 
Acta—though no mention ia made of “ altar ” 
or “ mournera’-bench." They endeavored ao 
to preach that the people might repent, believe, 
prole»» Chriat, and obey tbe gospel. So did 
tbe Wesleya, though they never need such 
terms as “ altar" and “ mourners’-bench. ” 
They preached with taith and power, and ex­
pected the people to embrace tbe truth while 
they preached it. as taith,cometh by hearing 
—and as their hearers believed in their beatt, 
so they confessed with their month, unto salva­
tion. Personal counsel» and prayers followed 
when occasion served. Ministers most exer­
cise common sense «bout these milters, 
as well as all others. They most inst ruct 
the intellect, they must excite the sens! 
bdities, and they must bring consideration to 
bear upon the will, to induce compliance with 
tbe terms ol the gospel. “ We persuade men." 
Some are moat affected by clear and emphatic 
presentations ot the truth—some by fervent 
prayers—others again, who are not moved by 
a sermon, are charmed by a song. It people 
are not disposed to “ come to the altar," seek 
private interviews with them—bring them to 
tbe class meeting—pat suitable tracts, etc., 
into their hands—get pious neighbours to visit 
them—choose any method, the most likely to 
bring them to tbe cross. Some ministers can 
operate better by one method than by another. 
Every man has his peculiar gilt. Let not any 
be slighted or despised. Be all things in the 
Pauline manner, to all men, so that by all 
means you may save some—and as many as 
possible. Be not fastidious about the manner 
in which per jns are brought into the Kingdom 
—whether with “shouts’’ or “silent awe"—with 
tbe sudden burst ot “marvelous light," or tbe 
the gradual glinting of the Sun of rigbteouine», 
when he vises on tbe soul with healing in hia 
wings. But be not satisfied till the sinner turns 
Irom his sins, as the Catechism expresses it, 
“ with full purposes of, and endeavors alter 
new obedience." Let him know that he must 
repent or perish, believe or be damned.— 
Nashville Advocate.

ORTHODOXY IN CHARACTER.

It a character is that which is cut or engrav­
en, and come» through tbe impression of quali­
ties and habits, then to havirit engraven and 
brought out in the way ot right qualities and 
habits is about the only oithodoxy that amounts 
to anything. F’or soundness of faith is one 
thing, while soundnesa in and through the taith 
ia quite another thing. To hold a creed at 
arm’s length in the way of national conceptions ; 
to apprehend it under the form of correct de­
finitions and atatements ; to tie it up into a 
bundle ot propositions to be slung over the 
ehonlder, or flnog at heretics ; to string dog­
mas together like so many bit» ot coral, to be 
worn as a badge of piety ; thU is orthodoxy as 
the world goes ; bnt what ia this in comparison 
with that soundness in which the truth is held 
in such solution that it gives texture or tissue 
to the soul’s being ; qualifies it with a new prin­
ciple ; gives it another substance ; moulds and 
modifie» it according to the Christian idea ; and 
gives it character by impressing on it the image 
and superscription of Christ? For it makes 
all the difference whether one holds Christian 
truth in the way of speculation, or digestion ; 
whether it is simply a conception ot his thought 
or received as the nourishment ot the heart.

It is said that when tbe dispute was running 
high before tbe Council of Nicaia, a simple- 
minded layman bore witness of his zeal for 
Christian faith by stepping forward and ab­
ruptly saying : “ Christ aod hi» apostles left us 
not a system of logic, nor a vain deceit, bat a 
naked truth, to be guarded by faith and 
good work»." What could a system of logic 
do in bringing oat Christian character ? but 
thia naked truthguarded by taith and good work» 
ia juit that entrance ol Christ’» word» which 
giveth life. By a process of transmission and 
discipline it ia passed upon, and wrought into 
the soul’s structure, so that it give» a new cast 
to all its feelings and conceptions, and Chriat 
is formed within, the hope ol glory. Now, if 
orthodoxy were identical with thia right infor­
mation ot character in Christ, it might well 
stand aa the barrier against heresy and unbe­
lief. But how often ia it not. For, first ot 
all ; as there are system» of theology without 
God, ao there are creeds without Christ. That 
is to say, these terms, these propositions, these 
dogmatic atatements, are at best lor a compen­
dium, an abstract, a summary of truths con­
cerning Christ, but all too narrow to compre­
hend Christ himself. How could one define a 
tree in this way so that tbe definition is exhaus­
tive ; above all, so that any repetition of the 
statement would be equivalent to the fruit ? 
What definition ol a flower can put the color 
into it, and the perfume and the elegance ot 
ite form ? What scientific putting concerning a 
work of art can exhaust it, just as what genius 
can exhaust itseli in a work of art ? How much 
less can we hope to put him who is tbe fullness 
of truth and grace into an abstract statement. 
It is, to aay the truth, very much like the 
play of Hamlet, with Hamlet left out.

Then, again, the creed, while it ia infinitely 
less than Christ may be substituted in place ol 
Him. It may answer as a halting place, partly 
because it is easy to mistake the form lor the 
aubatance, and partly because il ia much easier 
to assent with the intellect, than te give tbe 
affection» ot the heart. Thia thought ever and 
again recurring that I am sonnd in the faith, 
that I am truly and profoundly orthodox, [may 
seem to answer the end of religion, and may 
produce the further thought whether I am 
changed in character. In fact, it ia easy to 
tall into the idea that soundness in tbe faith is 
the ultimate requirement, and the test of all 
thing».

Furthermore, how much easier to aay the 
creed than to search the Scripture» in which 
Chriat is aet forth in the completeness of Hia 
person and career, ao tv aa words have power 
to do it ; above all, how much easier for one 
to do this than to work out hi» salvation with 
lev and trembling.

Orthodoxy, therefor», so far from being 
identical with Christian char acier, may not 
touch the character at all. It may bang upon 
the hands, aa a sort of valued, but useless 
piece of property, which makes one content to 
do nothing. Like one descended Irom an an­
cient and honorable family, he may glory in it, 
and all the while be running to seed. It may 
real upon him ao oppressively, that anything 
like a good honest doubt which should set him 
thinking, would be the best thing in the world. 
It waa the Scribe» and Pharisees who never 
could get over the idea, that they were Abra 
ham’s seed, who had to have the unpleasant 
troth told them, that the publican» and hvlota 
ahould go into tbe kingdom of God before 
them.

How could we ever mistake the idea, that 
character ia the measure of all things ? Did 
Chriit come into the world and enter into tbe 
condition ot oar sorrows, and bear oar har­
den» in his own body on the tree, that he might 
supply us with a formula ? Was it not rather 
that he might become a power in our lives, 
transforming and quickening them under tbe 
influence ot Hia own ? No doubt that the creed 
and the life ahould go together, and that the 
first becomes a kind ot touch-stone as to tbe 
nature of the other ; but we must remember 
that Christ waa before all creed», and that 
while they were yet unformed, and perhaps 
nntbonght of. He in moulding the charaeter 
of hia disciples through the substance ol their 
faith, and becoming tbe power of God into sal­
vation to them that believe.—Church and State

demn them, and were they given fair play and 
not deadened, :he consciences ot tbe actors, the 
the participants in these things would condemn 
them. Yet there ate in this city, as in other 
places, cot a lew, but many, who attend balls, 
dancing parties, theatres, send their children to 
dancing school, dress like the world, talk like, 
tbe world, and then go to the Holy Sacrament 
as sanctimoniously as any others, and as much 
so as if it had never been written in tbe Holy 
Word, “ Be not conformed to this world, but 
be ye transformed by the renewing of your 
mind, Ac." Have such persons ever attentively 
considered such declarations as the following : 
"Forthis cause God stall send them strong 
delusions, that they should believe » lie : That 
they might all be damned who believe not tbe 
truth, but had plevure in unrighteousness."

They, perhaps, believe they are right, but 
that does not make them right. A man may as 
certainly and as sincerely believe a lie as ihc 
truth. Saul of Tarsus verily believed he 
‘ * ought to do things contrary to the name ol 
Jesus ot Nazareth,” but his thinking be ought 
did not make those things right, as he bimaelt 
afterward lelt and acknowledged. And, like 
him, men may, and do, often think themselves 
right, when, in tact, they are wrong. No one 
denies this; and, allow us to say, this i» very 
frequently tbe ease in matters ol religion—the 
most important of all matters.

It ia time we all awake to a careful and 
prayerful consideration of these things. For a 
long while pvt our heart has been pained— 
deeply grieved—by the lact that so many of 
our dear youth are being thus led away, and, 
in many instances, led away by older persons, 
from whom they have a tight to expect better 
teaching and a better example.—St. Louis 
Advocate. .

WORLDLY CONFORMITY.

Tbe spirit of tbe world is extensively pre­
vailing in our Church organizations, and tbe 
solemn derivation ot the word ot God is, “ II 
any man love tbe world the love of the Father 
ia not in him.” Hence those pleasure-loving, 
money-seeking, tbeatre-going. opera-attending, 
dress-devoted, eaae-taking, tasbion-toUowing, 
and dancing professors »re not Christians, else 
tbe Bible is not true. But the Bible ia true, 
they are not Christians, except in name. The 
Spirit of Christ ia not in them. Tbe love ot the 
Father does not predominate—but the love of 
tbe world. It is not worth while to try to 
dodge, or jostify or excuse or palliate these 
things. The Bible condemns them, the Church 
ot Chriat in all ages has condemned them, the 
the moral sense of all right minded men con-

Christ a* Vncuanoeable Priest.—Me. 
Chcyne says:—“Precious friend and un 
changeable priest, ia Christ—sweeter to you 
than the honey tod the honey-comb. How 
great is tbe goodness he hath laid up for them 
that fear him ! Just a» the miser lays up 
money that he may feast his eyes upon it, ao 
Chriat has laid up unsearchable riche», that 
he may supply all we need out ol them. Un­
fathomable oceans ot grace are in Chriat for 
you. Dive and dive again, you will never 
come to the bottom of thoae depths. How 
many millions of dvzling pearls and gems 
are at this moment hid in tbe deep recesses ot 
the ocean caves ? But these are unsearchable 
riches in Christ. Seek more of them. The 
Lord enrich yon with them.

BISMARCK AND U1S WORK.

The secret ot Bismvck’s policy- ia its open­
ness. Tne cralt and cunning of Machiavelli­
anism have so long prevailed in diplomacy, and 
tbe fraud and intrigue of: Jesuitism have had 
such ascendancy in the Church, that men are 
not prepared to believe in frankness, but sus­
pect this to be a vail for treachery. But who­
ever will study the speeches and State papers 
ot Bismarck for the past ten years, m the light 
ot the event» which have followed them, will 
be struck, and even startled, by the boldness 
with which he declared his own purposes, and 
his expectations for the future ot Prussia and 
Germany. Diplomatists, trailed to cultivate 
distrust as a part of their science, interpreted 
these declarations by tbeir opposites, and thus 
tbe habitual cautiousness ot the diplomatic 
world favored-tbe success ol Bismarck’s frank­
ness. As, however, it is now seen upon all 
sides that be does what he means, so it is be­
ginning to be understood that he means what 
he says. His two latest evds—tbe rendezvous 
ol tbe Emperors and the expulsion of the Jes­
uits—have been played openly, and the Prince 
has declared, in the most straightforward man 
ner, bis purpose and expectation in them 
both.

From the beginning ol his career as a minis­
ter, his policy has been to secure the unity ol 
Germany under the leadership of Prussia—the 
most advanced of her States in discipline cul­
ture, freedom, intelligence, and power; and 
by means of a united Germany to maintain the 
peace of Europe, and to turtber tbe develop­
ment of healthy liberty in Church and State. 
Hitherto the politics of Europe have been too 
largely influenced from tbe West; Bismarck 
intends that henceforth the West shall acknowl­
edge tbe ascendancy of Eastern and Middle 
Europe. Hitherto political and military com­
binations planned at Rome have been able at 
any time to threaten the peace of the Conti­
nent. Bismarck intends that the Pope shall 
cease to be a political factor in any problem of 
the future. Could the Pope unite France and 
Austria in hia interest, then using these as a 
pair of shears, he might hope agait to divide 
Germany, especially if he could foster internal 
causes ol division. To remove both of these 
dangers, to circumscribe French influence, and 
to annihilate Papal intrigue, Bismarck planned 
tbe meeting ot the emperors, and is prosecu­
ting the war upon the Jeauits.

Aa soon as it was hinted that the Emperor of 
Austria would visit Berlin every possible in­
fluence from Versailles and irom the Vatican 
was used to frustrate thia intention ; but the 
joint persuasions of Bismarck and Andrassy 
proved too strong tor France and Rome, the 
Austrian Minister seeing clearly that the devel­
opment of tbe new order of things in the Aus­
tro-Hungarian Empire will require a good un­
derstanding with the Empire ot Germany. 
France strove desperately to win Russia to a 
special alliance, to excite her jealousy of Ger­
many, and to keep back the Emperor from such 
to open manifestation ol good-will toward his 
poweriul and aspiring neighbor. But Russia 
•aw that the strengthening of friendly ties be­
tween Austria and Germany required that she 
should be included in such a neighborly alli­
ance, rather than form an antagonistic alliance 
with the opposite extreme of tbe Continent. 
The stress of the Imperial Conference lay in 
bringing it about ia epite of all doubla, jealous­
ies, and bin ’ ranees : and no» Bismark openly 
shows his hand.

In reply to all conjectures concerning its po­
litical objects, he aays simply, “ The conter- 
ence is an accomplished fact"—that is the 
whole story, make what you will of it. But 
in a little speech to a deputation of tbe city 
government, referring to the visit of tbe em­

perors, he said: “The high personages who 
have some together will separate with no delu­
sive expectations. Neither ol them can come 
with a wish that conld not be entertained by 
the others. No aggressive purpose against any 
power, in any direction, has called forth 
this meeting. The friendly personal intercourse 
of the .hree emperors will strengthen the con­
fidence of our friends in the endurance ot peace, 
and will make plain to our enemies the difficul­
ty ot disturbing it." Thia ia the card that Bis­
marck plays out to France—a notice to keep 
quiet, at ita peril."--

On the other aide, the Pope took occasion 
to denounce tbe Berlin Conference aa “ an 
anti Catholic Areopagus, every member ot 
which was a declared enemy ot the Catholic 
Church;" and to predict that tbe counsel ot 
these mad prophet» should be turned aside by 
miracle aa Balaam’s was. But occasion was 
not wtotitig/lor Bismarck to declare himaell 
atresh upon the Roman question. Several 
Engliah notables bed addressed to him a letter 
of coogratulation-ufon the stand he had taken 
againat the encroachmeits ot the Papacy upon 
the prerogative» ol the State. They encourag­
ed him to firmness in the great conflict which 
be ia waging, not in the interest ot Germany 
alone, but for the good ol Europe and ot tba 
world, and assured him of the sympathy of 
England.

In hi» reply the Chaneellor avowed his devo­
tion to the highest measure ol freedom to per­
sons and to laitha compatible with the freedom 
of other», and with the safety and indepen­
dence ol the country, and declared it to be tbe 
policy ol the German empire to secure relig­
ious equality and liberty of conscience. He 
then added, with emphasis, “ In tbe conflict 
for these fundamental principle». God will de­
fend tbe German empire against the enemies 
who use his holy name as a cover for their hos­
tility to our eternal peace." This is his latest 
card to the Jeauits :—You hypocrites, do your 
work. We shall fight thia battle through, and 
God will give ua victory.

That the destruction ol the German empire 
is the object ot the Ultramontane party their 
journals avow. They denounce the empire as 
founded in robbery and crime, as hostile to the 
Church and under the curse ol God, and they 
declare that every true Catholic is bouad to 
labour for ita dismemberment. They have so 
far worked upon the tear» and jealousies of the 
fantastic King of Bavaria—with whom pleasur­
able indulgence outweigh» all the affaira ofStste 
—that they have produced symptom» of reac­
tion in that portion of the empire toward a 
Jesuitieal policy. But ao long as Bismarck 
hold» the helm as Chancellor, be will make il 
plain that, in hia intention, the expulaion of the 
Jesuits was not a passion, but a policy ; not a 
prejudice, but a principle—the prohibition ol 
any foreign power upon the soil of free and 
united Germany. It be Uvea five years hi» cards 
will win.—Birlin Cor N. f. Observer.

AFRICAN EXPLORATION.

The research into that dim region, that 
world still lying obscure while all other worlds 
roll into light, and even Japan breaks tbe 
seals of its mystic seclusion, is a passion, an 
enthusiasm, a mania. The earliest and most 
lancinating reading of many boya who are 
grey-bearda now, were tbe African hooka. 
There ia no passage in thia vast library ot 
travel more familiar and more touching than 
Mungo Park’» description of the negro woman 
singing by his sick bed ; and the actual aouroe 
ot tbe Nile, hidden somewhere in midmost 
Atric a, ia one ol the oldest and moat secure­
ly guarded ol geographical secrets. Yet tbe 
desire to master that secret ie a magic like 
that of the lotua which -grew upon the Nile 
shore». .
Branches they bore of that enchanted item.

Laden with flower and fruit, whereoi they 
gave

To each, but whose did receive ot them
And taete, to him tbe guahiog of the were 

Far, tar awer did aeem to mourn and rave
On alien shore» : and if hia fellow spake 

Hi» voice waa thin as voices from the grave :
And deep asleep be aeemed, yet all awake. 

And music in hi» ear» hi» beating heart did 
make.

IIow truly Livingstone haa tasted of that 
lotua of African deaire ia curiously shown in 
hi» letter of gratitude to Mr. Bennett. For 
year» he hnd been away from England. Hia 
wile haa died. He haa been long believed to 
be dead. He haa suffered every hardship and 
disappointment, and had reached, apparently, 
a point beyond which nothing remained but 
•tarvatioo, if not aaanaaination, with aU clue 
to hia later Ufa and death absolutely and for­
ever lost, when he ia auddenly greeted in hi» 
own language, by s man of his own race, who 
haa come straight from tbe outer world to fled 
him. But even in that moment, which was in­
deed a resurrection, he still turns the lotus 
upon his tongue, and its taste is sweeter than 
the hope of home and family aod lame.

“ Now I know about six hundred miles of 
the water-shed," be says, " and unfortunately 
the seventh hundred in the moat interesting ol 
tbe whole ; for in it, if I am not mistaken, tour 
fountains arise from an earthen mound, and the 
last of the four becomes, at no great distance 
off, a large river. . . .

“ I have beard of them so often and at great 
distances off that I cannot doubt tbeir exis­
tence, and in spite of the sore longing for 
home that seizes me every time I think of my 
family, I wish to finish up by their «-dis­
covery.

How perfectly these word» of Livingatone, 
written under the well-known circumstance», 
reproduce the legend ot tbe Odyaaey and repeal 
the words of Tennyson :
Most weary aeemed the see. weary tbe oar,

Weary tbe wandering field» of barren foam ; 
Then some one: said, “ We will return no 

more :"
And all at once they sang. “ Our island home 

I» lar beyond the wave ; we will no longer
roam."

God often gives e email 
measure of faith to a great saint, and great 
taith to a little Chr-tian, that each may esteem 
the other above himself —Luther.
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What is to be the final outcome of all 
this African Exploration? The work will 
goon be tolerably well accomplished. The 
long-shrouded mysteries of Africa will all 
be solved at no distant day/ We shall 
soon know all that is worth knowing about 
the Nile, the Congo and the Niger, from 
their fountains to the sea. The great Equa­
torial lake system of the wonderful conti­
nent will soon be fairly delineated on our 
school maps. The course and character of 
of its great valleys, will be determined. The 
length, breadth and altitude of its chief 
mountain ranges will soon be ascertained. 
Its habitable slopes and plains will all be 
described tor our information. The know­
ledge of its fauna and flora will be greatly 

, advanced. AU its races and tribes and 
their social and poUtical condition wiU be 
made familiar to the reading world ; and 
its industrial capabilities in every direction 
will be fully revealed. For it is clearly the 
intention of Providence wholly to unveil 
this remarkable region.

Can there be any doubt among Christian 
men as to the purpose of Uod in at last dis­
closing the long hidden African secrets to 
the gaze of the civilized world ? Can that 
purpose be merely the gratification of learn­
ed curiosity ? or the widening of the boun­
daries of human knowledge? or the expan­
sion of the volume of the world’s commerce ? 
or the development of a grand Mahomme- 
dan African empire, as is seemingly believ­
ed by the Khedive of Egypt? Must not 
that purpose rather be the conquest of 
Africa for Christ? Surely.

From the beginning there has been a 
party among the British Methodists favora­
ble tcrfitiirgical form of worship ; and from 
the beginning the Anglican liturgy has been 
ie use in the Sunday morning service in 
various British Wesleyan Chapels. The 
question has lately been mooted whether or 
no a general adoption of liturgical forms in 
the conduct of pubUc worship by British 
Methodists would not multiply their means 
of usefulness. It is contended on the one 
hand that, in consequence of the progress 
of Methodism in wealth, knowledge and 
refinement, the number of its adherents fit­
ted to profit by a tasteful and picturesque 
form of worship and craving its enjoyment 
has greatly increased. It is also urged that 
large numbers of persons of evangelical 
sentiments bred in the Church of England, 
disgusted and alarmed, at the rapid ad­
vances of ritualism in their denomination, 
would gladly seek a religious home in 
Methodism could their preferences for the 
use of a liturgy be gratified in it.

On the other hand it is argued that the 
number of Methodist adherents desiring 
the more general adoption in Methodist 
churches of an ornate form of worship is 
quite small, that were it otherwise, a ten­
dency to indulge in esthetic display in pub­
lic worship would be an evil to be held in 
check instead of gratified and strengthened, 
and that the worship of Methodism is never 
more attractive to those beyond the Metho­
dist pale than when it is characterized by 
simplicity, reality, naturalness and fervour 
—in short when it is in the best sense dis­
tinctively Methodistic.

We incline to believe that the other-hand 
reasons have by much the best of the argu - 
ment ig this case. But we should like to 
know whether the pro-liturgists are noted 
for their love of the free prayer-meeting, 
their gifts in social supplication and hearty 
enjoyment of Christian fellowship.

The Methodist Episcopal Church of the 
United States is about to establish missions 
in Japan and in Mexico; in the former 
under the leadership of Dr. Maclay, long a 
distinguished missionary in China, whose 
familiarity with the Chinese language will 
be of immense service to him in the study 
and use of the cognate language of Japan. 
The new Mexican mission will be headed 
by Dr. Butler, 81" Hindostanic fame. His 
experience in the mission work in India 
and his familiarity with the state of things 
in Mexico obtained while engaged in the 
Secretariat of the Christian Union, which 
has several highly flourishing missions in 
Mexico, will stand him in good stead in his 
new enterprise.

The prospéct of success in both coun­
tries is remarkably good. It is to be 
hoped that noble results in each land will 
be achieved.

The season for holding earnest special 
services with a view of promoting a revi­
val of religion in our societies and congre­
gation has arrived. It is to bo hoped that 
it will be diligently improved and that 
great good will be achieved. What a 
blessed thing it would be were every con­
gregation within the Conference bounds to 
be favoured with a time of refreshing from 
the presence of the Lord. • J. K. N.

ENGLISH CORRESPONDENCE.

The San Juan Award—The feed's Mis- 
% ionary Anniversaries—The East Afri­
can Slave Trade—Trinity Hall, South- 
port, for the Education of Ministers’ 
daughters.
Dear Mr. Editor.—Another award has 

been delivered, and again the decision is 
against England and in favor of the United 
States. The Emperor of Germany has 
!>een the Arbitrator in this case, and it is 
asserted that he has called to his assistance, 
and been guided in the judgment lie has 
delivered, by the services of at least three 
very eminent jurists and geographers. The 
dispute ie nearly a quarter of a century old, 
and it is high time that it was settled and 
1'orgotteo. The question has been, the pre­
cise line of boundary between the two Gov­
ernments in the far away regions of Van­
couver’s Island, British Columbia. It has 
been a very small bone of contention, and it 
cannot very greatly effect the welfare of our 
fellow subjects whether the line is to run 
through the Haro or Rosario channel. It 
is an affair of very little importance to the 
United Kingdom of Great Britain, but it is

decidedly uopleasant again to be judged and 
condemned as in the wrong. Our leading 
statesmen have all along been assuring us 
that in this contention the Americans had no 
claim whatever, bot it now appears that our 
illurtrious friend and ally, the near kinsman 
through marriage relatione of our Royalty, 
has flatly decided against ns, and all the 
world will know of our defeat. The sur­
prise of the English public, as expressed in 
the leading papers, has been very great, but 
there is nothing left but to accept the 
award, humiliating as it ie, and meekly 
wonder, when and how we shall again to 
drubbed by the great Arbitrators of the 
nations.

The period for holding our Annual Mis­
sionary Meetings has arrived, and Leeds 
has led the way with all its wonted enthusi­
asm and sanctified liberality. The famed 
Gledhow breakfast, which has now attained 
an almost historic fame in Methodism, was 
on the present occasion held in Headingley 
College. The accommodation of the pri­
vate mansion has become far too limited, 
and the invitations were necessarily re­
stricted to the leading men of the Leeds 
Circuits. At the College about 120 were 
present from all parts of the District, and 
it was a season of much power and deep 
interest. The venerable John Farrar pre­
sided, and referred to the fact of having 
witnessed fifty-nine anniversaries of the So­
ciety, and having been present at the first. 
What wonders God has wrought through 
the instrumentality of this Society during 
these three score years. The principal 
speakers were the President of the Confer­
ence, himself an earnest and indefatigable 
Missionary Secretary, and the Rev. John 
Kilner, who is about to return to his holy 
toil abroad for another period of twenty-five 
years, if the Lord permits. In addition to 
these about thirty others made short ad­
dresses, and presented gifts until the 
amount received at the meeting reached 
£1005. The public meetings held in Ox­
ford Place, and Brunswick Street Chapel 
were scenes of unabated interest. Crowd­
ed to the full, addressed by eloquent men, 
with hearts in full sympathy with the great 
enterprise, and liberally supported by the 
contributions of. the people, the Anniversa­
ries at Leeds will compare with any of the 
past, eminently successful as they have been, 
and will exert a stimulating influence upon 
the thousands of smaller meetings which are 
yet to follow.

A new anti-slavery agitation has com­
menced in England, and bids fair to become 
a movement of great power in the Nation 
and Parliament. The public attention has 
been drawn to this subjeef by the evidence 
laid before a Parliamentary Committee 
which reported last year, and the recent 
disclosures made by Dr. Livingstone and 
Mr. Stanley concerning the horrors of the 
Eastern slave trade, which appears to to ac­
tually desolatiag a large part of the Eastern 
shore of the African Continent. The Is­
land of Zanzibar lies a little way from the 
main coast, and is admirably situated for 
developing the trade of the interior. But 
unhappily the most valuable of all the ex­
ports which Africa can send out are the in­
habitants themselves. All through the 
idle and luxurious East there is a perpetual 
demand for slaves. In the harems and ba­
zaars, in the fields and cities of the whole 
Mahommedan world there is a constant 
market for an abject race of servants. The 
traffic is large and is of a most remunera­
tive character. The poor victims are sto­
len, not purchased. The atrocities commit­
ted are most fearful, as whole villages are 
burned and vast numbers killed in order to 
secure fitting captives. Then commences 
the weary wasting march to the coast, and 
the yet more dreadful voyage to the places 
where à ready market is obtained. Here 
is a gigantic evil with which England propo 
ses to grapple. There are formidable diffi­
culties, and intricate complications in the 
way. But as far as possible our influence 
and active intervention will to brought to 
bear upon the iniquitous traffic. Sir Bar- 
tie Frere, a distinguished statesman, is be­
ing sent out by the Government to stop the 
business, by Treaties if he can, but if not, 
to stop it by force and if possible for ever. 
A meeting has just been held in the Man­
sion House London, in order to call forth 
feeling and give to this movement the im­
pulse of power which anti-slavery move­
ments commanded in the days of Clarkson 
and Wiltorforce. It was a successful meet­
ing and has brought the subject into great 
prominence. The Bishop of Winchester, a 
son of the honoured Wiltorforce, and Mr. 
Stanley, were the great annotions of the 
gathering, and their speeches formed the 
great leature of the meeting. Dr. Living­
stone’s protracted labors and sufferings are 
thus bearing worthy fruit in revealing the 
abominations of I his wretched business and 

stirring the heart of this nation to at­
tempt its suppression.

Another valuable addition has been made 
to the Institutions for educating the chil­
dren of the Wotdeyan Methodist Ministers. 
Through the liberality of Mr. Fernley of 
Southport a spacious Building has been 
erected at an outlay of £8000, which will 
bear the name of Trinity Hall, solely for 
the education of preachers’ daughters. Ac­
commodation is provided for about sixty 
girls, and two schools in London, which are 
taught in premises fitted up for the purpose 
provide for about as many more. This is 
a new thing in Methodism, as boys only 
were instructed in the old establishments at 
Kiogswood and Woodhonse Grove. An 
allowance of twelve pounds was made per 
year to assist for a given period in the edu­
cation of daughters, but it was much less 
in value than the provision made for boys. 
In future both sexes will receive at the 
hands of our church, the privilege of six 
years good scholastic training and other 
benefits superadded. Mr. Fernley has done 
a noble work in this matter. He has call 
ed to his assistance skilled and practical 
men, but yet the erections have been com­
pleted under the direction of a Committee 
of One—the careful, loving superintendence 
of the generous Donor, whoj has devoted 
both money and tilde to the work. B.

We moved into our new parsonage last Oc­
tober,—though not perhaps to be compared 
with our Yarmouth palace for its magnifi­
cence, it is as nice and commodious as any 
follower of John Wesley can reasonably de­
sire, and the best of all is, that, it is thor- 
oroughly finished and furnished and unin­
cumbered with debt. It is a credit to our 
people here, who have by willing, persever­
ing effort thus succeeded. The dear old 
one, dear to us and to many by remem­
brances of joy and sorrow, was sold and 
removed, and we iu our weakness could not 
but drop a tear or two at partiog, upon oc­
cupying our new abode (for home we itin­
erants have none.) We spent a very pleas­
ant and profitable evening with our friends, 
and by singing and prayer dedicated the 
house to God. The ladies and-gentlemen 
favored us with a surprise ana donation 
visit, which in addition to new suits of fur­
niture since obtained from “ the Ladies’ Aid 
Society” has supplied us in everything

necessary for onr comfort. Thanks are doe 
to onr noble baud of ladies with their inde­
fatigable Pfwrideut, Mrs. W. O. Hefferuan 
for their solicitous care and loving, cheer­
ful efforts for the comfort of their ministers 
—to the “ Building Committee ” for their 
petient, persevering toil, and to the friends 
present, and to our benevolent hearts at 
Halifax, who still feel interested in their 
Gnysboroogh home, who have so willingly 
co-operated in the good work. Our dear 
friends at Can so assisted by onr benevolent 
friend Mr. Ogden, have been “ rich in good 
works" there also. The inside of onr 
church has been renovated and made neat 
and comfortable. The old pulpit has given 
place to quite a pretty model stand, mount' 
ed platform, having on either hand a marble 
pillar, supporting two beautiful lamps set in 
brass columns,and a superior organ has taken 
the place of the eld melodeon, sojthat now we 
have discoursed to us good music both vocal 
and instrumental, and good and large con­
gregations to listen to it, and to the preach­
ing of the word. All these necessary extras 
of course have cost not a little, but the 
noble working ladies in both places are 
“ devising litoral things ” (knowing that by 
such we don’t fall but stand, and that by 
scattering we increase,) and expect in a few 
days to present a square sheet, “ owing no 
one but love.” We have yet much to be 
done before all our material gets what it 
wants to make it complete, and we hope to 
to “ up and at it ” until churches and ves­
tries, like parsonages shall receive the im­
provement they require “ to make glad the 
heart of God and man," but in all and 
through all and above all, we look and pray 
for the increase and perfection of the spirit­
ual—to be endued with power from on high

Goldenville Home Mission.—At the 
request ef Bro. Jost, Superintendent of the 
Circuit, I visited Goldeuville mission, and 
now make this report.

Arriving I was established at the “ An­
derson House,” where 1 was indeed well 
entertained, and I found myself in every 
respect conveniently situated for my work 
The congregations to which I preached 
were earnest and attentive, and the people 
of every denomination appeared pleased to 
receive my pastoral calls. Collecting the 
scattered class I found five persons, who 
arranged to meet weekly. I learned that 
some had gone from Goldeuville because 
there was not an immediate prospect of the 
means of grace their souls pauted after ; 
others to seek [more remunerative labor, 
and a few were not with us, because they 
had ceased to so “ earnestly desire to flee 
from the wrath to come.” At Wine Har­
bor I was kindly received and attentively 
listei-ed to while preaching and while 
assisting in an evening Bible Class. At 
Liscomb the congregation was as large as 
could to expected this time of the year.

At Sherbrook the congregations were 
larger than we can expect them with our 
present want of a suitable place iu which 
to meet. At Still Water we had full and 
interesting congregations. At Country 
Harbor, Cross Roads, where I preached 
but once, the congregation was large and 
much interest taken in my presence. A 
few weeks before my visit there, Mrs. 
Mason, one of the first settlers, departed 
this life, at the advanced age of one hun­
dred and five years. Her son, a smart man 
over eighty years of age, and others of the 
third, fourth, and fifth generations were 
present at the worship.

After being ever the field I would say 
that Methodism has neglected her work and 
retarded the spiritual advancement of that 
people by not meeting her obligations and 
not keeping a man on that station.

The prospect at Goldeuville is not so 
good to-day as it was two years ago ; yet 
there ie a prospect. A totter prospect 
than there was at Guysboro in the year 
1808, when the Methodists of Halifax at 
their own expense sent the Rev. James 
Mann to that part of the country for a few 
weeks. As good as the prospect at Guys­
boro in the year 1828, when our present 
President occompanied the late Rev. Wm. 
Webb to that Circuit, and from which time 
the work went regularly forward, shows 
now three regular circuits, and ought soon 
to further subdivide.

Why then should this station languish? 
The mines are not yet exhausted. Some 
are doing well : others want heavier machi­
nery, and others new owners. Recent 
prospecting have brought to light new 
“ leads ” and doubtless there are others yet 
to reward the prospector. It is expected 
that much more extensive mining opera­
tions will commence in the spring, bringing 
in a larger population and increased oppor­
tunity for missionary work.

But independent of Goldenville, through 
the surrounding country there is sufficient 
field for a mission ; and although the two 
years’ blank has shaken confidence in 
Methodism’s regular progression, yet faith­
ful regularly continued labor would be fol­
lowed with blessed results : and there are 
those ready to-day to name the sums they 
would contribute to the support of a Wes­
leyan minister on the ground over which I 
have travelled ; in some of which places 
there is increased need of our presence, and 
increasing prospects of support. I was 
asked to visit another settlement which I 
could not reach, and I suppose there are 
others that would welcome us. Why then 
cannot this work be regularly sustained ? 
Let the question be answered by circuits 
that have received help for the last thirty, 
forty, or perhaps fifty years. Surely in all 
honesty they ought to pay back to the Lord 
a part of the great sum they have thus re­
ceived, and let it be expended on the needy, 
until they also shall return {it to the yet 
more destitute, until the ever swelling cur­
rent of missionary effort will have preached 
to the world and multiplied the means of 
grace in the midst of every people.

Let it be answered by the many thous­
ands of our happy land, who are faithfully 
praying,

“ Thy kingdom come, and hc'ln o’erpower.
And to thy sceptre all subdue;**

who, 1 know, if they could see the want of 
some of these places would show their faith 
by their works Let it reach the hearts of 
the young men whom the Spirit of the Lord 
is calling to preach the everlasting Gospel !

This work, speaking generally of the 
Home Mission work, is in a country fast 
rising in importance to a position second to 
none on this side of the great Atlantic. It 
is a work growing on the sympathies of a 
thinking people who arc beginning to see 
its importance, to feel their obligations in 
relation to it ; and to know something of 
the assistance needed by the faithful mis­
sionary on such a field. And it is a work 
on which most assuredly God’s blessing 
will rest. O that it could be pushed with 
that zeal that its importance demands ! I 
am still hoping that the President may be 
able to supply Goldenville before the year 
is ended, which 1 think is so desirable.

Gabarus Home Mission.—New Par­
sonage.—We are comfortably settled in our 
new parsonage. In this important under­
taking, we have had to face three difficul­
ties, first to get a proper place on which to [

build; secondly, to the necessary | with the sadden death of the Secretary of
means; thirdly,(to get proper workmen to 
undertake the work. After a little effort, 
the first was soon obviated, we secured the 
best and moat pleasant spot in the village, 
near the Harbor Church. The second was 
not quite so eerily accomplished, it tested 
our patience and energy to a considerable 
extent, bot we soeceeded. The third for 
sometime, seemed to bid defiance to all our 
efforts. At last, however, Mr. Lowe, of 
Sheet Harbor, in oocjanction with a car­
penter of this place, undertook to complete vices at the Mission House 
the building by the 31st of October. The 

has been satisfactorily carried out,

the Australasian Missionary Committee, 
the late Rev. Stephen Rabone, rendering it 
desirable that one of the Secretaries should 
altesd the Australasian Conference in Syd­
ney, in January, 1873, the Rev. W. B.

work
although not quite finished, en account of 
the difficulty of getting a plasterer sooner. 
We have a good substantial and convenient 
house. It is an ornament to the settlement, 
and the internal arrangements are, in every 
way complete. We have lately had a piece 
of land given us, in dose proximity to the 
parsonage, which has enhanced its value 
very much. Personally, I feel greatly in­
debted to many friends in Halifax, for sub­
stantial help, especially to D. Henry Starr, 
Esq., who not only welcomed me last fall 
to share the bounties of his hospitality dur­
ing my stay in that city, but gave the glass, 
and introduced me to kind friends, whose 
subscriptions amounted in the aggregate, to 
over one hundred and fifty'dollars. A few 
friends in Pictou, Charlottetown and Syd­
ney also have helped us. The building has 
cost nearly twelve hundred dollars, beside 
gratuitous labor, all of which has been re­
alized with the exception of about sixty dol­
lars. We have also had It partly furnished.

Fourchi Church.—In January last we 
had a tea meeting, whieh realized over 80 
dollars, towards plastering and pewing the 
church. This fall Mrs. Elijah Hooper, 
with characteristic energy, has been pre­
paring for a bazaar, to be held sometime 
during the winter, and her kind and inge­
nious husband is going to make the pulpit, 
which we expect will be a superior one. 
The frame of this church, which is a very 
good one, with tower and spire, was put up 
when the brethren F. Moore and Teed 
were on the circuit, and I am told that Bro. 
Teed preached the opening sermon before 
the floor was laid or the windows put in, 
and that his sonorous voice was heard 
through the windowless building across the 
Harbor. Mrs. Hooper will thankfully re­
ceive and acknowledge any help from dis­
tant friends, or Miss Hooper, Barrington 
street, Halifax. There is a great deal to be 
done in this circuit, in the shape of finish­
ing churches.

Sabbath School Anniversary.—The inau­
guration of the first Sabbath school anniver­
sary in Gabarus, was quite an event. The 
recitations and singing by the children glad­
dened the hearts of the parents, and called 
forth deep gratitude toward the teachers. 
We feel deeply the importance of training 
the young in our Sabbath schools, this is 
the hope of the church.

Spiritual State.—Though we ate not 
able to record gracious revivals amongst 
us, we feel encouraged with the success 
that has attended our labors. We appoint­
ed “ a fast day,” a few - weeks ago, which 
was duly observed by some at least. Last 
Sabbath the Holy Ghost rested upon us, 
while we defended the power * of prayer, 
against the scepticism of Prof. Tyndall,.and 
Gallon. Many wept for joy at the triumphs 
of the past, and resolved in the strength of 
Ood, more earnestly “ to contend for the 
faith once delivered to the saints.” We 
are hopefully looking forward to our win­
ter’s “ campaign ” against the powers of 
darkness. Since Conference a few have 
turned from sin to Christ, but nothing but 
a general “ breaking down ’’ in our congre­
gations will satisfy the ardent longing of 
our hearts. We read over the pages of the 
lile of Thomas Collins, until our souls cry 
out for the same power and the same suc­
cess that attended his ministry.

Some time ago the ecclesiastical authori­
ties at Rome, pronounced agaiust the crea­
tion of a second Catholic University in 
Quebec. The Bishop of Montreal, how­
ever, is trying hard to get a second one 
chartered by the Quebec Legislature. In 
view of that effort, the Archbishop of 
Quebec communicated with Rome, with 
what result the following makes appar

The 
question ot bounty Io or indemnity of fisher­
men who will suffer by the enforcement ot the 
Treaty, will probably come up later in the 
session, though with no wry substantial 
grounds for hope of favorable action.—Dasgor 
Whig.

Railroad companies and other corporations 
may learn alter a while, that printed declara­
tions on a piece of cardboard or paper issued 
by such companies do not constitute a valid 
contract between them and their patrons. A 
Pennsylvania court has decided that a railroad 
ticket tor a passage between two stations may 
be used by the passenger going either way be­
tween the two points included, the rules of the 
company printed thereon lo the contrary aot- 
wilhstandiog; and another court tin the same 
State declares telegraph companies liable for 
failure eittor in the transmission or prompt 
delivery ol messages, the fact of such messages 
being written oif blanks containing printed de­
nials ot responsibility having no effect what­
ever.

Mr. Wrdderburn made an abk, 
powetlul and impassioned and argumentative 
appeal to the Jury, whi"h of course had consid­
erable effect, and the Attorney General’s ad­
dress was a capital specimen of close reasoning. 
The Judge in his charge appears to hate 
no doubt ot the prisoner’s guilt, but be gave 
him the benefit of the doubt as to absence ot 
malicious intention.
