Business Men in International Affairs.

FEW Canadians have had the

privilege of listening, in the

last few days to a very dis-

tinguished advoecate of inter-

national arbitration, and th-
jpplication of the business man’s eom-
won sense to questions of high political
jport, in the person of Dr. Thomas
Bavelay, of Paris, who on Friday last
aldressed a meeting in  Montreal and
v lio was on Monday a guest at the Can-
adian Club, Toronto.  Dr. Barelay eame
o America a few weeks ago as a member
1 the Mosely Eudeational Commission
tid has remained here devoting eonsid-
cruble energy throughout the KEastern
States to the advoeaey of a treaty of
arbitration between Great Britain an.l

the United States. He has addressed
_himself partieularly to the business

classes, convineed that they are ready
for such aetion and are amply able to
hring about such a treaty it they onece
assert their power.

Dr. Barvelay has every reason for the
faith he puts in the business elasses. Dr.
Barelay, it should be explained, is n
Scotehman, who was edueated in the Uni-
versities of London, Paris, Bonn and
Jena, went to Paris in 1876 as a  ¢or-
respondent of the Times, but since 1882
has devoted himselt to the practice of
law in Paris. He is a member of the In-
stitute of Intenational Law, vice-presi-
dent of the International Law Associa

tion, and has held many other positions
of honor, among them president 1899-
1900 of the Britsh (Chamber of Commerce
m Paris. It was during the oceupaney
of this office that Dr. Barelay was able
to demonstrate what business men counld
do to pour oil on the troubled waters
of international jealousy and misunder
standing and to bring about a reeoncil-
lation that augers well for the tuture
peace of FKurope.

A representative of ¢ The Canadian
Grocer’” met Dr. Barelay at the eonelu-
sion of his address at the Canadian
Club, with a view of learning the part
taken by the business eommunities of
France and England in the matter of the
Anglo-Freneh treaty of 1903.

Nothing, in the opinion of the dis-
tinguished visitor, is more striking in
the history of peace than the way in
whieh business men have of late come
into the arbitration movement. It is
not manv years since husiness men
sneered at arbitration as the dream of

millennium mongers, eranks, faddists
and other people whom praetical men are
in the habit of steering elear of as lone-
winded time-wasters,

It is my beliet, continued Dr. Barelay,
that the ehange which has come over our
business world in its attitude towards
arbitration is due to the impending eon-
fliets which were avoided, and thus eon-
flict ean, in faet, oecasionally claim the
funetion of a power Yor good.

The one instance 1 refer to was the
Venezuela question in which President
Cleveland ““‘put his toot  down.’" The
other case was the Fashoda question in

which the British Government “*put its

foot down.’’ In both eases an armed con-
fliet would have been the rvesult if it had

ot been for the real patriotism of the
vovernments which yielded and the cer-
tainty that the business world of both
countries would have disapproved of
fighting tor unessential things. If theve
is anything that distinguishes business
methods trom other methods, whatever

they may be, it is that the business maun.

tries in his mind to reduce every ques-
tion to its just proportions. The busi-
ness man has what very often is lack-
ing to the politician, the right.sense of
proportion. Thus it seems naturally
monstrous to the business man to employ
a sledgehammer for the exeeution of a
fly, but that sort of consideration does
not always appeal to those who are not
trained in the world of commerce and
industry.

No better instance of the way in which
business men can do good by puttine
their foot down was ever seen than
when the Association of the Chambers
of Commerce of the United Kingdom
took the relatious between (ireat Britain
and Franee into their hands in 1900. At
that mowment the hostile feeling between
the two countries, so far as the press ap-
peared to echo it. was so strong that ou
the slightest provocation the guns would
have gone off, by themselves.

At the danger of being charged with
egotism, T must refer here to my own
ageney in the change of teeling which
began at that time. T had the privileze
of being at that moment chairman of
the Britsh Chamber of Commerce in
’aris, and in that capaeity was able to
take a public attitude towards the sub-
Jjeet of Anglo-French relations whieh |
conld not otherwise have assumed. |
believe that the assistance which was
given to me by Mr. W. L. Courtney, the
editor of the Fortnightly Review, in that
areat periodical. at the same period was
the beginning of a more reasonable at-
titude in Great Britain towards Franee,
and that my article in the Fortnightlv
to some extent influenced the \ssoeia-
tion of the Chambers of Commerce of
the United Kingdom in accepting  my
proposal to entertain them, as president

of the Britsh Chamber of Commerce in

Parvis, if' they would come over and hold

their Autumn meeting therve, and show
the French that the Britsh nation—a ..
tion of shopkeepers, and  we  are noa
ashamed of it—entertained noue of those
antipathetie feelings towards the Freneh
with which a too bellicose press seemed
to evedit the Britsh nation. [ pointed
out the danger of  doing nothing, »f
standing by and letting a small minovity
drag the two nations into a contliet.  In
spite of warnings, dissuasion and pook-
poohings by the stormbivds of Pall Mall
and Fleet street, I got a unanimous re-
sponse, and the meeting that was held
in"the Autumn of the same year was the
largest meeting of the Association of
Chambers of Commerce ever held, and
the reeeption given by the French to
them showed that they appreciated the
full foree -and importance of this un-
wonted and spontaneous action of the
representatives of the business world of
the United Kingdom. Every French
Minister of State, even the President of
the Republic himself. gave me praeti-

SUGAR CASE IN SUPERIOR COURT.

\ [ R. JUSTICE TRENHOLME, in
L\/[ the Superior Court of the Pro-

vinee of Quebee, has dismissed
the action of Gordon et al. the Trinidad
sugar merchants, against Mr. John Pin-
der, of Montreal, and has awarded $11,-
894.92 to defendant, the amount of
money whieh plaintiffs paid out of a
letter of eredit for sugar.

The amount sued for was $44,293,81.
the balance alleged by plaintiffs to be
due them on sugar shipped to Mr. Pin-
der in 1901, and which he refused to
aceept and pay for.

Mr. Pinder eontended that the sugar
was purchased on sample and was not
satisfactory.

Messrs. (Gordon et al. claimed the
sugar was manufactured in aceordance
with the instruetions of defendant’s
agent, William E. Hurst. S

The contract hetween Mr. Hurst and
Messrs. Gordon et al. was made May 4,,
1901, and in that letter Mr. Hurst says
he bought on samples given to him by
the plaintiffs. Defendants in retntn
said that they gave him no sau_nple}.
but Mr. Hurst had earried away some

sugar tfrom the office without the firm’s
knowledge or consent.

The court held that the defendant had
ordered certain sugar and that the
sugar shipped to him was not that kind.
The second purchase of molasses sugar
was also inferior to what had been or-
dered so that there were two grounds
on which defendant eould base an ob-
jeetion and refuse to aecept the goods.

As to the defendant’s eross demand
he is entitled to recover back the $11,-
894.92 which plaintiffs paid themselves
out’ of the letter of eredit. As to the
defendant’s claim for damages for
plaintiff’s failure to deliver the proper
sugars to him the court did not award
any amount.

Defendant said he could have mada
three-eighths of a cent per pound pro-
fit on the yellow sugar, but this _tl_lc
court would not aet upon. The _right
of the defendant against plaintiffs was
reserved to recover the price of 15 bags
of erystals first - shipped on his ae-
counting for what he has sold, and re-
turning the balance.  The plaintiffs
were condemned to pay all the ecosts.

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IS adoption of a preferential
tarifi in favor oif Byjtish-made
coods by our sistef colony of
New Zealaid is a matter of
very considerable interest to

(‘anada, pariicularly as our trade with
the Antipodes promises to assume no
small proportions in the future. ‘“‘The
Grocer’ is therefore pleased to give our
readers the benetit of a letter, explain-
ing the operation of the new Tariff Act,
just received from Manson & Barr,
North, New Zealand, and

which reads as tollows :

Palmerston

The Government of this colony having
just adopted a preferential  customs
tarifi giving preference to British-made
goods, it is now necessary for Canadian
exporters to this colony to make a
declaration on each invoice in the form
as shown on slip we enclose. An indi-
vidual member of the exporting house
or company must make this declaration
in his own mname but on behali of his
firm.

Will you kindly mention this in your
valuable paper, so that it may come
under the notice of all Canadian expor-
Lers.

We post you under separate cover a
copy of this customs act, and you will
notice that-the preference given takes
the form of increasing the duties on all
coming under the
different schedule.  The first schedule is
practically a dead letter, as all cement
nnported here is Inglish Portland with

non-British  goods

- very trifling exceptions.

The second schedule is mostly made up
ol _goods at present paying 20 per cent.
i valorem duty, and on all goods com-
g under this schedule and not being
British made the amount "of duty pay-
able will be increased by 50 per cent.,
making 1t practically 30 per cent. on
these lines.

The third schedule is made up of
goods that are at present firee, but
which, if not British made, will now
have to pay 20 per cent. duty.

This third schedule will be the hardest
on foreign goods, as it gives the Bri-
tish goods a clear 20 per cent. prefer-
ence, as they will still be iree.

We trust you will point out that it
will be necessary for all Canadian ex-
porters to this colony to have the
declaration on their invoices to get the
benefit of the preferential treatment,

3. From and after the passing of this
Act there shall be leviable on the sever-
al articles mentioned in the Third Sche-
dule hereto imported into New Zealand,
and not being the produce or manufac-
ture of some part ol the British domin-
ions, duties of Customs equal to twenty
per centum of the value for duty as de-
fined by the principal Act, or by any
Act amending the principal Act.

4. The provisions of seéctions two and
three hereof shall not be applicable in
the case oi—

(a.) Goods imported on or before the

thirty-first day oi March, one thou-

sand nine hundred and four, if it is
proved to the satisfaction of the
Collector that an order for the
goods was sent from New Zealand
on or before the sixteenth day of
November, one thousand nine hun-
dred and three.

(b.) Printing papers imported by and
for the use ol the proprietors of any
registered newspaper, if it is proved
to the satisfaction of.the Collector
that they are imported under a valid
contract for the supply of such pa-
pers for a period not exceeding three
years, entered into prior to the six-
teenth day of November, one thou-
sand nine hundred and three.

(c.) Rails for tramways and other

" goods mentioned in the Schedules
hereto directly imported before the
thirty-first day of March, one thou-
sand nine hundred and six, for use
in the construction or equipment of

. any tramway for which plans and
specifications have been completed or
are in course of preparation on the
passing ol this Act.

5. The - duties authorized under this
Act shall be levied, collected, and paid
on importation into New Zealand, on or
before clearance Ifrom any warehouse for
home consumption, at the time of mak-
ing import entry or home-consumption
entry therefor.

6. On the importation of any articles
mentioned in any ol the Schedules here-
to, the importer or his agent, in addi-
tion to the particulars required by. the
principal Act to be given on the entry
of dutiable goods, shall state, to the
hest of his knowledge, information, and
beliel, the country of which such gQods
are the produce or manufacture, and
shall satisfy the Collector, by declara-
tion or otherwise, of the truth of such
statement.

7. 1f a Collector has reason to believe
that any goods are not the produce or
manufacture oif the country stated on
such entry, he may detain them for ex-
amination ; and if, after due inquiry, he
is satisfied that such statement was
false, the goods shall be forfeited and
dealt with as directed by the principal
Act in the case of forfeited goods.

(a.) The full duty under this Act shall
be pavable unless there is produced
to the Collector an invoice of the
goods having written or printed
thereon a certificate signed by the
sender or consignor, in such form as
may be prescribed by the Commis-
sioner, stating that the goods are
hona fide the produce or manufacture
of some part of the British domin-
ions named in the certificate.

(b.) No such invoice shall relate to any
soods other than those to which the
certificate refers.

JILLETT & GRAY in their latest

/  statistical report say of cofiee :
Confidence in cofiee " values is

again encouraged by the small crop
movement for the month of January,
and the fact that the trade proper has
come into the market more fireely.
Speculative realizations have been made
on a pretty good scale the past ten
days, reducing to that extent the heavy
“lJong’’ interest in the market It is
not improbable that receipts are some-
what retarded by bad weather reported
in Brazil, but otherwise the movement
would not justify belief in even the re-

cent reduced estimates. Figures vouch-
safed on the next crop show consider-
able variation, but speculators appear
willing to take chances on the smaller
estimates, and new buying is being done
on the reduced vield and ultimate
shrinkage of the world’s visible. Ware-
house and ‘‘ex-ship’’ deliveries so far
this month are very large, and at the
same time the inquiry for actual cofice
of the usual trading grades is quite ac-
tive. Korced buyving of Rio No. 7 cofiee
has jumped the price the last few dayvs
to 83c., store terms on spot. Brazil
holders have been influenced by this and

current cost, and ireight prices are pro-
hibitive for the time being. Santos No.
I is offered at 9}c., and Santos No. 3
at Ric., regular N. Y. terms.

The “vulear abuse whieh Mr. Gamo:v
has for some months bheen hurling at
the Chancellor and Mr. Justice Faleon-
bridee. calling one of them a *‘ eabbage
head.”” was bhad enoungh. hut this latest
outbreak marks him as a man ineapable
of appreciating what is demanded hv
ordinary decency.

No matter what may be thought of the
Gamey charges and there are many who
think that-despite the finding of the
commissioners the man was bought, his
conduct of late has heen a public seandal.

EGG FAMINE SURE.
NTO eges ean he had in Toronto for
+ N less than 25 cents. Some houses
have already raised the price to 30 and
this price is expected to rule generally
hefore the week is out. The severe wea-
ther of this week has been a blow to
those who expected liberal receipts of
eggs by the first of February. There
can be practically no receipts of any ae-
count now before February 10th, and
by that time, if we are correctly inform-
ed, there will not be an egg in whole-
salers’ hands. Already the bottom of
the vats are being raked and the few
cases of cold storage would go no dist-
ance at all.
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A prominent firm, one of the largest
dealers in eggs in the city, had enquir-
ies the other day from all but one of the
city jobbers but made no sales. They
are reserving their eges tor the absolute
necessities of their ¢ity customers.

This is in marked contrast with last
vear when after the turn of the year
eges went down out of sight and hold-
ers were pretty badly pinched. It is to
he hoped that in 1904-5 the happy me-
dium may be reached.

In the meantime let us prepare to give
up our egg for breakfast until a spell
of milder weather encourages the indus-

trions hen to go to work again.

THE GRUMPY GROCER.
Clll')l".lil"l'],f\'li.\‘.\‘ has a commer-

cial value.  Customers  have
troubles enough of their own. They
don’t care to have those of their groecer
inflicted upon them, and the man who
insists upon recounting his tales of woe
or what is practically the same thing,
wearing a long face, will soon be re-
counting his ‘woes to the sheriff and
have valid reason for wearing a long
face.

Yet there are some men in the busi-
ness whose apearance and conversation
is a standing invitation to a customer
to return no more.

It is not necessary for a grocer to he
facetious. That sort of thing is dan-
gerous.  Where one man succeeds ten
will suceeed only in making themselves
rediculons. But one should always be
cheerful. Be sunny. to quote a popular
expression. A cheerful greeting echanges
the whole atmosphere of a store. The
customer who came in with the purpose
of spending as little as possible, inspir-
ed by the spirit of geniality will be dis-
posed to take a more optimistie view of
the world at large and himself in par-
ticular. He will hé better friends with
himself and the groeer and will, nine
times out of ten, do a good turn for each
by making purchases which had he been
met with a long face he would not have

entertained for a moment.

A RESUME OF THE CANADIAN TEA TRADE 1903-4.

By J. Lockhardt Watt, Toronto.

HERE have been some interesting
T developments in the tea trade. of
the Dominion during the past year
that dealers would do well to note, and
the consideration of which should assist
them in the profitable conduet of their
husiness in this article during the year
on which we have entered.
The mgst prominent development of
the year is the very large quantity of
(Cevlon and Indian Green Tea that has

heen imported during the season and

which is steadily going into consumption
to the displacement of other green teas
and particularly Japan teas.

The trade in China black teas had
been rapidly declining, but the past year
might almost be said to have witnessed
the complete extinetion of this trade and
the black tea trade of the Dominion is
now firmly established in favor of Cay-
lon and India.

Should the sale of Ceylon and . Indian
ereen teas continue to gain ground as
in the past year, then it is not a ques-
tion of a decade, but of a few seasons
only, when the whole supply, tor the Do-
minion, of tea, both black and grgen, will
be taken from the British tea growing
countries—India and Ceylon.

**The Canadian Groeer’’ has publish-
ed some excellent reviews of the tea mar-
ket of the past year by those in the best
position to voice the conditions and give
expression to views best worthy of at-
tention, and so reference here is only
made to local conditions affeeting or
having reference to the tea trade of the
Dominion.

STOCKS UNLOADED.

For several years past there has been
too large a stock of tea ecarried in this
countrv in first hands, and much of the
over-supply has consisted of inferior or
undesirable character, and as the retail
dealers who possessed .a knowledge of
the article and the wholesale dealers
who had sufficient regard for the inter-
ests of their customers and desired to
proteet their own trade and ‘‘tea re-
pute’” declined to absorb freely these
inferior teas (many of which had been

ood teas when shipped, but had deter-
torated through being held over), we,
therefore, continued to import teas free-
Iv, with a large stoek already in the
country. But a steady . reduction of
stocks has taken place since 1899 until
the present time, when we enter the year
of 1904 with practically not a single
chest - of low priced tea in first hands.

The market in London for low priced
tea during the early months of 1903 was
so favorable that considerable quantities
were shipped back from Canada: finding
a more profitable sale in London after
bearing treight both ways, than exist-
ed in Canada at same period.

HEALTHY CONDITIONS.

We enter then on the year 1904 under
very healthy conditions and it is hoped
and expeeted that this vear the tea
trade of the Dominion will be mueh
more satisfactory and profitable to the
dealers than tor some vears past.

It is generally admitted that the tea
trade both of the wholesale house and
of the retail dealer is much less profitable
than was the ease some vears ago. [t
this is true—and we think it will not be
disputed—it would be well to cousider
whether those engaged in the trade arve
themselves wholly or in part to blame.
and it they are, whether they can thewm-
selves apply the remedy.

The eurtailment of the profit in the
grocers’ tea trade is usually attributed
to the fact that a very great proportion
(some say as high at 80 per ecent.)| of
the tea sold in Canada, goes to the coun-
ter at 25e.

DEMAND FOR CHEAP TEA.

May I suggest what appears to me to
be some of the causes for this demand
on the part of the cgasumer for 25¢.
tea. i

First—The public has ascertained that
very good tea can be bought at this price.
though no one will pretend to say that
fine tea ean be sold profitably at 25¢.

Second—The public has not always
(perhaps not often) found that by pay-
ing 40¢. to 50¢. per pound theyv seeure
really fine tea.

Third—The public has sometimes (]
hope not often) found that whether they
pay 25¢. or H0c. they get poor tea, TIs
it mueh to be wondered then that the
public err on the side of diseretion and
buy low prieed tea?

If the eauses suggested are at all oper-
ative it means that the dealers should
either become aequainted with the
articele, or that they should cease to use
their own judegment in buying and rely
on a wholesale house with an expert
knowledge of teas, in whom they have
confidence; asking that teas be supplied
{them solely with regard to their merits
in the teapot and not on their leaf ap-
pearance.

EDUCATE THE BUYER.

The dealer should not fail to impress
on the consumer, on all suitable-opor-
tunities that fine tlavory, thick liguor-
ing tea which can easily be obtained by
an intelligent buyer to rvetail prgfitably
at d0e. to S0c. per pound is quite as
economical in use and is infinitely more
agreeable to the palate than inferior tea
at 25¢. per pound. These rvemarks refer
pavticularly to black teas (Indian and
Ceylon)., and a poiut the dealer should
himself bear well in wind is that the
difference between a tea costing say 18e.
and a tea costing say 23¢. hoth bought
on quality (not leat) is the differenece
between an ovdinary tea and a rvealhy
fine tea, so there appears to be room
for the cultivation of a profitable tea
trade in a 35¢. erade. with benetit to the
consumer also.

GREEN CEVLONS

In  this  grade there s a cteudeney
already to fall wto the rat and the cup
l]llil“l)' s rather a - second considera-
tion, and though for the most part the
quality is very good. the estates in Cey-
lon which produce tine teas that com-
mand a high price will certainly not
manufacture their leat into green teas if
buyers are unwilling to pay tor quality.

It is to be hoped that an effort will
be made on the part ot all coneerned to
encourage the crowers in Cevlon to
maintain the fine quality of their green
teas and this can only be done by a
willingness on the part of the trade to
pav for quality where it exists. and the
wholesale dealer cannot afford to do this
unless he is supported by the authority
of the demand of the vetail trade for
quality.

Make quality, not price. your motto
in the tea trade tor 1904.

SUGAR.

The market has been decidedly raw
ged for the week under review, with
raws remaining nominally unchanged ou
basis of 35-16¢. duty paid New York,
for Y6 test eentritugals on spot and to
arrive.  On this basis about 30,000 bags
Cubans were sold just prior to our go-
ing to press last week. A\t same time
there was a sale of about 60,000 hags
for February shipment at 1.32 morve or
say 2e¢. cost and freight eaual to 3.54¢.
duty paid. Sinee then no sales have
heen reported. and the market is quiet
with prices  unchanged and refiners
showing little. it any disposition to pur-
chase further. Europe is reported easier
and this 1s having an intluencee on buy-
ers’ ideas, in Nwerican markets.  For
the week, beet ‘has declined 3d. per ewt.
and as we go to press 1s quoted at 7s.
9d. basis f.o.b. Hamburg for S8 per
cent., equal to parity of 3.62¢. for 96
test eentritugals, duty paid New York
It will be observed that cane sugars still
have a very large defferential in theiv
favor, and it is not surprising that thery
are no sugars afloat from Europe ftor
United States ports under present cons
ditions.  For week ending January
20th receipts at United States Atlantie
ports were light, being only 18,691 touns
with meltings unchanged at 28,000 tons.
Total stoek in all hands was then S2.:
638 tons. a reduetion of 9.309 tous tor
the week, as compared with same week
last vear a reduction of 30,222 tons. It
will. be observed that on present basis
of meltings there is barely three weeks’
supply on hand. Combined stocks of
United States and Cuba were 172,138
tons, a decrease of 29,408 tons from last
vear. At same time combined stocks
of Enrope and America show an inerease
of 159,148 tons. being 3.652,138 tons
against 3,492990 itons at same nneven
dates last year. There are now 124
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central factories grinding in Cuba,

against 100 same week last year. The
large supplies of sugar in the world
the present time. tend to discourage the
hopes of those who arve looking tor high-
er prices, and with these figures before
us. it does not seem as if there would
be any material advance i quotations
in the near tuture. At same time there
is an expectation, owing to the unsati--
factory condition of atfairs in Europe
during the last season. resulting in some
failures among bect factories, that sow-
ings in the approaching Spring will be
considerably  curtailed: but  as these
things are always anticipated in advance
by speculators there is little likelihood
that there will be any material redue-
tion in prices.  The heavy sales made
recently by Cuban planters will relieve
the financial situation for them. and it
is not likely there will be mueh further
pressure for sale during the present sea-
sor.  As to eane erops in other coun-
tries, values ruling during the past sea-
son have been so low that produetion
during the coming seasou is morve likely
to be curtailed than inereased. However.
it will take time for these things to de-
velop, and the futuwre of the market will
probably be prineipally governed by the
extent of beet sellings in Europe.
The prevailing weakness in raws has
affeeted  the refined situation in New
York and we hear of a decline of Se.
per 100 pounds, made hy the sugar trust
and Howell refineries.  So far. there is
no chauge to report locally, and consid-
ering the bad condition of ecountry roads
and the demoralized state of  trans-
portation zenerally the demand for Can-
adian refined sugar is very good for the
season of the vear. Sinee writing above
and just as going to press all sugars in
Canada weve veduced 5¢. We now quote:

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.
. Office of The Canadian Groeer,
St. John, N.B., Jan. 25, 1904.

I are certainly having an old-
fashioned Winter. January

has been a very eold month an‘
we have lots of snow. However, we 1o
not have it as cold as at inland points
and  our harbor is always entirely
free of ice. The Winter port business
is extremely large. It looks now as if
we were to get the Government assist-
ance we have asked toward preparing
four more berths. These we needed for
the next season’s Dbusiness, and with
them we will be in a position to handle
all the business that is likely to offer
for at least a few years or till another
trans-continental railway shall make
this their port. In markets the light
movement of goods prevents changes in
values being so much noticed or so ex-
treme as at other times. Cream of tar-
tar i1s higher. This is unusual at this
season. - Cloves continue to advance and
Pimento is  firmly held. In riee,
prices are 1ather lower. Canadian clean-
ed rice which supplied our market for
a number of years, has not been seen
here for a long time.

Salt—In Liverpool  coarse salt, the
weekly steamers continue to land quite
large shipments. Sale at this season is
not large, and full stocks are held by the
importers.  In fine salt there is but a
light business. English extra fine, hoxed
here, is freely offered. It is said the
Canadian manufacturers will this year
be able to fill all orders promptly.

Oil—There is no e¢hange in the firm
price of burning oil. There is as usual
rather lighter sales as season advanees.
Lubricating oils are very actively push-
ed. Prices are firm. Paint oils have im-
proved sale. Prices are low except lin-
seeds. Fish o1l 1s searce and high.

Canned Goods—Some Canadian toma-
toes outside the assoeiation were offered
quite reasonably, and at least lower than
cood American will eost. Corn is very
firm. In domestic eanned fish, elams and
scallops are about out of the market, and
both round and oval haddies are in very
light supply. There is a fair stock of
sardines and kippered herring. Salmon,
except perhaps springs, are ample stock.
Of late years there seems-rather less de-
mand for gallon apples. TIn fruits the
market is quite well supplied.

Green Fruit—While there is a fair
sale for apples, prices have not advance.
In oranges, Valencias have free sale,
Jamaicas are about done. Tt is gettinz
late for Californias. Floridas are still
offered. Lemons are low. A few Mala-
ea grapes still move. Cranberries, while
bringing full price, are not high for the
season.

Dried Fruits—Quite Jarge shipments
of dates have been received. Prices are
low. In raisins the market is well sup-
plied. Currants are unchanged. In
prunes, stocks of small sizes are light,
and prices firmer.- Apricots are high.
Evaporated apnles have advanced about
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a half cent. Onions are higher. 1In
peanuts the advanece continues.

Sugar— While the market is firm and
there is continued talk of higher prices,
there has been very little change as yet.
Prices are lower. There is a steady sale
with dealers inclined to hold quite fu'l
stoceks.

Molasses—The situation is unchanged
with the market dull. Prices having
béen cut by one importer ereates an un-
easy feeling on the party of buyers. It
looks as if the number of importers this
season would not. be large, and priees
would rule low. The holder of the larg-
er stock here has not made a decided
move sinee the changed eonditions
brought about by the arrival of a cargo
here, except to hold prices quite firm.

Fish—There has been good business in
fresh fish. The supply of frozen her-
ring at this season is better than for
some years. IFresh ecod and haddock
have also been quite freely received,
1ood prices are obtained. In smelt, the
business is confined to the north of the
provinee, and the fish go to the Ameri-
can market. Farlier in the season the
catech of lobsters, particularly in Nova
Seotia, was quite good. In. finnan had-
dies there is quite good supply. Smoked
herring are rather higher and very firm.
The supply is light. Dry fish are firm.
Pickled herring have but a fair sale at
the rather high prices. A fair stoek is
held.

Flour, Feed and Meal—In flour, mar-
kets are very firm at some little advanes.
Sales have been quite good. TFeed is
in light demand. Oats are firm.
Oatmeal seems firm at the advance.
Buyers feel present price is too high.
Owing to the unusual difference between
prime and handpicked beans quite a few
of the former have been brought here.
Quality has been good. Price is tending
closer to handpicked. Cornmeal is un-
changed. Barley is firm and stocks
light. Split peas are searce. In yel-
low eye beans offered, there is quite a
range in quality.

The boards o1 trade of Vancouver and

Victoria have been very active in the
past lew weeks in connection with the
husiness legislation being carried
through the Legislature by the new
Goverpment ol the province. The par-
ticular issue on which the main interesi
centres is  the Assessment Act, which

bears particularly heavy on merchants
located in the cities of the province. As
one speaker at the meeting of the Van-
couver Board ol Trade put it this week,
the new assessment taxes a man on
what he owns, what he owes, and what
is owed to him. (

The president, H. T. Lockyer, pointed
out the very serious weakness of the
Act in its treatment of resident estab-
lished business houses as compared with
commission men and brokers represent-

ing eastern houses. The latter might do
several thousand dollars ol business per
week and not be subject to Lhe Laxes
ievied by the Act. It was well known
tlat sole ol these broksers held in ware-
house jarge stocks ol gouds lor delivery,
and they were not taxed on these. 1
paid belier Lo be outside ol the province
than 1 it to do business here.  Other
members lollowed. on the same line, and
pointed out the dilhculty there was w
a0 business atl all and pay the taxes de-
manded under the Act. A resolution
Wwas passed urging on the Governmeut
to appoint a cowlssion to  revise or

make recommendations on the Assess-
ment Act.
Another legislative matter was dis-

cussed, which has been relerred to be-
jore in this column, the proposed ameand-
ments to the Bills of Sale Act. The
Board of Trade has sent a delegation to
loin  with others in urging on the
Government radical changes. They pro-
pose that the present method, by which
over-hoiding unregistered bills ol saie
is possible, to introduce the following
amendments :

1—'lo reduce the tme limit of registration to
five days in case where the goods in the bill of sale
are within the corporate limits of a city or town in
which 1s situate an office of the County Court
wherein such bills of saie may be registered, and in
all other cases wiutun the period of hfteen days
atter the making thereof.

2—10 amend the existing Act by rendering an
unreg:stered bul of sale void as against ail credit-
ors, subsequent Inorigagors or purchasers for
value

3—7To amend the existing Act by adding a new
secuon to render successive unregistered bills of
sale vold as against credilors, mMoilgagors or pur-
chasers,

4— Yo amend the existing .\ct by adding a new
secuon imnaking it compuisory tu reuew iegistration
in 1z months by fiung a statement verificu by ath-
davit showing indebicdness on exisung security.

5—To0 amend the existing Act by adding a new
secuon that pussession shall not cure non-iegisuia-
ton.

i'reight rates, as proposed by the new
taril issued by the U.P.R., were aiso
discussed by the Vancouver Board of
Trade this week. A recommendatioa
was made from the Special Committee
that the Transcontinental Freight Bur-
ecau west-bound tarills be made to ap-
ply to British Columbia terminal points.
Some members suggested that the new

Railway Commission should take up
such a subject.  Others thought the
Board ol ‘Ifrade would have to prepare

the case for presentation before the new
Ccomnission

Business in grocery lines is quiet and
Is not anticipated, in wholesale circles
at least to umprove much in this month
and February.  Some inquiry for out-
fits from the north has begun to come
in. Vholesale men think 1t is due to
the preparations being made for exploit-
ing the new gold lields, located 175
miles from White Horse last Fall. No
actual movement of goods is reported
yet, but Irom the inquiries received, 1t
is expected that orders will be coming
in early. The railway running from
Skagway to White Horse makes it poss-
ible to have the goods delivered at any
season, as there is no Winter haul or
Summer water stretch frozen up.. From
the north reports still arrive of increas-
ing aclivity in preparation for the anti-
cipated rush.

In the local markets there is a quiet
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feeling all round. Dried iruits, which are
moving fairly, are easy in price. The
rise in flour quoted from the big mills
two or three weeks ago, has gone into
effect here.

In the egg market there is a great
scarcity ol all pickled stock ; in fact
they are cleaned out. The situation is
somewhat relieved by importations of
iresh-laid from California.  The price,
laid down here, is 30c., though, so that
by the time the retail man gets them
ready for the consumer, they are dear
Local fresh ran down to i0c¢. retail, but
are scarce.

Butter moves but

slowly. There 1is

still plenty of Manitoba and N.W.T.
stock on hand. The local creameries
have raised the price to 35¢. to the
trade again, so that it has made a

little excitement. It has nearly made
it possible to bring in new California
butter, though this is rather early.

Fruits are quite featureless. Oranges
irom C(California are beginning to move
and are improving in  qualin
maturitv. The first carlot to arrive by
rail is reported- to arrive to-dayv

The window is sup-
posed to advertise just what is lor sale
inside, and the merchant who attempts
to manage his business on a different

wer desires it, in removing the article
in quality. Nor should the window-
dresser bhe allowed to select all the best
for the window, unless it is plainly
shown to every inquirer that the goods
in the window form the complete stock,
and are for sale. A single case of an
attempt to unload onto a customer a
different quality may mean the loss ol a

Sugar Trust’s Profits.

From statisties eompiled in the sugar
trade for the ealendar year just closcd
experts arve able to arrive at an ap-
proximate estimate of the year’s earn-
ings of the American Sugar Trust. The
company does not publish earnings, bui,
according to statisties  eompiled  the
Havemeyer Sugar Trust sold 3,068,464 -
000 pounds of sugar during 1903. Presi-
dent Havemeyer gave a basis on which

to work when he said the average price
for the year of refined sugar was +.3D
cents a pound. The gross earnings woull
therefore be $29,155,408. It is figured
that the net earnings are .293 cents a
pound. Net profits on the whole output
of the Trust would, therefore, be $85,-
990,600. After paying preferred divi-
dends, it is estimated that the Ameriean
Sugar Refining Company ecarned on its

common stock about 13 per cent.

Concerning Chocolate.
P HE introduction of eocoa into Eng-
r land is first meutioned in 1657,
The first mention of the manu-
facture of chocolate in this country was
in - 1771.

The processes of preparation to-day
are these: The ripe pods are eut from
the tree by long poles with a knite at
the end. They arve left on the ground
for about 24 hours, and then taken | to
the ** sweating box.”” This process is
somewhat similar  to the malting ot
grain, and on the care with which it is
watched depends the flavor of the seeds.
Sometimes the sweating is accomplished
by covering the seeds with earth in holes
in the ground.  After this fermentation,
the seeds are dried in the sun.

'I\]H-] Glasgow Herald of January 5th

has an interesting article on the

““ Froit Imports  in 1903.77 1In
reference to apples the following state-
ment is made: ‘“ The apple trade was
unigue, 1903 heing a bumper year for
this fruit.  The total weight was 4,550,-
000 ewt., valued at £2,850,000. In ten
vears the imports have been nearly
doubled, 1903 even

which was the most prolifie season of

surpassing 1896,

recent years.  The imports in favor of
1903 against 1896 are 3,000,000 bushels.
We: got the largest parcels from the
United States and Canada. These places
send us more than 2,500,000 e¢wt. annu-
ally. Of course the Canadian apples are
much superior to those of Ameriea.”’
The ofthand way in which this latter
statement 1s made speaks volumes for
the quality of the Canadian apples now
placed upon the British market. The
careful surveillance of. the Dominion
fruit inspectors has evidently done much
to prevent our export apple trade from
heing ruined by a few unscrupulous deal-
ers. a consummation which seemed proh-
able some three or four years ago.

Notes From the Fruit Division.

R. W. A. MACKINNON, chief of
M the the Fruit Division, attended
the annual meeting of the Nova
Scotia Growers’ Association at Bridge-
water, Wednesday and Thursday of this
week. e was accompanied by Senior
IFruit Inspeetor A. MeNeill, and had a
conference with the Nova Seotia and
Prince Edward Island Inspectors while
at Bridgewater.

Mr. MeNeill was one of the speakers
at a speeial Farmers’ Institute meeting
at Orillia, in whieh distriet a good deal
of interest is taken in apple growine.
Mr. F. L. Dery, Quebee inspector, is also
attending a number of institute meetings
in that province which have heen ar-
ranged by the Live Stock Commissioner.

Inspector Maxwell Smith, of British
(‘olumbia, gave a valuable address on

the ‘¢ Benefits of Fruit Inspection ’’ at
the annual meeting of the B. C. Fruit

Growers’ Association, held at New West-
minster on January 7th and Sth. Along
with a number of other representatives
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of the fruit growing industry of the
provinee, Mr. Smith attended the an-
nual meeting of the fruit growers of the
Northwestern States at Portland, Ore-
gon, January 11th.

Wants Fruit Exhibition.

Wolfville, N.S., has a movement on
foot to secure the King’s County Exhi-
bition of fruit and vegetables next
Autumn. A committee has been ap-
pointed to deal with the matter and the
project has been endorsed by the Board
of Trade.

Commends Our Fruit Inspection.

United States Consul Fleming, at
Edinburg, writes to Washington as fol-
lows: The failure of the fruit erop in
Great Britain has caused a great de-
mand upon the United States and Can-
Prices rule high, the
importers’ quotations to the trade rang-
ing from $4.85 to $7.25 per barrel for
the best grades and from $3 to $4.50 for
ordinary grades. It must be said that
Canadian exporters are year by year
gaining a stronger position in the Seoteh
market.  About half of the apples im-
ported now are from the Dominion. The
system of inspection at Canadian ports
and at British ports, whereby the qual-
ity of the fruit is in a measure guar-
anteed, has proved useful to the ship-
per as well as to the buyer.

The Cranberry Harvest.

A canvass of the eranberry bogs of
the town of Carver, Mass., shows that
the erops of 1902 and 1903 were substan-
tially the same, the totals for each year
heing a little over 40,000 barrels. One
liundred and forty-four bags were re-
turned with an acreage of 1,329. Con-
sidering the great increase in acreage
during the last two years the two crops
can be considered as only about one-
half the normal gathering.

The Nova Scotia Fruit Growers’ As-
sceiation will hold its annual meeting
in Bridgewater, on January 27 and 28.

Kight years ago this
increasing patronage compelled the firm
to vacate their premises at 71 Colborne
street for the more commodious guarters
at 82 Cplborne street, which . they now
oceupy.  They handle foreign and do-
mestie froits and have a large commis-
sion business, of which the department
in domestic fruits is the most important.
Their commission business extends west
to Winnipeg, north to the bounds of
civilization in New Ontario and east to
Kingston. ‘¢ The evolution of the fruit
trade since we have been actively in-
terested, has been considerable to say
the least,”” remarked Mr. Sanderson.
"t At the present time the bulk of the
imported fruit we are handling is Cali-
fornia and Mexican grown. It is cheap-
er, better quality, and has all but driven
Valencia oranges and KFreneh and Aus-
trian dried fruit out of the market.
Raisins and Malaga grapes still come
from the Mediterranean, but the time is
not far distant when Southern Califor-
nias will have suceesstully mastered the
art of growing even these, so perfectly
is their climate adapted for growing all
kinds of semi-tropieal fruit.  Almonds
now _come from California and are at
least equal in quality to the foreign
zarown nut, the only difference being in
the soft shell of the American almond.
Since the beginning of the new year
Husband Bros. & Co. have received a
sample of peanuts from a firm in Japan
vho are desirous of cultivating a Can-
adian trade.

Oriental Market for Flour.

INCE the Osaka exhibition much
attention has been directed to
the Orient as a possible mar-
ket for Canadian and Ameri-
can flour.  In view of this a

report of U. S, Consul Miller on wheat
orowing and milling in Manchuria is of
very particular interest suggesting as
it does that the produetion of such whesit
and flour in Asia is likely to inerease
fully as rapidly as the demand.

In my previous  reports. writes My
Miller, 1 suggested that  this countm
offered a better field for the sale of
flouring mill and agricultural machinery
than for owr flour, and my recent inves-
tigations confirm heyond all gquestion my
previous views.

The situation here scems to he con-
tinually  misunderstood, especially Iy
the Pacific coast press, and they refer
to the 1mpossibility of Russian competi-
fion with our Asiatic  flowr trade by
bhringing flour from Odessa, and insist
that Russian expansion on the Pacific
means an nereased demand for our flour
in Manchuria. I hope this is true, but
a careful examination of every feature
of the conditions leads me to helieve that
within a yvear our flour trade in Siberia
and Manchuria will be at an end, anl
within three years flour from Siberia and
Manchuria will be pressing hard upon
our flour trade in other parts of China

The saving feature of the situation,
however, and one that baflles all predie-
tions concerning the Chinese market for
flour, is the Inereased consumption hy
the natives.

Foreien flour is heing used now wher
ever the Chinese can afford to pay for
i, and. as their wages rise to a plane
high enongh for the common cooly to
buy food made froin toreign flour, he
hecomes a permanent consumer.  This
expansion in the market is bound to co
on for a long time to come and may de
velop at such a rate as to provide a
market for this inereased northern
Asiatic production as well as onr own

on the Paecifie coast.

Wherever a railroad is huilt or cheap
transportation is provided into the in-
terior the first foreign artiele carried in
is lour.  Millions of the Chinese are fed
at the street restaurants and  foreign
flonr is easily prepared into the various
kinds of food suitable to the Chinese
appetite. The guestion of s consump-
tion is merely the problem of the abil-
ity to purchase. At each suecessive trip
into the interior 1 am astonished at the
expansicn ol the flour market.
CONSUMPTION OF LOW GRADE OF FLOUR

There is one important feature of this
report to whieh I desire especially to
call the attention of our flour exporters,
and that is the various grades of flom
heing produced by the Manchurian mills.
It is a subject of conmmon observation
that the Chinese use in great guantities
very cheap things- of a low grade
and this pertains to their food as mueh
as 1o anything else.  They consume a
vast amonnt ol very cheap, coarse, ani
inferior stuff. sueh as our people would
feed to animals or waste. To provide
for all these elasses  ihe Manehurian
mills make these various grades of flour.
The merchant buving the flour can not
he deceived as regards these grades, and
it would he folly to attempt to impose an
inferior article as a hich-elass: but the
market will take a vast amount of in-
ferior or low-grade flour at a low priee.

Mills here making four erades find
that their ereatest demand is for third
and fourth grade flour.

On account of the large and growing
trade of American flour in’ the Orient 1
have eiven this matter mueh thought
and careful study.  When this flour he-
vins to reach the sea in quantities i
will he miet there by largely subsidized
steamship lines prepared to earry it to
other ports in China at very low rates:

The ereat advantage, however, lies in
the productiveness of the country, the
industrions and  cheap labor prepared
to produece it. and its nearness to mar

ket.
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HOW THE PEOPLE LIVE.

The lives of these people are very
primitive.  The men, women, and chil-
dren labor in the fields and maintain a
cheap, lowly life, living in mud houses
and sleeping on mud beds. The entive
household furniture and outfit is no
greater than could be carried on a sinele
wheelbarrow.

These people are well satisfied (o earn
from 20 to 30 Mexican cents a day per
man, and for women and children much
less.  Their tools and methods are the
simplest and  erudest, but they have
mental powers sufficient to enable them
to learn to handle machinery and better
tools with sueccess.

POSSIBILITIES OF PRODUCTION.

Just what the possibilities are in low-
ering the cost of produetion by improv-
ed seed and better implements T am not
prepared to say; but it will at least in-
crease the produetion and give the peo-
ple a much improved standard of living
at the present price of grain.

Thousands upon thousands of ponies,
mules, and carts have been heretofore
engaged in hauling the produce hun-
dreds of miles to market, and now that
the railroad can do that work these earts
can be engaged in ecarrying the erops
to the railway and extending the fields
of production into distriets heretofore
used for grazing only.

During the Spring, Summer and Au-
tumn these animals are used in plant-
g, eultivating, and harvesting the
crops: but in Winter they would be idle
were they not employed in freighting
on the roads. During the Winter months
the roads are frozen hard and smooth
and carting is good. Carts can be hired
to haul produce at the rate of $1.50
Mexican (about 60 cents United States)
per ton for 16 miles. This very cheap
cart transportation is an important fac-
tor in extending the area of wheat pro-
duetion to a great distance from the
railway line.

Southern States Grain.

EVIEWING the inerease in grain
production in the South in 1903,
the Manufacturers’ Record says:

*“ The world’s attention has heen so
largely centered upon cotton by reason
of the high prices now prevailing, that
the advance in grain production in the
South has attracted less notice than i
would otherwise have received. The
vield of ¢orn in the fourteen Southern
States last yvear was 640,000,000 bushels,
against 502,000,000 hushels in 1902,
cain of 138,000,000 bushels: in wheat
there was an inerease from 48,000,000
hushels in 1902 to 68,000,000 bushels iu
1903, and in oats a gain from 56,000,000
hushels to 64,000,000 hushels.  The total
inerease in the grain erop of the South
was 166,000,000  bushels, the vield
for 1903 having heen 773,000,000 hush-
els, against 607,000,000 bushels in 1902,
The total value of the eorn, wheat, oats,
Irish potatoes, ryve, and hay erops (the
only ones on which the Agrienltural De-
partment has yet made its full reports)
for 1903 was $506,887,000, against $402,
700,000 in 1902, an inerease in these
creps ol £104,000,000.

EWFOUNDLAND is the great
ext hreeding  place for lob-
sters i the whole world, sayvs
a St Johns, Nildy, letter, and
ol the $10,000,000 spent eachy
vear forthe erustacean.  Newfoundland
receives nearly £1,000,000. 1t paid, how-
ever. according to the prices given for
fresh lobsters, she would receive halt the
total, but her isolation torbids the pro-
titable export of live lobsters and hei
whole product i tinned, being shipped
in that form and remaining lit for food
mdefinitely.  Fresh lobsters at five cents
illlit‘l’l‘ are  connnon 1 Newloundland
during the Summer, when the cateh is so
cucrmons that the fisherfolk have to sell
the specinmens at a slaughter price fo
local: consmmption.

ported every vear.

AMlowine that every  lobster  vields
four ouneces of “*meat.”” this represents
a kil of twelve million of them annually
bhut fully fifty per cent. must he added
to this for meatless, diseased and im-
mature ones whieh the  traps contain,
and which are thrown outside the ecan-
neries to perish,

J1r Newfoundland  had the faeilities
fur exporting the erustaceans alive or
frozen. <he would cheapen  the price
one-halt, and instead of payving at the
rate ol 20 cents a pound for them., as
now.  epienres  would obtain them  for
about 10 cents and they would becons
as Pamiliar in the third-elass restanrants
as the delectable herrving in the poor
man’s home,

The explanation of Newfoundland 's
phenomenal eateh of Jobsters is  that
profiting hy the depletion of the erusta-
ceans in the United States and Canada,
shie took steps some yvears agzo to prevent
<imilar conditions. hoth by a elose time
and by the artificial propagation of the
species.

The colony now leads the world in this
process. From 300,000,000 to 400,000,000
of them are annually hatehed and plant-
ed i the coastal waters, and the effect
this has in maintaining the quantity and
gquality of the cateh is a tribute to the
suceess of the scheme, which ought not

to he overlooked by those who cavil at

fish culture.  Another proof of the sub-
stantial benefit resulting is that whereas
the tinned lobsters brought nearly $8
a case of 48 one-pound cans, five vears
ago, they now feteh ¥4, =0 great is the

demand and madequate the supply.,

There are few more interesting studies
in biology than  that of . the artificial
propagation of lobsters. 1t takes five
vears to raise one pound of the *‘meat,””
hecause not more than  two or three
lobsters come to maturity out of ten
thousand eges produced.  The adult fe-
male lobster hreeds every two yvears, and
it takes <ix for the progeny  to atiain
maturity.  The embryo are contained in
fibrils beneath the tal, and are earried
from nine to eleven months, acceording
to the temperature of the water.  The
colder 1t 15 the greater the retardation

of their development.

The females in this state are termed
herried,”” as the eges, which are glued
to the outside of the body, are like her-
ries in appearance.  For  purposes of
propagation there is a man attached to
every cannery especially trained by the
Fishery Department, whose business it
15 to strip the berried lobsters of these
lfe-cerms.  which  would otherwise he
thrown into the hoilers with the mothers
and destroyed by the heat.  Indeed, they
are now transferred to floating ineub:-
tors, provided by the Colonial Hatehery
at Dildo. and are hatehed therein, hav-
ing preciselyv the same chanee of survival
as iF hatehed i the usual way, and help-
ing to people the waters with imHions
of young fry, so that the destruction of
the species caused by man and the many
cnemies the erustacean has may bhe eom-

pensated for.

These expedients of floating 1meuba-
tors are necessary on a ecoast line of
four hundred miles, sueh as Newfound-
fand  possesses, where it would he im-
pessible to colleet all the ova and hatel,
it at a central station, so 30 sub-stations
are maintained.  But there is a chief
hatchery also, where the most approved
seientifiec methods  are applied, with
amazing results, although the lobster is
not primarily adapted to the ordinary
methods of artificial reproduetion, the

chief obstacle heing the difficulty of find-
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ing suitable food for the young, this he-
ing as yvet an unsolved problem.
Pisiculturists talk lightly of millions
of eges, and  no wonder! A ten-ineh)
lobster will yield 12,000 and an 18-ine¢h
about 90,000, The eggs, as stripped from
the mother fish, are deposited in glass
jars, so arranged that a constant eur
rent of pure sea water is foreed through
and they sink to the bhottom, where the
icoming stream keeps them constantly
agitated, thus. assisting the incubation.
In due time the larvae hateh out and
the shell of the ege, so to speak, sink-
again, but the young try, relieved of this
armor, floats to the top and is carried

out through the discharge pipes int)

other jars, the outlets from whieh are
covered with sereens so that the hahy
lobsters may be retained and fed until
they are big enough to he removed (o
different parts of the coast and released
to make out their future existence in the
element for whieh nature intended them

They are hatehed naturally or arti
ficially, during May, June and Julv, and
as they try to swim about they are de-
voured by all sorts ol fishes in great
numbers.  This “* infant mortality *7 i
tremendous, for they are virtually e
feneeless, and 1t is ecaleulated that o
more than one per cent. of those natur
ally hatehed attain maturity.

The young lobsters at first are only
one-third of an ineh long and can hardh
he recognized, though swimming at the
surface then, lacking the specific grav-
ity to keep below. But as they grow to
two or three inches they hecome more
like lobsters, and as their shell forms
and hardens they acquire the weight to
sink to the bottom 1o their natural
habitat among the rocks.

In the United States, it present prog
nostications continue, there will be no
native lobsters to preserve by any means.
I Massachusetts the eateh per ““trap’’
has declined from 84 in 1892 to 33
1902, The lobster fishery on the New
England seacoast has declined to such
an extent that seven-eights of the men
engaged in it have turned to new lines
of work. The problem of remedying this
disastrons condition of affairs is exeil
ing the earnest concern of fishery boards
of the New England States.

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of fish and earve of her fisheries without
taking the United States into partner-
ship. It the American canners have
suffered during the past season, he says.
it is due to the destruetive methods
adopted by the companies owning can-
ning establishments  on Puget Sound.
particularly with regard to the substi-
tution of trap nets for the customary
boat fishing. The fish, as it were, last
season almost intuitively  avoided the
traps and kept more in Canadian waters,
so that while it is true the British Col-
umbla canning returns were not so favor-
able last year as in previous vears, they
hetter than the
results obtained by the United States

were relatively mueh

canneries.

Depleting Northwest Waters.
"Complaints have reached Ottawa that
fishing companies, many of them con-
trolled by American eapital, are cleaning
out the rivers and lakes of the North-
west Territories so that the waters ad-
Jacent to them, which with care would
have furnished them for vears with all
the fish they desired. have already been
depleted Jong hetore settlement reached
their lmits. The Fisheries authorities
accordingly have decided to investigate
these reports and ascertain the faets
It it is proven that the fishing compan-
ies have neglected ordinary precautions
to preserve the fish sapply the Govern-
ment will no doubt take steps to see that
the departinental regulations are not set
at defiauee n the future.  Some of the
waters in the settled parts of the Ter-
ritories have already been depleted of
fish life 1o sueh an extent that the com
panies are operating in remote parts far
heyoud the outposts of eivilization. It
is represented to the authorities at Ot-
tawa that whatever s found in the
waterways of the Territories should he
left for settlers.

To Locate at Canso.
Mr. Cowie, the Seoteh fishery expert,
who was reeently brought out to instruet

our fishermen in the most approved

“methods of putting up fish, has deecided

to loecate his experimental station at
(‘anso for herring curing, and has gone
to Seotland for steamer, nets and men
to carry on the work. He expeets to

bring enough fishermen, gutters and
packers to instruet loeal fishermen how
to eatch and cure herring in the approved
Seoteh fasliion. If the experiment proves
a success stations will be established at
other points on the coast. The Western

States and Canadian Northwest now im-

port some 200,000 barrels of herring
from Europe, and it is this trade that
it is expected to supply from Nova Seo-
tia.

To Protect Game Fish.

The Governments of Ontario and the
Dominion have come to an understand-
mg in regard to the regulations to he
enforeed tor the protection of fish in
Ontario.  After the judgment of the
Privy Couneil in 1898 the provinee adopt-
ed ecertain regulations which, however,
were pronounced ultra vires. Since that
time the authority of the provinee on
fishery matters has not heen well defined
and resulted either in the overlapping

of legal enactments or inaction on the -

part of hoth Governments with the re-
sult that the fisheries, espeecially as con-
cerns black bass, maskinonge, trout and
other varieties valued for food and for
purposes of’ sport, have suffered severe-
Iv.

Fish Notes.

The Sea Coast Canning Co., an Am-
erican concern, are thinking of estab-
lishing a savdine industry at Le Lang.
Charlotte Co., N.B.

The fisheries of Great Slave Lake are
valuable, the most abundant being white-
fish, lake trout and pike. The trout grow
to a large size and often reach a weight
of 50 pounds.

United States Seeretary of State Hay
will ask the Canadian  Government to
join in a econference looking to the es-
tabhshment of  an mternational  fish
hatehery on the Fraser River in British

Columbia for the propagation of salmon.

THE POTATO SHORTAGE.

HI uncertainty of the potato mar-
ket in Ontario at the present
time may be partially accounted

for by the prolonged season of cold
weather, which has seriously interfered
with shipments of potatoes from the
Maritime Provinces—usually a regular
feature of the Ontario market. Not
only is the supply from this source un-
cqual to the demand owing to the rea-
son just mentioned, but the difliculties
of transportation over great distances
in extreme weather are such that car-
lots of potatoes shipped in prime condi-
tion are more than likely to arrive at
their destination in damaged condition.
The result which concerns Ontario buy-
ers is that New Brunswick shippers are
chary of shipping stock even in small
quantities at such a season.

It may interest the trade and the
general public to know that the supply
of New Brunswick potatoes, which in

58

ordinary seasons is practically unlimi-
ted, is finding a new market in Cuba
and the West Indies. One dealer down
east recently sﬁippod 3,000 barrels to
the West Indies, and even larger ship-
ments are becoming more and more fre-
quent from Halifax direct. Shippers
who are interested say the prospects for
developing a large West Indian trade are
very bright, and that there is practical-
ly an unlimited market with little or
no opposition.

It is a curious fact that the demand
in most of the West Indies is for white
stock exclusively, while (‘uba wants red
stock. Nothing but local prejudice ac-
counts also for a similar peculiarity of
the Ontario market, which wants only
white stock, and of the Quebec market,
where red stock has the preference.

Now that New Brunswickers have be-
gun to cater for a new market they are
not using from their warehouse stock
to supply local and Ontario demands:
As a matter of fact warehouse after
warehouse, having 30,000 bags capacity
and upwards, are filled to overflowing
with potatoes awaiting the opening of
the season’s trade with the West Indies.
L.ocal and Ontario men at bhest get what
comes to these shippers in job lots, and
when the weather forbids, Ontario re-
ceives no shipments at all, or, at best,
intermittent ones, and at the same time
runs the risk of getting damaged stock.

QUESTION IS UNANSWERED.

A certain Montreal grocer has for
some days been hunting for the owner
of a voice that claimed his attention at
the telephone one busy morning. When
he finds the man the meeting will fur-
nish material for an interesting item,
and the following dialogue explains
why :

When Tobacco Was Tabooed.

Writing in ‘‘Cigarette Papers’ in The
people, Joseph Iatton says it s
strange that America, which owes so
much to the cultivation of tobacco,
should have been the most severe perse-
cutor of the smoker. The magistrates
in the early days of New KEngland re-
varded the use of tobacco as more sin-
iul and degrading than drinking ardent
spirits to excess. It was only permit-
ted to be planted in small quantities
“for mere necessity’’ as a medicine, and
to be taken privately by old men. The
Yankee's New England ancesters were
not permitted to use it, or buy it in a
tavern. No man was allowed to take
tobacco publicly, nor even in his own
house before strangers. Two men might
not smoke together. On a Sabbath day
it was forbidden to smoke within two
miles of a meeting house. . In some
townships a medical certificate had to
be procured before a man might smoke
at all.

An Absurd Joke!

“*A thing which strikes me as absurd,”
says a well-known tobacconist, ‘‘is the
stories told and printed of women who
present their husbands with unsmokable
cigars and inferior tobacco.
