British Railway Experts
Are Greatly In-
terested.

[By Special Wire to the Courier]

NEW YORK, May 8—A cable to
The Tribune from London says: A
new and wonderful system which, it is
claimed will revolutionize high speed
traction throughout the world was
demonstrated in London yesterday
before the mechanical experts of the
most important British railways. This

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

NY PERSON who is the sole head of a

family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead. n sgection of avall-
able Dominion land in nitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the Distriet.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency - on certain conditions, by father,
motler, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu-
gied by him or.by his father, mother, son,
aughter, brother or sister.
In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section along side his homestead. Price
3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
he homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra.
A homesteader whé has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre-
emption, may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Dutles—Must reside six months in
edch of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.

NEW GOVERNOR-GENERAL
The Duke of Teck, who lis to suc-

“ceed the Duke of Connaught as Gov-

ernor-General, is the brother of
Queen' Mary, and is now in his
fortieth year. He is a descendant of
the sixth son of George the Third,
Queen Victoria’s father, the Duke of
Kent, having been the fourth son.
His wife is the daughter of the late
Prince, Leopold, Victoria’s youngest
son, and they have one son and a
daughter. He has seen much active
nﬁlitary service. He was through the
Matabele campaign of 1896-7, and
was mentioned in despatchés. He
also-served in the South African war,
was. @again mentioned in despatches
and received the Distinguished Ser-
vice. order.

‘He is another illustration of the
fact that members of the British
Royal House are willing to serve the
Empire whenever oppbrtunity offers.

URGED BY LIBERAL PREMIERS
"“The Laurierites, as such, are thesa

In the House yesterday, Pre-
mier Borden tabled correspondence)
whxch showed that Hon. Mr. Calder,
actmg Premier of Saskatchewan, Pre-
mier Murray of Nova Scotia, and
Premier Sifton of Alberta, all three
speaking for Grit administrations;
had sent word strongly urging as-
sistance, Premier Murray wired:—

“The province by reason of accept-
ing -their *guaranteed bonds for large
numbers is vitally interested in the
future of this company. The govern-
ment feels that any reasonable as-
sistance, consistent with the public
interest, that can be accorded by the
Domiinion to the Canadian Northern,
would be a policy which would be
acceptable to our people, as it would
enhance provindial credit.”

Premier Sifton, now in Europe
cabled:—

“With -present financial conditions
would iconsider advisable federal
guarantee with proper safeguards
sufficxent to ensure early completion
a,sd operation of main line Canadian
Northern.’ Prosperity of settlers on
p}'csent and prospective branch lines,
Alberta: and West generally, should
be greatly enhanced by early com-
pletion.”

Acting: Premier Calder wrote:—

“It_seems to me that not only the
Weést, but the whole of Canada, is
dxrectly interested in the early com-
pletion of through line of the Can-
adian Northern, as well as the build-
ing of those branches so urgently re-
quired, ‘through large settlements
that are at present without adequate
railway facilities. If upon thorough
mvesugatlon by your government it
is ascertained” that the company in
questlon must have further federal
aid ' fo -enable it to complete the un-
dertakings to which itand the country
are generally committed, it appears
to.me that there is but one course to
ollow, namely to grant the aid re-
|uired.”

It will be noticed that not one of
them then knew, or even dreamed of
the splendid and the hard-fast bar-
gam under which said aid is actual-
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Liberals are up against it with régard
to each other, .

MILITIA EXPENDITURE,

iCol, Sam Hughes has the refreshing
habit of saying what he means, and
backing up what he says, He afford-
ed another illustration of this fact yes-
terday in connection with his-militia
estimates, The Colonel believes that
Canada should look after the elemen-
tary duty of national defence just the
same as other countries, and he is
right. In thisiregard he pointed out
that in the Dominion we have a
standing force of only three
thousand men and that our own ex-
penditures upon military and naval
defence only absorbed five per cent.
of the revenue.. On the other hand
Great Britain devoted forty per cent.
for such purposes, and the United
States (including pensions), forty-
seven per cent. Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier
had onee said that every man in Can-
ada should have a horse and a gun and
be taught to shoot and drill, That
would have meant an expenditure of
$450,000.000. A beginning, however,
had been made by giving militia in-
struction to the youth of the country.
There were now in the cadet corps
45,000 youths of 16 years and older,
including 16,000 in Quebec. Speaking
with regard to the last named pro-
vince, he said:

“Now take Quebec, ‘that everybody
stands off from and daren’t touch
with a pair of tongs. Not me; I carry
my work righc into Quebec, Here I
am, a fire-eating Orangeman, proud
to inspect 4,800 Roman Catholic Ca-

dets in charge of 160 priests of Mont-
real.”

In addition the departmeng train-
ed 12,000 school teachers last year
and 17,000 officers and teachers had
taken out qualification certificates
since he took office. Taking all bran-
ches in Canada there were now 736,187
trained to serve their country. With
regard to drill halls he pointed out
that they not only served a good
purpose but in towns and villages
were a healthy rendezvous for boys
and girls, Referring to the whdoubted
fact that national preparation was at
all times desirable the Minister pointed
out that on the first sign of hostilities
between the States and Mexico, the
Universal Peace Society of New
York wired President Wilson that
their members were not pezce at any
price men,

The Liberals heckled Hon. Sa
somewhat but as tsual he came back
promptly. He was referrmg to recent
wars and threats of wars when this
occurred:

“Don’t forget Ulster,?
Hon. Mr, Lemieux.

“If you want to know how Ulster
men fight look at what Stonewall

Jackson’s corps did at Shenandoah
Valley, retorted the Colonel.,

Hon. Rudolphe Lemieux: “I un-
derstand that in France, the minister
was taken for General Kitchener.”

Colonel Hughes: “It is quite pos-
sible, but at any rate I was never tak-
en for the Emperor of Japan.”

The latter retort was prompted by
the circumstan¢e that Lemieux when
a minister in the Laurier Cabinet took
a trip to Japan and travelled in great
state at the expense of the ratepayers.

MAL BOXES

Circular is Issued by the
P. O. Department at
Ottawa.

As a result of the establishment of
the Parcel Post system in Canada,
Post Office Department has decided
to adopt a. new Rural Mail Delivery
combined Letter and Parcel Post box
to meet the mew conditions,

A supply of these new boxes will
be ready for delivery on or about 15,
June, 1914,

The price per box will be
(four dollars and ﬁfty cents).

In order that the holders of the
present box may not suffer any hard-
ship by reason of their having already
paid $3.00 for the ‘King Edward’ box,
they will be allowed on their return-
ing the automatic self-lockmg signal
device and their paying an additional
$1.50 to the Department) to get the
box, the Department having under-
taken to make good the balance of the
purchase price, thus enabling the pre-
sent boxholders to procure a new box
at the same price requlred of new sub-
scibers.

The automatic self—lockmg signal
device is the circular, piece. of mech-
anismi attached to the end of the arm
on which the box rests and turns,

Boxholders desiring to exchange
their present box for the new one
should forward the self-locking signal
device and the additional $1.50 to the
Post Office Inspector of their Divis-
ion, who will then forward a box of
the new pattern.

The Hon. Henry Joseoh Cioran,
K.C., Dominion Senator, is celebrat-
ing his fifty-ninth birthday to-day.

To see him as he often appeared in
public in a top hat, showing slight
wear, carefully brushed, a flat collar,
loosely set tie, held often as not by a
gold band, a dark grey suit and an
overcoat, if showery, that many of
his staff of household retainers would
have shied at; an umbrella not rolled
but bagging loosely—baggy trousers,
old comfortable footwear and a look
of quiet unobtrusive gentleness on his
finely moulded features was a surprise
to many.

The last public appearance in which
the writer saw him, was in London as
he followed “Her Highness” down the
lines of tents and stopping here and
there exchanged a word with some
clansman composing the Argylshire
section at Coronation 1911. He just
fitted the dress description I have
penned on that occasion and looked
very tired, and we thought, aged. The
Duchess came on our tent, squatted ar
lunch, and as we hastily scrambled up
to the salute, dropping knives, mess
tins, forks, etc., a smile at once sym-
pathetic and kindly lit up the weary
old man's eyes, and his “Sorry, lads ™
was the apology of a gentleman wh=
really felt to trouble anyone. Princess
Louise received her salute, however,
with evident pride and her “Too bad,
sergeant; just go on, lads, have your
meal,” was sincerely meant, this gal-
lant lady delighting in such surprise
visits to military camps.

On another occasion when Princess
Louise attended, to present the col-
ors to the oth Batt. A. S. Highlanli-
lers, she was apcompanied, and in
startling contrast to braided and betas-
seled military, was this elderly gentle-
man, almost shabby and seemingly
but half aware of the show and pomp
around, with the inevitable umbrella
carried in his left hand, and bulging
on either side of the elastic fastener.

portrayed. A little, quiet man with
an air of conscious breeding and quiet
scholarly mien, very gentle and kind
of, heart—a nature’s nobleman—in a
Duke’s investures, he, had life flunyg
him eisewhere than where the ease
of wealth and the culture of courts
made it secnre would have made a
name as a scholar and a thinker.

In far-away Argyle there will be
scenes of mourning, the old town oan
Loch Fyne will be touched with
black; the pipers’ lament will sound
eirely over the castle grounds, and a
hush of death as though the angels’
wings still trailed over the old*seat of
the Campbell’s brood over the old
world that full of strange Celtic feel-
ing, aches for a common sorrow angd
gives a clansman’s grief to share ina
bereaved wife‘s loss. The heart of the
Lorne country will be touched—the
Duke is Dead.

In Time

‘Lhe use of fuel oil in the Dritish
Navy has given a great impetus to
the oil trade. For some time repre-
sentatives of the Admiralty have been
investigating oil fields in various parts
ot the Empire, including shale de-
posits in Eastern Canada and wells
in Western Canada, with a view to

available from the Domirions in war
time.

The growth of the petroleum in-
dustry has during the last few years
been.remarkable, due chiefly to the
invention of the combustion engine.
This had led on to the ever increas-
ing use of motor cars and vehicles,
and to the application of oil for pow-
er and heating purposes.

The world’s output of crude oil now
exceeds 50,000,000 tons, and although
only a comparatively small proportion
ot this is consumed for the purposes
referred to, the oil power department
of the industry is the one in which the
greatest activity is observable, and in
which the most conspicious progress
hos been made. During the past year
an enormous amount of tonnage has
been added to the world’s oil tanker
fleets, and a number of bulk oil ves-
sels are afloat capable of carrying
over 15.000 tons of oil in a single car-
go in bulk.

The production of oil in the fields,
which are now being exploited in
exery country of the globe, is advanc-
ing year by year,anditisa significent
fact that the most recent and most
prolific areas yield a description of oil
eminently suitable for fuel purposes.
In 1907 California, a heavy oil field
produced only 40 million barrels. In
1912 the figure was 88 million barrels.
Mexico, the infant prodigy of the pet-
rolenm industry, produced only about
one million barrels in 1907, and in
1913 the output amounted to 26 milion
barrels. Trinidad, within our Empire,
has also made great strides during
the last few years.

In 1902 the
Pearson interest began drilling in the
southern end of the State of Vera
Cruz, but production did not begin
on the large scale until 1907.

In 1908 the famous Dos Bocas well
was struck, which after hurling the
drillfiig gear 150 feet into the air,
caught fire and burned with flames
trom.100 feet to 1,500 feet high. The
fire was extinguished 58 days later.
‘I'he Potrero del Llano No. 4, prob-
ably the largest well in the world ever
placed under control, was struck in
December, 1910. The daily flow at first
was estimated at 125,000 barrels. To-
day the daily flow is limited by the
capacity of the pipe lines to 40,000
barrels.

For the transport of oil in Mexico
425 miles of pipe line have been laid
down and 51 miles of additional line
are in course of construction.
