Some time ago regulations were 
issued from Ottawa making all an­
thracite in, public buildings equip­
ped to burn bituminous available for 
the Fuel Commissioners, who have 
power 'to divert such coal to dômes- 
tic purposes. The information now 
being gathered will really be a 
census of the boilers and furnaces 
and. their types ahd styles in the 
Province and with such information^ 
available the Fuel Administration 
will be able to judgè whether a con­
sumer can burn soft coal in his heat­
ing apparatus.

In a circular to the Fuel Commis­
sioners, the Fuel Administration says 
in part: "When the forms are filled 
out and returned the proper régula* 
items will be issued, but you should 
urge the owners of residences hav­
ing more than.40 tons of coal in 
stock, and the proprietors of govern­
ing bodies of all 'institutions which 
have anthracite coal in stock, and 
who ire able to burn bituminous, to 
take immediate means to dispose of" 
their anthracite supply to their 
friends and neighbors so that they 
may at an early date, while there is 
a surplus of bituminous coal, secure 
their new stock of soft coal and 
place themselves in such a position 
that the new regulations will not 
apply to them.” ,

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ÆTHE SURRENDER OF THE GER­
MAN FLEET.

The great British fleet has fig­
ured in many triumphs during past 
days, notably in 15*88 and in 1805.

•In the first named year Philip 
II. of Spain launched against Great 
-Britain what he called his "invin­
cible Armada.” It consisted of 130 
vessels, mostly of very large size 
for those days, bearing 19,295 sol­
diers, 8,000 mariners, 2,000 oarsmen- 
and -2,000 volunteers of the most 
distinguished families of Spain. The 
British force held in preparation to 
give battle amounted to only thirty 
vessels, but before the Actual col­
lision of the fleets their number tvas 
augmented by volunteers and other­
wise to 181 vessels, mostly small, 
carrying in all 17,742 men. Every

On the other hand, he is 
disgusted because the Frankfurter 
Zettung, which has democratic and 
liberal leanings, “smeared him,” as 
he says, “with laudations.” “I clear­
ly enough," declares Prince Max, 
“held iip to scorn in my speech the 
popular cry for ‘democracy* and all 
current watchwords, especially ‘par­
liamentarism’." "My object," he goes 
on, “was to laugh to scorn the demo- 

1 cratic war cry of the western 
powers.” His real opinion of the 
Reichstag resolution, which he now 

« pretends to support, is indicated by 
his reference to it. “The so-called 
peace resolution of July, 1017," he 
writes, “was a disgusting 
of fear and the Berlin dog-days.” 
Concerning Belgium he holds the 
German foot should be kept there 
in order tq employ possession as a 
trading asset.

A Joke on the uermans.
In Le Figaro a recently returned 

French prisonéftÿpf war tells of an 
amusing trick that he and his com­
rades played on their Gentian guards.

After two particularly trying cap­
tivities, he was transferred to a little 
village lit Schleswig, without garri­
son, where they lived in specially^ 
constructed barracks. The work was* 
light, not partitaiiarly urgent and the • 
Germans,- both /officers and soldiers, 
who were old pâen, seemed anxious 
above all for tragquility. The French­
men, to the nuipher of about fifty, 
profited by ttahLAnd as they gave "lit­
tle trouble to tbplr keepers they were )- 
regarded by tÿém with a certain 
benevolence, and from living togettv 
er in the barracks there were even 
established somewhat neighborly 
relations. '

The Germans were from that re­
gion, from the very old classes, and 
were totally ignorant of French. To 
relieve the motiontony, in mixing 
with the Frenchmen in the hours of. 
repose they sought to pick up a little 
W the language,. Many bf the pris­
oners bad fine voices, and to pass the 
time they had organized as best they' 
could a little choral, which they call­
ed the "Voice of the Galley Slaves.” 
And in the evening, accompanied by 
an old harmonium, they spent hour? 
in singing whatever they could rer 
member—often canticles. The guards 
listened religiously and often joinec 
in the choruses. One day one of the 
prisoners, who had a beautiful-voice, 
announced a bold project:' As the

teach them somethAg elaborate? 
Then, as a treat for the Germans, he 
sang a celebrated Canticle on the 
Sacred Heart, the air of which is very 
beautiful. After an explanation as to. 
what it was ail about , the boches 
gravely listened, found the music to 
their liking and learned the caqticle 
wofd for word without, however, un­
derstanding a single word of it. And 
many evenings, when th^ day's work 
was done, after being assured that 
no intruding chief was spying around, 
the prisoners would - encourage the 
German soldiers to sing, often all. 
alone, and naturally to the great de­
light bf the Frenchmen, this refrain;
