We bow to the powers that
be, bitt there will always be a
tender spot in our memory for
the old name and the old order
of things—the railroading lang
syne.

First it was the “L C. R.,” in
full “Intercolonial Railway.”
That came from the building of
the missing link between Truro,
N. 8., and Painsec Junction, N.
B. That was under the terms of
Confederation.

By the way, the new bunch
don’t’ seem’ to know or care
much about those terms, but so
far as the government railway
is concerned they are firmly en-
trenched in the minds of the

“L C.R” was about eight
years ago changed to “I. R. C.,”
this because “I. C. R.” also stood
for “Illinois Central Railway,”
and the cars were being wrongly
claimed.

It is said that the Canadian
Government was losing cars to
the American road.

Now the other change has
come. It is new “Canadian
Government Railways,” this be-
cause the system has been ex-
tended through Quebec, Ontar-
io and Manitoba, to Winnipeg,
and may reach the coast.

The Premier of Canada has
just_announced the decision of
his Government to call for 250,-
000 more men.

Above all, we appeal to your
sense of honor, so that the cry
that comes back to us from the
blood-stained trenches of Flan-

ders may-not go unanswered,
so that the sons of Nova Scotia
who have already made the su-
preme sacrifice, shall not have
died in vain.
