GOVERNMENT TROOPS AND
SPARTACANS STILL FIGHT -
ING - IN BERLIN—BANKS
AND SHOPS PLUNDERED.
London, Jan. 12—The armistice
between the contending factions at
Berlin has been broken and fighting
has been resumed. reports from
Berlin indicate that the Spartacan
forces have lost 1,300 killed since the
outbreak of the revolution and that
there are many more wounded.
Government troops numbering
13.000 arrived in Berlin on Saturday;
but with the strengthening of its
military forces, the cabinet is reported
to be losing its political influence
among the masses.

Twenty eight mass meetings were
planned for today at Berlin for the
purpose of offsetting this trend.

These meetings, which were to be
addressed by ministers and party
leaders, were expected to leall to a
renewal of the collisions ‘with the
Spartacans. It is reported that
several banks and shops were plunder-
ed by mobs on Saturday and that
great armed crowds are contiaually
parading the streets. Spartacan
leaders had been able to conclude an
armistice of fairly even terms. There
is no confirmation of the report that
Dr. Karl Liebknecht has been killed.

THE NEW FRANCHISE ACT.

A radical change was made in ow

Provindal Electoral Franchise Act
at thelast session of the Legislature
by whith 100 women have the eight to
- Thispartof the Franchise Act.
10w, reads; “Every person, male and
female, shall be entitled, to be register-
ed in any year upon the list of voters
for the proper polling district of any
County, if of the full age of 21 years
and a British subject.” The pro-
perty and income qualifications are
small, so that few persons, male or
female, over 21 years of age who aie
British subjects aie precluded from
being registered.

Every petson should therefore con-
sult the nearest and latest assessment
roll and if it is found the roll does not
include your name, such person should
apply at once to the nearest Reviser
for 1egistration, This should be done
on or before the 20th January next.
Each County is divided into certain
revisal sections, For each of these
sections Reviseis of the lists have been
appointed. They ate about entering
upon their duties and will first consult
the last assessment roll and must
next register applications to be put
lists, where such applications are
made to them on or before the 20th
January.

Alien anarchists in the United\*‘

Court House, Truro, Jan. 14, 1919.
The Municipal Council of th‘o
Municipality of the County of Coi-
chester, met in the Court House at
10 o’clock, A. M,, on the 14th day
of January, A. D. 1919, pursuant to
law K. R. McLean, Esq., Warden
of the Municipality, took the chair.

The roll being called, all the
Coucillors were present except Council-
Jors for Districts 6, 12, and 18.

The Municipal Clerk read the re-
turn for the Municipal election held
in District of Middle Londonderry
No. 16 for the election of Councillor
to fill the vacancy caused by the ap-
pointment of the sitting Councillor
1. 0. B. McKim to the position of
Sheriff for the County of Colchester.
This return showed that Harry B.
Layton of Great Village, Farmer, was
elected by acclamation. Councillor
elect Harry B. Layton was sworn into
office by the Warden and signed the
roll.

The Warden addressed the Council.
He welcomed the Councillors to the
present session of Council,, He was
pleased to note that at this time we
were meeting under more happy cir-
cumstances. The war has been ended
and although the work of citizens of
the Empire is not yet ended there
appeais a very bright outlook.

He referred feelingly to the loss
sustained by the Council since the
last meeting in the death of Sheriff
MeLennan and also in the death of |
Councillor F. Tupper. Both of these!
men were interested in the work of the
Council and in" the welfare “of" the
County in general. He also refreired
to the loss sustained by Councillor

Reid in the death of his only sonm,|

Dr. Reid, who lived at Exeter, Ontario.

He congratulated ex-Councillor
McKim on his appointment as Sheriff
and he welcomed his successor H. B
Layton to the Council Board.

After referring to the sad events that
had taken place he also referred to the
pleasant event in which the Councillor
for Salmon River was one of the in-
teresting parties.

He referred to the 11th of November
last as the most important date in|
the history of the world. He felt|
confident that that date would never
be forgotten by thepeople.

He had no doubt the Council would
not forget the duties impcsed upon it
in the matter of reconstruction and
doing the best possible for the re-
turned soldiers. New matters would
come before the Council in due couise.

Councillor Starratt said that the
'Wardens remarks were very timely and
he was afraid that he could not add
anything of interest or of benefit.

He hoped that no one would forget
the services rendered to us and the
Empire by our soldiers and sailors.
He was proud to say that the Munici |
pality of Colchester had never hesi-
tated in assuming its financial assist-
ance to war purposes whenever called
upon.

Deputy Warden Wilson thought
this notwithstanding the breaks in the
Council ranks, was and should be the
happiest session of Council ever held
in Colchester. The war was ended and
now the duties rested on the Council
and upon individual Councillors to
see that evertyhing possible was one
for the returned soldiers, and the|

The opening session: of the Dairy-
men’s Association, held in the College
of Agriculture, last night, was attended
by Delegates for all the principal
Creameries in the Province, and a
number of visitors, representatives of
different business firms, etc.

The President, A. M. Wheaton, of
Woltville, was in the Chair and after
a few appropriate, introductory re-
marks by Prof. Cummings, gave the
President’s address for the year.

This was followed by the report of
dairying by W. A. McKay.

The output of the Creameries show-
ed a small increase over 1917 and a

total turn over of $943,000.00
Prof. Trueman delivered an ad-
dress on feeding the dairy cow.

Mr. H. R. Brown gave a report on
cow testing, illustrated by Chart,
showing that where records were kept
the production, per cow, increased |
from 20 per cent to 80 per cent as
compared to where records were not
kept.

Mr. H. W. Coleman, Dairy Super-
intendent for New Brunswick, gave
the report of the judges, followed by
presentation of special prizes by Mr.
Harvey Mitchell.

This forenoon was devoted to
a butter scoring competition and a
general discussion on the quality of
butter, dealing particularly with the
new grade standard as recommendéd
at the recent Conference dt Ottawa.

This afternopn is the business session
and many impertant resolutions are
are expected to be presented to the
Convention.

The key-note of the Convention,
this year, is that if dairying is going
to be made a success in Nova Scotia
that all connected with it have got
to get down to business harder in the
future than in the past.
