Those who have 
not studied the subject should bear in 
m/Ind that the United States is still a 
gold-standard country. It Imperiled its 
finances by Issuing hundreds of mil­
lions of silver dollars and silver certi­
ficates, but it, either directly or indi- 
recently, covenanted to redeem and did 
redeem these in gold. If it attempted 
to regard the silver dollars and silver 
certificates as the equal of, instead of 
the substitute for, gold, the collapse 
would come immediately upon the as­
sumption of such bl-*hetallic system.

A MODEL FOR US.
The Fortnightly Review contains a 

very suggestive article on -the local 
government, of the city of Glasgow. 
This summary will Interest municipal 
reformers: Glasgow has its best busi-' 
ness men in 4s councils, and the city 
government is so well administered 
that, with steady diminishing rates of 
taxation, there has ‘been a growing 
tyicrease in all the needs of ISe in a 
large city, better finances, better light, 
better water, better homes and streets, 
and better facilities for enjoyment, 
cheap rates for traction cars, owned 
by the city, plenty of parks, picture 
galleries, recreation grounds, music, 
gas, and electric lights, a free, library 
of over 100,000 volumes, public baths 
and wash houses, markets, water­
works, the water brought from a 
mountain lake 35 miles and water rents 
reduced more than one-half since this 
unlimited supply of the best water 
was secured. Gas and electric light 
and power are all supplied cheaply by 
the works owned by the city. After a 
long lease of its streets for tramways, 
the city took -them, improved the ser­
vice, reduced the price, and still

Glasgow is about 
to build a Family Home for Widows 
and Widowers with children; rooms 
for a man or woman with not more 
than three children, to cost 16 cents â 
night, the children to be fed and cared 
for during the day for 35 cents a week, 
and free entertainments to be provided 
every Saturday night. The city also 
proposes to build one-roomed houses, 
to be rented for $25 a year, and two- 
roomed houses to rent for $40 a year. 
Private enterprise has kept pace with 
the city, and healthy and cheap houses 
are now abundant in Glasgow, for 
workmen earning $5 a week. The city 
has provided museums, half a dozen 
parfks, and a good art gallery. Lec- 
ftures and concerts are given during 
Hhe year, at from 2 cents to 6 cents; 
there is a People’s Palace, and there 
are play-grounds for children, with 
gymnastic apparatus and games. The 
sanitary officers have a small army 
engaged in fighting disease; in taking 
the sick to hospitals, made attractive 
in every way; in detecting nuisances; 
in preventing and pushing over-crowd­
ing; in supervising shops, dairies, etc., 
and in cleaning 200 miles of streets; 
providing for the (Sewage, so that the 
river, that was a growing danger, is 
-now clean and sweet. Glasgow has 
five public wash-houses, at a charge 
of 10 cents, and baths free to public 
school-children, who are taught swim­
ming. To do all this, Glasgow levies 
a tax of about 60 cents on the pound 
($5) of rentals of $50 and upwards, and 
of 50 cents on rentals under that 
amotfcit, a reduction of one-fourth 
during the last 20 years, in which all 
of tlrese improvements have been 
made; it haa lowered the price of gas 
from $1.25 ‘to 60 cents; it has built a 
fine city hall for $2,500,000, payable in 
50 years, partly by a special tax of 
about a cent on the pound, and partly 
by charging rent to the departments 
that occupy the city1 hall. With lia­
bilities of $40,000,000, Glasgow has as­
sets of over $50,000,000, and by a well 
adjusted system of sinking funds, gra­
dually reduces its debts for water and 
gas and parks and gallaries, in periods 
varying from' 20 to 70 years. Glasgow 
has over 700,000 people, and covers 
nearly 12,000 acres, and is now trying 
to increase the participation of its cit­
izens in its local administration, so as 
to heighten its efficiency and secure 
its economy. Politics are practically 
unknown in the city government of 
Glasgow, where the councils and the 
mayor and the city officers are all 
striving strenuously to promote hap­
piness and the welfare of the whole 
population; their health, thëir comfort, 
their recreation, their happiness, and 
to promote and advance the prosperity 
of the city its people love so well and 
are so proud of.

Glasgow is not the only city where 
these conditions prevail, though no­
where else perhaps have the municipal 
problems been so thoroughly dealt 
with, says the Montreal Herald. Lon­
don, Birmingham, Leipsic and Berlin 
are also exceedingly well served by 
their municipal bodies. The compari­
son of this record with the mob-rule 
and job-rule which prevail in every 
large city on this continent Is one not 
pleasant to our conceit in New World 
superiority. Certainly in this, as well 
as In most other phases of government 

<t>y representative institutions, we seem 
to be far behind. But there is the en­
couraging fact that it is only within 
the last decade or so that these results 
have been forthcoming from thfe work 
of the municipal councils across the 
/water. This gives a glimmer of hope 
that the time may come when In Van­
couver the best men will be willing to 
serve at the council, and -being willing 
will be elected. The age of miraclés

The terms 
mono-metallism and bi-metallism ex­
press respectively the theories of a 
single standard and a double! stand­
ard of values. A community at first 
exchanges its products by direct bar­
ter, but soon selects one or more com­
modities, as universally accepted as 
possible, an«d regards these as stand­
ards by which to measure the value of 
and exchange the remaining commodi­
ties. In early French Canada, wheat, 
moose and beaver skflms and other 
things were, used as standards of value 
—that is, as money. If a community 
selected a bushel of wheat and a bar 
of iron (of settled weight or size) as 
their standards, and there came a 
year in which the wheat crop failed, 
the powerful traders would doubtless 
succeed in keeping all the wheat they 
received in exchange for general com­
modities, and as they would also re­
ceive or possess bars of iron, they 
would pay their own debts in iron in­
stead of wheat. Then there would in­
evitably come a collapse in the double 
standard, as *the bushel of wheat and 

• the bar of iron would clearly no longer 
be of the same value. The trader In 
selling a web of cloth would make two 
prices—one in wheat and the other in 
Iron. If we regard the wheat as gold 
and the iron as silver we have the 
problem of bi-metallism before us. The 
adherent of mono-metalliem says: “I 
wish to trade all over the world. The 

** most universally acceptable and most 
readily transportable I would still pre­
fer one standard, because the annual 
product and consumption of gold and 
silver being always variable, an arbi­
trary parity of values ds not possible 
of being madbtained for any length of 
time, no matter what proportion be­
tween gold and silver legislation may 
name; and as concurrent legislation 
by all leading nations would be neces­
sary but probably Impossible to pro­
cure, I regard international bi-metal­
lism as Impracticable, as *t would be 
unwise.” The bi-metallist argues that 
there is not enough precious metal In 
the shape of coin and bullion to sus­
tain the enormous fabric of credit sub­
stitutes for money (legal-tender and 
bank notes, checks, bills of exchange, 
etc.), which we have In modern times 
created, unless silver be used as well

ITS VALUE PROVED.

Everything (Promises Well for the Dis­
trict—^Expert Opinions.

Proceedings of the Grand Lodge—Officers 
Elected.

A Montreal correspondent interviewed 
W. F. Sargent, one of the officers of the 
Slough Creek Mining Co., who arrived 
to that city a few days ago from Cari­
boo; and he fully appreciates Sir Donald 
Smith’s remarks at the Bank of Mon­
treal meeting respecting the advisability 
of an Immediate development of the min­
ing resources of the Pacific Province.

Hobson said that he had seen three times 
as much gold gravel In Tale, Lillooet 
and Cariboo as there was In the entire 
State of California.

“And how much is there in that State?” 
asked the correspondent.

‘•The California mines are estimated 
officially at 2,108,000,000 cubic yards, with 
a gold tenure of nearly $500,000,000.”

Continuing, Mr. Sargent said that about 
three years ago work was begun again 
in this famous regiom, golden Cariboo, 
and everything appears to Indicate a 
rich output The Government of Brit­
ish Columbia first gave the Slough Creek 
Company a grant of three miles of 
ground, including the entire width of the 
Slough Greek Valley.

' The steamer 'Danube returned from 
the north on Wednesday with the 
news of the burning on June 1st of the 
Windsor Cannery at Aberdeen on the 
Skeena river. The fire started about 
2 o’clock in the afternoon, the roof 
catching, it Is supposed, from sparks 
from the soldering machine.

Bicycling riding is one thing— 
“scorching” is another. Cycling is a 
pleasant and healthful sport and 
should be encouraged. Scorching, 
save on race tracks, or ln private 
grounds, is a dangerous nuisance, and 
should be sternly prohibited on the 
the public highways. It is not only 
dangerous to the public, but Injurious 
to the rider. It places pedestrians in 
peril of life and limb, scares horses 
and promotes runaways, and not Infre­
quently brings about collisions be­
tween the scorcher and 
vehicle, resulting in damage to both. 
“ Scorching” is riding a bicycle at 
break neck speed, with the body of the 
rider forward almost at rigiht angles, 
the head down and the legs working 
like the -piston of a steam engine. The 
attitude is not only horribly unsight­
ly and disfiguring, but it prevents the 
wheelman from taking note of other 
vehicles or of obstacles In his path, 
and is thus the prolific cause of acci­
dents. Physicians have decided that 
while legitimate cycling is beneficial 
to most people, scorching Is Injurious 
to all. The position assumed is such 
that the lungs cannot expand fully 
and work ffreely at the very time 
when the utmost expansion is called 
for. In scorching the arms are rigid 
and the body bent forward, either of 
which limits the breathing space. As 
the whole aim is fast riding, the 
ercise is violent. This violence 
the heart and lungs to pumip more 
rapidly than usual, while the rigidity 
of the muscles and the Impossibility 
of abdominal breathing do not permit 
full expansion and thorough .aeration 
of the blood.

TJhe scorcher does not ride steadily, 
but naturally indulges in spurts, 
which make the most extreme de­
mands on the heart and on the con­
tracted lungs. If there is any trouble 
fwith the heart scorching is almost 
sure to prove fatal. We noticed an 
account In a Chicago paper a few days 
ago of a man dropping dead from his 
■wheel after a short spurt. The coron­
er’s verdict showed that he died from 
heart disease. As a rule those predis­
posed to heart disease of any kind 
should ride with great moderation and 
caution; but prolonged scorching is apt 
to produce lesions in an apparently 
perfect physical system. It cannot be 
practiced by any one without injury. 
Professionals, who ride for purposes 
of money making, may think the risk 
Justifiable, -but for those who ride only 
for pleasure or health it is the height 
of folly. In view of these facts it is 
pleasing to note that the city council 
is thinking of taking steps to prevent 
scorching on the streets.

riding. Main street is lined all day long 
with fancy turnouts and a good, speedy 
class of horses. Let me say one thing 
aboilt Winnipeg, by way of advice to any 
of The Worktiireaders who may visit it. 
It is this. When you go to the Prairie 
Capital, register at the Manitoba Hotel. 
It is one of the finest in the Dominion. 
It was built in 1890 and is owned and 
operated by the N. P. Ry. Co. It has 
226 rooms for guests, is seven stories 
high, built of red brick faced with Lake 
Superior sandstone, which gives a rich 
and massive appearance to the building. 
A charming view of the whole city can 
be had from the tower. It has tn all 600 
feet frontage. The Northern Pacific sta­
tion is under the same roof. It is a 
model hotel in the artistic sense and for 
convenience.

FORMOSA AND rrHE JAPS.
Washington, D. C., June 15.—The Japa­

nese legation to-day received an official 
despatch from the Foreign Office sum­
marizing the status of affairs on the 
Island of Formosa as follows: “At Tai- 
phu-Fu and Tamsui, large cities in ithe 
north, all disorder Is at an end and 
peace established. The Japanese have put 
into operation the civil service of admin­
istration. German marines were landed 
at the cities mentioned, but have now 
been withdrawn. Foreign settlers are now 
under the entire protection of the Japa­
nese army and o.vil authorities.’* The 
favorable tone of the telegram is quite 
satisfactory to the officials here.

building at 14 County street, was blown 
up by naptha this morning. Forty men 
were at work in the building at the time 
of the explosion. Only six thus far have 
been taken out of the wreckage. The fate 
of the others is unknown. It is now de­
finitely ascertained that there were 45 
men and women in the building at the 
time of the explosion. Nine of them are 

.reported to have escaped alive. Seven 
bodies have been taken out of the ruins 
eo far. This leaves 29 to be accounted 
for. The fire department, the police, and 
all the doctors in the city are at the 
scene. The catastrophe was caused by 
a new boiler exploding in the basement 
of the building. It blew out the entire end 
of the structure and allowed the upper 
floors to settle In a mass of ruins. The 
flames commun.cated with the ruins soon 
after the explosion and began to bum 
briskly. The firemen rushed to the scene 
and made heroic efforts in their endeavors 
to rescue the imprisoned work people. 
Shrieks from the girls in the building 
were mingled with the agonized cries of 
their friends outside. Ambulance calls 
were sent out hurriedly and every physi­
cian who could be reached was sent at 
once to the scene. Offices and houses in 
the vicinity were turned into temporary 
hospitals. At 9 o'clock the badly charred 
body of a woman was taken from the 
ruins. The fire had been quenched, but 
was still smoldering and the work of res­
cuing went on with great difficulty. At 
9:30 it was learned that nine had es­
caped. There were over 46 persons em­
ployed, the greater percentage of the 
number being women, but not all were 
in the building at the time. A girl named 
Jalbert and her sister-in-law, who worked 
side-by-side on the third floor, escaped, 
one unhurt and the other with slight 
bruises. The Jalbert girls say none of 
the girls or men knew what happened. 
There was a terrible report followed by 
a shock, the roof seemed to lift and then 
fall, completel 
buildiqg. The 
in-law were thrown into the middle of 
the road. The shock broke the windows 
of thé Stafford mill adjoining and in­
jured several operatives. The Star Music 
Hall has been made a morgue, where 
medical examiner Dolan, with a dozen 
doctors, is installed.

St. John’s, Nfld., Juroe 15.—In the Lower 

House last Thursday the Loan bill was 
passed, but not before the Opposition had 
made a hard fight, tin the main contend­
ing that the interests of the depositors 
in the Government Savings Bank were 
being sacrificed for the benefit of in­
vestors abroad.

A lively spat took 
place between Senator Mclnnes and the 
Premier, the former claiming that the 
Province had stronger claims for repre­
sentation ln the Cabinet than Prince Ed­
ward Island, and w&med the Government 
that the next election would show how 
the people resented the treatment ac­
corded them. Sir Mackenzie Bowell said 
he hoped the day was not far distant 
when men would be appointed to Cabi­
ne tyitosu tions for merit only, and not be­
cause they represented any section of 
the country, creed or nationality.

THE COLIMA DAMAGES.
New York, July 19.—The Pacific Mali 

SS. Co., Saturday filed a petition with 
Judge Brown, of the United States Dis­
trict court, asking for exemption for 
liability for all damages occasioned by 
the wreck of the Colima and offering to 
surrender into court for the benefit of 
those having claims against the company 
to the matter its interest to the wrecked 
vessel on the freight moneys earned on 
the last fatal voyage.
