DREAD TREACHERY.
News of a desperate attempt
to rob a ranch, in which
a cowboy was shot through
the lungs and a half
breed " killed, reached Chicago
from Fort Mobrara in Nebraska,
Saturday morning. The rob..
bers were believed to be two
deserters, who had with them
four horses stolen from the cav-
alry stables. Major Upham des-
patched Lieut. Cherry, of the
Fifth Cavalry, with eight men
and five Indians, with orders to
capture the robbers. - Cherry
struck the trail, and soon found
one horse tied to a tree, and
bloody garments lying about.
He rode onthe entire day, and,
losing the trail, camped out.
Next day he started eastward to
reach the rations sent to him
from the fort. Meantime a
brother of Bordeaux, one of the
robbers,had-come over from the
agency, and with a party of sol-
diers andIndians followed Lieuv.
Cherry’s general direction. At
about 10 o’clock Cherry, who
had divided his party, retained
three men with him, saw men
at a distance on the bluff. While
riding along with Sergeant
Harrison on his right hand and
Thomas Locke and James Con-
roy in the rear, a shot was fired
behind them. The  Lieutenant
at ouce turned in his saddle and
asked what that meant. Locke,
“with his pistol in his hand, and
within a few yards of Cherry,
declared that his weapon had
gone off accidently, and imme-
diately shot Lieutenant Cherry
through the heart, death bein
instaneous. Locke then turne
and fired on Conroy, at whom,
it appears, he had directed his
first shot. Conroy was wound-
ed and knocked from his horse.
Harrington, seeing his officer
shot down and strange men rap-
idly advancing on them, believ-
ed Cherry and himself had been
betrayed by the other soldiers,
and that the men advancing
were the robbers. He at once
fled, and, after riding down his
own horse and Lieut. Cherry’s
which followed him,reached the
post last nigf®  Lieut. Cherry’s
party were scattered over several
miles, and it was afterward
learned that the men whomHar-
rington took for robbers were
indeed the gang which the mil-
itary were pursuing. From the
fact that no one could compre-
hend the situation, Locke, put-
ting spurs fo his horse, escaped.
The murd®ér'’s motive cannot
be divined, and the whole affair
has a very mysterious aspect.

WRY NOT?

Some timo ago we ]N)illllcd out that l
on the 30th of June last a  balance of !
over 230 thousand dollars remained
to the credit of the depositors in the
Savings Banks at Chatham and New-
castle. Lf we add to this whatfis in-
vested in Dominion steck, acd in
other Government securitics we do
not think we are far astray in estimat-
ing abount $300,000 to bLe locked up
in these iuvestineats.  The greater
part of this brings in four per ceut, a
small portion five per cent., and a
still smaller proportion perbaps six
per cent. That over a quarter of a
million dollars should be invested in
such a way, and at such a small
rale ofinterest is not entirely satis-
tactory.

The poliey of the present Dominion
Govermment to foster howe industry,
to protect native manufactures,is bear-
ing good fruit in other quarters. We
need only point to Moncton, with its
splendid sugar refinery, and the
various other industries about to be
started in . that euterprising towu.
The people there do not intend to he
indifferent, and allow the advantages
of the tariff slip by, and invest their
surplus capital at four per cent. Not
Moncton alone, but various other
towns throughout the Dominion are
settlirg to work, and manufactures
of various kinds are being establish~
ed. The proposed cotton factory ou
the St. Croix when completed will
give cmployment to as many
men as are now engaged in lumber-
ing on that river.

All the while we are doing

notaing. Our-  whole e
terprise is  lumbering. We
have nothing else to fall back upon,
and 80 we are dependent on a foreign
market, and bave (o suit ourselves to
the varying demand for our lumber
ip the United Kingdom. Everything
we use we import,and export nothing
but the raw material.
EiThis is not right. We have plenty
of facilities for manufactures and -it
only requires enterprise and union
amongst our people to establish them.
Why for instance could we not
manufacture furnitare, or woollen
cloths, or cottons, or boots and shoes,
or some one or two of various other
articles we might mention? We learn
¢hat the Unilted States carries on a
large trade with - England in sasbes,
doors, etc., manufactured expressly
for the English markets. Ilere we
have the malerial growing in our
foresis near at hand, our rivers to
float it to our doors, and mills to saw
it,while during our long winters these
could be produced here very cheaply
by our people,thrown out of employ-
ment after the mills have closed,
‘Why not attempt the establishment
of some industry?

Our lumber cannot last forever.
Iron ships and steamboats are driv-
ing wooden vessels off the sea. It is
of no use to depend solely on these
indnstries mow. We should place
ourselves in line with the progressive
spirit that is abroad, and make use of
our natural advantages, which are
great, and ot the fostering influence
of the policy which is. so rapidly
building up other places. That a
quarter of a million of dollars should
be lying idle in the Savings DBaunk
speaks ill for the enterprise of our
people. In this matter the question
of politics need not enter. Reformers
are investing their money in manu-
factures, and taking a ivantage of the
tariff as well as Conservatives. It is
a matter of business, and we hepe
that men of all parties will unite in
establishii g some industries here,
that will give winter employment (o
our people. The times of depression
are past, and now on 4he rising
wave of prosperity is the time 1o
make a beginning in opcning some
pew manufactures on the Mira-
michi.

IRISH AFFAIRS.

tive rghts and obligations ot the
landlords and tenants of lreland.”

Ulster contsins about one-third of
the population of Ireland, and it is
the cradle of the Tenant right ot the
Plantation. Of the tweniy-nine
representatives, cleven are Liberals,
but it is expected that nearly all will
support aund that nowe will vote
against the Bill. One third of Ireland
may therefore may be said to have
declared foir the measure.

DBeside the Ulster meeting there
was a Convention held in .the
Rotunda, Dublin, during two days~
Since tié repeal of the Convention
Act, lately procared, this is the first
meeting of delegatesr, purporting  to
represent the people, held in Ireland.
It scems strange that atter nearly a
ceutury, the first mecting of a Con-
vention should be held in the samne
room where the Irish volunteers last
met in November 1783. Mr. Parnell
presided; twelve members of Pare
liament were present, one thou-and
delegates from local brauches of the
Land League, and a very large nsia-
ber of p iests.  The vasi rovm was
densely thronged: the resolutions
fairly prepared for discussion; and
the proceedings occupicd seven hours
each day. "The recultof this convens
tion was to Jeave the Parnell party
free to adopt such a policy in relation
to the measure a3 the proceedings in
Parliament might suggest.  So that
a great najority of the Iiish mem.
bers will support the gencral prin-
ciples of the Land Bill, bat will
press for various amendwents in iis
details,

The memorandam of the- Irish
Bishops submitted to Mr. (. ladstone
has been published. It is an impor.
tant and able pape1, and contains
many valnable suggestions as to the
amendments required t0 make the
Bill . acceptable. Their Lordships
suggest cighteen amendments. - We
will endeavor to give the full text
of this memorandfim in our next
issue. :

EDITORIAL GLEANINGS

THE DUKE OF ARGYLL ON TOE LAND RTLL.

The Duke of Argyli contributes to the
furtbcowing number of the Nineteenth
Century an article on the new IrishLand
Bill. He says Le huas come to the fol-
lowing conclusious, —

1. That the head and finish of the new
Land Bill ought to have been provision
for the easy aund extensive acquisition of
ownership in land in Ireland. [ atiach
no paramount importance to the many
arguments which have been and may be
brought against the State buying and
gelling in land. It is avowedly an ex-
ceptional operatiou. It is a course open
to mauy objections. It involves some
evils, even, perhaps, some risks und
dangers. There will certainly be many
failures. But there is an immense object
to be gained, and that object is the
estabiishment of a more numerous and
of a more indigenous body of landowners
in Ireland.

2. That all owners, whether new or
old, should be left all the remaining
powers of dealing with their land which
are consisteut with other existing ter
ests, legally or cquitably acquired and
ascertained in each individual case, and
that all thbe new owners by purchuse
whose land will more frequently Ye free
from such pre-existing iuterests should
have complete liberty to deal with it by
contract.

7. That all decisions so arrived ut shall
have the e¢ffect of hLolding good for a
definite time, and thus constitating a'l or
gsome ot the conditions of a lease. In-
eremen's of rent at frequent or at uncer-
tain intervals are a great evil. But it is
not an, evil which bas beep showu to pre-
vail at all extensively, or against wlhich
violent remedies are required.

8. That the State, in assuming such
powers, should assume a'so the duty of
see’ng 'hat its decisions are respected,and
therefore th= rents and other conditions
80 determined should be euforced by the
authority which imposes them, or by pro-
cesses of a nature to be as much as pos-
sible beyond the reach of political azita
tion.

The only hope (the Duke adds. in
conclusion) of escape from the misehief’s
of such a system is, that under the pur-
chase clauses the nnmber of owuers may
some day-—and the sooner that day
comes, the better—be 80 numerous in
Ireland that they will rebel against the
irrational and injurious restrictions which
are now to be placcd on the kind of pro~
perty they acquire.

WINGED ARMIES.

Oune of the Freaks of Nature is said
to be a bird convention at Somerset,Ky.,
in u cedar forest. Kvery evening the
sky is darkened by great flocks of birds
coming to roost. They comprise birds of
every tongue, plumage and variety this
side of the tropics. Large limbs of trees
are broken off by their weight. The
strangest feature of the gathering is the
harmony that exists between these birds.
The hawk and dove roost in peace on the
sume branch, and robins, sparrows and
owls mingle freely together.

DBrennan said ke thought the ery
recently raised in some parts of Europe
of ¢ Land and Liberty” would be found to
oe the rallying ery of the Irish race the
world over. They must not waste their
time in the discussion of the Land Bill,
but make the country hotter, so as to
make it impossible-for landlords, assisted
by police and soldiers, to collect rents.

INTERESTING DISCOVERY.

Two men digging a drain near Lissy—
casey, between Kilrush and Eanis, came
upon an iron clasped chest of large di~
mepsions, Iying ou which was a large
sword. The wen assumed it to be a
coffin, and conveyed the intelligence of
the discovery to 1be police of
Lissycasey. The box was opened by
the police, and they found it full of gold
coing, of, an ancient date. Tle men
claimed it as treasure trove, but the po-
lice sent to Eanis for a horse and car,
and to that station the box was conveyed
under escort. On the sword wus en~
graved the name *‘‘O'Neill.”

ST. JOHN NOTES.

To the Editor of the Star : —

Dear SiR,—According to agreement
the debate now pending between the
Father Matthew's Association and the St.
Aloysius Association was continued on
Friday night. When the success which
characterized the first evenings perform-
ance became gererally known, consider-
able interest was manifested in the dis~
cussion which fact was evidenced by the
large audience that assembled in St.
Peter’s Hall or the night in question.

Mr. Hilary O'Keefe was the first to
occupy the rostrumn in support of the
poet’s claim to superiority as a civilizer,
His speech was eminently classical and
in keeping with his subject, yet withal
it contained but few arguments While
Lie astonished bhis auditors by the read~
iness with whieh be culled the choicest
flowers from Shakespeare, Milton and
other celebrated poets, the impression
he produced was mainly owing to the
grand, eloquent and rhetorical nature of
his effusion. He was followed by Mr.
D. J.Doherty, negative, who gave forth
his igeq in a plain, common-sense col-
oring which drew commendation from
the marter-of-fact part of Lis audience.
With a few slight inaccuracies, he ad-
vanced many able arguments in support
of the oft-reviled statesman.  Mr. Jas.
Barry was the next speaker. This gen-
tleman confined his arguments to the
Poets and statesmen of modern times,and
instituted a comparison, with what de~
gree of success we refrain from stating,
between Milton and Cromwell.  Dwell-
ing at considerable length on the course
pursued by the latter in Ireland, bLe
quoted from Dryden’s ‘“Hind and the
Panther’ in confirmation of the blessings
of civilization as diffused by the. child of
the muse, Throughout his entire argu-
ment there breathed a strong religious
gentiment which certainly speaks well
for Mr. Barry's early training. Mr. Jas.
Berry, negative, followed with a paper
in which he reviewed the advantages ren~
dered civilization by statesmen 1n diff-
erent parts of the world, more especially
in Spain and Ireland, and pursued at
length the policy of Himenes and
0’Connell. Mr. Myles Agar, affirmative,
was the next speaker.  His speech
evinced profound researches into the
works of the poet and the statesman of
While setting forth the
moral influences excercised by the poet,
be endeavored to show that the states—
man is subject in every age to the vacil
lating tastes of the -common people.
Calm and impassionate in his reasoning,
he made a profound and wetrust lasting
impression. Mr. John McGowan pre-
faced his remarks by defining civilization
in the sense generally understood. He
gave a beautiful exposition of the duties
of the statesman and surprised all who
heard him by the strictly logical and
powerfully argumentative character of
iiis beautifully composed speech.  That
he made a good impression was evident
from the frequent bursts of apolause
which greeted his efforts.

Mr. J. Alleu in support of the affirm-
ative, mentioned the principal poets of
the present century and argued to his
own satisfaction at least that Miss Fauny
Parnell aided and encouraged the Land
League by her poetical effusions to a
more considerable extent than the united
efforts of her brother and his subor-
dinates. - Mr. J. P. McGrory made an
able speech in defense of the statesman
proving that they are necessary to create
and foster good government. e wen-
tioned Solon’s laws for the abolition of
slavery and solemaization of matrimony
and coneluded with a brief reference to
the celebrated code promulgated by Jus—
tinian.

Mr. R. O'Brien, affirmative, confined
himself solely to refutation. He ad-
vanced no new arguments, nor could it
be said that bhe did anything in support of
the cause which he advocated. It should
be remembered in polemical disputations
that sarcasm ard cynicism may monen-
tarily delight the vulgar, but they can
unever influence the polished mind.

Mr. David Heunebry added further
links in the chain of evidence establish~
ing the statesman as the greatest civilizer.
The lust two speakers, Mr. McCurthy,
affirmative, and Mr. McHugh, negative,
who possess considerable lozal celebrity
as wits, fullysustained their former re-
pulation.  Atonce entertaining and in-
structive, amusing and didsciic, #houts of |
laughter echoed in reverberating puals |
through the vast building at their happy
gallies and droll, humorous expressions.
With thew concluded the cvenings per-
formauce. JItis 1o be regretted that ow-
ing to the number of speakers it would
be impossible to give u detailed account
of the various arguments advanced, ot
the elogent appeals which churacterized
the differeut debaters. We leave this
to be pictured by the intelligent reader.
For ourselves we can but cay that we

everything we saw and heard. The con
clusion of the debate will be held next
Friday evening, when the leaders alone
will hold forth and review at length
everything that bas b2en advanced. Much
interest is manifested ia the result.

[We hope Kritis will send us a pretty
full instalment of the recapitulation, with
the conclusion.  We should like to
have listened to the speakers mentioned
—the vulgar cynics, who,knowing noth~
ing of history or poeiry, put forward a
low-bred sneer as a substitute for both,
excepted —because from the summary
kindly sent by our correspondent, the
range of discussion was wide and well
chosen, while the stream of poesy that
seemed to flow, was well rivalled by the
fire of Demosthenes.  The subject was
well chosen,.and trenched upon the two
widest fields within the mental arena.
The proverbs of the statesman Solomon,
were put against the Psalms of the
singer David; while the forces of Solon
and Lycurgus, were led up against the
armies of Homer and Aschylus. In the
Grecian theatre we fear the champions
of the wmuse had the worst of it—if the
argoment corresponded with the matter
of the argument; for verily from the
little we bave read of Homer, or the]
“firs; dramatist” we have been enabled
to glean less that would bave a tendency
to “ civilize’” succeeding peoples. The
“gocial slips” of Helen, the outrages
corduct of Venus, or the questionable
morals ~of Ulysses, Circe and many
others, sre not very civiling reading;but
the stern decrees of Draco, and the wise
laws of Lycurgus and Solon, were civ-
lizing in their.effect. But we are not on
the negative side— nor perhaps would we,
be if we had taken partin the debate. We
look among the Latin poets for the first
word on the muse’s side, then we come
down to our Anglo Saxon giants; and
pointing to what they have written we
might exclaim with another! poet, ‘“‘give
me a nations soungs to write, and 1
cate not who makes her laws.”  If we
bad the naming of the subject so ably
discussed by our young friends in St.
John, we should wish to have seen the
word*writer,” whether of prose or poetry,
or both, substituted for ¢‘poet’’——be~
cause an important factor, germane to
the poetical influence, indeed inseparable
from it, is the historian, the essayist, the
editor. The editor should not have beeu
forgotten.—Eb. StaRr.]

In reference to the second question I
would say, I was not obliged to do so,but
merely had it done. 2

MORE EVICTICNS AND THE MIS-
ERIES OF THE TENANTS.

(From Cor. Montrenl *‘Witness.”")

Looking along the road toward the
town black with the coming crowd, saw
a waggonette drawn by four horses, gall~
ant greys, coming along at a spanking
pace. The crowd around me disputed
whether the driver was able to bring his
four in hand safely through the rather
narrow gate, which involved a sharp
turn, bat be did, and drew up inside with
a flourish, to the great admiration of all.
There came on ° the platform,
Mr. Dillon, a half dozen or so of priests
and some other gentlemen. There was
a goodly number of people assembled;
still not as many as I expected to see.
There were not many thousands at all.
As none of the gentlemen speakers spoke
to me when they came on the platform, I
lost my prestige at once. The first speak-
ers, not accustomed to pitch their voices
so as to be heard by a crowd, were quite
inaudib’e where I sat.

MR. DILLON,

on the contrary, every word he said was
distinct and clearly audible. He has a
clear voice, pleasant tc listen to after
those who preceded him. He is tall,
slim, rather good iooking,very black hair,
which he wears 10ong, and which was so
smooth and shining that it made him look
like an Indian, and truly bhe is as well
made, lithe and nervius looking- as one.
His macoer is cold and clear and self
repressed; not a word but tells. His
speech was exaculy the same as he gave in
Derry. He did not approve of the Land
Bill, and he pointed out a great many de~
fects init. Faults I never should have
suspected to be there,were picked out and
brought to view. A very telling speech
was made by & dark, thin, wiry man
named O’Neil. His speech cealt with
the hardships which they had passed
through owing to excessive rents and hard
years of poor crops. He spoke what the
people felt, for many a voice chorused,
“True for you; we koow that well.”
In the middle of the speeclies the plat~
form prepared to break down, but only
collapsed in the middle and fell half way
and stopped.  Two of the priests spoke
also, and spok‘e well to judge by the peo-
ples applause. No one spoke in favor
of the Bill. I thought as I sat there ot
the remark made to me by a Catholic
gentleman of Ionishowen, who said:
*The Irish people have hoped in vain
8o long, have been deceived so often,that
it is hard now to win their confidence.”
The more I move through the country
the more I believe this. Mr Dillon
was the idol of the assembly, that was
easy to be seen. A few words with
him and a touch of his hand, was an
honor. He apologized for Mr.
Parpell’s absence, whc being else~
where could not possibly be at Omagh
that day. I left before the meeting was
over. The gentlemen Land Leagzuers
stopped at the same hotel as I did,
and
AFTER DARK

a large crowd ussembled in the streets
before the door, and were addressed by
geveral of the gentlemen from an upper
window. After all the speechitying was
over, there was a good deal of hcwling
ou the streets tar iuto the night, whether
against the League or for it I do not
koow. As faras [ hear from the com-
mou people themselves, they think the
law and the administrators of it sympa~
thize with the landlords ouly, and let that
sympatby influeuce their decisions. They
are, therefore, very averse to go o law
to obluin what they cousider justice from
alandlord.  Auvther great complaint
that I bear again aud agein is the exs
pense sitendaot on a transfer of property.
Asan instance, a little property of the
value ot & hundred pounds changed hands
when I was in Ramelton.  Tue deed of
transfer was & parchment as big as a
table cloth, and cust £10. The Strabaue
poor luw authorities have decided to seud
out thirty~four women inmates of the
poor house to Canada, reasoning that the
outlay vl £4 or £J apiecs, which it

would take to keep them one year in
Ireland (the keep is not expensive),
will send them to Canada, “and then
we'll be rid of them."’ I see by the
papers thas

still continue all over wide Donegal.
One I feel very sorry for, as I think it
is that of 2 man whom I met with out
there, and who astonisked me by quot.
ing Burnas,

‘‘A man may hae a kindlv heart
. Though poortith hourly stare him;

A man may take a neighor’s part

Yet hae no cash te spare him.”

He was back in his rent some years.
He had losu the power of his limhs par-
tiaily. His rent at first, £4, had been
raised 10£9. He was born in that house,
had a wife and eight children, the
youngest in arms. No refuge but the
workhouse ! Certainly one must think
the landlord should have his rent, but
ho » can one help feeling pity for a case
like this. There wusno opposition, no
registance, as the poor things were set
outside. The police were not needed,
and, indeed,they were not unmoved specs
tators. There were about fifty country
people present. Scenes like this are
never forgotten in a country side. The
iess they are talked of the more they are
remembered. On the ruilway today two
persons in the same compartment as I
was, wer'e conversing. One was an
Englishman, the other I supposed to be
an Irishwoman. Said the lady: “The
eountry is very beautifal.”' He: “I woulé
rather it were less beautiful .and more
prosperous.’ She: **Why. then, is it not
prosperous?’’ He: ‘“Because it depends
soiely on agriculture, and hus no manu-
fuctures worth speaking of.” She: “Why
has it no manufacturers?”” He: “I sup-
pose you will blame us with that.”” She :
“Do you deszrve the blame?’’ He: “Cer-
tainly not. There wasa time, I admit,
when we selfishly made laws to crush the
Irish manufacture cf woollens for fear of
it inter‘ering with our manufactures.
That wasin the very long ago.” She:
“It is easier, sir, to forget that we have
skinned an eel alive than for the eelto
forget that it has been skinned.”” Here
was a thought of my own reproduced.
The train stopped and I had to leave as
the gentleman said : “Yoa are severe but
I will not get angry, as I personally had
nothing to do with skinning the eel.” 1
left, but I guess the argument went on.
