Average Cost Of 
The Family Budget

According to the Dominion Labor 
Gazette the cost of living has not 
been worrying very much about the in­
vestigations of the Board of Commer­
ce. In retail prices the average cost 
of the family budget of staple foods 
in some sixty cities of Canada at the 
middle of September was $14.33 
compared with $14.45 in the preceding 
month and $13.31 In September 1918. 
For small mercies the consumer will 
doubtless be thankful. In wholesale 
prices the index number based on the 
aevragfe prices (of 272 commodities 
showed very little change in the gener 
al level, being 301.4 for September as 
compared with 301.4 in August, 285.3 
for September 1918, and 134.4 for Sep­
tember 1913. In wholesale prices 
there were increases in fruits, dairy 
products, sugar, hides, leather boots 
metals, building materials, fuel, furni­
ture and raw furs. There were de­
creases in grain, live stock, meats and 
fish.

In retail prices the chief changes 
for the month were lower prices in 
meats and potatoes. There were slight 
advances in eggs, milk, butter, rolled 
oats, rice, evaporated fruits and sugar. 
Coal, wood and rents continued up­
wards.

Bacon was 55 cents in St. John and 
50 cents in Fredericton and Moncton. 
Sirloin steak was quoted at 45 cents 
in St. John, 40 cents in Moncton and 
35 cents In Fredericton. Fresh pork 
chops were quoted at 40 cents in St. 
John and 35 cents in Halifax, Moncton 
and Fredericton. Beef, rib froasts, 
prime was quoted at 36 cents in St. 
John, 38 cents in Halifax and 28 cents

Pamphlet No 19 “Informa­
tion Concerning the Policy of the Live 
Stock Branch of th° Department of 
Agricultural Regarding Pure Bred 
Rams," which may be secured free on 
application to the Publication Branch, 
Ottawa, states that the Dominion De­
partment of Agriculture will grant to 
bona fide applicants who comply with 
the regulations a sum of $5.00 annual­
ly for two years. These premiums to­
talling $10 will cover a considerable 
portion of the difference in the cost 
price of a scrub ram and a pore bred 
registered ram. Premiums will be 
paid on not more than four rams to 
any individual breeder. Regular 
forms to be used in making applica­
tion under this policy are contained 
in Pamphlet No. 19.

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PRODUCTION
British labor leaders are opposing “dir­

ect action” and exposing the fallacy of 
under-production. Speaking before the 
Industrial League of Birmingham recently 
on “Labor in its Relation to Industry,” 
Mr. J.R. Clynes, M.P. urged the employ­
ment of constitutional methods in indus­
trial disputes and warned workers that 
they could make no more grave mistake 
than to encourage under-production. 
Scarcity might cause some little inconven­
ience to the rich,but it could cause real 
and continue^ privation to the masses of 
people whose purchasing power was lim­
ited. Some forms of profiteering could be 
punished by the law, but workmen who 
deliberately restncted output, or who 
failed to accept any form of industrial de­
velopment which could make their labor 
more productive, were punishing them­
selves and there class with-outknowing it. 
If profiteering was conscious pilfering “a’ 
canny” was an ignorant act which dep­
rived many people of their real needs. It 
inflicted no loss upon the favored class, 
which, wherever it was practised, it 
might be designed to punish. It was a 
sentence passed x upon the innocent by 
those who might not know they were 
guilty of a wrong. Lessened production 
meant the greater prospect of unemploy­
ment. It impeded recovery from the in­
dustrial dislocation which the war inevit­
ably caused, It kept up prices, and 
lowered nothing but the workman's stan­
dard of existence. It was in the highest 
degree harmful to the general public in- 
tn est, but in a special degree under­
production was the enemy ,.f the masscs 
whose pressing needs required more abun­
dant supply of all forms of material for 
house-building, for food production, the 
manufacture of every kind of house re­
quisite. clothing, and the common daily 
needs of existence.

The folly of lowering production was 
also emphasized by the British Prime 
Minister in his recent declaration ot gov­
ernment policy. He declared that “there 
never was a more fatal error, a more fatal 
fallacy” than labors' belief that “the less 
you work the more work there will be for 
others”. “You have only got to look at 
the coal trade," he said. “The reduction 
in the output of coal is at the present 
moment depriving people of employment. 
If it goes on, it will throw hundreds of 
thousands out of employment in the 
country. You have only got to work it 
out to its inevitable consequence and you 
will find that deliberately to reduce out­
put means in the end all-round unemploy­
ment on a gigantic scale. It is important 
therefore, that falacy should be exploded, 
especially by those who speak with auth­
ority to labor. It is a very dangerous pol- 
iy to pursue and encourage, and a disas­
trous one to labor. The price of food and 
the cost of material will go up, and, what 
instill worse, we will not get food for this 
country, because you cannot live forever 
on borrowed food. You will not get raw 
material to the country. There will be no 
work for those who manipulate and trans­
form and transfig re it into the beautiful 
thing that British hands can transfigure 
any material into. It is a disastrous pol­
icy for all classes. That is why I appeal 
to employ ers and to workmen to get rid 
of this ruinous fallacy which seems to 
posses the minds of hundreds of thousands 
at the present time.'

In finding employment for returned scidîers. the C.P R haa fount 
by experience-that in most cases it is advisable to reinstate them in th< 
same department as that in which they worked previous to enlistment. 
The freight handler who has ambitions to become a dining car waitfr 
is not encouraged ,o change big vocat ion unless he can. prove that be 
learned something about waiting, for instance, at an Officers’ mess dur­
ing his military life. His militaTy exp r nee .has probably made him 
a better man than before for handling freight but has not qual fled him 
for the skilled trade ot a dining car waiter. Baggage men who have 
served in the Army come back as a rule all fhi better for their ex­
perience. but the Army training has not qualified them to be sleeping 
car conductors or ticket clerks, and If they prove to be misfits ai a n<'w 
job the only result is friction and discontent. The genera! experience, 
however, is that the normal returned man who goes back to his old or a 
similar job is all right, indeed is often improved by the discipline nd 
teamwork which he has learnt in the Army

B A Smith, Minister of Lands and 
Mines is greatly Interested tn the mat­
ter end It will be followed up with e 
view to having hardwoods utilised In 
this province for the making of pulp.

The Application of 
Ground and Dried 

Sea Weed

,When, on account of war conditions 
and the consequent scarcity of Ger­
man potash, efforts were being made 
to secure potash from other sources, 
the Experimental Farms made a test 
of the use of sea-weed as a source of 
potash. To put this material into a 
portable and commercial form it had 
to be dried and ground. This work 
was done in an experimental way on 
the Nova Scotia coast and some of 
the product was sent to the Frederic­
ton Station for test.

Both field and plot tests were made 
with potatoes—

In the field test an area with an ap­
plication of 1000 lbs. of a 4-10 fertili­
zer per acre and no seaweed gave 178 
bushels per acre. A similar area with 
the same amount of the same fertili­
zer and 1500 lbs. of ground seaweed 
gave 230 bushels per acre. A third 
area with 18 tons stable manure and 
750 lbs. seaweed per*acre gave 242 
bushels per acre, and a fourth area 
with 18 tons per acre of stable manure 
alone gave 232 bushels per acre. Green 
mountain potatoes were grown and 
it was noticed that the plants on the 
sea-weed area stood up greener later 
in the season than where no potash 
was applied.

Calculating the cost of the seaweed 
at $15.00 per ton, for which it was 
stated it could be landed at Frederic­
ton, there was a credit of 52 bushels 
for the 1500 lbs, of seaweed used 
where only commercial fertilizer was 
applied. As the seaweed cost but 
$11.25 and the extra potatoes were 
worth at least $1.00 per bushel this 
test showed a splendid profit from the 
use of the seaweed.

When stable manure was used how­
ever the increase of only ten bushels 
per acre for 750 lbs. of seaweed show­
ed only a profit of $4.38 Indicating that 
the potash in the stable manure sup­
plied the needs of the crop to a con­
siderable extent, and emphasizing the 

I value of stable manure for the potato 
| crop as against a non-potash commer- 
I cial fertilizer; The following year 
j on the oat crop there was no practical 
I difference as between the different 
! applications—nor was any difference 
noticeable in the succeeding clover 
crop.

In the plot tests of one-tenth acre 
each with Empire State potatoes, sea­
weed at the rate of 1000 lbs. per acre 
gave a yield of 255 bushels per acre 
and at the rate of 2000 lbs per acre. 
257 bushels per acre, while the check 
plot with no fertilizer whatever gave 
192 bushels per acre. The succeeding 
wheat crop was so badly diseased, with 
Glume spot that the yield was almost 
negligible and not at all to be relied 
upon for a satisfactory test. Seaweed 
at the rate of 1000 lbs. per acre gave 
9 bushels and 20 lbs. p<r acre, at the 
rate of 2000 lbs., 7 bushels and 40 lbs, 
while the check pk>t gave 5 bushels 
and 30 lbs. per acre

While the above data are. of too 
United a scope from which to draw 
comprehensive conclusions, the evid­
ence, so far as it goes, shows that 
if seaweed can be dried and ground 
and transported for $15.00 per ton, 
it would have a place, and a profitable 
place among fertilizing materials.

Near the shore where the seaweed 
can be had for the hauling its almost 
universal use with satisfactory results 
confirms its value as a fertilizer.

Conference Splits cn 
Collective Bargaining

(N. Y Herald)
Collapse of the Industrial Confer­

ence upon the language of a resolu­
tion indorsing what is known as 
collective bargaining "serve to bring 
the attention of the public to one 
phase of the long-standing struggle be­
tween employers and employed appar­
ently not clearly understood. Out of 
this lack of understanding has risen 
criticism of the employers' group in 
the conference. Effort is ma le to 
blame that group for the failure of the 
conference. ,\Vhut arc (ho facts?

The question of ‘‘collective bar­
gaining," and closed shop first came 
before the United States Supreme 
Court for judicial determination in the 
case of Coppage vs. Kansas in Janu­
ary, 1915. The Kansas Legislature 
passed a law prohibiting an employ­
er from making a condition of em­
ployment that the employed shall not 
join a labor union. The court by a 
vote of G to 3 upheld the law. On 
December in. 1917, the United States 
Supreme Court handed down an opin­
ion in the case of ilitchman Coal and 
Coke Company vs. Mitchell in which 
the majority of six Justices said: — 
“Whatever may be the advantages of 
collective bargaining, it is not bar­
gaining at all. in any just sense, un 
less it Is voluntary on both sides."

On April 8, 1918. President Wilson 
created the War Labor Board. The 
first of the “Declarations of Princi­
ples" adopted by this Board was; — 
“The right of workers to organize in 
trades unions and to bargain collec- 
wh'fdv through chosen representatives 
is 1- • ognized and ofarmed.” Former 
President Taft und Frank P. ,Walsh 
were the fi *s*. nfnt chairman of the 

Evevv d*c*:k>n of this Board 
setting r< i. .*• ' «1 $ ** s between cm- 
pl ivers aT <i cniroe" conceded to or­
ganized hri ~r “during the period of 
war" the r jht of collective bargain 
lug This concession was directly 
opposed to the decisions of State and 
federal c;ur*s, and was recognized as 
a war emergency measure. The close 
of the war brought employers and 
employes face to face with court decis­
ions on the one hand and War Labor 
Board decisions on the other. Natur­
ally organized labor demanded “no 
'backward step" from the War Labor 
Board decisions. Employers stood on 
the decisions of the c urts.

It is unfortunate that the Industrial 
Conference could not reach a harmon­
ious conclusion on this question. How 
ever, it is neither fair nor just to 
blame any group for the failure. The 
difficulty lies in the interpretation of 
“collective bargaining.” After the la­
bor group left the conference the em­
ployers' group was invited to leave. 
The final act was the statement Is­
sued by the employers' group indors­
ing "collective bargaining," provided 
it is defined clearly as to its applica­
bility." This statement cf the em­
ployers’ group calls attention to the 
fact that “the right of collective bar­
gaining ip interpreted by the labor 
group in one way and one way only.
...........The effort was to commit the
conference to support this brand of 
bargaining."

The tone and language of the state­
ment of the employers' group to the 
public is fair and calm. It absolves 
that group from the responsibiitty of 
failure to reach a common ground, At 
the same time it offers no solution of 
the problem, which may require addi­
tional Sedsions of the Supreme Court 
made ttt the light of existing indust 
ral conditions. '*•

CANADA TO THE FORE.
The manner in which Canada has 

come into the limelight as a source 
of Europe's food supply, in compari­
son with the days remembered by 
men still young, was demonstrated 
the other day in a cable to the Mon­
treal Gazette from its London corres­
pondent. The despatch predicted a 
prospect for quick disposal of Can­
ada's exportable surplus of wheat 

this year, and gave some facts as to 
its ultimate destination. Great Brit­
ain for instance in addition to making 
arrangements through the Royal 
Wheat Commission for the supply of 
smaller countries like Greece and 

Poland will want one million bushels 
for herself. Belgium alone will be 
an enormous consumer of Canadian 
wheat. She has negotiated for no 
less than two hundred thousand tons, 
the cash value of which runs into 
many millions.

It Is clear however, that it is up. 
not merely to the Canadian producer, 
but to the Canadian with money in 
bis pocket to conserve these markets, 
on which our present and future pros­
perity largely depends. This wheat 
will be bought on credits protected 
by the Government of Canada, and j 
the investing public of Canada must 
furnish the cash on which these pur­
chases can be financed. That is one

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Protect Fruit Trees
From Mice

Thousands of trees are injured in 
Canada every year by mice, and in 
the newer districts a large number 
by rabbits also. All this could be pre­
vented if the fanner or fruit grower 
would use the information available 
and protect his trees from mice. Some 
years there is less injury than others, 
and this fact leads to carelessness 
and when a bad year comes the trees 
are unprotected.

■While the depredations from mice 
and rabbits in winter vary from one 
year to another, depending on the 
scarcity or abtindance of food, the 
number of mice which are in the vic­
inity, and the character is in sod, and 
when there is rubbish lying about ; 
hence the latter should be removed 
before the winter sets in. As mice 
may be expected in greater or less 
numbers every winter, young trees 
should be regularly protected against 
their ravages. Mice usually begin 
working on the ground under the 
snow, and when they come to a tree 
they will begin to gnaw it if it is not 
protected. A small mound of soil from 
eight to twelve inches in height raised 
about the base of the tree will often 
prevent their injuring the tree, and 
even snow tramped about the tree has 
been quite effective, but the cheapest 
and surest practice is to wrap the tree

with ordinary building paper, the 
price of which is small. Tar paper 
is also effectual, but trees have been 
injured by using it, and it is well to 
guard against this when building pap­
er w^ill do as well. After the paper to 
wrapped around the tree and tied, a 
little earth should be put about the 
lower end to prevent the mjee from 
beginning to work*there, as, if they 
get a start, the paper will not stand 
in their way.. It may be stated, how­
ever, that among several thousand 
young trees which have been wrapped 
with building paper for years at the 
Experimental Farm, Ottawa, there 

- have been practically no instances 
where the mice have gnawed through 
the paper to get to the tree. The use 
of a wire protector, or one made of 
tin or galvanized iron, is economical 
in the end, as they are durable.

There arp a number of washes and 
poisons recommended for the protec­
tion of fruit trees and the destruc­
tion of the mice and rabbits, but none 
of these is very satisfactory, as, if 
the mice or rabbits are numerous, the 
poison has not sufficient effect upon 
them to prevent injury altogether. 
The following method of poisoning 
has been found fairly successful for 
mice, but rabbits are very difficult 
to deal with.

Make a mixture of one part, by 
weight, of arsenic with three parts 
of corn meal. Nail two pieces of 
board, each six feet long and six in- ! 
ches wide, together so as to make a 
trough. Invert this near the trees to

EXPORT OF WHEAT
DEPENDS ON LOAN

| The bountiful harvests of Canada’s 
farms would lose their surplus market 
without the working capital supplied 
by the Victory Loan.

This is emphasized by an interest­
ing estimate of the wheat crop fer this 
year. The Government figures are 
193,000,000 bushels or about 4.000,000 
more than last year. According to 
économie exports Canada requires 
for home consumptive purposes approx 
imately 40,000,000 bushels of wheat 
and for seeding purposes about 35.000- 
000 making a total of 75,000,00 bushels

Allowing tor the carry-over of a few 
million bushels, it will be possible for 
Canada to export about 113.000.000 
bushels in 1919-20, com pared d with 
103,611,000 in the last twelve months.

This iq good news for Canadians 
who realize how dependent all classes 
in the community are upon the coun­
try’s exportable produce. Canada’s 
surplus wheat will find a ready mar­
ket in Europe where the production 
of wheat is down. Great Britain and 
Ireland will require at least 180,000.000 
bushels or about 70,000,000 more than 
Canada has to export

As Sir Thomas White, ex-Finance 
Minister of the Dominion, pointed out 
some weeks ago Great Britain is Cana 
da’s greatest market for her surplus 
wheat. But the pressure of war upon 
the finances of the Mother Country 
has been so heavy that unfortunately 
she is not in a position to pay ready 
cash for the supplies which she need 
Canada can only sell her surplus 
wheat at high prices In the British 
market if the Victory Loan 1919 la 
oversubscribed. At least $200,000, 
000 will be required by Canada for 
credits to Great Britain for the pur­
chase of her surplus wheat The 
circulation of this big sum will mean 
prosperity for a vast number of Cana­
dians, if they will lend their profits 
and their savings with enthusiahm 
and unity.

Beaverbrook Attacks
Sir Eric Geddes

By Lord Bcaverbrook.
The end of the railway strike will 

naturally turn the public mind in the 
direction of drawing conclusions from 
its result. What are the lessons 
which the strike has taught all who 
were willing or unwilling parties to 
it?

As far as the rallwaymen are con­
cerned the lesson is that the “light­
ening strike’’ is a failure in so far as 
it is intended to hold up the entire 
nation by a few days’ abstinence from 
work. The people have suffered in­
convenience but not privation, much 
less starvation, and the counter­

measures for using supplies have 
worked smoothly and effectively. In 
this sense the terror of a lightning 
railway strike has departed, and the 
threat has lost much of its old valid­
ity. In future the men will be more 
inclined to trust to negotiation and 
to public opinion.

On the other side the nation has 
also had a valuable experience, and 
one which will not be to the disad­
vantage of the railway workers in the 
future. It has learned that the mem­
bers of the National Union of Railway- 
men will obey their leaders in coming 
to a decision on an issue, which they 
hardly understand with a discipline 
not to be surpassed by the Brigade of 
Guards.

Sober Moderation.

In the second place, it has shown 
that the railwaymen are not Bolshe­
vists or incendiaries, but, with very 
few exceptions, ordinary well-con­
ducted citizens who will fight out an 
economic issue without attempting to 
resort to violence. It appears that if 
the inception of the strike was narb 
ly due to the “direct actionists” and 
revoluntionaries, its conduct and it» 
conclusion alike were carried out 
with all that sober moderation which 
is the hall-mark of historic trade un­
ionism in Great Britain.

There remains a third party to the 
dispute—the Government itself. The 
Prime Minister, too, might draw a 
moral from the whole episode, and if 
he draws the right moral he will 
■greatly facilitate his task in facing 
similar issues in the future. The 
first conclusion would appear to be 
that though business men in the 
high places of Government were of 
great value during the war, and may 
be recognized that they require poli­
tical training before they can aandle 
industrial disputes, not as employers, 
but as Ministers of the Crown.

There is no reason to suppose that 
Sir Eric Geddes took any part in these 
negotations for which the responsi­
bility was not fully shared by his col­
leagues. But something in his meth­
od of handling matters succeeded in 
conveying a totally different impre­
ssion. This impression was probably 
due to nc.hing but inexperience on 
the part of the Transport Minister 
of a new role he is expected to play.

But (the Prime Minister should note 
the difficulty if he does not wish to 
have organized Labor declaring a 

^endetta agjainst the new Ministry 
and the present holder of the office.

The other point which Ministers 
should consider carefully is the inten­
tion and effect of their own propa­
ganda conducted from Downing St. 
The general plan adopted by both par­
ties of stating their case in the pub­
lic Press is an excellent innovation 
which can only produce good results 
But official advertisements or state­
ments of this kind are as responsible 
as a speech in the House of Com­
mons.

Was the Prime Minister well ad­
vised in using this medium to declare 
that the strike of N. U. R. was the 
result of an Anarchist conspiracy.

No doubt in making that state­
ment he rallied the nation to the as­
sistance of the Government and so 
strengthened the public cause against 
the “hold up.” But publicity in in­
dustrial disputes is only valuable in 
the long run when the statements 
made,'prove accurate, and it is unfor­
tunate that the Prime Minister should 
have committed himself to a mis­
reading of the situation. Now if the 
strike had been the result of a real 
Anarchist conspiracy it would have 
been followed at once by a sympathe­
tic strike on the part of other trade 
unions, and certainly of the other 
members of the Triple Alliance.

As a matter of fact the very re­
verse proved to be the case. It was 
the powerful Intervention of the lead­
ers of the other trade unions In the 
interests of peace which procured a 
settlement and averted a general 
strike. That the direct actionists and 
the fevolutionaries played a part in 
the precipitate declaration of the rail­
way strike is probable, if not certain 
,What was clear is that they were 
miserably ineffective conspirators, 
for they never took Labor as a whole 
into their confidence, because Labor 
as a whole had no confidence in them 
or their methods.

The trade union movement comes 
well out of this controversy and It 
was therefore unwise to brand the 
railway movement in advance as part 
of a conspiracy and to invite an 
equally unreal retort that the Gov­
ernment were attaclÿng trade union­
ism and trying to break it.

How to Cut Down Cost of Horse 
Labour—Though the question of pro­
per kinds and quantities of feed 
should receive careful attention, it 
must be admitted that only a ininorj t 
saving can thus be affected. The 
two main points are to plan the 
work in such a manner that each an­
imal will be employed as many hours 
as possible during the year, and to 
keep only the minimum number of 
houses required outside of busy sea­
sons. The first question must be at­
tended’ to by each man, according 
to his local conditions, whilst the se­
cond one can be settled either by 
buying a tractor, when the size and 
topography of the farm justify this 
expenditure, or by hiring extra horses 
during the busy spells of seeding, 
haying and harvesting.

Halifax, N. S. Nov 4—F W Wile, 

formerly Berlin correspondent of the 
London Daily Mail, who is a passeng­
er on the Mauretania, sailing to-night 
for Southhampton, addressed the Hal­
ifax Rotary Club at noon to-day. He 
said he was preaching the doctrine

The captain of the 
lamer jWabana cried out “no” to

The crowd then took up 
the protest in regard to the shipping 
chief officer of the Sachem
all over the dining room, more than 
half the company joining int he pro­
test. Mr. Wile did not persist in his 
assertion but turned it off with a 
laugh by saying that the objectors to 
what he had seated must have “inside 
information." Later Mr. Wile said he 
wanted to warn Halifax against seek­
ing to get rich by selling German 
goods. The German military machine 
has been beaten, he said, but the Ger- 

q. worker, with his patience, skill 
and persistence, is not beaten and he 
is preparing to win in the commercial 
war that is to come and he wanted to 
say that the German is Insidiously 
seeking to create international dis­
cord. The German, he added, is un­
regenerate and unrepentent and that 
until he becomes sorry for his bar­
barities in the war, and his horrid 
cruelty, every citizen in the United 
States and in Canada should consider 
it a felony to buy a single dollar’s 
worth of goods from a German. This 
fully .conciliated the company and 
they wound up by giving three cheers 
for Mr. Wile.
