Id political life this type of man 
alarmingly apparent. The kind 

of paytriot who uses polilioal office 
for private gain and who covers his 
peculations with a party banner is 
the man from whom we have most 
to fear. He cares no more for Can­
ada than the farmhand does for the 
cow he milks, arid has precisely the 
same relation and purpose. Pros­
perity is only so much good pastur- 
age, which in it£ time will turn to 
more money-milk for his political 
pail. His chief political aim is 
simply to keep hold of the milking- 
stocl of office, and to have first pull 
at the lacteal lucre.

Such a rtlition to one’s country 
is base beyond words. The time 
will come at no very remote poriod 
when our children will look back 
at this present time with feelings of 
complete wonderment and no little 
disgust. They will ) wonder why 
Rny people( apparently gape ant} 
hoteg‘, could have tolerated such 
exploiters, condoning their offence, 
and meekly submitting to be robbed. 
They will ask ps, perhaps, in a 
score of years, why we allowed such 
things to go on in the year 1909, 
aod we shall have sundry and 
several uncomfortable moments jn 
trying to find gojpg re^sQp why,

It is high time that our patriotism 
expressed itself in terms of common 
sense. It is time we resented the 
oow-oonception of Canada and 
served notice to quit on the milk- 
stool aspirant for public office. 
Such an idea, forcing the b'tçi* of 
action, is enough to wreck our 
whole futaie. Such men, with 
hands gripping the resources of this 
oiuutry, are of more real danger 
than an army of aliens sailing with 
hostile intent op the St. La”r6r|Oe, 

The hope of Canada lies in those 
who live to serve her and whose aim 
it is to contribute something to the 
larger good of all. Great nee<i is 
there of more of snob. All fortune 
and fate depend upon their inoiease 
of number. Opens wide the golden 
chance for true patriotism—of giv­
ing, not getting j of serving, pot 
sacking; of making true tribu’e to 
Canada, the Queen, and not of milk­
ing Canala, the Cow.—O tawa 
Citizen.

When anything in the shape of a 
government reward for active ser­
vice is given iu Canada, it has been 
the experience that all sorts of 
claimants immediately press for­
ward to share in the bounty, with 
the class for whom it was intended. 
When last session the Dominion 
government made a grant of 320 
acres of land to the Canadian sol­
diers who served in South Africa, 
the exact nature of the service that 
was to entitle the soldier to a grant 
was set forth. N >w some 4,000 ex- 
soldiets of the British army, who 
sre^tr Canadians, but have since 
the war come o Canada, are press­
ing upon the government their 
claim to a share in the grant. Toey 
base their request on the theory 
that when they fmgbt'in South 
Africa it was.uot for Great B.itain 
alone, but for the whole empire.

As the petition of these men is 
now under consideration by the 
minister of the interior, it would*be 
unfair to criticize the particular 
ground on which it is made ; but 
one point brought forward by the 
speakers seem to The Citizen to be 
a stronger odvooate in their favor, 
from a Canadian point ol view, than 
any other. It was said that if the 
grant was made, practically every 
man of the 4,000 would take up his 
land and work it. As a strictly 
business proposition ttys is one 
which the Dominion government 
might favorably consider. Nearly 
all these ex-soldiers are young and 
hardy, and make first-class settlers. 
The government might make them 
a grant on a slightly different basis 
from that made to the Canadian 
soldiers, but which should be equally 
satisfactory to them, in view of the 
statement put forward by the de­
putation. The grant to the Can 
adian soldiers provides that the 
recipient may either seule on it, or 
sell to another party who must be a 
bonofide settler, or the grant will 
revert to the crown. Why not 
make a similar grant to British 
soldiers who served in South Africa, 
and are now resident in Canada, but 
in addition, that each-recipient 
sha'I settle upon the land ? Among 
the best stock in Canadt are those 
who have descended froip the 
English, Irish and Scotch soldiers 
who took their discharges and 
settled here in the early part of the 
last century, whin Canada was no 
copied by British troops. Of 
course there are soldiers and soldiers. 
Some men the army spoils for civil, 
ian life, but they are a stn»ll, though 
unfortunately perhaps a conspicu­
ous minority. But the large roa- 
joriiy of the soldiers who now serve 
under, the short term system arc the 
material who should form useful 
citizens, with the additional value 
to the oouutry that they have been 
trajnet} to the use of uirtn. Four 
thousand of such men drafted into 
our Northwest and settled upon 
farms would be a decided acquisition 
to that country. If the govern­
ment made the grant on the con 
dition indicated, each man woqld 
bave to take up his 320 acres, do 
the necessary colonization work, 
and at the end of thiee years be 
would have a flue farm, and (b@ 
Dominion woujd fc,e rioher by the 
acquisition of a good citizen, with a 
thorough military training. Any 
of them who do not have the in* 
dqstry ayd buying power to make 
good under these conditions would 
lose the grant, and it would revert 
to the crown. The proposa] that 
these n»en should form a 
sounds very well, but in reality 
would not amount to much, because 
if matters ever came to a pass whore 
the "reserve” in Canada had to be 
Railed upon, it would Include prao 
tioally everybody capable of bearing 
arms. But a considérable number 
of militia corps are being organized 
throughont the N>rtbwe»t at the 
present time, and it might be made 
obligatory that thane receiving 
grants should put In a period ot at 
least three years in the militia, 
provided they were located within 
reasonable distance of the existing 
corps.

If the government make thp 
grants including permission to sell, 
we are afraid it will simply meaD 
that about 4,000 additional lots of 
320 aorej>,ll bo on the market 
But as the men's representatives 
have urged that practically every 
one of the 4,000 will beoome

The Dangerous Light En­
gine. HEADACHE.

The ooronei’s jury has found the 
engineer Ol the light engine which 
collided with the Pembroke local a 
fortnight ago, guilty of negligence 
which resulted in the death of the 
engineer of the regular train. This 
is the second accident in this part ol 
the province within a year due to 
collisions between engines tunning 
light and regular trains. There has 
been a good deal of discussion in the 
press regarding the rales governing 
the running of light engines, that is, 
engines having bo tiains attached 
to them, but which are ordered to 
proceed from one point on the road 
to another, avoiding regular trains. 
Without discussing the particulars 
of either case it would stem from 
the practice of railway companies 
ordering a light engine to proceed 
from one point to another with 
praoiioally no other order but to 
dodge regular trains, is scarcely 
satisfactory from the passengers’ 
standpoint, though it may save 
much routine work to the train des- 
patohere. Of course if the engine­
er in charge is vigilant and careful 
he will eucoeed in pursuing his 
devious way in and out among the 
trains which are coming and going 
night and day. But if for any rea­
son preventable or otherwise, he 
fails in vigilance or prudence, there 
appears to be comparatively little 
check on a light engine to prevent 
it causing an accident. In the case 
referred to it is alleged by the en­
gineer in his defence that his watch 
stopped and he did not notice it, the 
oonaeqnence being that he drove 
right ahead thinking that he bad 
more time than he had, and collided 
with the regular train. There does 
not appear to be any check on the 
running of light engines which 
Would safeguard against each a case, 
presuming that these are the facts.
It can be well understood that it is 
less trouble to turn a light engine 
loose on the road with blanket 
orders to proceed from one division­
al point to another “avoiding 
regulars," and then trust to the en­
gineer and good luck to accomplish 
the necessary dodging. Under 
uefa circumstances it can be under* 

étood ihnt ân engineer is supposed 
to make as fast time as possible 
commensurate with the dodging 
aforesaid. If he is too cautious and 
slow, and lays up on the sidings tor 
long, he may be charged with waste 
of time ; but if he makes a rapid 
flight up the line and proves an ex­
pert dodger, no questions will be 
asked.

Tne question of the control of en­
gines running light is one which 
should demand the attention of rail- 
way authorities. It is no secret 
that every failure of a light engine 
to do a successful dodging act does 
not result in an accident. The only 
difference is that if an accident does 
ndt occur the public do not hear 
about it. Within a hundred miles 
of Ot'awa last summer there came 
near being another serious accident 
as a result of the lack of control vD 
the i unolng of a light engine, but 
the facia did not leak oat until some 
weeks afterwards, and then did not 
get into the newspapers. At a cer­
tain way station a regular train was 
due, and a number of people were 
waiting for friends aqd relatives who 
were expected on the train. Sud­
denly they were horrified to see a 
light engine come flying down the 
line and proceed Ip the direction 
from which the regular train was 
expected. As lack would have it 

reserve | the meeting took place on a straight 
piece of track, and the two engines 
were brought to a standstill within 
a few feet of eaph qtfaar. ¥oe light 
engine booked up to the station and 
the regular train followed it and un­
loaded its pa^shDgers, much to the 
relief of thaw distracted friends and 
relatives. It would not appear 
that the incident Vgaaevcq reported, 
qr }f wan po action was taken in 
regard toit until soma weeks elaps­
ed and friends of the people who 
had been on board the train brought 
the case to the attention of the 
higher railway authorities, with the 
result that thoaç d^stped negligent 
v^ere suspended }or a few weeks. 
AH of which goes to show, that 
when engines are running light 
they should be uodar çqptvol of a 
train fl^patcher even more than 
regular trains.—O.tawa O'tizio.

News comes from St 
John’s, Nfld. that, in an effort 
to break the deadlock result­
ing from the recent elections, 
Premier Bond’s friends have 
filed petitions asking for the 
unseating uf Woodford and 
Murphy, Opposition members 
elected from Harbor Main, 
because of alleged illegal acts 
during the campaign.

The following item from 
an English exchange, shows 
that ours is not the only Is­
land in which exists an agita­
tion against automobiles.

“I do not believe you will 
ever get over the difficulties 
with motorists unless you 
have for certain definite of­
fences the right to confiscate 
the car for so many months.”

During the discussion in 
the Saskatchewan Legislatnre 
at Regina, of the policy of 
handling grain to be adopted 
by the municipalities, Premier 
Scott annnounced that the 
three Provincial premiers had 
considered the matter and de­
cided that the governments 
would monopolize the whole 
business, purchasing the exist­
ing elevators and forbidding 
private corporations engag­
ing in the industry. Premier 
Roblin, when asked, said that 
fourteen million dollars would 
be required to purchase the 
Manitoba elevators, and that 
the Government’s decision 
will be announced in a few 
weeks.

The record of the loss of 
life and property, for the year 
1908, in connection with the 
fisheries at the port of 
Gloucester, Mass, is published 
in the Gloucester Times. 
The total number of men re­
ported drowned during the 
year was 62, leaving 14 
widows and 46 children 
The number of vessels lost 
was three, two of the vessels 
being amongst the finest of 
the fleet, the monetary value 
of the lost craft being esti 
mated at about $22,060 on 
which there is an insurance 
of $17,500. The only P. E^

Jerome Steele, 30 years old, 
native of Rock Barra single, 
washed overboard from the 
schooner Perception while 
furling sail on Green Bank, 
January 19th.

BOGUS CLAIMS.
In February, 1908, Mr. 

Lemieux, replying in the 
House to questions which he 
had induced a supporter to 
ask him, brought down a re­
turn setting forth that the Act 
was invoked is 30 cases dur 
ing the first 11 months and 
that in twenty-eight instances 
“a strike was averted or 
ended.” The public was not 
expected to reflect that in 
every one of these cases a 
strike would have been avert­
ed or ended if the Act had 
not been invoked. All 
strikes that are not averted 
ultimately come to an end, 
and in some of the cases cited 
by Mr. Lemieux the strike 
continued three months, be­
ginning after the Act frad 
been invoked and the board 
had made its report, We 
find among cases claimed to 
have been settled under this 
Apt, the troubles in the 
Springfijll minpS in Nova 
Scotia. They figure in four 
cases out of the thirty in the 
list. As a matter of fact they 
were not settled at all, but 
ended in a strike, with 1,700 
men out of work from the 1st 
of August till the 1st of Nov­
ember. Yet this seems to 
be counted as four settle­
ments in which a strike was 
‘ averted or ended.”
THE C. P. R. MACHIN­

ISTS.

Another case in which it is 
claimed that a strike was 
averted or ended under the 
Disputes Act was that of the 
C. P. R. machinists. This 
case came after the Lemieux 
return, but is in the same cate 
gory, and is among the cases 
which the Labor Gazette 
claims as settled under the 
Act. The Act was invoked 
and a report made which was 
not accepted, A strike was 
ordered, and continued from 
August 5th to October 5th, 
1908, involving 8,000 men 
and a loss of 382,000 days 
work. Both in this case and 
that of Springhill, the strike 
ended by the men returning 
to work, so far as they had 
not been replaced. If the 
Department of Labour pan 
claim these instances as 
samples of averting and end­
ing strikes, the Act pf ipo7 
has been a magnificent suer 
cess.

CLAIMING EVERY­
THING.

Turning again to Mr. Lem- 
ieux’s reply tp questions 
which he asked himself, we 
find that out of the twenty- 
eight cases in which a strike 
“was averted or ended” there 
were ten jrç whiph strikes ac 
tually took place. In one

other case a settlement was 
made before the board was 
constituted, and in five the 
matter was still unsettled at 
the time the report was 
brought in. A Department 
that draws so extensively on 
its imagination for its an­
nouncements can claim any­
thing. In nine cases out of 
ten where difference of opin­
ion arose between the labour­
ers and their employers before 
1907, they were settled with­
out a strike, and the propor­
tion is no greater now. But 
every such settlement is now 
claimed as an achievement of 
the Lemieux Act, even though 
the settlement is made before 
the Lemieux board is constituted 
or while the inquiry is pending, 
or before the report. Even when 
the report is not accepted, and a 
strike follows, which in the natur­
al course of events comes to an 
end some time, the Department 
claims credit for ending it

FROM MONTH TO MONTH.
During the period in which it 

is falsely claimed that twenty- 
eight strikes were averted or 
ended by the Lemieux Act, 138 
strikes took place in Canada, so 
that there were nearly five strikes 
for each reference to the Act 
This return came down to the 
end of February.

An examination of the files of 
the Labour Gazette shows that in 
March, 1908, one trouble was re­
ferred to a board and settled, an­
other was referred but was settled 
otherwise before the board was 
constituted. In this month eight 
strikes were in progress, five of 
which were settled by negotiation 
or surrender without the assis­
tance of the Department of 
Labour, and the others remained 
unsettled. In April under the 
Lemieux Act there were three 
cases, in two of which the board 
did not agree while the third was 
settled by the parties before any 
report was made. There were 
eleven strikes in this month, in­
cluding those left over from 
March. Nine were ended, but 
the Department of Labour had 
nothing to do with them. Three 
were settled by negotiation, one 
by closing the factory, and five 
by replacing the strikers or the 
men returning to work. In May 
under the Act one agreement was 
effected before a strike, In an­
other case the board did not agree 
and a strike followed, and in the 
third reference the parties settled 
the case before the board was con­
stituted. Tbere were thirteen 
strikes, one of which was settled 
under the Disputes Act, while six 
were arranged by agreement be­
tween the parties, and four failed 
or lapsed. In June under the 
Act one case was settled, in an­
other the report was adopted and 
apparently accepted, while in the 
third case the trouble ended be­
fore the board was constituted. 
There were thirteen strikes in 
this month, of which seven ended 
without the action of the Depart­
ment, one by arbitration, two by 
negotiation and four by the sur­
render or replacement of em­
ployees

MANY STRIKE5!.
In July under the Act three 

boards were constituted. Two 
made unanimous reports, which 
seem to have been accepted, while 
the third resulted in a disagree­
ment followed by a long strike. 
There were ten strikes in this 
month, eight of which ended— 
one by a conciliation, two by 
negotiation, and five by lapse or 
men going back to work. In 
August under the Act there was 
one agreement apd one report, 
Eight strikes weré in progress and 
six were ended, four by men re­
suming work, one by their re­
placement, none by action of the 
Department. In September under 
the Act only one board was con­
stituted, but the parties eapie tq 
an agreement before a report was 
made. There were four strikes, 
three of which were ended by the 
U)en going back to work or their 
replacement, fn Qctober under 
the Act one reference was mad# 
and a settlement was effected by 
a conference. There were four 
strikes, three °f which ended 
without the assistance of the De­
partment of Labour. In Novem 
ber two disputes were settled 
under the Act. There were three 
strikes, which game to an end 
without government intervention.

NOT MUCH TO BOAST OF.
When it is considered that 

nearly all, and perhaps the whole 
of the cases settled under the ^ct, 
would have been terminated with­
out a strike under previous 
methods, one cannot find much to 
boast of in this record. Add to 
this the fact that the existence of 
a tribunal which may be invoked 
gritjiqut trouble or expense, which

neither party is under the slight­
est obligation to respect or obey, 
whose findings appear to be cheer­
fully disregarded even by the 
parties who appeal to it, has a 
tendency to increase the number 
of disputes. Trivial matters that 
would have been settled between 
a foreman and his gang at the 
noon hour are sometimes referred 
to the board, and a simple adjust 
ment assumes in the report the 
magnitude of a diplomatic tri­
umph.

STRIKES BEFORE AND 
AFTER.

If it were shown that the 
number of strikes and the time 
lost had been greatly reduced 
since the enactment of this law, 
some claim might be based upon 
that. But what are the facts ? 
The Act became law March 22nd 
1907. The following is the state­
ment of the number of strikes in 
the three years before 1907 and 
in that year :

1907, 127 oc­
curred in the 9 months after the 
Lemieux Act became law. The 
number of employees involved in 
strikes in 1907 was 34,694, where­
as in 1906 there was only 26,014, 
We have not the returns for the 
calendar year 1905 but in the 
fiscal year 1905 the number of 
such employees was only 15,842.
ENORMOUS INCREASE OF 

LOSS.

The loss of time through strikes 
in 1907 was 613,986 days, where 
as in 1906, before the Act became 
law, it was less than 500,000 days, 
and in the fiscal year 1905 it was 
only 219,000. Returns for 1906 
are not yet available, but an ex­
amination of the files of the 
Labour Gazette, published by the 
Department, shows the following 
lost time through strikes for the 
six summer months.

192,000 days lost.

Total for 6 mos. 642,000 days lost 
This is more than the total num­
ber for 1907, very much more 
than the number for 1906, and 
almost exactly three times the 
number of lost days during the 
year 1905, two years before the 
Industrial Act became law. Had 
the number of strikes and the 
amount of lost time decreased as 
rapidly as it has grown since this 
law was passed, Mr. Lemieux and 
¥r- ^ackengie $ing would have 
filled columns of blue-books with 
this proof of the effect of their 
legislation. It is as fair to say 
that the Lemieux Act has greatly 
increased the labour troubles and 
the consequent loss of time.

REVENUE STILL DECREAS­
ING.

The Customs’ revenue for De­
cember is $200,000 less than that 
of December last year, aud the 
total shortage for the nine months 
of the fiscal year is ten déliions 
and a half. The loss in other 
revenues is close upon two 
millions.
NOT VIEWED WITH ALARM.
Decreases have been reported every 

month of 1908, but it was not until 
after the election that they produced a 
visible effect on the operations of the 
Government. Expenditure continued 
in full blast, for necessary and super- 
Juous services, and promises were 
never so lavish as during the four 
weeks before the election. The 
greatest promiser of all was the Mini­
ster cf Public Woiks, who offered 
millions of expenditure to his own 
constituency pf § . John, and promi­
sed public works all over the country 
wherever such pledges could bring 
votes.

Since the election Mr Pugsley has 
been to New Brunswick, and has 
gravely told the G ivernment press 
there that the revenue is falling cff 
and, consequently, a drill shed and 
quarantine building and a public par­
ade ground, and various dredging 
operations rpuit be postponed «n il 
more money comes in Mr. Pugsley 
forgot to say that when he promised 
these woiks the revenue was falling off 
even more rapidly than jt is now, so 
that there was greater reason for not 
promising them then there is now for 
breaking the promise.

MR GRAHAM TOO.
In the same way Mr. Graham an. 

nounces retrenchment on the Inter­
colonial. He is cu "ing rff trains and 
reducing the force at Moncton. There 
was nothing about this at election 
time, thoqgh tbo Inrereolor.ul was 
then, as no* mq gt a |0-g Qn the 
contrary the number of employees 
was greatly increased at campaign 
time. During the election campaign 
'he government p licy, announced in 
New Brunsw:ck, Nova Scotia and 
Quebec was the purchase of Inter­

colonial branch lines and the exteo- 
tion of the railway and a general in­
crease of the establishmtn . The 
votes were polled and now he min­
ister is reducing the es ablishmen', 
and in place of taking over p-ivate 
roads ii said to be considering the 
question of turning the whuli g >v: ru­
aient system over to private parlies.

NOT READY.

Parliament is called to meet in three 
weeks (.one week fro 'oday) 
and nothing is ready. The tx 
tention to the building is not com­
pleted, and many of the exis ing rooms 
are torn to pieces. Not one depart­
ment ha? its estimates ready, and those 
lor the civil service cannot be prepared 
because the reorganization under the 
Civil Service Act has not taken place 
though the Act became law three 
months fgoe Mr. Fielding, Mr 
Fisher and Sir Fred, Borden are on 
the other side of the Atlantic The 
finance minister is still trying to make 
arrangement to borrow more money 
and cannot be back for the meeting 
of parliament. Yet it was decided 
three years ago that parliament should 
thereafter be called in November.

To Sacrifice the Intercol 
onlal.

There ia every evidence of a system 
atic feeling out of public opinion on the 
part of the Dominion government, to 
find ont whether the people of Canada 
will stand for havi- g the Intercolonial 
railway handed over to some of the in 
flnenta! corporation friends of the gove­
rnment. The ostensible argument be 
hind it is that the government cannot 
make the road pay but that a private 
corporation conld do so It embodies 
a humiliating confession on the part of 
an administration which, even at the 
present time, is engaged in spending the 
people’s money on another line which is 
to practically parallel the Intercolonial, 
If it is true that the Intercolonial can: 
not be made to pay unless it has some 
through connection to the West, then 
why not make it the eastern link of the 
Transcontinental ? On the other hand 
if it would not pay as the eastern link of 
that section what is the use of throwing 
millions of good money away in con 
strncting a parallel road to carry the 
traffic from the eagteyn gegtiqn of the 
Transcontinental to tidewater?

The Ontario government ia managing 
theTemiskaming and Northern railway 
in such a manner that it is not only 
paying bat is s regular bonanza. Why 
cannot the Dominion governmentjman- 
age the Intercolinal, which rune, through 
a very much more thickly populated 
country, so as to make it a revenue pro- 
ducer? The easy answer is that Cobalt 
is on 1 be line of the Ootorio government 
railway. That ie very true, but Cobalt 
is situated only a hundred miles from 
North Bay, whereas the Temiekaming 
railway is already extended more than 
a hundred miles farther north and wil) 
eventually reach the lipe of the Trane, 
continental. The northern half of the 
line is also being operated at a profit, 
though ite traffic has nothing whatever 
to bo with Cobalt, and is being practic­
ally built np by the settlement of the 
country, as the steel extendi north. 
The passenger business north of Cobalt 
is nearly as large as to the eonth .of it 
and the freight receipts are constantly 
growing. Unlike the Intercolonial rail­
way, the Temiekaming and Northern 
ia depending exclusively on local freight 
and passenger traffic in a country tljat 
five years sgo was a wijderneeg, and yet 
is bnt sparely tetteled country. Where 
ae the Intercolonial runs through a 
comparativtly thickly settled country, 
with nnmerons towns, villages, and 
cities along its route. The Temiskam- 
ing railway has only three towns on its 
line whose population runs into three 
figures. In the first hundred miles of 
ite length there ie practice}^ only one 
place south of Cobalt which ie large 
enough to maintain a hotel, With the 
exception of Latcbford and the Tema- 
gami summer resort, all other stops 
sooth of Cobalt are little better than flag 
stations. At Lake lemiakaming there 
are the three towns of Cobalt, Hailey- 
bnry, and Liskeark, which are the only 
centres of population on the whole line. 
North of that as far aa the railway runs 
its only traffic features are small vil­
lages which have been built np since the 
steel was laid. And yet the railway, 
under the excellent administration of 
the Ontario governmen', is making 
money »}! along the fine. It has no 
tbrongh connections, Its northern ter­
mine tapt an unbroken wilderness; at 
North Bay it exchangee all ite traffic 
with the Grand Trunk and Canadian 
Pacific. It makes «11 ite money ont of 
way freight and local passenger business 
in a coqotry which egeo yet is a wilder, 
ness, except for the settlement which 
has grown np along the line since the 
road was bnilt.

Contrast this with the Intercolonial 
which rnne through the old eet'led pro­
vinces of Q ebec, New Brunswick and 
Nova Scotia. Even accepting for the 
sake of argument that the Intercolon:al 
had no through traffic whatever, enrely 
if properly managed it should be a 
money maker as the only railway serv­
ing the well eett|ed pnqn|ry through 
which it passes, when the Ontario gove­
rnment railway can be operated at 1 
profit in a comparative wilderness. A 
great deal of stress is placed on the fact 
of Cobalt being on the line of the latter 
road, bnt the traffic from that one ceo - 
tre does not compare with the traffic 
originating from half a dosen points on 
thelntercoloniel.

The real secret of the success of the 
one line, end the slleged failure of the 
other ie that on the Ontario government 
railway every passenger psye fall fsre, 
while on the Intercolonial the large pro' 
portion travel on paste»; that on the 
Ontario road every ton of freight pays 
fall frsight rstee whereby on the Inter­
colonial any ehipper with political in- 
flnence can secure cat rates; that on tie 
Ontario road there are no ainecurei, or 
superfluous lmployees at hi|h dlprje»,

The following Item, showing the manner 
j of winter we had 78 years ago, is from the 
J Royal Gazette of January 18th, 1831 : The 

, Hillsboro’ was frozen'enfficiently firm for 
I foot passengers to cross on Friday, the 
1 14th. Yesterday, however, much of the 
I ice had disappeared and nothing was to be 
I seen but^plear water from the King’s wharf 
I bo the block house, while above the wharf 
I people were able to pass on the ice, and 
nearly the same state of things continues 

I today. The ice is far from being good, and 
I many people prefer crossing in the ferry 
I boat. Very little snow has yet fallen, so 
that travelling in sleighs, etc., is still 
greatly impeded by the bareness of the 

I roads.

The storm of the |6lb in New Brunswick 
I was very severe. Highway and railway 
bridges in many districts were carried 
away. Vessels were seriously damaged 
Railway traffic has been practically sus 
pended. The Montreal express, due at 8t 
John on the 6th, was delayed by a wash 

1 out. The big stpel bridge at Kochibo’ac 
j was destroyed. Many wooden bui|Jii gs 
I were carried away. Sussex was practically 
I flooded, one family being rescued from their 

home in a boat. St. John was practically 
1 islolated. The first train from the west­

ward since Tuesday arrived Friday after- 
I noon, bringing hundreds of passengers and 
I exceedingly heavy mails. About three 
I q'clock Friday the trains were despatched 
I eastward, making connection with the 
j steamers from Piofcou Saturday ipornipg.

Getting Christmas Dinner 
On a Ranch.

(By Theodore Roosevelt.)

Noté,—-This vivid little sketch of 
President Roosevelt’s was written 
twenty years ago, and published in 
a paper of small circulation, now de­
funct. We are glad of the oppor­
tunity of republishing it now.

One December when I was ont on 
iny ranch, so much work had to be 
done that it was within a week of 
Christmas before we were able to 
take any thought for the Christmas 
dinner. The winter set in la'e that 
year, and there bad been comparai 
ively little cold weather ; but one 
day the ice on the river had been 
enffioiently strong to enable us to 
haul up a wagonload of flour, with 
enough salt pork to last through the 
winter, and a few tics of canned 
goods, to be used at special feasts. 
We had some bushels of potatoes, 
the heroic visiters of a struggle for 
existence in which the rest of our

drought, frost, and grasshoppers j 
and we also bad some wild plums 
and dried elk venison. But we had 
no fresh meat, and so one day my 
foreman and I agreed to make hnnt 
on the morrow.

According^ one off the cowboys 
rode out in the fros'y afternoon to 
fetch in the saddlebacd from the 
plateau throe miles off, where they 
were grazing. It was after sunset 
when he returned. I was lounging 
out by the corral, my wolf-skin cap 
drawn down over my ears, and my 
hands thrust deep into the pockets 
of my fur coat, gazing across the 
wintry landscape. Cold red bars in 
the wintry sky marked where the 
sun had gone down behind a row of 
jigged, snow-covered buttes.

Turning to go into the little bleak 
log house, as the dusk deepened, I 
eaw the horses trotting homeward in 
a long file, their unshod hoofs mak 
ing no sound in the light snow which 
had covered the plain, turning it 
into a glimmering white waste 
wherein stood dark islands of leafless 
trees, with trunks and branches 
weirdly distorted. The cowboy, 
with bent head, rode behind the line 
of horses, sometimes urging them on 
by the shrill cries known lo cattle­
men ; and as they neared the corral 
they broke into a gallop, ran inside, 
and (hen baited in a mass. The 
frost lay on their shaggy backs, and 
little icicles bung from their nostrils.

Choosing out two of the strongest 
and quietest, we speedily roped them 
and led them into (he warm log 
stable, where they »e e given 
plentiful supply of the abort, nutri­
tions buffalo-grass bay, while the 
rest of the herd were turned loose 
to shift for themselves. Then we 
went inside the house to warm our 
hands in the front of the great pile 
of blaz'ng logs, and to wait ida- 
patien ly until the brace of prairie 
c iokens I had shot that alte-noon 
should ba fixed for supper. Tnen 
our rifles and cartridge belts were 
looked to, one of the saddles which 
had met with an accident was over­
hauled, and we were ready for bed.

I was neoassary to get to the 
hunting grounds by sunrise, and It 
Bti’l lacked a couple of hours of dawn 
when the foreman wakened me as I 
lay asleep beneath the buffalo robes. 
Dressing hurriedly and breakfasting 
on a cup of coffee and some mouth­
fuls of bread and jerked elk meat, 
we (dipped out to the barn, threw 
tbe saddles on the horses, and were 
off

Began Evacuation.
New Year’s Day witnessed the 

beginning of the evacutation of 
Cuba by the army of pacification, 
which has been in possession of 
the island since the beginning of 
the provisional government, Oc­
tober, 1906. The first provisional 
regiment of marines, numbering 
about 900, the first troops to 
leave, have been concentrating 
from various posts at Camp Col­
umbia. About half this regiment 
sailed from Havana on January 1, 
on the cruiser Prairie, which ar­
rived there Christmas Eve, bound 
for Newport News. The Prairie 
will return about the middle of 
the month and embark the re­
mainder. The last of the troops 
will embark April 1. Cubans, 
except a few who profess to fear 
that disorder will follow the eva­
cuation of the island, are greatly 
pleased at the departure of the 
American forces as marking the 
complete establishment of inde­
pendence.
