THE EMPEROR 
OF CHINA DEAD

His Three-year-tid Nephew is Placed 
on Throne—Dowager Empress 

Now in Control.

Washington, Nov. 13.—A brief 
cablegram to the State Department 
from Minister Rockhill, at Pekin, an­
nounces the death of the Emperor of 
China tihs morning. No details are 
given.

.The late Emperor was 36 years old

The news of his death was suppressed 
until his nephew, Prince Puyi, aged 
three, was taken to the palace by the 
Dowager Empress and installed on the 
throne.

This wonderful old lady has been 
virtual dictator for the past genera­
tion. She rilled absolutely during 
the parly years of the late Emperor’s 
life, and when, backed by the Reform 
party, he asserted himself, she is sup­
posed to have instigated the Boxer 
t ton b loi, which resulted in power 
returning to her hands. She was the 
aunt of the late emperor, and there 
seems no doubt that she will be able 
to force her selection as successor and 
continue to rule during the infant 
prince's minority.

ALBERTA FEE 
TRADE

Freight Traffic, the Unfailit» Busi 
ness Barometer, Shows Large 

Inci’ease Recently.

That business generally is improv­
ing in Alberta this fall is clearly ev­

idenced by the increase in freight 
shipments over that of last year and 
the fiat:: .adory way in which the 
paper of batiks and loan companies 
is being met. The marketing of fins

'uey fn circulation and the bene­
ficial effects are being felt in every 
line of trade.

The railroad companies are among 
the fir -T to appreciate this betterment 
in trade conditions through the in­
crease in the volume of their freight 
traffic. John Halstead, of Calgary, 
assistant general freight agent oi the 
C. P. R. western lines, who is in the 
city today on a trip of inspection, 
iiunmihg up the freight traffic condi­
tions O' the past year to a Bulluain 
icpvesentntivo this morning said:—

"Although in the early part of the 
year the volume of freight received by 
our line was not so great ns during 
the e irrcspoiiding period last year, yet 
ihe shipments of manufactured pro- 
■.luc.-i, but iov our manufacturing 
inir showing. During the months of 
September and October the freight 
- lupin cuts from Alberta stations have 
shown a very heavy increase over the 
forte-ponding period last year. This 
clearly indicates a very healthy state 
oi affairs not only for our Darin pro­
ducts, but from our manufacturing 
plants ae well.”

Mr. Halstead stated that the quant­
ity of grain being moved from Al­
berta this year was unusually large 
and all the C. P- R.'s available cars 
were in use. He looked for business 
during the coming winter months to 
be brisk and expressed the belief that 
Alberta was just entering on a period 
of steady and substantial growth. Ho 
is greatly interested in tne Peace 
River district in the northern part of 
the province and expressed the belief 
that as soon as this country became 
better known it would prove a groat 
attraction to settlers.

Mr. Halstead is in the city looking 
after the business of his company 
here. He has not been in the city 
tor some little time and remarked on 
the growth and progress

Child Ate Bread Put For Mice.

Barrie, Nov. 12.—A regrettable fa­
tality occurred here this morning, 
whereby the two-year-old son of Mr. 
W. A. Boys lost his life. The chikl 
was nt the residence of its grand­
father, Judge Boys, and entered the 
pantry, where it got a piece of bread 
upon which strychnine had been 
placed to kill mice. The child had 
swallowed a portion of the bread be­
fore it was discovered. Every effort 
to save hi» life was unavailing, and 
he died about 12 o’clock. Mr. Boys, 
the father, is an ex-warden of the 
county of Simeoe, and for one year 
held the tennis championship of Can­
ada.

New York, Nov. 12.—The famous old 
Park Theatre, facing Borough Hall 
Hall, on Fulton street, Brooklyn, was 
practically destroyed by fire this evening 
iwo hours before the night performance. 
“The Henrietta" was to begin 20 minutes 
after the matinee crowd had left. When 
the blaze began above the gallery and 
sparks started dropping Into the audi­
torium the entire Spooner Stock company 
was in the dressing rooms. All escaped 
with most of their belongings.

Chineee .Editor Guilty of Libel.

Shanghai, Nov. 13.—Editor O'Shea, 
of the North China Gazette, on trial 
in the British consular court, charged 
with criminally libelling Judge Wel- 
(lew of United States territorial 
eoffrt, was found guilty today and 
sentenced to two months imprison­
ment.

He declared that many present, includ­
ing himself, sympathized with the aims 
of political women. He added that Mr. 
Birrell on the eve of the meeting had 
assured him he was prepared to support 
the enfranchisement of women. Silence 
then fell on the audience. Then Birrell 
liegan his speech.

“Votes for women," was immediately 
shrilled from the front of the gallery. 
The stewards pounced upon the ntterer 
of the words who proved a tough Ama­
zon. She put up such a struggle it seem­
ed that the half score of persons engaged 
in it would fall over the balustrade.

The audience stood np and watched 
the fight in alarm. Some fled to the 
street. Others, sympathizing with the 
women, cried “Shame,” and "Cowards.” 
Finally the stewards got a fair grip on 
the disturber’s person and carried her 
out. Her clothes were awry, her hair 
dishevelled and she cried at the top of 
her voice until she was landed in the 
street.

Still Another Interruption.
Scarcely had Mr. Birrell resumed his 

address when another woman let ont a 
vote scream and her ejection followed.

By this time many ôf the audi­
ence had left the church, shocked by de­
secration of the Temple, while others 
who withdrew feared a riot. Mr. Birrell 
had sandwiched a few sentences between 
each ejectment but he ultimately wound 
up abruptly after Rev. Mr. Campbell had 
gravely depreciated the conduct of 
the interrupters. and the people 
filed out of the building. The suffragettes 
had achieved their object; the meeting 
had been spoiled.

BRYAN THANKS LABUK

Fer' Hz Support in the Presidential 
Campaign.

Denver, Nov. 12—President Gompers, 
of the American Federation of Labor, re­
ceived a letter today from W. J. Bryan 
in which the latter thanked the labor 
leaders for their support in the last 
presidential campaign. The workingmen 
who voted against him, Bryan said, were 
intimidated by the threats of their em­
ployers while others voted against the 
democratic ticket because of their hos­
tility of the labor organizations.

The letter was read to the Federation 
convention. President Gompers in an 
impassioned speech warned the Congress 
of Labor not to agree to any deceitful 
legislation. He said it has been hinted to 
him that some sort of an amendment 
would be made to the Anti-Trust law 
that would favor labor in a way, and 
that a law would be enacted providing 
that notice should be given in labor dis­
putes before, injunctions were issued.

No business was transacted by the Fed­
eration, the day being taken np in hear­
ing reports from the delegates to the 
British and Canadian Trade Union con­
gresses. Speeches were delivered by the 
British and Canadian fraternal delegates, 
Mrs. Raymond Robins, Bev. Chas. Sleep­
er, Raymond Robins, Anna Fitzgerald, of 
Chicago and James L. I.yneh, president 
of the International Typographical 
Union.

Mayor Johnson Refuses to Produce Books 
of Pay Enter Fare Bax-

Cleveland, O., Nov. 13—Mayor John­
ston refused to produce the books of the 
pay enter fare box company when re­
quired to do so today in the receivers’ 
hearing of the case of the Municipal 
Traction company, before special master 
Belford of the federal court. Following 
the refusal of the mayor to produce the 
desired books, attorneys for the Central 
Trust company of New- York, which is 
pi-easing the receivership proceedings, 
threatened to have the mayor cited for 
contempt. Attorney Canon representing 
the trust company declared it was neces­
sary to see the books of the pay enter 
company, in order to find out just where 
the latter company stood in relation to 
the Municipal Traction company.

In the hearing into yesterday after­
noon Mayor Johnston admitted that he 
and President Dupont ef the Traction 
company, owned all the stock of Ihe pay 
enter fare hex company.

party politics. (Hear, hear.)

Problem of the Unemployable.
I will ask another question. Given 

a bridge to cross the gulf created by 
periodic declines in trade, what are 
y ou going to do with those people who, 
when the factories are working day 
and night, arc still protesting that 
they belong to the army of the unem­
ployed ? Well, there are many in­
direct methods which offer possibili­
ties at least of experiment. We may 
diminish economic friction by mak­
ing it possible for a minimum to be 
imposed upon the time that an em­
ployer 4s demanding labor on the one 
hand and a laborer is demanding em­
ployment on the other. We may see 
il it may not be possible to open out 
direct sources oi economic wealth 
which are not opened out at present, 
in undertakings which are not under­
taken by private enterprise because 
it is not" to the interest of private en­
terprise to undergo them. For ex­
ample, there is afforestation. (Hear, 
hear.) It is not to a man’s interest— 
to a private man’s interest—to provide 
for a return which may be fruitful and 
abundant 40 or 50 years to come. 
Then there are methids of training 
whereby we may convert the unskilled 
into the skilled, and so strike at the 
very source of that supply of casual 
unskilled labor which is so much re­
cruited from the steady decline of 
children immediately after they
leave our elementary schools. And
we may see how far it may be pos­
sible to go to the great source of the 
wealth of the world, the land—and 
here I think not only of the.country , 
districts but of the wasted land in the 
neighborhood of our towns—and seti if 
it is not possible to open up avenues 
oi employment for those who see 
modest remuneration in work upon 
the soil. (Cheers.)

We may ascertain if it may not he 
possible to make production itself

MASTERMAN ON UNEMPLOYMENT

Brilliant Young Liberal Discusses 
Problem—Can Be Solved Without 
a Revolution.

Mr. C. F. G. Masterman, M.P., par­
liamentary secretary to the British 
Local Government Board, addressed- 
a gathering of members of the 
Manchester ’95 Club recently on the 
problem of the unemployed.

Mr. Masterman said it was not the 
calumnies of the Opposition nor the 
random violence of extremists nor the 
adverse results of various by-elections 
that troubled him at the present time. 
“I am not troubled,” he said, “by a 
inclement season in China or the fail­
ure of demand for our commodities 
in Peru. I am troubled by those 
curious influences which sweep over 
large masses of men and which lead 
them to indulge in industrial warfare 
just at the very time when industrial 
warfare must be most fatal to the 
general interest of the people. I am 
troubled by the perpetual problem of 
poverty, the problem of a life that 
is almost intolerable in our civilisa­
tion, that has been my study for many 
years past, an I which from the very 
exigencies of my office I am now- 
thrown into direct communication 
with day after day.

One Phase of the Problem.
During the last few years, partly 

out of parliament and partly in par­
liament, I have been facing what we 
call the problem of the unemployed, 
or one phase of it—the problem of a 
variable but not excessive number of 
persons who in a time of superabun­
dant trade activity, with exports and 
imports unparalleled in the history 
of the country, are still for some 
reason unable to obtain work. In 
part, this was due to the natural 
results of economic friction in an in­
dustrial society not completely or­
ganized, partly it was the result of 
the scourges which are not peculiar to 
this age and generation—intemper­
ance, laziness, criminality, and all 
the various elements of physical and 
mental degeneration which are today, 
and which have been in the past, pro­
ducing a race unfit to take its place 
in the ordinary economic fabric oi 
society.

Today we are face to face with a 
problem different not dnly in degree 
but in kind. We are faced with what 
has indeed nothing remarkable about 
it, terrible though some oi its results 
may be—the problem of the ordinary 
ebb and flow of the demand for our 
commodities, an ebb and flow still 
largely inexplicable to economists, re­
peating itself mysteriously at inter­
in a few months, as at present, the 
ii a few months, as at present, the 
numbers of your unemployed in 
skilled trades from 2 per cent, to 9 
per cent, of the total returned.

Two Lines of Approach.
Any ultimate—I hesitate to say 

solution of this great problem—ap­
proach to a solution which we may 
make must be along two lines—treat­
ment for those particularly unfortun­
ate people who, when trade is pros­
perous and every factory is employed 
at full time, are yet left outside the 
ordinary working of the economic 
fabric of society, and treatment for 
those who, when trade declines owing 
to a temporary lack of demand for 
commodities, are thrown out of em­
ployment, but who may reasonably 
expect in a short time once more to 
have their services required by the 
trade to which they have been train-

Not - New Departure.
“The decision for the abolition ef

Asked by Mr.' Watson if he had 
deposited in thé bank to his credit 
the money received from Mr. Davie, 
the witness replied that it had prob­
ably gone into his Montreal account. 
He had not given any reeeipt nor was 
it likely anat any one was present 
when the money was handed to him. 
The receipt of the money was not 
entered in the book nor reported to 
tthe minister nor to any of the of­
ficials.

Same Course in Other Cases.
The same applied to Mr. Murphy’s 

Cheques. No note was made of these 
receipts as- they went to recoup his 
overdraft at the bank. Mr. Gregory 
could not give an approximate of the 
toiAl amount charged for it. He had 
never made any. report on the matter 
fo the department because it was his 
own private business and the depart­
ment had nothing to do with it. After 
stating that he had familiarized him­
self as much as possible with whole­
sale aud retail prices, the witness 
stated that he knew what was called 
“Quebec prices,” but could not say 
wiiat was the difference between Que­
bec prices and ordinary retail prices 
as lie did not go outside of Quebec, 
but took goed care to keep the trade 
in this eitv. Those were his orders.

However, he thought that Quebec 
prices were higher than the outside 
prices. He never heard that Mr. 
Schmidt and- other officials had ac­
cepted money until lie had heard of 
it at the present investigation. Asked 
if he thought that, as government of­
ficials they were justified in accept­
ing money, witness replied that lie 
did not see why he should be asked 
such a question. The officials thought 
they were. However, if lie had known 
it he would not have allowed it and 
would have reported it to the depart­
ment. Witness admitted that he own­
ed a hôtel at Riviere Quelle, known 
as the Laurvutide hotel. He had 
bought it for $4,000, but had spent ten 
thousand dollars upon it. It was not 
a very good speculation.

He had received moneys from the 
jHivernment in advance but bod -nine 
advanced money to the government. 
At une time the department owed him 
$30,000 and the department moneys 
wore mixed up with iris personal ac­
counts when they owed him for 
moneys advanced. The bank had 
charged interest hut lie had not been 
recouped for this by the government.

“Did you -ever receive anything 
from ill.- government or from working- 
men for interest?” asked Mr. Watson.

“Not one cent,” said Mr. Gregory.
From 1904 to last winter it was 

pretty much tlie same way, and lie 
had to make arrangements to carry 
on thi' department's business.

A telegram dated May 28, 1906, to 
“drew on Gregory,” was read, and 
drew the remark from the witness 
that “my worst creditor was tlie ma­
rine department." The witness re­
peated on Iris oath that the govern­
ment had never paid him one cent in­
terest for tlie money which he had 
raised for the government. He did 
not charge people doing business with 
tin' department five per cent, on their 
order, but only on money advanced 
them. He had always been friendly 
with Mr. Geo. Davie and when the 
minister had spoken to him about 
the redeeming of the St. Lawrence, he 
said that there was only one honest 
mail to whom lie could trust himself 
and that was Mr. Geo. Davie.

Difference ;n Quebec Prices.
The difference in the prices in Que­

bec and in other cities was due to 
the fact that the Quebec agency had 
no storehouse facilities and all stores 
had to be purchased retail. Since he 
had left tlie department he knew that 
chain had been purchased in Mon­
treal at 14 cents, which could have 
been bought here for eleven cents. 
The difference in the prices was due 
to the manner of purchasing goods. 
He did not pay any more than the 
goods were worth and the differences 
in the prices in Quebec were war­
ranted by the quality. He had often 
urged the department to fix the prices 
Which should be paid for goods and 
had done everything to save the de­
partment, but had been told by every 
minister to do the best he could for 
the friends of tthe government. Now 
Mr. Brodeur was going to change all 
this and he hoped that he would, 
for it would rid his (witness) succes­
sor of great responsibility.

Mr. Watson then questioned the 
witness as to a series of letters gent­
il im from the deportment in regard 
to work being done without author­
ization and protesting against exceed­
ing the amount of moneys voted. Mr 
Gregory said that these should be 
read between tlie lines, and often they 
were sent so us to give sembJancei 
that an attempt was being made to 
keep down expenses.

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MORAL VICTORY
FOR “NEMESIS”

Verdict of Guilty in Edwards-Mc- 
Gillicuddy Libel Suit—R,d- 

. er Attached

Calgary, Nov. II—ASter being out 
five hours, the jury tonight, in the 
Kdwards-McGiihcuddy libel case, re­
turned the following verdict :—

“We find the accused guilty of libel. 
W’e find the plea of justification not 
sustained."

The verdict contained also the fol­
lowing rider : “We believe the con­
tents of the letter as published in the 
Daily News of October 6 too drastic 
to meet the requirements of the case. 
But, os citizens of Calgary, we desire 
to place on record our disapproval ot 
the obscene and suggestive articles 
and illustrations which from time to 
time have appeared in' the copies of 
the Eye-Opener, and we respectfully 
request your lordship to caution the 
prosecutor a gained publishing any 
more such articles in his paper, and 
if persisted in it should be suppres­
sed.”

Debasing, Corrupting, Demoralizing.
Mr. Cl fiord Jones, asked for a re­

serve ease on the legality oi the find­
ing, which wae granted. Justice Beck, 
in giving judgment, said he would 
certainly consider the rider of the 
jury. The editor of the Eye-Opener 
had published a "debasing, corrupt­
ing and demoralizing” paper and was 
not worthy of much consideration. 
If he had chosen to publish a decent 
paper it plight have been useful, but 
as he had chosen to be grossly im­
pure there was not much sympathy 
coming to him.

His lordship said as the jury had 
found for the crown he was bound 
to impose a penalty. He imposed 
a fine of one hundred dollars without, 
costs, with a stay of judgment until 
December 15th.

This naturally delayed the 
proceedings in the ooflrt house, but 
notwithstanding the fact that Justice 
Cassels only returned to court at 
5.30, the large crpwd remained in tlig 
court-room until that hour, when the 
investigation was resumed by the re­
examination of Mr. Gale, who -was 
followed by Captain Koenig and Pur­
vis Ritchie.

Mr. Audibert was examined by Mr. 
Perron and stated that he had been 
in Mr. Drolet’s employ for 24 years 
and had the entire control of the 
financial part of tha,t establishment. 
He produced the firm’s cash book, 
from which he had taken the ’iet of 
23 employees who had received money, 
but as he had prepared the list dur­
ing the night errors might have crept 
in. The cash book was examined 
and the first employee's name taken 
up was that of the foreman joiner, Du- 
hour, whose name is in the list.

Handed Direct to Employees.
The witness explained that the 

money was handed directly to the 
employees without anybody knowing 
about it, and he regretted to have to 
give out tiie names of those who re­
ceived the moneys.

600 MILES OF 
NEW LINE BlIILT

Development of Alberta’s Telephone 
System This Year—Total Mil­

age Exceeds 2,000.

Wihat would tiie people of Alberta 
do without the telephone? was a ques­
tion which was asked last May, when 
the provincial government took over 
the entire system, but it may be ask­
ed now with stronger emphasis, when 
it is considered what great progrçss 
has been made in telephone extension 
during the summer months of the pre­
sent year* That the department oi 
public works is meeting the needs ot 
the people for telephone communica­
tion ia abundantly shown by the many 
miles of telephone lines that have re­
cently been completed, by the im­
portant extensions that have been 
contracted tor and by the large num­
ber of subscribers who have received 
the benefits of telephone service.

A large map in offices of the pro-’, 
vincial telephone department at the 
parliament buildings shows, at a 
glance, how effectively the cities .towns 
rid rural communities of the province 
have been given the advantages of tel­
ephone communication. With the con­
nection between Edmonton and Cal­
gary to serve as the main line, as it- 
were, there are branches and exten­
sions running to all .the centres oi 
population in the province. The en­
tire system at present comprises some
I, 400 miles of trunk lines and about 
300 miles of fafmens’ rural lines. It 
ie possible for Edmonton to commmi- 
cate by telephone -with eueh distant 
points as Lloydminster, Banff, and 
Lethbridge, and to receive messages 
iront these points with perfect clear­
ness. The longest distance in which 
communication can be had is between 
Lloydminster anil Cardstou, a distance 
of nearly 700 miles.

Six Hundred Miles Constructed.
Since the first oi May about 200 

idles of trunk lines tfhd about 400 
nilcs of farmers’ private lines have 
been constructed.. In addition to this 
n extra circuit is.in progress of eon- 
vtruction between Edmonton and Cal- 
rarv, and also one between Lethbridge 
and Macleod. Of the Edmonton to
J. iigary circuit communication can 
low be had as far as Wetaskiwin 
while tlic extra line between the 
outhern pointa is nearly completed.

Otiter lines recently completed and 
aow in daily service are from Edmon­
ton to Pembina and from Edmonton 
to Brossesu and Shandro in the north 
tnd east districts of Victoria. In the. 
south a new trunk;line has been com­
pleted from Lethbridge to Taber and 
n Central Alberta iront Daysland to 
Sedge wick.

It only six months ago that there 
were 35 telephone exchanges and toll 
iffices in the province, whereas now 
here are 165. Taber, which has only 
.ecentiy acquired the set-vice, already 
tas a local exchange with GO teje-

cluding extensions about 1,500 tele­
phones. Last year witii the old system 
overloaded there were only about 600 
telephones injuse. The increase since 
the installation of the automatic sys­
tem has been very rapid. Some 760 
were installed in May, when the new 
system was first put in use. By the 
end of June there >vere 925: by the 
end of July 1,000, by the end of Aug. 
1,110, by the end of September 1,175, 
and at the present time about 1.250.

One riiftion for the rapid increase 
in the telephones in the city is the 
moderate rates. Residential ’phones 
cost $20 per year npd business ’phonos 
*30. Telephone Superintendent Cum­
min g states that this is about as low 
a rate as prevails in any city of thé' 
iame size in Canada. The system has 
been a financial success front the start 
ind Is now yielding a good surplus 
over and above the operating expense 
and depreciation charges. Arrange­
ments will probably 'be made shortly 
whereby a proportion of the $200,000, 
which the new system coet, may be 
written off each year. Any surplus 
remaining after these charges are sat­
isfied will go towards the reduction ef 
rates.

Edmonton telephone users now have 
direct connection with Strathcona 
telephones. They have also direct 
connection with the government long 
distance lines and can thus talk to 
any part of the province where the 
oug distance lines are already instal­

led- For those who have not tele­
phones oi their own, long distance pay- 
stations are located at the following 
points in the city : City telephone of­
fice, Alberta hotel, Windsor hotel, St. 
lames hotel, King Edward hotel, 
Richelieu hotel,Grand View hotel, Mc­
Kenzie’s book store, Queens hotel and 
tiie Alberta livery.

A most pleasing feature of the tele­
phone system of the province as far 
is the Twin Cities are concerned is 
the inauguration oi the complete auto­
matic exchange giving Edmonton di­
rect communication with Strathcona.

The Installation of the Chicago au­
tomatic telephone system in Edmon­
ton is » very good indication of what 
4. progressive municipal administra­
tion can do for any city. One year 
ago the citizens were forced to con- 
rent themselves with an old worn-out 
and overworked telephone system that 
properly belonged to the scrap heap. 
A new system was promised but there 
did not appear to be any very immedi­
ate likelihood of its being promptly 
installed. When Mayor McDougall 
and the council of 1908 took hold oi 
the question, however, this deplorable 
conditioon of affairs was very soon 
remedied, and within four months Ed­
monton was supplied witii one of the 
most modem and satisfactory tele­
phone systems in use.

Numerous high dignitaries 
of the empire were in attendance, but 
most of them seemed as much in the 
dark as to actual happenings as the 
foreign officials and residents who 
sought the news. It is known that 
immediately after the removal of the 
dying emperor from the Imperial pal­
ace the grand council of the empire 
assembled and the Imperial edicts 
were read and affirmed.

Is Old Empress Dying?
Conflicting stories of the assemblv

Qttawa, Nov. 13.—Failing the ratifi­
cation of tiie Franco-Canadian trade 
convention of last year by the French 
Senate at its present session, it is al­
together probable the Canadian gov­
ernment will give a formal notice of 
the abrogation of the existing treaty, 
as negotiated by Sir Charles Tuppei 
m 1893. Under the conditions ot the 
latter treaty, Canada is practically 
precluded from entering into any pre- 
tercntial tariff agreements with other 
foreign countries because of the 
clause in the treaty, which compels 
Canada to give to France and her 
colonies the benefits of the Canadian 
minimum tariff against any other 
country.

In the new treaty negotiated last 
year by Hon. W. S. Fielding and Hon. 
L. P. Brodeur this clause was elimin- 
ated and the way was opened for 
Canada to enter into reciprocal trade 
treaties with Germany, Belgium or 
other countries, if so desired, without 
at the same time, being compelled V: 
extend to France all Lie concession 
granted these countries. The treaty 
of 1893 is of little practical va’v. t. 
Canada, the only item of export bene­
fiting to any extent by the reduced 
French tariff being lobsters. Conse­
quently, if the French Senate con­
tinues its opposition to the new tre'-ty. 
Canada will lose nothing by the abro­
gation of the existing treaty and will 
be in a position to consider rec pio 
cal tariff proposals next year with 
other European powers.

May Withdraw Opposition.
No definite news has been receive.1 

from Paris as to whçther or not the 
French government can induce the 
Senate to ratify the treaty during tt < 
present session. The tenor of tbe 
last despatch received, however, in­
dicated that there was a fair pros­
pect that opposition to.the new treaty 
may bo withdrawn and the news oi its 
ratification may be received a1 ai>} 
time. The Senate has been in session 
since October.

One of the objections raised if 
France to the treaty is that Switzer­
land is included in the list of emit 
tries coming under the “most iavu- 
ed nation” clause oi the Canadi-s: 
Customs Act and would therefore be 
entitled to the benefits it the ta ;ff 
concessions granted to France by 
Canada. Swiss exportera in silks 
and other competing lines' couli. 
therefore, compete on equal line* 
with French importers. There is 
some doubt, however, "as to whe*li-. 
Switzerland’s treaty with G tea’ 
Britain would entitle the former conn 
try to the Canadian minimum tarai, 
and in any case provisionally ih. 
new Franco-Canadian treaty requ'ru.y 
direct shipments from seaport to si a- 
port would, in the opinion of the 
government here, shut out Switzer- 
land from sharing in the tariff mu- 
cessions accorded France.

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NERVE.
Tito gentleman sought to stir 

nip -tilt- Ontario Fruit Growers’ Asso­
ciation to demand a duty against Cal­
ifornia fruit coming into the West 
6n,erit« admiration for his colossal 
nerve- There is not in the circum­
stances anything to justify the ultra- 
protectionist advocating such propo­
sal. Ontario is not farther from Win­
nipeg than California, and ought 
to be able to lay fruit down there as 
cheaply as the California growers. If 
they cannot do so then the fault lies 
with the transportation charges and 
the Association should besiege the 
Railway commission to take these in 
hand. In any such effort they may 
count on the unlimited and unquali­
fied sympathy and support of the 
West; but on any propaganda for 
shutting California fruit or any other 
fruit out of this country by a tariff 
wall they may count quite as cer­
tainly on our lively and persistent 
hostility. ,

To one familiar with the history ;f 
the fruit business in the West there 
is an element of irrepressible humor 
in this proposition. The time is not 
so very far distant when the Ontario 
shipper controlled the western fruit 
market clear to the Rocky Mountain.. 
He lo=t th .t market not so much

for leaving him at borne. And if tin 
argument he advanced for lus elec­
tion was no more self-consistent than 
the reasoning he applies to the fruit 
situation, it is not herd to determine 
why the electors of Wentworth did

NATIONAL POLICY.
Germany is said to be disappointed 

in the results of the United States 
elections. The return of the Repub­
licans is not considered likely to re­
sult in any downward revision of the 
tariff, and a downward revision -J 
the United States tariff is held to 
mean advantages tq.Gémiany in the 
struggle for manufacturing suprem­
acy. Whether Germany1 or the United 
States xv-ould most benefit from such 
revision of course involves the whole 
problem of the economic effective­
ness of “protection.” But whichever 
view one may hold, the fact that Ger­
many is disappointed at the jirospeet 
of tariff maintenance on the part if 
the United States illustrates the point 
that nations strive now for supremacy 
with the weapons of peace more than 
with those of war.

The fear of war, or the possibility 
of war, is a powerful motive r 
shaping of the aspirations for na- 
tinal greatness. The wealthy nation 
under modern conditions is the nation 
most likely to win in ah appeal io 
arms, other things of course being 
equal. For this reason nations base 
even their hopes oi military ascend­
ency on their accomplishments m 
the arts of peace. The nation whicli 
wishes to impress the world with a 
sense of her power and to thus wield 
an unusual influence in international, 
or other-national, affairs, shapes lier 
economic policy along the lines thought 
likely to make herself independent 
and self-dependent. Whether or not 
the United States and Germany are 
correct in the view that high tariff

ns, for it was the disgust awakened tlon because they believe it does >-o 
by this persistent robbery that gave '* 1 r
impetus to the infant industry in Brit­
ish Columbia and disclosed an op­
portunity for business to the dealers 
of California.. It became a matter of 
course for the purchaser of a barrel or 
Ontario apples in the West to find a 
few layers of respectable fruit it 
cither end oi the barrel hiding ; n 
interior filled with seedlings and 
windfalls. This soon ceased to bo a 
jbke and became a sore spot in the 
public mind. While the Inspection 
Act has worked a betterment it ba­
by no manner of means terminated 
the offence and the fact stands to­
day that a western man wjtii experV 
ence buys apples from anywhere else 
rather than from Ontario.

The fault of this of course lies not 
witli the Ontario fruit grower, but 
with tile shipper. Yet it was a shipper 
who told the growers' association 
that what they needed to capture the 
western market was a duty to keep 
California fruit out of it. If his 
hearers fuit Elremselvee inspired to 
do something to beter the prestige 
and enlarge the sale of their product 
in the West the means nearest thtiv 
bands is to eliminate from the fruit 
business the class to Which the orator 
belongs. To their mischievous inter­
vention is due the poor reputation 
Ontario fruit boars in the West to­
day and to that reputation is due in 
the first instance the lose of the 
western market to the Ontario grow­
er. Ontario apples have probably in 
superiors in the world, but the kind 
of apples sent hither by Ontario ship­
pers have frequently nothing to iden­
tify them but their names.

Sooner or later though the western 
market was bound to pass out of thj 
hands of the Ontario growers, for the 
inost part. The province of British 
Columbia has only begun to produce 
fruit as yet, but already it sends trai l 
loads onto the prairies every day 
during the shipping season. Even 
Manitoba is about as near the fruit 
lands of British Columbia a« to the 
iruit-preducing centre of Ontario. In 
the country beyond Manitoba no one 
in hie senses would imagine Ontario 
could continue to control the fruit 
market against the development it 
the orchards west of the mountain-.
So far at least as Alberta and Sas­
katchewan are concerned Ontario 
may as w. 11 give up any hope of pro­
viding them with fruit. In a genera­
tion or so they will produce a very 
om aider able proportion of their appie 
«supply themselves, the remainder 
they will procure from the nearest 
fruit district, which is British Colum­
bia. This is th? necessary eonclu- 
eion from the facts of geography, and 

' it i* substantiated by the fact that 
so far the purchaser of British Co­
lumbia apples has got what he paid 
for. j

It ;s interesting to note that the 
gentleman who wanted to reverse the 
plans of the universe by forcibly re­
taining the western market to the 
Ontario grower was the Opposition 
candidate fast month in the constitu­
ency of Wentworth.

It was largely for the seme reason 
liât Britain adopted and bas main­

tained free trade. Though the con­
ditions of her people made cheaper 
food the moot conspicuous and most, 
used argument for the removal of 
duties, this was accompanied and 
endorsed by shrewd considerations of 
the means most likely to develop 
British industries and maintain Brit­
ain’s industrial and economic ascend­
ency.

But 
it is alio of first importance to con­
sider the status of Canada as a na­
tion among nations, and to shape out 
tariff policy to promote the advance­
ment of the national standing in ac­
cord with the resources of the country 
and the capabilities of our peoidr. 
.If it i- . ..portant that our people 
live well, it is also of importance that 
they remain a people, and that we 
govern ourselves in -the world along 
lines likely to produce a country

to follow their lead only in consider- 
hig whet is our primary national re­
source, and then in shaping our na­
tional policy to make the develop­
ment of this tiie foundation industry 
of our future. No nation building mi 
the foundation of its natural adapta­
bility can fail, nor need any hope to 
accomplish in the long run greater 
things by. artificial means tlian might, 
have been accomplished by following 
the. hints and morals oi circumstance

Protectionists talk sometimes of Ag­
riculture as if it were a secondary <er 
subsidiary occupation. They laud the 
"manufacturing powers” as the only 
tij models for copying, and insist th.it, 
unless we strive, for the ideals these 
hold before them we are aiming nt 
less than we should expect and wish 
for Canada. This absurdity cannot 
itand moment’s scrutiny. If men 
cannot live by bread alone, clearly 
they cannot live without bread. Sure­
ly then the man who produces bread 
ie as worthy as the man who makes 
machinery to save labor or jewelry to 
ornement those w4io feel the need. 
And surely the nation which produces 
food for mankind is working along 
quite as honorable and quite as re­
liable lines as that which produces 
inferior pianos at excessive price.- 
for their torture, and tin watches at 
tihe cost of silver for misrepresenting 
the time to them. If men oennof live 
without food neither can nations. Till 
more exclusively manufacturing a 
people become the more they must 
rely on some other people for their 
bread. And the more a nation comes 
io rely upon another natim 
for food the ■ legs independent and 
self-dependent must that nation be­
came. Conversely, the country whose 
people are engaged primarily in the 
production of food is surely working 
toward the most absolute eelf-depend- 
ence possible. The farmer is the most 
independent man on earth; for pre­
cisely the same reason the nation if 
la timers stands highest in the scale oi 
economic independence.

Canada’s geographical position as­
sures to us the development of a pro­
per proportion of manufacturing ti- 
dustrics without tile added incentive 
of a hold-up tariff. On the ground 
that the interests of the many should 
be considered first the development- 
of our agricultural capabilities should 
not be swamped in an attempt tr 
prevent other powors from doing busi­
ness with us. It takes two to make 
a bargain, and if Canada docs uni 
buy abroad Canada need not expect 
to sell abroad. With no hostility in 
the world for the, manufacturer w? 
should direct oui- fiscal efforts first 
of all to foster trade with the people*.;

THE MARKET PROBLEM.
The board of trade are urging on the 

city council the advisability of erect­
ing a market building in the coming 
-pring. They will have the general 
approval of the citizens. So far as 
die -need is concerned they would he 
in order in urging the erection of the 
building this fall. The need, however 
is not the only consideration in such 
oases, and a definite understanding 
that tiie work will 'be undertaken with 
tiie return oi the building season will 
be considerably nearer than we have 
previously.come to the desirable end.

The growth of the city during the 
past year has considerably complicat­
ed the market problem. The increase 
of population in the north and east, 
and in the west, raise the question < f 
whether we had not better arrange for 
a market in either end oi the city 
than to spend a considerable sum on 
one so situated tliat it is not particu­
larly convenient to cither of these two 
main residential sections. Whether 
or not this would be advisable is à

proper matter for tho- counejl to con­
sider, remembering not only where ‘ 
settlement is most dense today, but 
where the increase must in the nature 
of things occur during tho coming 
five or ten years. So long as the Hud-, 
son Bay company retain their unsur- 
veyed block intact so long must the 
residence sections continue to spread 
to the westward and the northward. 
This will make not for a more com­
pact but,,idr a more extended city. To 
this tendency the street railway will 
also contribute 'by bringing within, 
easy, reach oi the business section pro­
perty which heretofore lias not been 
available for general residential pur­
poses. On the other hand by annihil­
ating distance the railway will make 
the present market more "easily avail­
able from all parts of the city. Tiie 
question is not one for dogmatic pro­
nouncement but for the exercise i 
business judgment. Such the present 
council is admirably constituted to 
give it.

It maybe noted that, the establish­
ment of other markets would by no 
means leave 'the present property us 
less- If so, it could be turned into 
cash without trouble at very gratifying 
figures. Ilut the city will have need 
oi it, even supposing it wefe aband­
oned as .a market. Some time, prob­
ably sooner rather than later, we must 
face tiie question of a city fiall and oi 
additional room for municipal offices. 
There will be a steady and a Very 
large increase in the employees needed 
to handle the business oi the city, the 
more so that this includes the man­
agement of the electric light, the tele­
phone, the water and sewer and the 
street railway systems. For these of­
fice room must be provided, and the 
present quarters are already about 11 
their limit of accommodation. The 
central fire hall, too, may have to 
be replaced by a much larger struc­
ture, for on it must rest the heaviest 
burden of protecting tile congested 
business district-oi the city. For these 
buildings the present market square 
offers a splendid site. It is perhaps 
as centrally situated as any available, 
and it offers all the room necessary 
for tiie purpose. Already several of 
the departmental offices arc located 
there, and tiie telephone building, is 
situated in the adjoining block. Al­
together it seems the logical site for 
the enlarged iivic buildings which 
we must undertake before many years. 
Its abandonment as a market seems 
to be very much a matter of time.

VOLUNTARY PREFERENCE.
Canadians for tho most part get 

their, «glimpses oi Britain through
the distorting haze cast across the 
British political and industrial land- 
cape by a high tariff cable service* 

For this reason they are likely .o 
credit tariif "reform” with an advance 
it lias not made, and to regard free 
trade as a cause which, if not nctu 
ally undermined and doomed, lias re­
ceived some staggering shocks. For 
it must be admitted -that the tariff 

reformers” hre assiduous advertisers 
and than they 'seem particularly and 
persistently anxious to tickle the 
fancies of Canadian trade-prohibitors.

To the reader who has been led into 
such notions -by highly colored cable­
grams, the speech of Mr. F. W. Hirst 
in Ottawa Monday is worth noting. 
Mr. Hirst is the editor of the London 
Economist, perhaps the leading fin­
ancial journal of the Old Land. His 
■purpose was to present the obverse 
side of the preferential trade policy— 
the side which presents itself to the 
man in Britain who objects to the -nl- 
position of a tariff on British im­
ports. This is a side of the case’ 
not frequently turned to the Canadian 
reader, but a side in which as a party 
concerned in the preferential move­
ment he is vitally interested.

Preference so far as wc have it to- 
Ju.v is a purely Canadian affair. We 
stablished it as a feature of our tariff 

for our own purposes and without con­
sidering whether or not Britain would 
or could respond in like manner. •Tie- 
experiment has 'been highly satisfac­
tory, so satisfactory that it may ne 
considered to have become cut settled 
policy to admit British goods at lower 
rates of duty than those from other 
countries. ,

It would be undoubtedly equally 
gratifying to Canadians if Britainsaw 
her way clear to impose a tariff 
against the rest of the world on such 
goods as we have to scjl her. But 
there are some other considerations 
tfivolved in the tariff “reformers” pro­
posal to establish a kind of machine; 
made general Imperial preference 
which must not be lost sight of—yet 
which arc duly screened from observa­
tion alike by the tariff “reformers” uf 
Great Britain and by their allies, tiie 
high protectionists, in Canada.

To one of -these Mr. Hirst referred. 
It would be better, he said, for Can­
ada to have even a much higher tariff 
than today of her own making, rather 
than that Downing street should have 
a voice in the making of the Canadian 
tariff, A et under the scheme propos­
ed by the British protectionists this 
must be the case. Canada would by 
it be bound to treat Britain as Britain 
treated Canada, regardless of whether 
our interests were advantaged or in­
jured. R thy Britisher, to help Can­
ada, consented to pay more for, nis

bread, Canada would be bound by j 
every tie oi kinship* and every obliga­
tion of honor to forego lier own inter­
ests if necessary to retaliate in kind. 
Similarly we should have to deal with 
India, with South Africa, with Aus­
tralia, as these dominions dealt with 
us—or the Imperial preference would 
bo nothing more than the name for a 
shadow. Our tariff then would be 
framed not in Ottawa but in Loudon 
in Calcutta, in Cape Town and Mel­
bourne; and not to advance our own 
interests but to pay the debts of com­
mercial honor these countries claim­
ed against us. This would be nothing 
but an indirect and self-deceiving 
method of handing over to other peo­
ple the power to fix our tax rate and 
determine our fiscal course for us—a 
proposition hardly likely to awaken en­
thusiasm among a Saxon people.

Canada has led the way in the only 
form of Imperial preference practic­
able, wise or necessary. The British 
preference was extended voluntarily, 
and not in charity to Britain but in 
loyalty to Canadian interests. If in 
operation it benefits Britain Canada o 
doubly gratified ; but the primary mo­
tive behind it was the laudable and 
common one of bettering our own cir­
cumstances. Our preference was a 
business proposition. It remains he 
cause we consider it has bettered and 
will continue to better our conditions. 
If, or when, Canada considers tliat it 
no longer docs so the preference will 
be dropped. Its maintenance or sus­
pension rests absolutely with Canada. 
We extended it voluntarily and with­
out condition ; we ale therefore under 
no obligation to maintain it if we do 
not think it in our own interests to do 
so-

This is the only kind of preference 
to which the dominions of the Em­
pire would submit. If Britain saw fit 
to impose a tariff against other coun­
tries in respect of the commodities we 
have to sell Canada would be advan­
taged and duly thankful ; but Canadi­
ans have not, and do not, claim to 
have any right to suggest to Britain 
that she should do so. That is the 
business of tiie British people and cf 
them alone. They are me custodians 
of their own interests and we have 
no more right or desire to tamper with 
their fiscal policy than' they nave to 
interfere with ours. Similarly if the 
people of Australia grant us a prefer­
ence they v.ill be expected to do so 
not for the benefit of Canada but for 
the benefit of Australia ; and will i e 
perfectly free to withdraw what they 
have extended when convinced that it 
no longer serves their purpose. There 
are many reasons to believe that the 
Dominions wtrold beitefit generally 
from the granting of trade conces­
sions to each other, but the granting 
of such concession roust carry lie 
obl'gation to Continue it against 
the interests of the giver, nor must 
it convey to the other portions rf 
the Empire the privilege of interfer­
ing with the giver’s fiscal policy.

Voluntary preference, extended in 
self-interest, Will accomplish all in 
the way of Empire solidarity that can 
be accomplished by fiscal policy, and 
what is thus accomplished will be 
durable. A partnership to stand the 
strain must 'be voluntarily entered 
into and must rest on the conviction 
of each member of itlie firm that ttm 
partnership is a good thing for him. 
Complete local autonomy is the only 
possible and durable foundation f.>r 
an Imperial trade policy.

THE LAUNCHING OF 
MAMMOTH WARSHIP

When “North Dakota,” the First of the 
Semi-Dread naught Type, Made Initial- 
Plunge Into the Water» of Fore 
River Step Towards Supremacy on 
High Seas of Uncle Sam Was Marked.

Fore River. Mass, Nov. 13—The launch-’ 
ing this week of the North Dakota, the 
nom i-I)readnought type of vessel to be 
built for the American navy, marks a 
new- step toward the supremacy of Uncle 
Sam on the high seas. All records for 
speed were broken in her construction, 
end while much remains to lie done in 
fitting the leviathan- for active service, 
all indications peint 'fo its completion 
many months before the expiration of 
tho three-year limit allowed by the gov­
ernment. The keel of the big vessel was 
laid on December 16 last, and by Octo­
ber 1 last the ship was 64 per cent, com­
pleted. It. is expected that the North 
Dakota will be in commission within two 
years from the date of the laying of bel­
li eel, which will break all records of Am­
erican shipyards. -When commissioned, 
she will be commanded by Captain Clias. 
J. Badger, superintendent of the Annapo­
lis Naval Academy.

Some Rivalry.
Tiie North Dakota is a sister ship of 

the Delaware, ip process of building at 
the yards of the Newport News Ship­
building and Dry Dock company at 
Newport News, Vo. On October i the 
Delaware was 44 per cent.' completed, ac­
cording to flic official reports to the navy 
department". A fierce rivalry has marked 
the construction of the sister ships.

The North Dakota and the Delaware 
ore almost precisely alike, each having a 
long forecastle deck extending from the 
bow almost to the center of the vessel. 
The ten twelve-inch guns are arranged 
in five turrets, two to a turret, the for­
ward turret being so located that the 
axes of its guns are twenty-four feet 
above the watei line. Just abaft this tur- 
roof of the forward turret. Abaft the 
break of the forecastle deck, and also 
situated on the axis of the ship, are two 
more twelve-inch gun turrets, and abaft 
and near I fie stern is the fifth and last 
of the big turrets. *

The wonderful ■ speed of these big

ret "is another, the barbette of whie 1res uf' 
sufficient height for its guns to-clear the 
ships; twenty-one knots, makes every 
other battleship not turbine driven a 
tortoise-1 ike affair. In an action a fleet 
of Dreadnoughts might accept or deejipe 
battle, as suited its convenience. It 
could also choose its own range and con­
trol the rate of change of range.

Although the tremendous power of con­
centration secured by the ten twelve- 
inch guns of a Dreadnought is the prin­
cipal reason for the adoption of this new- 
type by all the navies of the world, its 
cost is much less than four small battle­
ships aggregating the same power. As to 
the question of maintenance, it costs no 
more to keep the big ship in commission 
than the small one. A million a year 
is about the expense of it. Strange as it 
may seem, it does not require so many 
officers to man it. Fewer men are neees. 
sary to serve the ten guns of one of our 
new Dreadnoughts than are required tor 
all the guns of the Missouri.

In combat such ships would conquer 
w ithout wasting a single shot. Secure n 
the possession of impregnable armour, 
one of them could descend on her adver­
saries and with the concentrated tire oi­
lier ten hard-hitting guns hammer the 
little ships to the point of surrender or 
speedy annihilation. Her perfect fire 
control would never permit a miss. 
Sweeping noiselessly across the sea, her 
pointers, following the enemy in (he 
crcssivires of (heir sights, her ten enorm­
ous guns high above the -waves' spray 
would seek cut the vulnerable point of 
the enemy and by continuous pounding 
would silence his heaviest guns.

Naval experts are now generally 
agreed that the Dreadnought type is 
the battleship of the future'and that the 
nation with the largest and most effic­
ient fleet of these monsters will control 
the world. Although late in getting into 
the game, Uncle Sam will find his two 
new ships a valuable addition to the 
navy, although many more will be neces­
sary to cope with the great nations of 
Europe.

BRITISH PRESS COMMENT.

On Proposed Line of Steamers Bet­
ween Canada and Germany.

London, Nov. 11.—Referring to the 
proposed Trans-Atlantic line between 
Germany and Canada,- the Pall Mall 
Gazette says: “As trade develops the 
tendency will be for à closer fiscal 
understanding between Germany anil 
Canada and thus a farther whittling 
away of thé British preference, such 
as the French commercial treaty has 
already begun. This is one of Ger­
many's avowed objects, and it will 
be accomplished unless we avail our­
selves in time of commercial alliance 
with the Dominion, which is still at 
our disposal.’

Regarding Henniker Heaton’s agita­
tion for penny cables, the Gazette 
says that if the Imperial aspect of the 
scheme is to be pressed it is obvious­
ly with the All-Red system that re­
forms must begin.

The Aberdeen Free Press says Hea­
ton’s appeals may serve a useful pur­
pose in stimulating discussion, but 
they certainly cannot at this particu­
lar stage be regarded as within the 
sphere of practical politics

ILLITERATES CONTROLLED.

Hungary’s Universal Suffrage Bill 
Gives Franchise to I in 10.

Budapest, November 12.—A bill 'or 
universal suffrage in Hungary was 
presented to the Chamber of Deputies 
today by Count Andras.sy, minister 
of the interior. It contains maug 
new! provisions designed to prevent 
political power from falling wholly 
into the hands of illiterates or those 
not in a nosition to use it in the 
interests of the country, but to re­
tain it in the hands of the intellig it 
sections of the population.

The bill provides that every Hun­
garian over 24 years of age, who has 
resided .in any community one year, 
is entitled to vote. Illiterates, how­
ever. must be assembled in groups 
of ten, and each group will have the 
power to select one elector. As a 
result of this statement these class" , 
arc characterized in the preamble as 
‘‘particularly accessible to incitement 
of agitators,” and will have only one 
vote for every ten men.

Fruit Qrowere Down East Complain that 
They Cannot Compete With Califor­
nia Fruit in Western Market Be­
cause of Lack of Duty or Excessive 
Shipment Charges.

Toronto, Not. 11—A higher protective 
duty or lower rates for the shipment of 
fruits is the great want of. the Fruit 
Growers' Association of Ontario which 
met in annual convention here today.

E. D. Smith, of Winona, in his re­
marks, said, that, if the fruit market 
was to be be retained for the Canadian 
fruit growers, there would have to be 
higher prices or lower rates from the 
carrying companies.

The duty 
paid was one cent a pound or as much 
as was paid to the fruit growers. Grapes 
could be consigned to Winnipeg by 
freight, as well as apples and some of 
the harder fruits, but peaches and plums 
would nr'ver be able to reach the Mani­
toba market, if California fruit could be 
brought in and sold for less than what it 
cost to ship from here.

Install System to Connect Conrad 
Mines With Tidewater at Dyea.

Vancouver, B.C., Nov. 10.—Mr. R. 
N. Riblei, representative of a tram­
way company of Nelson and St, Louis. 
Mo., has just returned from Care roes, 
Y.T., where lie has just closed a 
contract with Col. J. H. Conrad for 
building an aerial tramway from tide­
water at Dyea to thé head of Lake 
Linleman. Lake Lindeman connects 
with the system of lakes which has 
over a thousand miles of coast line in 
the Yukon and connects with the 
Yukon River as tar as Dawson.

The contract calls for the comple­
tion of the tram in 1909. Colonel 
Conrad is the owner ol quartz mines 
in the Conrad district numbering 
several hundred, and the object in 
building he tramway is to enable 
the miners and prospectors of that 
country to live for forty or fifty cents 
a day, where it now costs them an 
average of $2 per day for food alone.

It is estimated tliat the actual cost 
of handling material over the tram­
way will not exceed twenty-five cents 
per ton. and after it reaches the lakes 
it can be transported at a nominal 
eost to any of- thc towns or camps in 
the Yukon or Klondike. The trem 
will carry out ore to tidewater, tlie 
earners conveying food supplies on 
the return trip. It will be over fif­
teen miles long.

and Lighting Go., which holds what 
is commonly known as the Eeton- 
Springer franchise, has been in the 
city for several days and is assidu­
ously endeavoring to secure a pro­
longation of the franchise, which 
lapses on Dec. 1st.. The franchise 
partially lapsed some months ago as 
work was not started in the stipulated 
time, but to nullify the franchise re­
quires a resolution of the city 
council.

Ae a 
guarantee oi good faith he offers a 
marked cheque for $5,000 or a $10,000 
bond to be forfeited on non-fulfilment 
of the noxv terms.

Thi» i» Responsible for Curtailment of 
U. S, Export Trade.

Victoria. Nov. 11.—In a lengthy letter 
written to Moreton Frewen, the British 
anthority on currency and exchange. Sen 
ator Teller, head of the commission ap­
pointed by tho United States to investi 
gate the silver question says:

“The real storm of our enquiry will 
not emerge from our currency or from 
yours, but from the deplorable collapse in 
the gold price of silver. In other words 
our troubles come not from our currency, 
but from our exchanges. In the world's 
history of the two precious metals, we 
have hitherto experienced two and only 
two great variations in their prices, the 
fall in tho price of silver in 1893, oc­
casioned by the close of the Indian mints, 
tlie collapse last year which resulted fiom 
the failure of the mines in Hiddstan, ind 
that given the same cause, wc shall hive 
a recurrence of the effects.

“I have no doubt for thirty years ist 
the conviction has been borne in upon 
you that any coliapso in silver, or in other 
words in the silver exchange, will cut 
down the purchasing power of half the hu 
man race, upset our exports, and especial 
ly yours, to Asia, and culminate in 
money panic. Today a Chinaman mu?1 
give twelve taels for five gold dollars, 
year ago he gave nine. Wc know the 
wagee of the Chinaman at home, and the 
silver price at which he marks his produce 
are no higher than when ho bought fiv 
dollars for five silver taels, Tho conse­
quence of such a coliapso in silver as we 
had last year must be to destroy all our 
export trade across tho Pacific. We know 
that by comparison with the ocean trade 
two years ago, no ship now leaving San 
Francisco or Portland or Seattle.or for 
Asiatic ports can got any cargo at nil. 
Has the export trader of Lancashire, for 
example, suffered as have our Lowell cot 
ton mills during the great break in sir 
ver exchange of tho eighteen months? 
is more important by far that our com 
mission should learn what the intentions 
arc of the government of India. Exports 
are not natural, but are, as indeed arc 
all tho exports of Asia, largely (fependont 
on cheaper silver and low red exchange.

TO BUILD AERIAL TRAM.

By the Bed of a Dying Millionaire— 
Son-in-Law Wins.

Chicago, Nov. 11—The Thompson 
family, backed by deadly weapons, 
hold poiecseion of the residence of 
Samuel Gregston, the Hinsdale mil­
lionaire, near whose sick bed two 
sons-in-law, it is alleged, engaged in 
a fistic encounter which resulted in a 
court proceeding before Justice of’the 
Pence Edgar Davis yesterday. At­
torney William Ormonde Thompson, 
one of the èons-in-law, backed by his 
wire, Eleanor Thompson, Mrs. Fred­
erick Allen, a daughter of Mr. Gregs- 
ton. and her husband,- an automatic 
pistol, a "bulldog” revolver, and a 
double-barrelled shot gun, held the 
fort in the fashionable Gregston man­
sion and will withstand a siege.

Attorney Walter Van Sands, the 
other son-in-law, who is enid to have 
started the fight in the millionaire’s 
home, and who has been living with 
his wife’s father for two years, was 
ordered by Gregston never again to 
"darken the doors” of his home. Mrs. 
Van Sands is critically ill at the Hins­
dale residence.

Robert Van Sands, of Austin, the 
father of Attorney Van Sands, tele­
phoned the Thompsons yesterday aft­
ernoon that he had placed hie son on 

Rock Island train and that the 
young lawyer would reside in Arizona 
for a year or more. But Mr. Thomp­
son, fearing an attack on the house, 
has two revolvers in ready reach on 
the mantel of the reception room, and 
a shot-gun in the dining room in tiie 
rear. The -coachman stands guard at 
the iront of the mansion, while a 
chauffeur is watching the rear en­
trance. Two Pinkerton detectives are 
detailed to watch the premises.

Following thé fight on the stairway 
just outside the sick man’s -bed room 
Van Sands swore out a warrant 
against his brother-in-law, charging 
assault and battery. Thompson re­
taliated by tiling the same sort of a 
charge against Van Sands. When the 
case came up tor trial before Justice 
of the Peace Davis, Attorney Clarence 
Harrow appeared for both principals 
and announced -the family -requested 
both cases be dismissed. Justice Da­
vis, however, placed Van Sands under 
a peace bond of $200.

He has many 
American friends who are well con­
nected and is in St. Paul for the pur­
pose of delivering lectures on the 
decline of the Russian empire and the 
weakness of Russian government be­
fore state institutions here. He 
comes from Salt Lake City, where he 
last came into touc^i with the spies 
who are following him, and narrowly 
escaped death at the hands of a Rus­
sian, who introduced himself as a 
former officer in the Czar’s army.

Cza$ Gives Audience to the Absurd 
Prattle of an Alleged 

i Soothsayer.

St. Petersburg, Nov. 12.—Reports 
which, in some circles, are believed to 
be sufficient to warrant no inconsider­
able concern, havè followed a 
“seance” held Tuesday in the Im­
perial palace. The affair was arrang­
ed by the Czar to give an opportunity 
to a new occultist, a man named Mil­
ler, to peer into the future and to re­
port the results to His Majesty. The 
Czar is described as being immensely 
interested in the proceedings.

Miller indulged in a lew prelimin­
aries and then predicted a Balkar war 
in the spring. He also predicted an 
Anglo-German catastrophe as the re­
sult of troubles over Persia. The 
Czar is credited with having implicit 
faith in the pronouncements of his 
new occultist, and when the latter de­
livered his alarming prophecies the 
Czar is said to have been well nigh 
distracted.

A record of the prophecies was plac­
ed in a sealed envelope, which was 
delivered to the Czar, in order that 
he ma- refer to them when he feels 
so disposed.

The opinion prevails in well inform 
ed circles here that Miller is inspired 
in his activities by a militarist cabal, 
which, following Tuesday night’s 
seance and its influence on the Czar, 
may be able now to shape a policy 
that will assist in provoking the re­
sults the Czar believes are predestin­
ed.

DEADLOCK IN NEWFOUNDLAND.

Another General Election in Six 
Months—Ministers Generally Sup­
ported.

St. Johns, Newfoundland, Nov. 11. 
—There will be another general elec­
tion in Newfoundland, likely within 
six months. The present situation 
means a deadlock unless the existing 
tie can be broken by means of re­
counts and protests. The minister - f 
fisheries holds his seat by only one 
vote, and may gain or lose in the 
recount which takes place on Tues­
day. If the recount goes against him 
the Morrisites will have a majority of 
one. With one exception tire minis­
ters of the Bond government are all 
back with large majorities and the 
government’s intention is to hold on 
to office pending developments. If 
a working majority is not in sight by 
April, it is likely that there will he 
another dissolution to be followed by 
a general election in May.

EARTHQUAKES IN EUROPE.

People of Central and Southern Parts 
Are Panic Stricken.

London, Nov. 12.—Central and 
Southern Europe have been quaking 
intermittenly tor several days, the 
centre of the disturbance being the 
Voightland district of Saxony. No­
body has -been injured, but the in­
habitants of a large area are alarmed 
and sometimes in a state of panic. 
Numbers of people have occasionally 
spent the night outdoor. The worst 
shocks .of the series occurred yester­
day. People were thrown from their 
beds, furniture was overturned and 
some walls were rent. Plauen, Dres­
den, Freiberg, Halle, Erfurt and other 
towns were roughly shaken and people 
left their houses in terror. Numer­
ous town in Gotha and Anhalt were 
also shaken.

The earthquakes have been through­
out accompanied by terrifying roar­
ings and explosions, which yesterday 
were thunderous in volume, lasting 
from five to ten minutes. The air 
Vibrated alarmingly and snow fell in 
many places. The temperature of 
the medicinal springs at Badelstcr 
has risen fifteen degrees.

Especially severe shocks have also 
been felt throughout Italy and Sicily, 
where the greater part of the popula­
tion is in a panicky condition. The 
people have fled from their houses.

Professor Belair, of the Laibach 
Observatory, reports : “Catastrophic 
world shaking.” He says there was 
an earthquake this morning, its cen­
tre being about 5,000 miles from Lai­
bach. There was also a violent shock 
near Laibach.'

Mr. Milnes, the English seismolog­
ist, records similar shocks. He is of 
the opiniin that the origin of the dis­
tant eartliquage was in the south­
eastern extremity of Asia, in direction 
of New Guinea, where, he says, pro­
bably a continent or the expansion 
of one is being born.

KEEPS PUBLIC LIFE CLEAN.

Nelson, B.C., Nov. 12.—Martin Bur­
rell, Conservative, and former Mayor 
Goodeve, of Rossland, Conservative, 
were elected over Duncan Ross, Lib­
eral, and Smith Curtis, Liberal, in the 
3 ale-Cariboo and Kootenay federal 
constituencies today. Throe reasons 
can be properly advanced for the over­
whelming defeat of the Liberal candi­
dates. Curtis lost in Kootenay, first 
bn the Asiatic question, second on 
tiie lack of newspaper representation, 
the Conservatives having bought the 
Nelson News, the only daily of conse­
quence in the electorate, and third on 
the lack of organization. The Social­
ist vote also robbed Smith Curtis, but 
this was due to the distrust of both 
parties by British Columbia workmen 
on the Asiatic question. William 
Slioan, Liberal, was elected in Comox- 
Atlin by acclamation, and this gives 
the Liberals two out ot seven seats, 
the reverse being evidently due to 
distrust of the government on the 
Asiatic question. While the distrust 
is largely due to Opposition misrepre­
sentation, and that the Liberals have 
been too confident and neglected to 
work, the fact remains that the only 
question cinsidered by the great 
majority of voters was the Asiatic 
question.

In only one large town, that of 
Phoenix, did Duncan Ross have a 
majority. Practically complete re­
turns give Burrill 1,470 and Ross 1,168

FEARFUL EXPLOSION 
ON LAKE TEM1SKAMING

Five Men Killed in Wreck of Steamer 
Temiskaming, Which Blew up on 
Northern Ontario Lake—Little is 
Known of Cause of Catastrophe— 
Department Inspector to Investi­
gate.

North Bay, Nov. 11—A -frightful ac­
cident occurred late last evening on 
Lake Temiskaming. adding a sacrifice 
oi at least, five lives to the already 
long list of shipping casualties which 
have occurred one way or another on 
this body of water.

Yesterday’s catastrophe occurred 
about- six o’clock, when the boilers of 
the steamer Temiskaming, owned by 
the Temiskaming Navigation company, 
blew up as the vessel was nearing a 
place known as Temiskaming Land­
ing.

From the scant details of the acci­
dent received here, nothing is known 
as to the exact cause of the "explo­
sion, but five persons are believed to 
be dead and several others are in­
jured, two of them probably fatally.

The steamer was carrying passen­
gers and freight, when, without any 
warning, lier boilers suddenly explod­
ed, wrecking the steamer and throw­
ing the passengers and erew into a 
terrible panic, several being cast into 
the lake by the force of the explosion. 
Tiie scene is very remote, Temiskam­
ing Landing being on a branch of the 
C, P. R. running north from Mal­
ta wa.

Department’s Prompt Action.
Ottawa, Nov. 11.—The Marine and 

Fisheries Department this afternoon 
sent Edward Adams, chairman of the 
board of steamboat inspection, to 
Lake Temiskaming, to inquire into 
the explosion on the steamer Temis- 
kaming. The boat was,built in 1899 
at Temiskaming, and was 133 feet 
long, 22 feet in breadth and had a 
gross tonnage of 295 tons. She was 
21 horse power and had a screw pro­
peller. À telegram received from 
Alex. Larochelle, manager of tin- 
company owning the steamer, throws 
the filst light on the cause of the ex­
plosion. It says that the crown sheet 
of the boiler is what gave out. Euclid 
Cartier, of Gatineau Point, who was 
killed in the explosion, left for Temis­
kaming about three months ago.
