A FAMOUS STAMP DEALER.

The retirement from business of W.
H. Peckitt, the well-known London
dealer in postage stamps, removes
3 familiar name from the ' philatelic
world. The purchase of his collection
by another London firm is, I under-
stand, the biggest transaction in the
history of stamp dealing. Not only
dges the collection contain some of
the rarest and most interesting
specimens extant, but its value is very
high indeed, running, I am teld, into
six figures. To Scottish collectors it
is interesting to note that p?n of the
wonderful collection of the late Lord
Crawford was acquired by Mr. Peck-
itt. Its special feature was - the ex-
ceedingly valuable sets of the Italian
States, such as Tuscany and . Sicily,
the issue of which ceased alfogether
on the consumption of Italian unity
in the ’'sixties. Most of these stamps
are as unfamiliar to the present gen-
eration as some of the older issues of
the Transvaal or the Orange River
Colony before the war of 1899 will
probably be twenty or thirty years
hence.

It looks as if Newfoundland cor.suni-
ers suffer in both respects. In New-
foundland the prices have risen sicad-
ily the past two decades. In Englana
at the pit mouth prices have fluctu-
ated, reaching the highest point in
1900, when the price was $2.60, and
their second highest in 1907 when tue
price was $2.16. Between that trne
and 1911 there was a steady drop. The
average price for 1911 being $1.94.
TLese are of course wholesale prices
at the pit-mouth. But they snow ol
an increase of abolit 55 cents during
the decades; wherea® our retail rate
skow nearly $3.00 of an increase. It
is impossible to put down the cnst of
mining as the material cause of suck
an increase.

Calumet

Miners

Bury Their Dead.

Calumet, Mich., Dec. 27.—The Wes-
tern Federation of Miners buried its
dead to-day. Fifty-nine bodies, in-
cluding those of forty-four children,
were carried through the streets to-
day, down a winding country high-
way, and laid in graves in ~'a snow-
enshrouded cemetery in sight of Lake
Superior. Thousands of saddened
miners formed the escort of the fun-
eral 'parties, and passed between
other thousands who, as “spectators
testified as to the grief that has op-
pressed the community since seventy-
two men, women and children were
killed in the Christmas Eve panic in
Italian Hall.

The supply of hearses was inade-
quate and there were only fourteen
of these vehicles in the van. Then
came three undertakers’ waggons
and an automobile truck, the latter
carrying three = coffins. These vehi-
cles contained the adult victims and
the older children. Beside ~ one
marched eight women who acted as
pall-bearers, for a member of the
Women’s Auxiliary of the Western
Federation.

It was this gwomen’s organization
which was distributing gifts of candy,
shoes, caps -and mittens, to the chil-

One is consecrated to the dead of the
Roman Catholic faith, the other to
those belonging to Protestant denom-
inations. In the former three trench-
es had been excavated, and in these
twenty-five bodies were laid.

On the Protestant side of the buri-
al place two large graves received
twenty-eight bodies. The other six
were laid in family plots. Only brief

Police Search
for Missing
Radium.

Particle Half the Size of a Pin’s Head
Has Been Stolen From Chicago

Hospital.

Chicago, Jan. 1.—Search to-day by
police and hospital authorities failed
to disclose any clue to thirty-five
milligrams of radium believed to have
been lost or stolen several days ago
while being used in the treatment of
a cancer patient. .

Unless the person having the pre-
cious particle of radium—it is half
the size ‘of a pin’s head and is worth
$4,500—in his possession knows how
to protect himself from it, it may kill
him, according to hospital physicians.
If instead of being stolen it is mislaid,
it will declare its presence by its in-
fluences on whatever substances are
around it.

The speck of radium was lmported
from France by SBaint Luke’s Hospital
It was kept in a platinum eapsule an
Sth of an ineh in diameter and three
quarters of an inch long. Its la&t ap-
pearance known to the hospital suaff
was when the capsule was placed ia
an incigion in the arm of a woman pa-
tient. After several treatmenis it was
found that the capsule was inactive,

“The Prime Minister’s summary of
the Government's lL.and.  Proposals,”
says the Nation, *“while extremely
moderate in form and liKely to con-
ciliate needless alarms, extends the
Chancellor’'s announcements in a dis-
tinetly Radical direction. This is a
very important departure, for, of
courge, the Prime - Minister's speech
will be the text of a thousand dis-
courses, and the basis of a ‘firm’ of-
fer to the Agricultural community.

“The following seem to be the most
important of Mr. Asquith's pronounce-
ments, and some of them are distinct-
ly new:

“(1) The Prime Minister makes the
minimum wage the corner-stone of
the land policy, and he clearly aims,
not at a mere rise of 1s. or 2s. a
week, but at a substanial increase
adequate to produce a decent living
for the worker’s family and to ensure
a commercial rent for his cottage.

“(2) He has promised that the evil
of the tied cottage system is to be
dealt with by an extension: of the
period of notice.

“(3) He proposes to give the agri-
cultural tenant some right to contrel
the letting of game to the sporting
tenant—a very far-reaching and pop-
ular proposal.

“(4) He has made it clear that the
Commissioners attached to the new
Ministry of Land are to be a judicial
body, and will act in complete inde-
pendence of the Executive.

“(5) He has repudiated -leasehold
enfranchisement as a solution of the
housing problem in towns. This
means that the rights of the com-
munity will be recognized, and that
the element of ‘unearned increment’
will not simply be tied on to ‘good-
will’ and expenditure on ' improve-
ments and made over to a tenant.
The analysis of ‘unearned increment’
may not be an easy one. But we have
Mr. Asquith’s pledge that it will be
attempted.”
DIFFICULTIES ABOUT

ISM.

“The question remains whether the
whole business of British and Irish
government is ripe- for - solution® on
federal lines,” says the Nation. “To
-hat important issue, now steadily as-
suming hape, it is essential that the
Government . should devote them-
gelves. If Federalism is not possible,
the sooner that path is definitely
barred the better.

“If, on the other hand, it is possi-
ble, but not ripe, the sowing of the
virgin mind of the nation with some

FEDERAL-

elementary ideas upon It cannot be
undertaken too soon. For the mo-
ment we consider the application of
federalism to these iglands we . are
confronted with three or four out-
standing difficulties, on none of which
we venture to say, has much thought
been bestowed. Let us state them in
brief:

“1, The first ‘decision to be taken
is Wwhether we desire the reform of
the Imperial Parliament by way .of
a drastic change in its qn‘ocgdure, or
whether we prefer a delegation of
powerg to subordinate assemblies for
England, Ireland, Wales, and Scot-
land. A vital change in the character
of the House of Commons is an in-
avitable consequence of Feideralism.

“2. The second is whether we de-
sire a single or a double Imperial As-
sembly, and what kind of revising
power we should reserve to it in fits
relation® with the national bodies.

“3. The third is the creation of a
totally new system of Imperial and
local finance.

“But beyond and above all these
considerations is the governing diffi-
culty of English public opinion. Of
the three other nationalities, it may
be said with truth that they are ripe
or nearly ripe for Home Rule. Of
England, the predominant partner. we
can affirm nething whatever. Sae
has neither said*‘Yes' nor ‘No.” She
has not considered the question her-
self, nor have her statesmen present-
ed it to her in any other form than
as a signpost to an agreed settlement
of the Irish difficulty. But that is noc
enough.

“Constitutions cannot be made or
re-made out of the braing of (i
masters of the arts of formalisr.
They must grow out of the deep-
seated needs, and the broad, if hall-
realized, conceptions, of the national
will, -It is to this fountain that our
leaders must go if they would draw
iresh life for the State, and dig new
channels for fertilising its activities

‘‘A settlement,” says the Nation,
“requires  a formal acceptance of
Home Rule or Devolution for Ireland
plus an act of faith in the future ful-
filment of Liberal pledges. Mr. Bon-
ar Law, speaking at Carnarvon, stat-
ed that he: believed the chance of a
} settlement to be smaller to-day than
it was six weeks ago, but he:repeated
his declaration that if a proposal
were made by the Government the
Opposition would ‘consider it with-
out any regard to party advantage or
disadvantage, but with sole regardto

the welfare of the nation.’”

So far no loss of
life has been reported, but damages
to property already reach well into
hundreds of thousands of dollars.

MEXICO CITY, Jan. 5.

The announcement that Presiden:
Wilson's policy would remain un-
changed, after John Lind's trip te
Pass Christian, is a source of disap-
pointment to most foreigners and
many Mexicans, who believed that the
interview between the Pregident and
his personal representative might re-
sult in some definite step to put an
early end to the distressing condi-
tions which, so far as business is con-
cerned, are fast growing acute. To
official Mexico, while outwardly Mr.
Lind's visit to the President was of
little significance, the apparent  de-
termination of the United States still
to keep its hands off is known to be
highly gratifying. As one official
tersely summed up the relations with
the United States: The best Mexico
can expect of Washington is to be let
alone to work out its problem. I
spite of the critical financial outlook
the administraticn appears to bc
highly optimistic.
