Ottawa, August 7.—The ’ financial 
problem of. raising war' funds is one 
of the, mflat; serious questions con­
fronting the Cabinet According to 
the financial ^.statement covering the. 
first four months of the present fiscal 
year, as issued ^to-day, there was an 
increase iri_ the net debt of the Do­
minion during the past month of no 
less than $12,492,189. This indicates 
that even under ordinary conditions 
expenditures are considerably more 
than revenue.

The July revenue was $12,321,624, a 
decrease of over three millions, as 
compared with July of last year. For 
the four months the revenue was $46,- 
182,914 ,or over eleven millions less 
than for the corresponding period 
last year. On the other hand ex­
penditures have increased. The ex­
penditure on consolidated fund àè- 
count for the past four months was 
$32,704,370, or a little over four mil­
lions more than for the same period 
last year.

With the London money market 
practically dosed, with the treasury- 
empty, with millions to bé raised to 
defray the war expenses, the Govern­
ment may either have to appeal to 
New York for a loan, or attempt to 
raise by aft> issue of Dominion bonds 
to be taken up in Canada. There is a 
possibility that, if necessary, recourse 
may be had to the Dominion gold re­
serve held as security against the is­
sue of Dominion notes. The "total 
amount of gold reserve thus held is 
now nearly a hundred millions. Dras­
tic action of this kind, however, will 
not be taken unless absolutely neces­
sary, and, of course, it could not be 
taken without the consent of Parlia­
ment jS

LimitedFrance has colonies and. depend­

encies with a total area of 4,500,000 
square miles and population of 42,- 
000,000 in Asia. Africa, America and 
Oceania, the greater portion of them 
being in Africa, where they have an 
area of 4,184.401 square miles and a 
population of 25,681,243. This in­
cludes Algeria, which strictly speak­
ing, is now regarded as part of 
France proper, and Tunis, which is 
attached to the French Ministry of 
Foreign Affaira. The other parts are 
Sabirs, Senegal, Upper Senegal and 
Niger, Guinea, Ivory Coast, Da­
homey, Mauritius, Congo, Reunion, 
Madagascar, Mayotte, Somali Coast.

In Asia France owns 310v176 square 
miles of territory with - a population 
of 14,7.73,000. Of this 196 square 
miles are in India and the remainder 
is French Indo-China. The Indian 
possessions consist of the five col on­
es of Pondiehery, Karikàl, Chander- 
nagar, Mahe and Yanaon. Indo- 
China is divided into five states, 
Annam. Cambodia, -jjochin-China, 
Tanking and Laos.

In America France holds 35,222 
square miles with a population af 
450,900. Its possessions are Gaude- 
loupe and dependencies, ■ Guiana, 
Martinique, St. Pierre and Miquelon.

In Russia France owns New Çal- 
edonia, Tahiti and several .other is­
lands with an area of 8,744 square 
miles and a population of 81,000.

The total import trade of these 
foreign possessions in 1912. amounted 
to about $152,090.000 and the exports 
te over $115,000,000. ["Indo-China 
alone accounted for about one-third 
of the total trade.

Most of the French colonies enjtjy 
some measure of self gov^rnqtent and 
have elective conndtlg tb assist the 
governor. The older Colonies have 
also direct representation in the 
French Legislature. Reunion, Martin­
ique and Gaudeloupe sending, each a 
senator and two deputies; French In- 
dtt a. senator and a deputy and so 
cm. Some only of the polonies have 
a revenue sufficient for? the cost of 
Administration.

Parliament 
Should Meet.

There should be no delusion about 
the present struggle. It Is a fight to 
a finish. We must win or be ruined.

Our motto throughout the Empire 
should be the words of Tennyson: —
“One Life, One Flag, One Fleet, One 

Throne,
BRITONS!

HOLD YOUR OWN.”

It was somewhat disquieting yes- 
tcrdaV to hear that Canadian ports 
had been closed and that shipping 
was not allowed to leave. Fortun­
ately, this anxiety did not last long, 
for the news arrived last evening that 
Halifax and North Sydney were again 
open and that steamers bound out­
ward had been allowed to leave. This 
cheering aspect of affairs was con­
firmed by the official announcement 
at Ottawa that the oecan route be­
tween Montreal and Liverpool was 
clear and ships could sail with safety

Yesterday we advanced some rea­
sons for calling the Legislature to­
gether. The^offer made by the New­
foundland Government of enlisting 
500 Volunteers for service abroad 
which was accepted by the British 
Government, and the proposal to 
raise a Volunteer Corps for “Home 
Defence" and for further drafts for 
service abroad will call for large 
financial provision. The equipment 
of such forces will be costly and can 
only be met by the Government. 
Whatever the Government do in this 
direction should be authorized and 
provided for by the Legislature.

We presume the Government *havo 
worked out some scheme and that 
they have some plans to finance these 
proposals. We should like to know 
what they are and how the cost is 
to be met. We are not making these
leraarka in any carping spirit, or 
raising objections to Newfoundland 
doing Its share in the defence of the 
Empire and itself. In the past the 
Colonies have not borne tiny adequate 
share in the defence of the. Empire. 
The authorities at home have been 
hearing a heavy burden and it is well 
they have, for if it had .been left to 
the Colonies, the Empire would be 
any easy prey to Germany to-day. 
As our own Newfoundland Admiral, 
Sir Cyprian Bridge said some seven 
years ago, "As you sow In peace, so 
you must expect to reap In , war." 
There should be no delusions about 
this struggle with Germany. As Sir 
Edward Grey sad: “For us the loss 
of the command of the sea means, not 
defeat, but conquest'* (by Germany).

“The trident must be In our fist,” 
said the- German Emperor when ne 
began to buiTd his navy. “The nation­
al energy of Germany has need of 
space, and the soil of our country has 
become insufficient*. The dream of a 
Greater Germany has become a law 
for the present generation under the
iron hand of necessity..................War
with England has nothing improbable 
about it," prophesied General Goltz 
fourteen years ago.

An eminent German historian 
wrote: ‘Wc have settled our accounts 
with Austria-Hungary, with France, 
and with Russia. The last settlement, 
the settlement with England, will 
probably be the lengthiest and most 
difficult”

M. Lefroy, a former French Naval 
Minister, wrote in 1908:—

"GetAany will be a great naval 
power, In spite of her geographical 
position and history. Her claim to 
rule the waves will, earlier or later, 
bring on a war with Great Britain. 
The war will be one of the most ter­
rible conflicts of the twentieth cen­
tury. What its result can be no one 
can foretell, but this much is sure- 
that Germany does everything that 
human foresight and the patience and 
erergy of a nation can suggest.”

S. 0. E. Oiler.
Lodge Dudley, Sons of England, 

held its regular meeting last even­
ing. After some routine business was 
gone through, the present war situa­
tion was discussed. It was decided 
that the Lodge would carry in good 
standing members who volunteered 
for active service to defend the Brit­
ish Empire; also it was understood 
that proper provision would be made 
for distressed families of any volun­
teers. This offer met with prolonged 
applause. The meeting closed with 
the rendition of “Rule Britannia" and 
the National Anthem.

GDVERNMENT BUREAU NEWS — 
TERRIBLE GERMAN FATALI­
TIES.

Special to the Evening Telegram.
LONDON, Aug. 11. 

The New Admiralty and War Of? 
fice information bureau established by 
British Government started work 
this morning. The first announce­
ment w-as as follows: “About two 
cavalry divisions are in the neigh­
bourhood of Tonges to the north of 
Liege. Three German army corps 
will oppose I.icge and other German 
troops reported entrenched along 
the line of River Aisne. A large Ger­
man force is moving through the 
Duchy of Luxemburg and advance 
troops are now on Belgian frontier. 
German cavalry patrols have been re­
ported near Marchtnne and Arlong. 
Several individual soldier» belonging 
to German patrols were captured both 
in France and Belgium. In all cases 
they were short of* food. The Brit­
ish Consul General at Shanghai; 
China, reports that no British vessels 
have been pursued or molested. A 
report from Hague, Holland, states 
that public nervousness in that coun­
try has been allayed since the publi­
cation of Great Britain’s attitude re- 
espeettag the neutrality of Nether­
lands. It is stated that the Germans 
lest 8,000 killed before Liege. The 
forts are still holding out although 
some smaller forts were captured by 
the Germans. Bombardment of for­
tifications by Germans is 'proceeding 
without intermission. On one occa­
sion they were apparently silenced 
but when the German infantry men 
advanced to attack a hail of bullets 
poured into them suddenly and ef­
fectively. They retired with heavy 
loss. The German attackers who are 
constantly reinforced displayed great 
courage. It is said 120.000 men of 
the German army are engaged on the 
attack of Liege. Refugees from the 
city describe the conditions as ter­
rible. Many houses are damaged or 
burned.

entrenched and are resisting a mass­
ed German attack. The French line 
of retreat is covered and they hold 
the passes across the Vosges Moun­
tains. War Office officials here state 
that the’ withdrawal was a part of 
General Joffle's plan of campaign If 
the German army proved numerically 
stronger, as it has done, and express 
confidence as to the outcome.

GERMANS RR-ORGAXIHNG.
BRUSSELS, Aug. 11.

An official statement issued to-day 
says that at Houffalise, in Belgium 
Luxemburg, a French patrol attacked 
a squad of German cavalry, sabred 
them and took several prisoners.

RUSSIANS BEAT AUSTRIAN'S.

Special to Evening Telegram.
LONDON. To-Day.

Two salient points emerge from the 
latest news of the great war. The first 
most striking is what is described 
here as a silent victory. This applies 
to the fact that the North Sea. over 
which almost an absolute silence 
brooded so long, is now open to ship­
ping without serious danger, the 
steamship service from Denmark, Lon­
don, Newcastle and Norway being re­
sumed, while steamship services be­
tween the Hook of Holland and Har­
wich have suffered no interruption. 
These facts in the opinion of the au; 
thoritles here imply that the German 
fleet for the time being is safely held 
in check. The second point is that 
the French have been obliged to 
evacuate Muelhausen and occupy new 
positions outside the town. Accord­
ing to German reports, this was the 
first important battle of the campaign 
with the French, who had 55,000 men 
and suffered a serious check. The 
Belgium position shows little change. 
A great battle is expected somewhere 
on the line between Thionville and 
Liege, between German, French and 
Belgians. It is thought probable it 
will take place within a few days. The 
Germans have occupied Tongress and 
reported have captured a railway sta­
tion 24 miles from the Liege outpost. 
Affairs of no great importance are re­
ported on numerous frontier points. 
Many nations are engaged in the war, 
but except in Belgium no great bat­
tle is likely for some time to come. 
A despatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company from Paris says the corre­
spondent learns from reliable sour­
ces that the Russians obtained import­
ant victory over the Austrians, cap­
turing many prisoners and war mater­
ials. The scene of battle is not dis­
closed.

HOUR OF REVENGE 
STRUCK.

down to-day and replaced by flowers 
and palm branches, while a tri­
colored sash was draped about the 
figure. The ceremony was conducted 
by 2,000'members of the Federation 
Alsation societies in Paris. Joseph 
Satsbouf, Mayor of the Eights Arron­
dissement embraced the statue. Then 
addressing the gathering said: “The 
hour of revenge for which we have 
prayed unceasingly for forty-four 
years, has at last; struc.k. The French 
army is in Alsace. Red trousers are 
again seen on our plains and moun­
tains; gay buglers of France sounded 
the charge at Altkirch and Muelhas- 
sen." There were few who were not 
in tears. When the speaker conclud­
ed, the singing of the Marseillaise fol­
lowed, and cheers for Belgium, Rus­
sia and England ended the ceremony.

MARTIAL LAW IN PARIS.
PARIS, Aug. 11.

Martial law has been more rigor­
ously enforced in this city daily. The 
authorities are particularly anxious 
to prevent the escape of” important 
news and frequently take precaution 
of stopping telephone wires and calls 
which must now be made only in 
French. It is explained that this in­

SERVIAN ARMY.
The Servian Army is organized in 

ten divisions, and another two divis­
ions were in process of formation be­
fore the war. The total number of 
organized troops that can be placed in 
the field probably excee'ds 300,000, 
with 500 horsed guns of the French 
Creusot quick-firer pattern. The qual­
ity of the Servian Army stands very 
high. According to the official re­
ports of.the British attaches during 
the Balkan War, published in the 
July Army Review, the Servian in­
fantry is possessed of great dash; the 
men “have still a large element of the 
savage in their characters which 
makes them prefer cold steel to more 
distant fighting.” Though the major­
ity are illiterate they are quite intel­
ligent, and among them are a number 
of leading spirits who, thanks to war­
like experiences with the roving 
bands which infest the Balkans, hold 
the most decided views on tactics.

“The Servian artillery officers are 
highly trained and ve#y keen on their 
profession. Battery Commanders dis­
play great initiative and do not hesi­
tate to act on their own responsibil­
ity.” The Servian cavalry are really 
good mounted infantry.

The Cause ol arbly associated with classical delu­
sions about the glories of war. He 
describes carnage in words that show 
a conception of realities and an in»- 
dependent personal judgment as to 
values and relationships. In spite of 
this the ancient tribal impulse is 
strdng enough to make a modern na­
tion rush into -Avar with no thought 
trot that of victory, it would be un­
wise. however, to ignore the changes 
of a generation hi mental attitude 
and personal outlook—Toronto Globe.

The peace strength 
is 730,600 men; the war strength is 
probably four millions. The troops 
are remarkable for their dash and 
spirit and marching power; they 
show extraordinary initiative. The 
artillery is beyond question the best 
on the Continent and has received 
such perfect training with its power­
ful quick-firing gun that it could be 
trusted to work magnificently in the 
field. There is a weakness in heavy 
artillery. The mobilization is calcu­
lated to take twelve hours less than 
in Germany, so that the French 
troops should be ready first. The 
rifle is the Lebel of 31 calibre, a good 
but somewhat antiquated weapon ; the 
field gun is a 3 inch weapon.

GERMAN ARMY.
The Russian Army is organized in 

twenty-five army corps (each about 
46,606 strong), with a number of cav­
alry divisions. On the peace footing 
it has a strength of 814,006 men; on 
the war footing fivé million men can 
be placed in the field. It has served 
as the model for Europe and is organ­
ized with extreme care. From the 
fighting standpoint, however, its me­
thods are regarded as antiquated by 
critics who have seen it at its man­
oeuvres. The infantry are armed 
with the Mauser rifle of 311 calibre; 
thé artillery with a Krupp quick- 
firer, discharging a 15 lb. shell. • The 
weapon is distinctly inferior to the 
French gnn, and the German artil­
lerymen have not the same skill in 
using it which has been attained by 
the French. The mobilisation is more 
rapid than that of any other Power 
except France. In rather less than 
nine days the entire force can be 
placed on either frontier.

RUSSIAN ARMY.
The Russian Army is arganized in 

twenty-seven army corps, each from 
46,000 to 50,600 strong. On the peace 
footing its strength is enormous, 
1,560,000 men, and the number of 
trained men /who can be called up in 
war is practically unlimited. Its de­
fect is the extreme slowness of its 
mobilisation, owing to the vast dis­
tances which have to be covered. 
Thus it Is conmtohly calculated in 
France that the Russian forces will 
not be able to take the field in fnll 
strength for three weeks and perhaps 
more. There is also a deficiency of 
skilled officers. But no army has 
made such progress in recent years 
and none has troops of more superb 
fighting quality. .«Borodino and the 
battles of the Japanese War proved 
that while Russian troops may be 
forced baclt with immense slaughter, 
they cannot be decisively defeated. 
The rifle is of 3 calibre; the artillery 
are arped with an excellent quick- 
firer which discharges a 13 % lb 
shell.

AUSTRO-HUNGARIAN ABMT.

The Austro-Hungarian Army is or­
ganized In sfrteen army corps. Its 
peace strength has recently, perhaps 
in view of action against Servis, been

What a strange surprising world 
this roust seem to little people, and 
what strange incalculable creatures 
big folks must appear to them.

And how hard it must be for them to 
learn principles of right and honor 
and justice when that which is taught 
them as principle is so often contra­
dicted in action.

The litle boy will be taught some 
day that it is honorable to respect a 
confidence but long before that time 
he will have learned that those who 
teâch him do not always respect his 
confidences.

A child's whisper should be as 
sacred as a grown man or woman’s 
guarded confidence. A whisper is the 
child's Way of saying, “Please keep 
this to yourself.” And yet again and 
again, I have heard mothers answer 
a child’s whispered request in a loud 
tone which shared the matter with 
everyone within hearing, or as this 
mother did, promptly betray some 
whispered confidence for the amuse­
ment of her guest

Again what idea of honor and right 
must a child get who hears his sacred 
feelings made the subject of jest i 
once knew a little girl of eight who

confided In her mother her deep ad­
miration for a certain small member 
of the opposite sex. The mother 
thought this youthful love affair huge­
ly amusing and promptly told every­
one about It. It would be hard to 
make anybody who does not keenly 
remember his own childhood realize 
how that little girl suffered when she 
heard people joking about a feeling 
that to her was sacred.

Again the injustice which even in­
telligent parents show In punishing 
not according to the redl heinousness, 
but according to the inconvenence it 
causes them, must give children 
strange ideas of justice.

Parent and child is the only rela­
tionship between which corporal pun­
ishment is permitted in this country. 
A master cannot strike his servant; 
a mistress may not lay the tip of her 
finger on her maid. The right to use 
brute force is a dangerous power. It 
tends to breed lack of self control in 
the ruler and rebellion, or fear, syc- 
hophancy and deceit in the one gov­
erned.

Of course the fact that there is a 
bond of strong natural love between 
parents and children curbs the power 
and lessens the danger. Nevertheless 
many a child has learned the wicked 
lesson that might makes right from 
unjust punishment.

Do not think it does not matter 
whether you are just and honorable 
to the child because it does not under­
stand these qualities'. It maters very 
piuch indeed.

“He who helps a child,” says Phil­
lips Brooks, “helps humanity with a 
distinctness and an immediate­
ness which no other help given to 
human creatures in any other stage 
of their human life can possibly 
give.” And the opposite is true of 
'him who, falling to be honorable anl 
just toward the little folks, harms a 
child.

a tremendous and useless distance and 
Alaska comprises its northwest end. 
Russia discovered this land almost 
200 years ago and used it as a cold 
storage plant until about 60 years ago, 
when it sold the whole thing to the 
United States for $7,200,000. If the 
Government had bought a peach or­
chard in Greenland it could not have 
been more severely criticised. Yet 
Alaska not only pays all its expenses 
each year, but it ships about $20,- 
000,000 worth of gold and other pro­
ducts annually and a strong man with 
a pick can dig a fortune out of it in 
a single winter—if he digs in the 
right place.

Alaska is as large as the whole Mis­
sissippi Valley. It has 600,000 square 
miles and is 1,500 miles long and 900 
miles wide from tip to tip. Its south­
ern coast is broken into several thous­
and islands and the warm Japan cur­
rent makes it possible to raise wheat, 
strawberries, and real estate agents 
in great profusion. As we go north 
in Alaska, however, the climate be­
comes more cold and distant, like - a 
Massachusetts senator, until when 
the north coast is reached at 71 lati­
tude the thermometer frequently falls 
to 65 and the settler who wishes to 
put In his spring potatoes has to dig 
down about 50 feet to get below the 
frost line,

Alaska Is richly supplied with big 
things. It has the highest mountain 
on the North American continent, the 
most violent volcanoes In the United 
States and the greatest glaciers in the 
world. The Yukon river which flows 
through the middle of Alaska is fifteen 
hundred miles long and contains five 
times as many steamboats as the Mis­
sissippi. Gold, copper, coal, lumber, 
salmon, seals, oil and . fur-bearing 
animals are all so plentiful through­
out the country that some day the 
United States may be able to rest in 
the shade while Alaska produces the 
national wherewithal.

With all Its riches, Alaska contains 
only 64,000 people, an increase of 800 
In 10 years. This is because It Is so 
far from the market There are a few 
railroads In Alaska but there are no 
trusts. With great exertions Congress 
saved the territory from being Gug- 
genheimed a few years ago and hasn’t 
decided what to do with it since then.

Before long the United States will 
build its first National railroad 
through Alaska and the patriot with

Cream Brocado - -This is the time your
flower seeds for next year’s new 
flower beds. Prepare the soil in a 
shady place, drop the seeds in and 
dust a little earth over them let them 
remain in the ground all winter, cov­
ering them with a little manure in 
the fall.
