The Fertilizer Project.
The agreement tabled yesterday in 

reference to concessions to the New­
foundland Products Company, Ltd., 
and the development work to be un­
dertaken by the latter, has the Great 
Seal of the Colony attached to it by 
command of the Governor, and is 
signed by John R. Bennett, Colonial 
Secretary, and by H. D. Reid, Direct- 
tor N. P. Co., Ltd. It is subject to ap­
proval and confirmation by the Leg­
islature of the Colony and therefore 
cannot become effective unless pass­
ed by the House of Assembly and the 
Legislative Council.

The agreement itself is appended to 
resolutions, and both were intro­
duced into Committee of the House.

The first resolution purports to de­
clare valid all the terms of the con­
tract.

The second resolution allows im­
portation free from duty of all con­
struction material for original in­
stallation and further extension.

The third resolution exempt all 
their property from Municipal Taxa­
tion.

The fourth resolution exempt their 
stock, dividends, debentures and 
other securities from taxation.

The fifth allows the free imports of 
materials required in the manufac­
turing qf the output, except coal.

The sixth allows the free import of 
coal on the Labrador.

The seventh permits of grants of 
land for the general purpose of works 
and shipping to the extent of 10,000 
acres.

. The main concessions outside of ex­
emption from taxation and imports 
free from duties relate to water pow­
ers. There is a demise, so far as it is 
in the power of the Government to 
grant, of the water power of the 
Humber and in and upon Junction 
Brook, and the right to utilize the 
drainage area of the Humber Rivêr, 
and should the Company acquire 
validly within 21 years water powers 
within 40 miles of their factories at 
Humber or in an area running 
about 50 miles back of the sea shore 
between Hall’s Bay and Gander Mouth 
to dam stream, it can develop water 
powers and build factories and the 

.terms of this agreement shall apply. 
The water powers which the Com­
pany is enabled to bring under the 
terms of this agreement within 21 
years outside the original grant now 
made between Junction Brook and 
Corner Brook, extend over an area of 
some 6,000 square miles.

The Train Wreck.

A LONDON BUDGET—"20,000 BRIT 

ISH TROOPS AT THE FRONT- 
RECRUITING SATISFACTORY — 
ARTILLERY ANI) MUNITIONS 
INCREASING FAST—ALLIES ON 
EVE OF STRIKING AT TURKEY 
WITH LAND FORCES.

LONDON, To-day.
The glowing accounts oi the 

strength and conditions of the British 
army, and of the extent of the output 
of munitions, which it is expected 
will next month amount to twenty-five 
times what it was last September was 
given by David Lloyd George, Chan­
cellor of Exchequer, and Harold J. 
Tennant, Parliamentary Secretary at 
the War Office, have increased the en 
thusiasm and confidence of the peo­
ple of England in the war. In sup­
plementing the statement of the Chan 
cellor, that Britain has more thar 
thirty-six divisions of troops on the 
continent, that the output of mun 
lions has been enormously increased. 
Tennant to-day, speaking on behalf 
of the Secretary for War, Lord Kitch­
ener, declared that recruiting had 
been most satisfactory and gratifying, 
that the health of the troops was 
splendid, that the wounded were in 
London hospitals within tw'enty-fou 
hours after they were stricken in 
France. He wished to impress upon 
the country the necessity of increas­
ing the supplies of artillery and am­
munition, adding there is no limit to 
the amount required. The frankness 
of the Cabinet Ministers in making 
known the number of men at the 
front and the reports that reach Lon­
don from various sources have con­
vinced the people that at last a big 
effort against Germany and Turkey is 
about to commence. Both in Aegean 
and North Seas there are signs of 
increasing activity. From to-day all 
steamboat communication with Hol­
land is stopped by order of the British 
Government. Taken in connection 
with the news from Berlin that Brit­
ish submarines have been in the 
Bight of Heligoland, where the Ger­
man Almiralty lays claim to having 
sunk one, perhaps more, this is be­
lieved to foreshadow some movement 
in the North Sea, while there is no 
longer any endeavour to hide the fact 
that a big Anglo-French force is pre­
pared to go, as General Damade, 
French commander, has sàid “To any 
point where it is required.” A Ger­
man report says a part of this force 
which is under the command of Gen­
eral Ian Hamilton, has been landed 
at Enos a Turkish town near the 
Turgo-Belgarian border, or the North­
ern side of the Gulf of Saros under 
the support of the Allied fleet. At 
the same time there is news of trans- 
norts, loaded with troops, passing the 
Island of Lcmmos, not far from the 
entrance of the Dardanelles' and ot­
hers being sighted off Smyrna, on the 
coast of Asia Minor. This makes it 
uncertain where the blow is to be 
Struck. There are Anglo-French 
troops on the Aegean Sea, including 
Sengalese, who were transferred from 
France, and British Tommies from 
outposts of the Fmpire, which with 
the disappearance of the last German 
aiders, are considered safe from at­

tack. Further East on Messopota­
mia the Turkish army which was to 
bar the British advance from the head 
of the Persian Gulf, after having suf­
fered six thousand casualties, is in 
full retreat, harrassed not only by 
the British, but by Arab tribesmen 
whom they had enlisted on their side, 
and who now that the Turks have 
been defeated have turned against 
them. Nearer home the British are 
holding tenaciously to the Hill No. 
60 near Ypres, which they captured 
from the Germans on Saturday and 
which the Germans have ever since 
been trying to re-take. The French 
are pressing hard on two sides of the 
German triangle at Woevre. The 
Russians for their part are, according 
to their accounts, repulsing repeated 
Austrian attacks on their positions to 
the southeast of Lupkow Pass in the 
Carpathians, and are holding their 
own against Austro-German efforts 
on their flanks near Gorlice, Western 
Galicia, and at Stry in the eastern 
part of the same province. These at­
tacks apparently have been made 
with the object of holding the Rus­
sians where they are, while the Ger­
mans are preparing to strike the 
Russian line at some other point, 
possibly from the direction of Cra­
cow. Although many rumors are di­
vergent, no definite news has been 
received of Italy’s intentions, while 
despatches indicate that the tension 
between Rome and Vienna has slack­
ened, the belief is general that before, 
many weeks Italy and some Balkan 
States will assume a more definite at 
titude.

BRITISH CAPTURE ENOS, AS PORT

LONDON, To-day. 
The Mail’s Sofa correspondent in 
despatch, dated Tuesday,, says fugi­

tives from Enos say that following 
the bombardment by the allies, the 
British landed a force at Enos and 
the Turkish Commandant fcrdered the 
evacuation of the port. Enos is 
Turkey's most Southwesterly port on 
the Aegean Sea. A despatch from 
Athens says the bombardment of the 
Turkish positions on the Gallipoli 
Peninsula continues without inter­
ruption. The best means of hasten­
ing the passage of the Dardanelles 
by the allies warships was one of the 
piincipal subjects of a conference to­
day between the Minister of Marine 
Augagneur and Winston Churchill. 
The conference was held at the North 
of France. On his return to Paris 
Mr. Augagneur told a representative 
of the Havas Agency that the public 
would be wrong in thinking that oper­
ations in the Dardanelles had been 
suspended. The French navy, Augag­
neur added, never has thought that 
the Straits could be forced without 
long preparation, but it has always 
believed and is more than ever con 
vinced that the undertaking is per­
fectly feasible and before long the ob­
ject so ardently desired will be at­
tained.

OFFICIAL.

LONDON, April 22. 
The Governor, Newfoundland;

The War Office reports violent re­
current attacks by the enemy on Hill 
60, repulsed with great loss. German 
losses since the 17th are between ] 
3,000 and 4,000.

The enemy airships in the harbor 
of Ghent have been considerably 
damaged by a bold arid successful at 
tack.

Turkish losses in the recent action 
in Lower Mesopotamia are estimated 
as not less than 2,500. A Mohmant! 
raid on the Indian frontier was re­
pulsed with heavy loss.

The French have captured another 
German trench north of Flirey.

French aeroplanes have bombarded 
the headquarters of General Strantz 
in Woevre, and the electric station at 
Baden.

The Russian Government reports 
abortive enemy attacks in the Car­
pathians, and the successful bom­
bardment of Soldau station in East. 
Prussia.

HARCOURT.

GERMANY’S FINANCIAL RESOUR- 
„ CES.

HAVRE, April 22.
A leading member of a famous 

banking firm, particularly well ac­
quainted with the financial situation 
of the European States, has declared 
that Germany will be at the end of 
her financial resources by the middle 
of June next. The Germans have 
taken extremely severe measures in 
Belgium to prevent knowledge of 
the movements of their troops becom­
ing known. Preparations have been 
made everywhere with a view to 
eventual retreat High Prussian of­
ficers in Belgium do not disguise 
their despair, and admit that the 
German cause is lost

ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, via St Pierre, April 21.
Cannonading has been rather fierce 

in the Arras district between the 
Oise and Aisne, Meuse and Moselle, 
and in Mortmare Woods. Near Flirey 
Essey Road, not only did our attacks 
result in a progress, but two German 
counter-attacks, delivered on a line 
of trenches we occupy since 20th 
April, were repulsed. Belgian avia­
tors threw bombs on Bruges Arsenal 
and the Aerodrome of Lessevech.

Midnight.—In Belgium the Ger­
mans attacked a trench captured by 
the British on summit GO near 
Zwarteiene. The enemy was repuls­
ed, and lost on this point since 17th 
April from three to four thousand 
men. In the Argonne, near Bagatelle 
a fierce a tack, purely local, was 
checked by our artillery fire. Be­
tween the Meuse and the Moselle we 
repulsed German attacks more or 
less important, of which several were 
only reconnoitering parties, one in 
Ailly Wood, five in Mortmare Wood 
and one in LePretre Wood. We at­
tacked the enemy north of Flirey and 
captured one of their trendies. We 
then occupied same and connected it 
with trenches previously captured. 
Ground gained during the last few 
days ■ extends on an uninterrupted 
front of over 700 metres. The enemy 
left over three hundred dead on the 
ground. In Lorraine there was an 
artillery contest. In Alsace we easily 
repulsed, east of Hartmannswiller- 
kopf, an attack opened by a fierce 
cannonading. Our aeroplanes bomb­
ed in Woevre district the headquai - 
ters of General von Strantz, and a 
certain number of transport waggons 
in the Grand Duchy of Baden, also 
the electric station of Lorach.

FRENCH GENERALS RETIRE.
PARIS, April 22.

Twenty-nine more French Generals 
have been placed either on the re­
serve or retired lists, to give place to 
younger and more active men.

GERMAN ATTACKS REPULSED.

PARIS, April 22.
Five attacks were made last night 

by German troops, attempting to re 
capture positions taken by the Brit­
ish at Hill No. 60, near Zillebeke. 
says a despatch received to-day from 
St. Omer, but all were repulsed with 
heavy loss. Three of these attacks 
vere made within an hour. German 

reinforcements are reported rushing 
through Belgium to Flanders front. 
They are reserve troops said to num­
ber more than 200,000 men. The 
Germans have found it impossible to 
shift men from the Aisne, Cham­
pagne and Argonne fronts, because 
French artillery is keeping up bom­
bardment in these regions, while 
Frencli infantry is maintaining its 
offensive in the Woevre and in Al-

Mr. Hilaire Belloc lectured to a 
large audience in the Free Trade 
Hall, Manchester, recently, on the 
progress and duration of the war.

"We are unable to tell what the 
duration of the war may be,” said Mr. 
Belloc, “but* these factors in the 
problem make it certain that the late 
spring or the early summer will be 
the critical moment. By that time 
the British contingent will be for the 
most part equipped and in the field; 
the ice-bound ports of Russia will be 
free, and possibly the Dardanelles 
will also be open. At the same tiitie 
the last batches of untrained men, 
newly trained for the purpose, which 
Germany and Austria can put in the 
field will have appeared. And if you 
cannot say which way the balance 
will hava. inclined by the end of May, 
or the beginning of June, you can at 
least say with confidence that in thaï 
critical moment will appear, not ne­
cessarily a ‘decision,’ as the soldiers 
call it, but those actions in the war 
which will tell you the way it is go­
ing.”

The plan of the enemy was to get 
the Russians behind the Vistula, so 
that a comparatively small force 
would be sufficient to watch them, 
and then to draft great reinforce­
ments to the west to J>reak the line. 
The way to do that was very simple, 
but very difficult; it meant getting 
hold of Warsaw. In the west our 
game was fairly clear; it was simply 
one of attrition. Neuve Chapelle and 
other attacks were not really at­
tempts to break through the German 
lines; they were simply attempts to 
wear down the German lines. Other­
wise the siutation in the west would 
have no meaning, for, on the average, 
we had not pushed the Germans back 
by a yard since the middle of October. 
What we gained in ground did not 
matter besides the proportion of 
men who were put out of action, and 
this process of attrition had been in 
favor of the Allies.

One of two things must happen, 
unless by the capture of Warsaw the 
Germans could bring great reinforce­
ments to the west; either their line 
must break, which meant immediate 
defeat, or, much more probable, they 
would be compelled to shorten it, 
which meant their falling back for 
120 to 200 miles in face of very hard 
pressure, with the chance of not -be­
ing able to form the line again. “But 
if the Germans get Warsaw,” sail 
Mr. Belloc, “and bring great masses 
of men to the west, the campaign will 
go for them and not for us.”

Mr. Belloc emphasized again the 
great importance of Warsaw as the 
centre of the railway lines which 
would supply the Russian army in an 
invasion of Germany. The capture 
of Przemysl had released perhaps 
about 200,000 Russians, and when the 
fine weather came it gave the Rus­
sians uninterrupted possession of 
Galicia and freed them from troujde; 
with their communications. But, 
Przemysl was secondary to Warsaw ;
If the Germans could get Warsaw it 
would not matter much what happen­
ed in the Carpathians. He treated 
the forcing of the Dardanelles as a 
matter which was still not beyond 
doubt. In the Narrows it would need 
the indirect fire of our 15-inch guns 
to effect it, and the accuracy of that 
fire depended pn the work of our air­
craft, which depended again on the 
weather.

London News and Leader:—We do 

not criticise for a moment eitijer the 
c-oncesions made by the trade union­
ists or the assurances given in re­
turn by the Government. We believe, 
on the contrary, that both are fully 
justified in the best Interests of the 
country. It would be a calamity for 
the ’country if for any cause the out­
put of munitions should become ina­
dequate before the war is ended. It 
would be a calamity scarcely less 
deplorable if labor were to come out 
ot the struggle with a broken organi­
sation powerless to resist in the de­
pression which is certain sooner or 
Inter to follow the war any demand 
which may be forced upon it. There 
has been reason enough to fear that. 
The finance of the trade unions, nev­
er very strong, has been notoriously 
and inevitably shaken by the war. 
We have ourselv/es urged more than 
once that it was the duty of the Gov­
ernment to save them from financial 
ruin, for reason quite apart from all 
political considerations. But the 
position which labor has secured by 
this charter, temporary as it is theo­
retically, is really in advance of any 
that it has ever ye* held in this coun­
try.

His Excellency the Governor makes 
the following observations in relation 
to the above appointment:

Major Franklin’s special training 
with the 1st Battalion of the Suffolk 
Regiment and in association with the 
Staff of the XXVIII Division has af­
forded him admirable opportunities 
to qualify for Field Rank; so much 
so that on the favorable report of the 
Lieut.-Colonel Commanding the 1st 
Battalion Suffolk Regiment Major 
Franklin has not only received (tem­
porary) Army Rank as a Major but 
has at once been attached to a Ter­
ritorial Battalion (the 6th) of the 
Royal Warwickshire Regiment and 
has hjjd the honour of being promptly- 
despatched on active service.

I have had opportunities of learn 
ing how seriously and earnestly "Ma­
jor Franklin has devoted himself to 
his military duties and I have no 
doubt that, when the Army Council 
is designating the appointment of of­
ficers of field rank to the Newfound­
land Regiment, the name of Major 
Franklin will, be considered" for the 
rank of Major in our own Regiment.

y Al the House.
THURSDAY, April 22nd.

The Assembly did not meet until 
4.30 p.m. yesterday owing to the mem­
bers attending the funeral of the late 
Hou. J. B. Ayre.

Answers to questions asked by 
members of the Opposition were 
tabled by the Premier, Colonial Sec­
retary and Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries, respectively.

Mr. Kent called attention to the 
delay in the tabling of the answer to 
a certain question.

The Colonial Secretary referred to 
the report of the Lunacy Commission, 
and read an article which appeared in 
a contemporary. He stated that the 
matter was not as serious as had been 
reported. He admitted that there 
were some grounds last year for the 
statement, but the facts were exag­
gerated. Upon report being made by 
an attendant at the Asylum that some 
of the patients were affected with 
vermin, the Commission visited the 
Institution and conducted an investi­
gation. Evidence was taken from the 
Superintendent, matron and attend­
ants which disclosed the fact that 10 
or 12 patients were in the condition 
indicated by the report. On recom­
mendation of the Commission a sys: 
tern has been introduced whereby 
every patient receives a bath and a 
change of clothing at least once a 
week, and the attendants in the 
wards are made responsible for those 
under their charge. The institution 
has since then been in a clean and 
creditable condition, as will be seen 
by the favourable finding of the 
Grand « Jury who visited the place 
last fall. Unfortunately the build­
ing is not at all suitable for pres­
ent requirements. A few years ago 
■the Government contemplated the 
erection of a new Asylum. Plans 
were prepared and tenders were in­
vited but those received were much 
above ttie estimates of the Govern­
ment and the idea was abandoned. 
Recently it was decided to make al­
terations, and on the plans being 
placed before the Government, it was 
shown that the estimated cost would 
be $20,000, and nothing definite has 
yet been decided upon.

In reply to a question asked by Mr. 
Coaker, the Colonial Secretary stated 
that he would table the evidence tak­
en by the Commission of Enquiry, 
who visited the Institution.

Mr. Kent was of the opinion that it 
should be dealt with in Committtee.

The Bill relating to tiie imposition 
of duties on the estates of deceased 
persons passed the Committee stage 
and will come up for third reading to­
day.

THE FERTILIZER CONTRACT.

The Premier in introducing the 
Resolutions dealing with the contract 
between the Government and the 
Newfoundland Products Corporation, 
Ltd., dealt extensively with the pro­
posed enterprise.

The contract, he said, so far as the 
Government can, grants to the New­
foundland Products Company, a 
ninety-nine years lease of certain 
lands and water powers in the re­
gion of the Humber River, Bay of Is­
lands, for the purpose of manufactur­
ing fertilizers, sulphite, pulp and 
other products. The Company pro­
poses to establish a plant costing 
about $18,000,000 and which will eto- 
ply a large number of men continu­
ously. The ingredients necessary 
for the manufacture of the fertilizer, 
kno-wn as ammonium phosphate, and

phosphate - rock, sand, coal, marble 
and pyrites. The phosphate rock will 
be Imported from Florida, the pyrites 
from Spain, the coal from Canada or 
Great Britain and the sand and mar­
ble can be had in abundance at Bay 
of Islands.

To produce the sulphite pulp, spruce 
timber will be used, which can be had 
to the region of Grand Lake, and the 
timber that is not converted into pulp 
will be manufactured into lumber.

The manufacture of phosphate of 
ammonia as a fertilizer in the_ way 
proposed by the Company is an en­
tirely new process, and is covered by 
patents referred to in the contract. 
The application of these patents ren­
der the manufacture of the fertilizer 
the most economical of any process 
known in the world.

When the contemplated industry is 
working the Company shall require 
to import from Florida 657 tons daily 
of phosphate rock, which multiplied 
by 365 days equals 239,805 tons per 
year; 600 tons of coal per day, which 
multiplied by 365, equals 219,000 tons 
per year, the duty on which alone to 
the Colony will be $108,000; 411 tons 
of limestone daily, 40 tons of pyrites, 
imported from Spain, that is iron 
pyrites, sulphur and Iron combined. 
This will produce 120,000 tons of 
phosphate of ammonia, the value of

The pulp mills which will be erect­
ed at Bay of Islands will requires 
about 100,000 cords of spruce timber 
per year, and will produce the high­
est grade of bleached sulphite pulp

SUMMARY OF CONTRACT.
The main features of the agreement1 

as stated by the- Premier, are as fol­
lows :

(1.) The Government leases for a 
tenu of 99 years, in so far as they 
have any power or property in the 
same, the water power or powers in 
and upon the Humber River, and in 
or upon Junction Shook, with the 
right to divert and dam the same or 
any lake or water powers within the 
drainage area of the Humber River; 
and also, should the Company at any 
time within twenty-on8 years become 
the owners of any additional water 
powers within a distance of forty 
miles of the Company’s factories at 
Bay of Islands, within an area laid 
down by a map and defined in this 
agreement, the Government propose 
to allow the provisions’*>f this agree­
ment. with the exception of clause 10, 
to apply to any water powers so ac­
quired and developed within the said 
area for the purposes of the same 
business.

(2.) If the Company fails to devel­
op the water powers so acquired, 
then the advantages of the agree­
ment shall not anpiy.

’(5) The Government grants to' the 
Company a block of limestone near 
I he Humber River, about five miles 
from B y/ of Islands, for the purpose 
of making lime.

(C) The Company’s property shall 
he free from municipal taxation. The 
stocks cf the Company are also free 
from taxation. Construction material 
and machinery will be admitted duty 
free. 1.0,000 acres of Crown Lands are 
granted tiie Company by the Govern­
ment at 30 cents an ^ere for wharv­
es, piers, docks, factories and ware­
houses. Property required not in pos­
session of the Crown to he taken anti 
paid for by arbitration.

(7) The Company has the right to 
build telephones between the factor­
ies, and piers and workshops.

<8) Phosphate rock, pyrites, elect-. 
rodes, soda and* bags far packages are 
admitted free of duty into the Colony.

<9) Coal for use to connection with 
the Company’s work in Labrador is 
admitted duty free.

(10) The Company agrees to sell 
at its works at wholesale prices, and 
deliever the same at all railway sta­
tions in Newfoundland, and at Ports 
of call where the Reid Newfoundland 
Company's steamers now call, its fer­
tilizer, freight free.

(11) All damages to crown land to 
be paid for and settled by arbitration.

(12) Renewal of lease if not deter­
mined by 99 years.

(13) The Company undertakes to 
begin actual construction operations 
within two years of the date of the 
agreement, and expend the sum of 
$5,000,000 within the Island of New­
foundland within five years. Failure 
to begin or expend renders the agree­
ment null and void.

(14) Dams to be constructed with 
proper log sluices for the passage of 
salmon and fish. Use of the waters 
by the public continues as heretofore.

(15) The company will provide 
cranes for lifting boats over dams.

Birds in War.
HOW THEY SAVE LIVES.

A sailor recently stated that sea­
gulls are very useful for betraying 
the whereabouts of a submarine. 
When the birds discern a periscope 
they rise in a flock from the water’s 
surface and circle round it, uttering 
shrill cries. This performance at­
tracts the attention of the crew of 
any neighbouring ship, which gener­
ally results in the submarine being 
discovered.

Whilst seagulls are unconsciously 
aiding sailors, parrots are carrying 
out equally useful work for soldiers. 
Ii has been discovered that parrots 
have an extraordinary faculty for an­
ticipating the approach of aircraft. 
Before an aeroplane has come with­
in range of the human eye, the feath­
ered alarum becomes violently agi­
tated and shrieks incessantly. There 
are a number of parrots in cages on 
the top of the Eiffel Tower in Paris, 
whose duty consists in giving warn­
ing of the approach of hostile air­
craft.

For many years caged canaries 
have been used in mines for the pur­
pose of betraying dangerous escapes 
of. gas from the coal fissures, and this 
practice has now been extended to 
submarines. This breed of bird oc­
cupies an important position in 
many under-water vessels, for can­
aries are quickly rendered uncon­
scious by poisonous gases, which are 
likely to suffocate a submarine's 
crew unless speedily detected.

In France, where the wooded state 
of the country results in fights in 
forests being frequent, wild birds 
often provide artillery observers 
with clues as to the whereabouts of 
hidden batteries. Birds rise in flocks 
fiom trees in the vicinity of which 
guns are being fired, and when there 
is a lull in the activities of the con­
cealed artillery many of them, pro­
bably with an eye to their nests, re­
turn to their former perches. A 
trained observer can quickly tell, 
from the erratic movements of flocks 
of birds over woods or foliage, the 
approximate locality of gun batteries 
hidden from his view.

BRITISH CONSUL IX NEW VOHK 
ISSUES STATEMENT.

Knows Nothing of Request From 
England to Send Men Across.

New York, April 15.—Sir Courtnay 
W. Bennett, British Consul General 
here, in a statement last night, de­
clared that the consulate had no 
knowledge of rqeuests recently re­
ported to have been made for work­
men to be sent from this country to 
Great Britain to take the places in 
industrial establishments of those 
who are at the front. In connection 
with this report it was stated that 
200 workmen already had sailed for 
England. Sir Courtnay says he has 
been deluged with inquiries but that 
hr knows nothing of the proposed
arrangement,
