THE BATTLE
OF VERDUN.

France has good cause

for jubilation in the re-

capture of Fleury, and if

nearby Thiaumont falls
to her also, it will mark a triumph as
great as any that has been achieved
on the Somme. This is truer, too,
from the German than -from the
French point of view. Such stress of
its importance has been laid on the
battle of Verdun by the German Staff
that its name has almost an hypnotic
influence on the German people. The
Somme offensive has been represent-
ed as something quite subordinate.
Let them take heart in the face of
inconsiderable Franco-British advan-
ces there: when they are held up
definitely (which will be soon), the
attack on Verdun will be resumed
with its former strength and courage
and pushed to its inevitable suctcess.
This is precisely the consolation that
the German nation has had adminis-
tered to it during the -past month,
and like the good obedient mnation it
is, it has taken the crumb of comfort
and kept silence.

Now it was long ago abundantly
eyident to the Freneh that the Ger-
mans never would take Verdun, un-
less the former chose for tactical
reasons to abandon it to them. They
have not so chosen, because Verdun is
one of those instances in which what
is called the moral effect of a certain
event can be balanced against, and
may outweigh, the purely tactical one.
The moral effect on the French, who
thoroughly understana the position,
of the abandonment ¢f Verdun, would

upon the Germans of severe reverzes
to their arms there  would be -far-
reaching. Undoubtedly the French
success has been due largely “to the
diversion at the Somme, but it must

the first aims of that offensive.

We shall watch closely develop-
ments at Verdun. If the Crown
Prince’s forces are driven back here,
if they relinquish Thiaumont, Vaux
and Douaumont in gueccession, it will
truly be the beginning of the end.
The achievements 0f the British and
French before Bapaume and Peronne
have been tremendous, but their real
extent can be measured only by the
command of either side and expert
military men. The German layman
can see from his map the trifling
distance we have gone and feel re-
assured that it marks the failure of a
final effort. But this cannot apply to
Verdun. Even the Gérman layman
knows that here the Germans are at-
tacking, amd the loss of Fleury is not
a step towards the taking of Verdun.
We are among those who believe that
the end of the war will be hastened
when the whole German nation realis-
es its true position. Nothing will
bring about that realization more ef-
fectually than clear and convincing
proof that the campaign against Ver-
dun, the war within the war, has fail-
ed.

Our Resolution.

It was impossible for any-

one who attended yester-

day’'s meefing to come

away unmoved; it will be
impossible for anyone to read un-
stirred the text of the speeches there
delivered, though voice and gesture
ar_ld impressive setting be absent.
Yet it may not be thought superfluous
or invidious if we point out briefly
the essential meaning of it all.

Yesterday was an anniversary, the
celebration of the greatest event in
the history of the Empire. But it was
not to review the past but to look for-
ward to the future that we were sum-
moned together. The citizens of St.
John’s, and of every village and ham-
let in the island, met to pass a resolu=-
tion. It was well worded. We re-
corded our “inflexible determination
to econtinue the struggle to a vie-
torious end.” These are words of ac-
tion. The resolution was made; it
must be Kkept.

The keynote of it all was struck
when the Acting Premier, Mr. J. R.
Bernett, abandoning his manuscript,
spoke from liis heart and said, “ a
fortnight ago we sent 500 men across
to fill the ranks; very soon we shall
send 500 more. We shall send 509
more after that, and shall continue to
send them until no more are re-
quired.” That was not merely the
spirit of the country: it was our re-
solution in concrete form. There is

And how- many
tricks of manner
that the casual
observer would

position, are noth-
ing at all but
signs of shyness.
We naturally associate shyness and
diffidence with a retiring manner and
. few words.
Yet the worst sufferer from diffi-
dence I ever knew is a noisy and in-
cessant talker.

Yon Would Think She Was Forward’
And Froward.

She talks about herself, she reveals
things that she ought to have Kkept
secret, she makes inept remarks, she
pitches her voice too high, she con-
tradicts people, 'she laughs too much.

Naturally she has a reputatiou for
being forward and pushing. As a
matter of fact, she is so diffident that
she cannot control and handle her-
sclf, and this apparent forwardness is
nothing at:all but nervousness re-
sulting from that diffidéence. After-
wards she often suffers agonies of re-

gret for her own awkwardness and |

seeming presumption, and *cries ,half
the night over some -inept “thing she
has said.

In the preface to Fanny.-Burney’s
diary there is an mterestmg passage,
Pearing on this point.

“Her diffidence,” says the commen-
tator, referring to Fanny, “ran in the
family.

by excessive diffidence.”

Pride is another quality for which
shyness is often taken.

There was a girt in college whom
we all shunned because she was so
proud.

And So We Punished Her.

“If she thinks we aren’t good en-
ough for hér,” we said, “we Wwon't
bother her.”

I have since found out that the chief
thing she desired in college was
friendship, but that she had been
brought up' almost ‘entirely among
older people and did not know how to
meet younger people on their own
ground.

The resulting diffidence we took for
pride and treated her accordingly.

Those who suffer from diffidence
and shyness have enough to contend
with without any harsh judgments
from others.
