NEW MAP OF EUROPE.
PARIS, March 3.

A new map of Europe is rapidly 
taking form and within a week, the 
frontiers of the old states will largely 
be defined as they are to appear in 
the Peace Treaty and the successive 
documents fixing territory limits.

Is Bolshevism
Spreading?

The internal situation in Germany, 
at least, is an answer to the question 
Is Bolshevism., Spreading; for late 
news despatches tell us that there is 
demoralization in that country at 
present which is the outcome of the 
dangerous and rapid growth of that 
cult, and it is reported that there 
are many contributing causes to the 
spread of Bolshevism, the principal 
ones being lack of food, unemploy­
ment, the numbers of people out of 
work being daily on the increase, 
end it is feared that there is a strong 
tendency toward Anarchy, which Is 
the terminal point of Bolshevism. Ap­
parently the Government is unable 
to do anything whatsoever to place a 
check on lawlessness or to improve 
the conditions which have produced 
the unhappy state in which Germany 
finds herself; and thus is there an­
other intricate problem created for 
the Allies, or the Peace Conference, 
a problem the solution of which has 
to be found ere there can be any 
peace settlement with Germany. No 
permanent peace can be concluded 
with a country seething with révolu-, 
tion and disorder, and it may yet 
happen that the Allied army of oc­
cupation may have given it the task 
of restoring order and quiet, a task 
at once of great magnitude and 
length; for in the event of it com­
ing to pass a general war may be pre­
cipitated as the German Soldiers 
Councils will undoubtedly resist any 
attempt of such a nature, no matter 
how beneficial it might be in the end.- 
Meanwhile the German National As­
sembly at Weimar appears to be at­
tending to some kind of legislative 
construction, but it is clear that there 
is a great deal .more talk than work. 
The Colonial question has come under 
some discussion and herein maybe is 
another obstacle, for the National 
Minister of German Colonies, states 
his willingness to submit the Ger­
man Colonies question to any im­
partial and non-partisan commission, 
on the basis of Wilson’s fourteen 
points, deliberately forgetting that 
Germany will not be allowed to have 
anything to say in the matter of their 
disposal. The present German Gov­
ernment do not seem to recognize 
that the fate of German Colonies 
taken in the war is no longer in their 
hands.

From Russia comes press reports 
of horrible and unspeakable brut­
alities by Bolshevists, who now num­
ber sailors among their adherents, 
the cruelties of these being in excess 
of any perpetrated by the military 
element. Dr. William Chapin Hunt­
ington, formerly Commercial Attache 
to the American Embassy in Petro- 
grad, who was called to give evi­
dence before the United States Sen­
ate Committee, investigating Bol- 
Bolshevism as it exists in the Ameri­
can Union, said that the crimes of 
this organization in Russia have uot 
been in the slightest degree exagger­
ated, even by those people who made 
the most appalling reports about 
them. His testimony confirmed, the 
reports already received, and it was 
based not only upon official docu­
ments but on personal observation. 
According to Dr. Huntington, Bol­
shevism is organized murder and 
theft, and perhaps it is this which 
makes it so attractive to the thous­
ands and millions in Russia, who 
have been so long enslaved and kept 
in the subjection of poverty and 
misery.

Bolshevism, which had its origin 
in Germany has spread rapidly over 
all the late despotic countries of 
Europe. Russia was fertile soil, but 
the seed sown there by the German 
agents has been blown back and the 
growth of the Bolshevik movement 
in the country of our late,—and who 
knows it not at present—enemy has 
been influenced and fostered by 
those who desire a return of the 
Hohenxollems and the restoration of 
that autocratie and bloodstained 
house. Of all the miseries brought 
upon other countries by Germany, 
nono perhaps are so great as those at 
present produced within her borders 
by the spread Of Bolshevism which 
has proved itself a boomerang.

Business Lecture.
At 4 o’clock yesterday afterpoon 

Mr. C. F. Bond, representative of the 
National Cash Register Co., Dayton, 
Ohio, delivered an address to the 
senior school children of the city.

Dr. Blackall, Supt of Education (C. 
of B.), introduced the speaker to the 
children and impressed upon the 
boys and girls present, the need of at­
tending and learning everything pos­
sible about business. The lantern 
slides and movie picture were well 
received, and were an education in 
merchant enterprise. Three prizes of 
$5.00, $3.00 and $2.00 were offered for 
the three best essays written by any 
one present on the impressions re­
ceived. Mr. Currie, Editor of the 
Daily News, will be judge of the es­
says.

In addition, Hon. John Anderson 
will give a fountain pen for the best 
example of penmanship among the 
competitors in the three prize essays.

Mr. Kiely, Proprietor of the Nickel 
Theatre, kindly volunteered to oper­
ate ^te^schine both in the afternoon 
and wiSfc^/iiBht when the lecturer 
spoke to s' large • audience of more 
than 1,000 (merchants and clerks. 
(Many of our most prominent busi­
ness men being present.)

By the aid of stereopticon slide and 
motion pictures Mr. Bond illustrated 
the difference between careless meth­
ods and systematic business. He said 
that last year 11,900 merchants in the 
United States only, failed and 33 per 
cent of these failed because of lack 
of up-to-date methods. The lecturer 
laid special stress on “newspaper ad­
vertising.” He asserted that no other 
mode was better adapted for the mer­
chant of selling his goods than by a 
good advertishing policy. When ad­
vertising, he Ridded, always do so in 
simple plain words, and if possible 
always have the same newspaper 
space, and same type, and run a con­
tinuous advertisement. He also re­
ferred to the importance of window 
display, showing by pictures how 
much more taking and valuable, fin­
ancially, as well arranged, artistic 
window display was.

The movie picture : “The Troubles 
of a Merchant” was eloquent of a 
failure due to lack of system, and of 
success assured by up-to-date and 
efficient business methods. This film 
was prepared by, the Essanay Com­
pany especially for the National Cash 
Register Co. at a cost of $30,000. The 
picture shows how that under the in­
stallation of a good system the mer­
chant became a man, and not a ma­
chine. He lost his air of worry and 
gained financial profit and vigorous 
health and this general air of pros- 
nerity passed to the clerks, as they, 
too, received extra wages, even as 
they showed their ability to earn the 
same. The film showed the absolute 
need of courtesy and attention on the 
part of the clerks.

The National Cash Register, as por­
trayed by the film is undoubtedly “the 
thing” for the merchant of the future.

The Hon. John Andersoon presided 
at the evening lecture, and introduc­
ing the speaker said two problems 
faced St. John's to-day, the housing 
problem and the troubles of the mer­
chant, and he introduced Mr. Bond 
with pleasure, feeling that he would 
solve some of the merchant’s diffi­
culties and we feel sure that all of 
those who attended will benefit from 
what they saw and heard last night 
at the Casino.

Lecture in Synod Hall.
Those who attended the Synod Hall 

last night were treated to another 
splendid lecture on the history of the 
Church of England. The chair was 
taken by H. Y. Mott, Esq., who said 
that it gave him great pleasure to 
act as Chairman, and particularly so 
in that it was one of those occasions 
on which the people of all the' city 
parishes were invited to come togeth­
er. He loved unity and longed for 
the day that would see us more united. 
He then introduced the lecturer, who 
took as his subject. “Resistance to 
Church and King.” In his opening 
remarks it was pointed out that the 
Church of England had received some 
hard blows. The invasion of the 
Angles and Saxons had destroyed and 
robbed her of many of her churches 
and much property, driving her into 
the fastnesses of the west But in­
stead of sitting still, she soon reor­
ganized herself and, becoming strong­
er than before, converted her conquer­
ors. Her next encounter was with 
the papacy, against which she carried 
on a long and weary struggle, but at 
length, after several revolutions, came 
out of the ordeal with her Catholicity 
intact. Her greatest loss at this time 
was her relegation of the Blessed Sac­
rament from its right position in the 
public worship of the Church to an 
inferior position and the substitution 
of Morning Prayer in its place. The 
lecturer then dealt with another seri­
ous blow at the National Church; this 
one came from a different quarter al­
together, from Puritanism. It was 
shown how John Knox, having be­
come an ardent disciple of Calvin at 
Geneva, returned from the conti­
nent and gained control of the Scotch 
Church, introducing therein the pres­
byter form of government to the ex­
clusion of the Catholic and ancient 
Episcopate ; and how, in the reign of 
James I„ the Puritans attempted, but 
without success, to gain control of the 
Church of England. Coming to the 
reign of Charles I., the lecturer said 
that by this time the Puritans had 
gained considerable influence in Par­
liament and were more inclined to 
obtain control of the Church than to 
deal with matters pertaining to the 
civil affairs of the Kingdom. Charles 
was able at first to deal with this 
awkward situation, but lost all con­
trol during the sitting of the Long 
Parliament, who eventually took the 
affairs of the Church into their own 
hands, substituting “The Westminster 
Assembly” for Convocation, and the 
“Directory of Public Worship” for the 
Prayer Book. In the civil war which 
ensued between Charles and his Par­
liament, it was the Church that suf­
fered most. At Chichester Cathedral, 
which was sacked by the Parliamen­
tary forces, there was left not so 
much as a curtain for the pulpit, nor 
a chalice for the Blessed Sacrament. 
Organ, alter rails, the Table of- Com­
mandments were all smashed to at­
oms by the Puritan soldiers. The 
clergy were pressed to sign the cov­
enant for exclusion of the ancient 
Episcopate, but be it said to their 
everlasting honour that the vast ma­
jority absolutely refused, preferring 
deprivation to perjury, expulsion to 
the betrayal of the Church for which 
their fathers had fought and died.

Beautiful pictures were put on the 
screen illustrating the events refer­
red to. At the close of the lecture 
reference was made to the executing 
of Charles by the Parliamentary party 
and the Cromwellians. But events are 
written for our learning. Only once 
was the Church of England tempor­
arily overwhelmed, but the throne im­
mediately tottered and fell. It is no 
marvel, therefore, that we believe the 
welfare of the monarchy and our pre­
sent constitution to be closely bound 
np in the Church’s prosperity.

The lecture closed with the singing 
of the National Anthem.

A Suggestion.
In view of the fact that consider­

able crushing and crowding always 
takes place in St. John’s whenever 
whereever a theatre or nickel opens, 
•we suggest this plan to the police. 
This method is that used in large cib­
les over the world, and in one con­
nection, at least in St. John’s plso. 
When the coastal boats are loading 
freight, the horses and carts bringing 
the freight to the wharf are not per­
mitted to crowd around the entrance 
to the wharf but must line along the 
street, skirting the curb, extending 
on either side of the entrance.

CARE OF THE CHILD.
The child Is the completion of the 

family—the bond by which the hearts 
of husband and wife are bound ioj 
gethor, by which their aspirations 
are attained their interests coalesced 
and united. For this end was the mar­
riage state instituted and blessed by 
the Creator/ It is at once the privil­
ege and the duty of parents to watch 
over the child from tenderest years, 
to guard and foster the development 
of its variousYfaculties, to sow the 
seeds of virtue and truth in virgin 
soil fresh and pure from the hand of 
Omnipotence.

“meantime whilst it is unsolved we 
“are paying a heavy toll in disease, 
“‘ill-health and misery amongst our 
“people. The problem has had to be 
“faced in all cities, and it should not 
“be impossible of solution here. The 
"outlay would be more than repaid in 
"the physical and moral health of 
“the community. Whilst under pre- 
"sent conditions ail concerned suffer, 
“the children suffer more than others, 
“and the ill-effects of these unfavour- 
“able conditions are bound to be 
“manifest in the next generation of 
"our people.”

Two years have elapsed since these 
words were written, and though the 
necessity is admitted on all sides, no 
improvement has been effected, 
housing conditions in certain sec­
tions are a disgrace to the city. This 
is a matter that would seem to call 
imperatively and immediately for 
united effort and action on the part of 
all interests and sections in the com­
munity as well as for the assistance 
of the State amongst whose most 
valuable assets must ever be reckon­
ed the health and happiness of its 
citizens. It sureli should be possible 
for corporate enterprise with the ac­
tive sympathy of the State to evolve 
some comprehensive system whereby 
the housing problem could be dealt 
with on an extensive scale, and bet­
ter homes at reasonable rentals pro­
vided for large numbers of our peo­
ple in St. John’s. Until this is done 
despite the commendable efforts that 
are being made by the health authori­
ties to bring about a decline in in­
fantile mortality and to combat the 
spread of Tuberculosis, we must in­
evitably continue to pay our heavy 
toll In disease, misery and death.

Thence arose the once uni- 
ïrsal custom of saluting a sneezer 
ith “God bless you!” or “May you 
re long!” The custom still obtains 
t some parts of the Continent.
In England not only was a sneezer 
lessed, but friends raised their hats 
i him as well. In an old book, “The 
ode of Condust,” it is directed that 
f his lordship sneezes ye are not to 
iwl out ‘God bless you!’ but bow to 
im handsomely.” All over the 
orld the sneeze was recognized. 
rhole nations were under Orders to 
ake exclamations when their king 
teezed.
Sneezing was believed to be a sure 
ire for hiccough, and was also look- 
l upon as a sign of sanity. If 
icient and universal belief goes for 
lything, it is good to sneeze.

Walpole relates how on one occa­
sion Pitt summoned the Duke of New­
castle and read him a lecture. The 
Duke first sat down on the bed, as 
the warmest place .then drew his legs 
into it as he got colder. As Pitt’s 
harangue continued to an uncon­
scionable length, the nobleman final­
ly fairly lodged himself under the 
bedclothes, and the person who told 
the tale, suddenly coming in, was as­
tonished to see the two Ministers in 
bed, Pitt’s long nose and black beard, 
unshaven for some time, giving the 
completing touch to a most grotesque 
picture.

Animal Tools.

Mother Ships of the Navy

Much has been written about “Q- 
boats,” "U-boat chasers,” and many 
other mysterious craft which go to 
build up our Navy, but little or no­
thing has been said about those won­
derful floating stores which “mother­
ed” the destroyers and submarines 
during their ceaseless vigilance of the 
sea.

Daily -some unit of onr sure shield 
which sajdly needed repair would 
range alongside the massive “mother 
ship” to receive her kindly attentions, 
and before many hours were passed 
her hurts would be effectively healed, 
for everything essential for the repair 
of small fighting craft is to be found 
on board the parent vessel. ' 

Floating Hospitals.
Smiths’ shops, fitted with forges 

and steam-hammers, electrical stores, 
and carpenters’ shops—all are here, 
and even everything necessary for 
feeding the flotilla men is also to be 
found, including a huge bakery, a 
provision store, and a canteen.

There is also a “sick bay” on board 
where the sick seamen are tended 
with just as much care as they would 
be were they on terra-firma. An 
operating theatre is kept in constant 
preparation in case of emergency— 
with naval thoroughness nothing is 
overlooked.

Ship Cinemas.
A man-of-war often carries her own 

cinema apparatus, but there is no 
room on destroyers, for such luzuries, 
consequently at night the parent ship 
as often as not rigs up an awning and 
the men come on board for a picture 
show.
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Cabinet Meetings in Bed.
Perhaps the most curious Cabinet 

nestings were those held during the 
premiership of Pitt, who was a great 
sufferer from gout.

A printing-press has a 
fly, the first locomotives had a grass­
hopper valve motion, and butterfly 
valves are common.

Herring*-bone gears are used by the 1 
best builders; turtles fit printing- 
press cylinders, and fly-wheels are 
running aU over the world. In drill­
ing, even, an old man is called into 
service, and doctors prevent faulty 
lathe-work.

On a Cherry Stone.
It is remarkable how very popular 

cherry-stones have always been with 
people who aimed at breaking the 
record for minuteness—people of the 
type of those who write the Lord’s 
Prayer, the Ten Commandments, the 
Beatitudes, and the Twenty-third 
Psalm on a threepenny-bit.

Just imagine the labour and skill 
required to paint a landscape worthy 
of a minor Gainsborough or a second- 
class Constable on the flattened sur­
face of a cherry-stone. Yet this has 
been done, and by a lady, too. Prob­
ably none but the fair sex would have 
the patience!

If one applies one’s best eye tor a 
big magnifying- glass the landscape 
can be seen in all its detail. There is 
a windmill, the miller and his daugh­
ter, a cart, horse, and man, several 
trees, one water-wheel, and quite a 
lot of water. How’s that for a cherry­
stone?

But it has been beaten. Once upon 
a time a man set to work and carved 
the heads of 124 popes and kings on a 
single stone. The former could be 
distinguished from the latter by 
means of mitres and crowns, which 
were all visible ejfen to the naked 
eye! But it must-be confessed that 
to tell Pius IX. ifrom Alfred the 
Great needed a microscope. *

I heard the most of his 
addresses during the week, and I 
heard one 6f his Sunday morning 
talks in George Street Church ; and 
when one thing was taken with an­
other, and the whose story reviewed, 
perhaps the good people who did not 
like to see him in the pulpit, had the 
best of the argument on their side. 
The pulpit is the highest battle­
ground of Christian teaching; and 
only the very best talent, and most 
consecrated piety, should get a 
chance to occupy it—it is just possi­

Of D. Banks McKenzie’s visit to 
St. John’s, there was one outstanding 
feature which outshone all his other 
efforts.

But, it did not matter 
i much after all who criticised; because 
if it went off under the most perfect 
management, and at an hour to suit 
all the people, there would still be 
found that little circle of dissatisfied 
people, who see no good in anything 
that does not meet their ideas. While 
we think that such things look child­
ish, we must also agree that such a 
procession as that headed by D. 
Banks McKenzie had several good 
features in it.

k For many years after the departure 
of Mr. McKenzie, the work which he 
inaugurated was continued, and many 
a weak man was helped to carry out 
his resolves, and to do his share for 
the furtherance of temperance reform 
in general. But Banks McKenzie was 
not the only temperance lecturer 
which came to our city, about the date 
of which we write. Just before him 
we had a visit from Mr. Hutchings, 
and just after him we had a visit 
from Paul R. Seney. Both of those 
good men were enthusiasts in their 
work, and they threw their whole be­
ing into it, and spoke with a force 
and emphasis, which at once brought 
conviction and resulted in decision.

Such were some of the men who 
came to us in the past, and though 
they have long elept, and their names 
are now unspoken, the good work 
which they did still remains, and 
someone, somewhere is the better be­
cause of what they said. They work­
ed for the work’s saké? They believed 
in the welfare of their fellows. They 
did their part. They labored, and 
others have entered into their labors.
