Why india Swaliows
the World’s Gold

and Silver

One of the strangest of the many
curious problems presented by In-
dia “is her perpetual accumulation
of the precious metals,” we read in
The “Outlook. At this very time,
“while gold and = silver hawe been
flowing in upon us in an embarrass-
ing stream, India is the only country
to divert part of that stream, and
also import gold and silver directly
from us in considerable quantity,
Recently India drew from us
760,000 in a gingle gold shipment,
and last year.she took 36.7 million
fine ounces of silver, double the
amount forwarded from the United
States during the previous year.”
Now the serious part of this, we are
told, is the fact that probably “none

of the gold and silver we send to In--

dia will return.” The same thing is
true of gold taken by India from
other nations,
time and for centuries past. “India
has always been a world harvester
and hoarder of the precious metals.”
What accounts for' this accumulation
of gold and silver in a country “so
poor that education can be given
only to a few, while a great number
exist on the border of starvation?”
Here is the explanation, as it ap-
pears to the writer in The Outlook:

India has always been able to ex-
bort a-surplus of valuable raw ma-
terials, and until recently world-
famous hand-made textiles. But,
owing largely to- the hot . climate,
hitherto her mneeds from foreign
marketg have been almost nil. Henee

'How Denmark Deals
With Drunken Driver:

The police in Copenhagen have
adopted the plan of submitting cases
of alleged drunkenness in motor
drivers to examination by a medical
specialist. This gentleman, Dr. J.
Fog, of the Untversity of Copen-
hagen, states, as reported in The
British~ Medical Journal (London),
that from June, 1922, to June, 1924,
he examined 200 cases of alleged
drunkenness in motor drivers whose
conduct had brought' them within
the purview of the police. We read:
These 200 cases were classified ac-
cording as they were drunk (43),
slightly under the influence of alco-
hol "(121), or sober (36). Some of
the 36 may well have taken eufﬂ-i
cient alcohol to disturb their balance
and judgment, but it was considered |
advisable in borderland weases not to
venture on a verdict likely to be up-
set in the event of an appeal. Only
three- of the drivers were under the
ageé of 20, and only six were over 50;
sixty-five drivers were classed as|
“private persons,” the remainder be-
ing professionals. Analysis of the
cases brought out the interesting
fact that the frequency with which
Copenhagen motor drivers fall into
the hands of the police on the sus-
picion of drunkenness varies great-
1y from hour to hour. It might have
been thought that as most motoring
is done in daylight most of the ar-
rests would océur between 8 am.
and 8 p.m.; but only 71 of the men
whom Dr. Fog examined came. be-
fore him during these twelve hours.
Among the night hours, the two-
hour period, to 2 am., was. the
one most crowded with medical ex-
aminations, 42 (or 81 per cent. of
the total) being made at this .tifne.
At first about forty-five minutes
were required for each examination,

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British Justice

“If you ask a Yoruba in Lagos,
a Bechuana in the Kalahari
Desert, a Creole in the West In-
dies, a Singalese in Ceylon or an
indigenous inhabitant of any
territory in the scattered De-
pendencies of the British Com-
monwealth what is the unques-
tioned benefit his people have re-
ceived at the hands of the Brit-
ish race, he will, in nine cases
out of ten, say—DBritish justice.”

The above remark was made
by a writer in a recent issue of
the Contemporary Review. There
is nothing original or startling
in what he says, antl in fact most
of us would be inclined to take
umbrage with anyone who at-
tempted to dispute the state-
ment. In these days we take jus-
tice for granted to such an ex-
tent that when we hear of an
action committed elsewhere that

does not conform to the standard |

by which our. conduet is gov-
erned, and which we expect |
without fail of those who govern
us, it attracts our attention as
something out of the ordinary, |
and we feel highly indignant
even though the injustice does
not affect us in the slightest.

,Back to the earliest times jus-
tice has been the foundation of
our national life—in religion,
government, and in business,
and as the British people have
extended their influence to the
utmost corners of the earth,
they have insisted that those
whom they rule or with whom
they deal shall interpret in the
same spirit as themselves their
duty to their neighbour.

There have been occasions in
the past when for a time some
form or another of oppression
has gained the upper hand, but
so strongly is implanted in the
race the feeling that tyranny in
any form is abhorrent, sooner or
later, and sooner rather than
later, it has been banished from
our 'midst. This insistence on
justice shows itself even in our
earliest childhood. One of the
first and strongest objections
raised by a youngster to this or
that act is that it is not fair, and
as childhood is succeeded by
youth it is the oge and only law
that governs his games. .

In these days when politics,
sectarianism and competition in
every walk of life figure so
prominently in our public and
private activities it can do us no
harm occasionally to produce the
standard made by our fathers
and see whether we measure up
to it. It has been the secret of
the success which has made the
British race the greatest Colo-
nists the world has ever seenm,
and it remains now for us to
mnmtam and chcruh tlm 'lut.

The Tariff Question.

On the tariff situation in Canada he
pointed out our responsibility to the
great number 6f men and women who
depend on our factories for a liveli-
hood and noted that these factories
| could not operate properly under the
menace of tariff reductions. The urgent
need for stability was stressed.

Immigration

In touching on the  immigration
question the spéaker said that the
first people to enter Canada in any
number must be farmers and these
would only he attracted if \farming
could be carried out at a profit. While
farming in Canada during the last
few years had not been generally
profitable, he hoped that from now
on it would give reasonable returns.
In this case, a prover immigration
policy would be well rewarded. If
Canada secured a good number of new
farm settlers, the way would be again
open’ for our factories to operate sat-
isfactorily, the exodus of Canadians
to the United States would be stonped,
and eventually the country would be
able to absorb newcomers of the in-
dustrial class. A general revival of
business in Canada is almost entirely
dependent upon development along
these lines,

Sir Herhert came out strongly in

| zard to the export of pulpwood. As
{ Canada urgently renuires everv dollar
| of earning power it ean possibly se-
| cure, he thought it foolish to export
| large amounts of pulpwood in the raw
state. While an embargo on exports
was perhaps too drastic a measure, he
did advocate an adequate export tax
whichwhich would result in the fur-
ther development of-the paper making
industry in Canada and the provision
of more work for. Canadians.

The problem of our excessive rail-
way milgage was referred to and the
appointment of a commissien of ex-
perts to investigaté and make a re-
port) of the whole railway situation
with the object .of lightening the
stupendous burden under which we
are now laboring, was suggested.

On the subject of bank amalgama-
tions, Sir Herhert stated that one of
the reasons for such changes was the
ldck of profit in banking in Canada to-
day. Opportunities to reduce over-
head costs through amalgamation
were, therefore ,taken advantage of.
Income and business taxes paid by
The Roval Bank of Canada increased
from $120,000 in 1914 to $805,278 in
1924 exclusive of any amounts pald
on lands and buildings.

The decrease in egommercial loans
in Canada was accounted for by the
general gla¢ckening off in business and
the absence of demand for credit for
new enterprises. In this connection
Mr. Neill stated that the’ bank  had
made a special effort to provfde all
borrowing customers. with their legi-
timate reauirements, that liberal sup-
port had bheen given _when iustified,
and that everything reasonably pos-
sible was being done to provide
credit for the development of the ag-
ricultural, manufacturing and other
imnortant industries of the country.

Mr. Neill pointed out that net profits
for the year were satisfactory, due to
the increase in assets and to the sub-
stantial profits arising from the
bank’s {ntcrnatl‘c’mal business.

Speaking of the bank’s holding of
Govermrment securities, he said, “You
will be interested to know that our
present holding of short term Gov-
ernment and Munieipal securities
exceeds $78,500,000, and I
vou will approve of our policy of
holding sucH a very substantial liquid
reserve.”

Outlook Ts Encouraging.

In referring to conditions in Can-
yada and other countries where the
bank is represented, he stated that
while 1924 had not been a good busi-
ness vear in Canada, the outlook for
the future was encouraging, chiefly
because of the rise in price of agri-
cultural products, notably wheat. As
for the foreign business of the Bank.
it was particularly satisfactory and
profitable, . s
