— .ncluding two of hay, the produce of 37
acrss of land, and weighing 6000 stones—
were totally consumed. On Saturday,
Oct. 5th, there was again a great fire, this
time on Dodridge Farm, East Lothian,
belonging to Mr Archibald Ainslie. In
the course of two hours a valuable mill
and meal-house, a straw house and exten-
sive ranges of cattle sheds, were destroy-
ed. Nothing could be discovered to ex-
| plain the cause of this fire. Thursday,
i 10th Oct., was the date of another great

conflagration, this time,son Mr Mitchell
| Innes’s farm-steading at Phantassie, near
| East Linton. This occurrence caused the
i demolition of a thrashingmill, a barn,
I'and several other buildings: and no ex-
planation could be given of the origin of
the fire. The next disaster recorded was
| that in the stackyard at Melvilld Grange,
near Dalkeith, which oceurred on the ev-
ening of Friday, Oct. 11th. Damage was
done by this conflagration—which, it is
beyond all doubt, was raised by an incen
diary—to the amount of £1000. A week
| afterwards, flour and meal mill at Omochie
near Monifieth, was burned down, a con-
siderable destruction of grain being in-
volved in the loss, which was estimated
at about £1000. Then, on Monday, Oct.
21st, occurred the incendiary fire at Loch-
end, near Edinburgh, whereby 8 stacks of
wheat and four of rakings were destroy-
ed. The damage is estimated at from

£800 to £1000, but the loss is covered by |

insurance. A man named Watson has
surrendered himselt to the police as the
incendiary in this case. A fire still more
destructive was that at Crookston, near
Inveresk, on Tuesday, Oct. 22nd. By this
disaster the destruction was caused of no
fewer than fifty nine stacks of grain, hay,
and straw, numerous extensive buildings
and a valuable erection of machinery—
the lossin all being egtimated at between
£4000 and £5000.=“Another mysterious
fire has yet to be added to thislist. This
| last occurred on the night of Oct. 23rd,
| shortly after dark, in the stackyard of Mr
| James Edgely. There were fifteen stacks
in the yard, but fortunately two only, and
these rakings, were consumed. There is

Drawing a
distinction between such a criminal
and such an individual as was once
designated the *‘ man-slayer,” we are
of ‘opibion, that the latter is still en-
titled to as lenient a consideration as
he would Lave received in one of the
Qities of Refuge; but the stern de-
eree promulgated against the wilful
murderer, ‘ He that sheddeth man’s
blood, by man shall his blood be shed,”
is as old as the day’s of Moses, and we
oonceive, that age or the New Dispen-
sation has not detracted from its force
nor affected its validity.

““ Small crimes,” said Draco, ‘“‘de-
serve death, and I know of no heavier
punishment for large ones.” But
Draco’s laws were impracticable, un-
fit even for the age in which he lived,
and much less fit for thoge which 101_
lowed. Rigidly_upright himself, he
made no allowance for the failings of

his weaker brethren, and it was abso- |
lutely necessary that allowance should

be made. Successive generations have
modified the criminal laws to make
them accord with the ¢ f civih-
zation, and to draw as civ v i «istine-
tion as possible betwec 11 1« harba-
rity. The thief who  « s eep is
no longer hung up on most
convenient to the scen. ot hi- ¢iime—
as it is right he should v+ ' , but we
are at a loss to see on what grounds
of expediency or moral obligation peo-
ple can claim, that he who deliberate-
ly takes the life of another should es-
cape the penalty due to this crime. It
is not the part of civilization, or even
of christianity to discard the idea of
retribution, but to see that it is right-
eously inflicted, and that justice be
justice, and nota gratification of indi-
vidual or social passion. But there is
a false philosophy, or rather a repre-
hensible weakness prevalent in the
present day, which has a tendency to
weaken justice, and prevent the full
measure of the criminal’s deserts being
meted out to him It is wrong to at-
tempt to secure the slightest mitiga-
tion of the sentence of a culprit in
whose case there is not a single exten-
uating circumstance, it is not charity,
it is not humanity, it is nothing short
of imbecility.

But then communities as well as in-
dividuals fear scandal ; it is very bad
that a man should be murdered in any
particular neighborhood, but it would
be much worse if his murderer should
swing for it—that would be particu-
larly shocking to their morbid sensi-
bilities. These are false notions and
they are mischievous ; we might even
assert that they have been productive
‘of mischief in our country. Is not
crime every day increasing, and does
not a deficieney of spoken and written
abhorrence of it, together with the le-
gal technicalities employed to cloak
the criminal serve to urge it onward ;
The sooner we cease to eviace a dis-
position to overstrain mercy, and
show ourselves ready to surrender the
eriminal to rigid and inflexible justice,
it will beso much the better for us.

We have been led to make these re-
marks by reading a paragraph to the
effoct, that a petition is now being cir-
culated and pretty generally signed
in Kingston, which will be presented
to the Executive praying for a miti-
gation of the sentence of Saxie Allen,
now awaiting execution. A short
time ago the worst of deaths was con-
sidered to be much better than he de-
served, and now those *:ry weu who
clamoured. for his lifc w<ald let him
live—an execution won'’ perhaps be
disgraceful to Kingston.
