TOWN PLOT BUSINESS DEMORALIZED.

The World articles within the past few
days have a bad effect on the Manitoba
town plot schemes, but they have put peo-
Ple on their guard. It was a poor day at
Coate’s yesterday, at the sale of the * far-
famed ” Woodlake city. The scoopers have
nigh killed the goose that laid the golden
egg.
ONTARIO PAPER TOWNS,

Because a place is laid out in town lots
and’ is shown in elaborate plans with high.
sounding-named streets it does not follow
that a man is going to make money if he
nvests money in them. The proof of this
is in the history of Oatario. When the
Grand Trunk boom was abroad, about
thirty years ago, town plots were laid out
at every station and cross roads. - Scarboro’

there is a hotel there and a couple of
houses, and you can gét ail the land you
want for about $60 to $80 an acre. But
when the Grand Trunk was building it
was town-lotted, sold at high prices, and
ruined many a person. A place was, also
laid out as York and to-day you can’t find
it. Mimico, on the west side of the city was
sold off in lots. Land is less than a $100
an acre there to-day. Gordon Brown,
Sandford Fleming and others got up a town
and called it Balmoral, on the Grand
Trunk somewhere between here and Weston.
A great tent was put up, beer flowed as
water, an iumense sale of lots took place,
and every one lost his money. Every cne
seemed mad to buy these lots. You could
not find Balmoral if you went out there
to-day. Malton is a station further up the
Grand Trunk. It was to become a mighty
centre of commerce. Well, lots in the
great (prospective) town of Malton were
sold by auction in Montreal and other
towns for £100 a lot; how they won't
bring $80 an acre. Brampton has
got to be something, but many
a hard-earned dollar was lost there in lots,
One man bought a number of lots there at
between £50 and £60 each ; he held on for
years and years, till finally in 1878 he sold
them at the rate of $100 an acre. Shake-
peare was to be another of these great
towns ; well the remains of the fence posts
round its town lots are still standing.
Tullamore out in Chinguacousy is another
of there towns that never came to a head,
but which ruined many a man. All over
Ontario can be found the marks of there
paper towns. So will it be in Manitoba,

have, since you last met, been greatly in-

A GOSPEL OF AGGRESSION.

Te THE WorLp: Taking it for
granted that the report of Mr. Rain-
ford’s Sunday morning sermon in
St. James’ church is correct, I may, per
haps, be allowed to remark that his
gospel is in reality that of .aggression ;
not, however, that aggressiveness which
he claimed as its special featare. Like

too ‘many of his oratorical efforts, it was a
poor specimen of that straining at sensa-
tionalism which is the bane of the present
day.

An Indusirial President.
In his reminiscences of the Franco-German
war in the January Century, ex-Minister
Washburn sketches the president of the
new republic as follows :—The labors of
Thiers at this time were simply prodigious.

many. Though 75 years old, Thiers entered
upon his duties with juvenile ardor, and
exhibited an activity alike without limit
and wiihout example.  There was little that
escaped him in the administration of the
government. With buta few hours of sleep,
5 o'clock in the morning always found him
at work - his cabinet, in conjunction with
his secretary, his lifelong associate, Bar-
tholemy St. Hilarie, one of the most dis-
tinguished men of France, member of the
French academy, and recently minister of
foreign affairs under President Grevy.
recollect an account given in the papers of
Thiers having once playfully reproached
hig old friend for not having arrived at his
cabinet until after 5 o’clock in the morning.
Often would some minister be surprised to
receive a note asking him to call, in' rela-
tion to some matfer in his department, at
6 o’clock in the morning. - While giving
all his attention to matters of interior ad-
ministration and to public atfairs generally,
Thlers was attending the sessions of the
national assembly and participating in the
discussion of the most important questions-
As M. Jules Simons well says, he was ab.

He
rarely gave himself any vacation. When
the chambers had taken a vacancy, and the
ministers were having their holidays,
Theirs was once asked about a holiday for
himself. **Ah!” said he, ‘“my holiday is
eighteen hours’ work a day.”

MISTLETOE.

T ‘
The History of a Ourious and Interesting Plant.

(From the Pall Malk@azette.) - .
Apart from its real or mythical connec-
tion with the Druids, and its practical use
in modern Christmas festivities, the mistle-

teresting plant. It is a ;uﬁlmlly unéan-
ny-looking thing ; and, no doubt, the un-
canniness of its appearance and mode of
growth has had much'to do with the
place it fills in popular ‘superstitions and
folklore, The bough * quod non sua semi-
nat arbos” is almost the only good exam-
ple of a vegetable parasite to be found in
any northern climate ; so that it has reason-
ably enough attracted a great deal ofat-
tention from all northern people in every
age. Even when detached from the trunk
Of its host, a mistletoe-bough is a curious
object, with its flat opposite pairs of suc-
culent leaves, its jointed green branches,
its suspicious-looking glaucous color, and
its terminal twigs abruptly ending in an
unfinished knob.
Scientifically. speaking, the mistletoe has
afforded an open battlefield for innumerable
systematists. The question whether four
little leaflets in the flower were to be called
petals or calyx-piec itself about ae
important as the quéstion who was Hecuba's
grandmother—has often : cruelly divided
the botanical.world, We now know that
the mistletoe is really exactly, what each of
the contending parties contradictedly as-
serted it to be. Like most other parasitic
plants, the mistletoe derives it origin from
a family of climbers. It is closely connected
with those four-petalled flowers, like the
cornel, dogwood, guelder-rose and  elder,
which compose a perfect network of connect-
ing links between many very distinct
groups of plants. Thesé types, in fact,
form a central station, as it were, from which
diverging branches run out into every direc-
tion. Several of the lines started from
this interlacing centre have taken to climb-
ing habits ; among them are ivy en the
one hand and honeysuckle on the other
{both of which ha been berries much
like those of mislétoe) together with the
little clinging cleavers and bedstraw of our
hedgerows, éhich are somewhat more re-
motely conneeted with the original ances-
tor. But certain allied races, like the
sandalwood family, are parasitic on the
roots of other plants. The ancestor of the
misletoe, which was clearly intermediate
between those two types—whence the dis-
pute as to its proper place in the old linear
arrangement—must have more or lass com-
bined both habits,  It'must have been at
once a creeper and a parasite. In this way
it could ascend the trunks of trees, and then
fasten itself on to the soft tissues of
the bark, at first no donbt by means of
suckers. The wistletoe has become, in the
ordinary but very incorrect language of
botanists, a perfect parasite. The means by
which it has accomplished this change may
still be observed in the existing berry.
Looking closely at the top of the little
white bérry, one can see fonr small blackish
marks, which are the scars left behind by
the four calyx-pieces in- falling off. Thede
scars show the place of the plant beside
such other bushes as the dogwood and the
wayfaring tree. Now, if the berry is cut
open, the inner pulp appears as an extreme-
ly viscid mass of slime—indeed, the very
word “‘viscid” is but the adjective of vis-
cum; and from this pulp birdlime is manufac-
tured. Embedded in the slime is a single
hard seed, The use of such “an arrange-
ment to the mistletoe is easy enougl. to
understand.  Birds eat the berries, and
thus carry the seeds from tree to tree.
Sometimes, no doubt, the fruit simply
clings by its own sticky substance to their
feet or feathers and gets rubbed off when
they alight on another bough; but in other
cases it 18 probably‘swallowed, and the seed
then passes undigested through their
bodies. In either event the plant ob.
tains its desired result, the placing of its
offspring securely in a - proper
position for germinating and fastening on
the tissues of its host. For such a purpose
the giutinous pulp is obviously well adapted.
Most parasites, animal or wvegetabls, have
to Ymduw enormous- numbers of eggs or
seeds, which are simply turned loose any-
where on tho chance that onk or two among
them may happen to light upon its proper
prey. But the possession of a fruit in the
shape of an edible berry, provided with
natural gum to fasten the seed on to the

any such desperate shifts as these. So suc-
cessful has it been, indeed, in getting its
young well started in life that, like many
other berry-bearers which trust to birds for
dispersion, it has actually been enabled to

The Hague and Bismarck.
New York, Jan, 12,—A Berlin despatch

says that Bismarck recently instructed the
German minister at the Hague to make
representations to that government there
respeeting the navigation of the Rhine and
the protection of German fisheries in Datch
waters. The German minister obeyed the
instructions which, it is said were couched
in a haughty and imperious language, and
amounted practically to a demand, The
minister of foreigr. affairs received state-
ments with great coldness, and gave no
angwer indictating a purpose to accede to
the requests. Bismarck then ordered his
minister to demand his passports and péturn
to Berlin. The affiair causes considerable
excitement and may lead to war.
