They pointed ont that this would 
give settlers going in with small capital an 
opportunity to take employment from older 
settlers to enable them tv earn money to 
cultivate their land. At the law now 
stands,if a man leaves bis land for this pur­
pose, be rone a riik of being euchred by the 
claim jumper.

Dr. Orton favored selling the land for 
cash to bona fide settlers ia psree 

than 160, nor less than forty
Mr. Rosa (Liegar) strongly urged that 

the right of pre-emption should be abol­
ished.

Ottawa, April 27—Sir Alex. Campbell

Four People Killed aad Tea Weaaded, 
Several Dangeroasly.

DETitoir, April 27—A freight train 
the Gr and Trunk railway ran into a pas- 
eager Irai» near Olivet this morning. The 
air brakes on the passenger did not work 
properly-and the train stopped. A signal 
was sent back to the freight following. For 
some reason it did not pay attention to the 
signal and thundered into the rear of the 
paasengv-r, shivering two Pullman cars to 
fragments. Conductor P.-J. Wall, Mon­
treal, H. Frye, Englewood, N. J„ W. Hig- 

gin, travelling agent, Ditroit, were killed 
and ten «there injured, some it is feared 
fatally.

■«P®* of Ibe Ontario Bolrd for the week 
Ending April 21.

The principal features of the report of <he On- 
health, for th^week ending April 21,

As remarked in the report, the weather of the 
week began warm and pleasant, a thunder-storm 
occurring on the 16th, accompanied with moderate 
rain in some dUtrbte. Although th-j following date 
were cooler, they were warm Tn the daUimeaad 
cjoI at night. The winds we e, in general, of mod­
erate force, and although very variable they were 
mostly W. and E. in direction. The number of 
hours of direct sunshine registered was 46.5 out of 
possible 96.7.

The ch ef characteristic of the weather of the 
weak is the variable and shifting nature of the 
wind. It has moved f om one point of the compass 
after the other, and along with Ite ch uigee are seen 
the many alterations in the humidity as compared 
with the approach to or distance from the point of 
saturation of the atmosphere. These rapid ch rages 
may in mine degree explain th ) continued high de­
gree of prevalence oi bronchitis. Another factor in 
the prevalence of this disease may be found in tbe 
great prevalence of measles, since the exposure to 
cold of those who have suffered from this is potent 
In producing this too frequently serious sequel. 
Influent * appear» to have somewhat increased since

A handful of bunted, 
homeless nihilist» are able to terrorize all the 
Russians, forcing its emperor to live the 
life of a fugitive and making his very cor­
onation a problem of chance. Jupiter with 
hie lightnings was scarcely more a master of 
the ancent world than is the mob with i'e 
bomb of dynamite, the avenging Fate of 
modern monarchie».

At first glance the dynamite bomb seems 
an implement of fiends, but a closer view 
discovers in it a potent minister of good,
All triumphs of science and invention woi k 
inevitably in the end for the people. It is 
those scientific victories which have made 
the populace of to <lay other than the 
slaves and chattels of the ancient civilrzi- 
tions. But for these “the divine right of 
king»'' would still dominate the world, and 
the great mass would be but cheap material 
to build the tombs for the Pharaohs, Every 
advance in science has given the peuple an 
additional hold of the sceptre of power.
Sometimes by an increase of the general 
wealth, as in the case of the steam engine, 
the loom, the sewing machine, sometimes 
by a general multiplication of the mean» of 
destruction, as in the invention of gunpow­
der, cannon, and fire-arms, making a single 
-man often more formidable than a phalanx 
of ancient swordsmen. Every increase in 
the destructiveness of weapons of war 
hss brought increased respect and im­
portance for the individual war-main r.
Thus to-day the poorest nihilist with his 
dynamite is an object of more considérai i- n 
from the czar and his nobles than would be 
forty thousand serfs of the olden time 
armed simply with staves and forks. As 
direct consequence the |case of these poor 
malcontents would be moie heeded than it 
has been heretofore. Not even proud Eng­
land can escape the alternative. She may 
resist for a time and try laws of excessive 
rigor, but at last she will come to respect 
this hidden force and find it wiser and 
cheaper to cultivate the Irishman's good 
will thau hie ill will.
