Our “Magnificens Water Strotehes.”

The Montreal Gagette gives us what we
tuppose is the official explanation regard-
ing the reimposition of the harbor dues,
The harbor commissioners, or, more ex-
actly, a majority of them, are appointees
of the government, to whom is delegated
the duty of administering a publio trust,
and they have no more power to reduce
the tariff of charges on any class of goods
entering the port than ghey have to de-
olare the navigation of Lske St, Peter free
of tolls. It so happened that at the opening
of tha season of navigation an exéeptional-
ly small quantity of grain was moved from
the west to the seaboard for export to
Great Britain, and that the Canadian route
by reason of canal tolls and other ciroum-
stances obtalned spractically none of the
trade. The grainexport trade of the St. Law-
rence was, in fact, threatened with ex-
tinction for the time being, and with se-
rious derangement throughout the whole
teason, and to avert the loss an agitation
sprang up for the reduction of canal tolls,
and of wharfage dues at Montreal. It was
pointed out that unless vigorous measures
were adopted the government and harbor
commissioners would sutfer the loss of
both revenune and trade, that the fleet of
ocean vessels entering the St. Lawrence
would be materially reduced, and that a
considerable period might elapse before
the transportation facilities thus afforded
could be recovered. The governmens
thereupon decided wisely to retain the
trade at & sacrifice of revenue, which in
no cass could then have been obtained;
the canal tolls were reduced one-half, and
the harbor commissioners were authorised
to reduce the wharfage dues on grain for
three months from seven and a half cents
to one cent per ton. The period of the
latter concession expired on September 1,
aud the old rate of charges thereupon be-
eame operative,

It would not be taking the true patri-
otie, national policy view of this matter,
to say that it eomcerns Montreal only.
The truth is that it comoerns the whole
dominion ; it is the interest of all the
proyinces, not only that the efficiency and
importance of the great Canadian water
route should be maintained, but that the
{Aé: should be made evident to the world.
This great water route of ours, which is
open to all, with no monopoly of its use,
is really our best protection against over:

_ charged by rail. The canals are valuable,
not alone for the good they do, butalso for
the evil they prevent. In the latter way
they save to our farmers and merchants,
every year, several times over, all the in-
terest on their cost; also current expenses.
Our canal system should bs looked upon
&s the material guarantes which we hold
agsinst exorbi‘ant freight rates. But for
this we should quickly see—~what we
shou'd see. We should be at the mercy of
the railway corporations. But the canals,
which are of capacity practically bound-
less, are our insurance against that, Most
important, then, it is, that our great water
way to the ocean should be well em.
ployed, so that its immense eapacity of
transportation should be slways keps in
sight of the commercial world.

A railway may become a monopoly, but
lake, and river, and canal never can.
These water highways are open to any in-
dividual or company that can put vessels
‘on the route., The canals, which make
the connections, without which lake and
river would be of but limited use, are na-
tional works which no monopoly can get
hold of. We, therefore, fully agree with the
Gazette when it says that thers remains to
be dealt with the broader and more impor-
tant question of a permanent reduction of
charges on the St. Lawrence route, to
effect which every influence should be
bent. The commissioners cannot abate in
any particular the dues from which the
revenue is derived without the consent of
the government.  But, in urging initiai
action on tha part of the government,
their hands can be and ought to be
strengthened by a vigorous and well-defined
public opinion, to the creation of which
the energies of the press and the commer-
cial community ought to be constant-
ly directed. We hope that public
opinion will promptly give the government
80 much urging in this direction that we
shall not have long to wait for a thorough-
going national canal policy. Lot us’ges
out of our ‘“‘maguificent water stretches”
all the good there is in them,

British bank, which everybody knew be-
fore they read his letter, Mr. Burns says
that old country .clerks are paid three
times as much salary as is given to those
 in Canada entering business for the first
time, Now, there is no comparison at all
between clerks ocoming from 8cotch banks
and those joining here, as the former serve
au apprenticeship of three or four years in
a Scotch bank—where 1am sure the rules
of diseipline come nearer perfection than
those of which Mr. Burns seems to have
such a high opinion—and they are known
to. be competent hande before they are
brought out, consequently their pay is
much better than that given to those who
enter without experience. I would also
foform Mr. Barns that clerks who come
out to other banks in Canada are paid
equally as well as those of the British
bagk, 50 on this point Mr, Burns is again
astray., Mr. Burns questions the right of
*‘outsiders” to pass an opinion on Mr,
Nowers until they know the facts. Now I
hold that as there are many ‘“‘outsiders”
among the friends of poor Law, who are
as well acquainted with the facts as Mr,
Nowers himself, a great deal better than
Mr, Burns, and who know something that
has not yet come to light, they have & per-
fect right to judge of the causes that led
to poor Law’s death. T do not believe that
it is an injonction of the “superior author-
ity” to bull-doge and tyrannise as wasprac-
ticed towards Mr, Law: Kvery one in »
bank knows that it is the eustom of the
general manager to consult the manager of
the particular brauch previous to removing
one of its clerks. This case secems to
have been the exception, as all-the hard
treatment was done in Toronto office, the
genoral manager expressing surprise when
ipoor Luw asked to be relieved, This at-
tempt of Mr. Burns to exonerate Mr.

A Critigue of Arﬂr‘l-bo' Lynch.

| Sm: In your issue of Monday you
ggivo an account of a discourse dellvered by
'Dr. Lynch on Sunday in St. Michael’s
church, Toronto. In ‘the first place I

| correct, and whether Dr, Lynch said just
what has been reported or something else,
if not correct of course he will be as lib-
erty to correct it ; until this is done the
public has a right to assume that he is cor-
rectly reported, and to deal with it accord-
ingly.

must admit that he has kept tolerably well
to his text, and has equlﬂy well avoided
all Roman doctrine. It ‘was, however,
about Roman doctrine , that people
went to hear, coosequently they were
disappointed when Dr. Lynch so carefully
avoided it. Dr. Lynch is simply doing
what Re ists are tantly trying to
do with the unthinking public, sim;
entrap them. He wishes to make out that
catholic and Roman are synonymous words,
that catholic doctrine and Roman doc-
rine are one and the same, and that the pe-
culiarities of Romanism are harmless, so
he disguises R wanism and keeps it
entirely in the back ground. A more
shapeless and confused jamble, I venture
to say, never was delivered by any man
who proposed to addrees the congregation
you say was gathered to hear Dr. Lynch.
You wonld at least expect that the man
who calls himself the head of the Roman
body in Ontario would be able to give a
statement of the doctrines of the Roman
faith in an iatelligible and Pperspicuous
way, and that he would also have the
moral honesti:o say what ara the doc-
trines of the Romanists and not try as he
evidently does to disgnise the doctrines of
his church and to deceive the unthinking
publie,

In ‘the first place, has Dr. Lynch no
knowledge of the council of Trent and of
Pius IV’s catechism, which was made the
standard of Romanism doctrine? Why did
not Dr. Lynch teil his audience that the
dostrines of the eatholic faith are all con-
tained in the Nicean creed, which the
church catholic of England holds, the
Greek church and the various other east-
ern churches, and that this oreed is the
faith once delivered to the saints, but that
Rome has added fourteen new articles as
necegsary to salvation and has cursed all
who 'will not accept and believe them, so
that the “very respectable gentleman of
high intelligence§ who the other day re-
marked that though we were friendly still
that I was obliged to look upon him as one
lost because he was a heretic,” was not so
very far wrong. All Dr. Lynch says®ig
‘“‘that gentleman is very much mista en,”
In reply I beg to say the gentleman was
not very much mistaken, and Dr. Lyneh
was simply acting the jesuit for the pur-
pose of drawing a veil over the docirines
of his ehurch, which he evidently saw
were too strong for present use,

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THE AMERICAN ASSOCIATION.

A Paper by Mr. Srowning of Torento on
the Histerical Method.

The American of Philadelphia says: One
of the best papers read in the economic
section of the American association at its
late meeting in that city was that by Mr.
T. B. Browning of Toronto, Canada, on
The: Application of the Historical Method
to Economic Science, Economic science at
present deals largely with assumptions ; it
is a hypothetical method. A glance at the
philological method will shed some light on
the methods in the study of economics. At

first a priori theories and principles were
framed, and the science and facts were con.
structed from them. Then the vocabulary
was Juade—the all important test of lin-
guistic affinity. Later the true means of
classification was found in grammar, In
the theories of Bentham, Roussean and
others the a priori side of economics is well
illustrated. Bentham found the object of
social organization in the “greatest good of
the test number,” but as a fact no
society ever was formed on such a principle
or accomplished the realization of it.
Even to-day the true method is not used.
Mr. George claims that under existing
society the poor will become poorer and
the rich richer. This proposition he holds
as the result of a complicated deduction.
Is it not strange that he should not prove
so important a doctrine by convincing
statistics? The theories of Spencer and of
Hobbes on the theory of religion are quite
alike, only the latter evolves out of his in-
ner consciousness, while the former studies
the customs and beliefs of nations. The
only" economist, in the speaker’s opinion,
who had fully realized the importance of
the correct method in political economy
was Carey of Philadelphia. Another im-
portant lesson of the historical method is
that a question must always be regarded
with reference to the conditions existent at
that time. Spencer and the advocates of the
laissc z faire doctrine disregard this caution,
Because factory acts and similar restrictive
measures were not needed before, is no sign
th .t they are not needed now. The true
historical method is one that regards social
phenpmena ‘as living and moving, that
itself works for progress and advance, and
does not strive for revolutions. Mr. Brown-
ing’s remarks met with much favor; it may
be added that Mr. Browning is one of the
leading advocates of protection in Cagsida.
