He
impreses you at once with  his
great knowledge of the genealogical
tree of = the Lawrence-Townley tribe,
bis great knowledge of law and legislation,
and his unbounded faith in the estate and
money ‘which is soon to be divided, The
aforesaid Mr. Geare and his colleague, Mr.
Sturgecn Stewart —a fishy namo that—are
flooding the United States and Canada
with circulars to all the Townleys and
Lawrences, and persons who have had
Townleys or Lawrences for grandparents,
uncles or aunts, which circuiars in effect
look for funds to assist in prosecuting the
recovery «f the money.

FARTHINGS NOT SOVEREIGNS.
Commiittal of One of the Biackmallers of
the Prince of Wales.

LoxpoN, Dec, 23.—The magisterial ex-
amination of the case of John and Sarah
Magee, arrested on December 8 at Ken-
sington on the charge of attempting to
procure money from the Prince of Wales
by writing threatening letters, was held
to-day. The letters referred to stated
that four men would be appointed to
murder the Prince of Wales for £500 each;
and the Magees offered to inform on the
intended nssavsin providing they were
given £1000 and & free pardon. De-
sectives who were detailed to work up the
case met the Magees by appointment, and
zavethem packages containing500farthings,
This was done to lead the prisoners into
believing, by the size of the parcel, that
their request was being fully complied
with, so that the detectives might get the
whole story from the Magees and see if
there was any truth in it. On John
Magee discovering that the package con-
tuined farthings instead of pound pieces he
upbraided the prince for treachery,
demanded $1500, and threatened to shoot
the policeman who arrested him, The
crown prosecutor believing Mrs. Magee
was innocent of the crime, and that she
was entirely under the influence of her
husband, withdrew the charge against her,
and she was discharged. It.was proved
by drafts of letters found in Magee's
pocketbook that the blackmailing letters
were in his handwriting. He was com-

A Religious Paper on Ministerial Exemp
tioms.
Fromthe Canadian Baptist.

Judge McDougall has given his judg~
ment upon the vexed question of minister-
ial exemptions. According to his interpre-
tation of the law, ministers in charge of &
congregation, those whose whole time is
given to the church, such as missionary
superintendents, superannuated ministers,
and theological professors may have advan=
tage of exemption from taxation; while
managers of denominational book-rooms
and editors of religious papers must psy
like laymen. We have no guarrel what
ever with the judge’s interpretation of the
law. We do not believe in the law in itself,
however; thix whole business of ministerial
exemption ought to be swept away. As
long as the law provides ministers wi'h the
privilege of receiving' the freedom of the
city, they of course canmot be blamed for
availing themselves of it. In our opinion,
however, ministers are as good as other
men and should be treated #s others are.

And we want to tell Mr. Howland that
it is by just such practices that scores of
home companies have gone to the wall,
These soscalled profits do not belong to the

shareholders; they were paid in by and
belong to the policyholders, and are and
will all be needed in the day of trouble
when it comes, and it has come to eyery
company, In Canada most of our com=
panies have not been able to stand the day
of trouble—tiree bad years in succession
knocks them over, often less.

Mr. Howland’s company is paying &
dividend of 25 per cent. on the actual
money invested by the shareholders, They
are either charging their policyholders too
much, or their profits are too high. But
they are not doing the former—they are the
ordinary rates, and the ordinary rates are
just sufficient, judging by the history of
the business, to enable one fourth of the
companies started to survive, Therefore,
having regard for a number of years, the
possibility of bad years occurring in sucs
cession, and that the company is only
receiving ordinary rates, the irrefutable
inference is that they are taking out
unjustifiable  profits, and that they
are reducing < their  liability  fo the
policyholders with the policyholdere’
own money. What must the policy-
holders think of the security of a
smaH company that pays its officers big
salaries, and its shareholders 25 per cent.
on the amount they have actually put in,
and who are so shaky in their position as
.shareholders and - directors that they are
crawling out of their liability to the pol-
fcyholders by a mere tranafer of figures
and making their unpaid stock into paid
wp stock?

Chickens Coming Mome to Roest.

Certain chickens belonging to the ex-
treme temperance party are now coming
home to roost—a most righteous develop-
ment of even-handed justice, The highest
suthority has decided that with the pro-
vincial authorities, not with those of the
dominion, lies this control of the liquor
traffic. So be it then, we shall not quarrel
with the decisions in fact, we accept it as
being essentially right at bottom, and emi-
pently suitable to the country’s cirotgn-
atances, All the temperance men in On
tario are rejoicing on account of what they
helisve to be a signal victory for their
g¢ause; and all reformers are rejoicing, too,
because it is a viotory for Mr. Mowat over
fiir John, With both of them *‘everything
fs lovely and the goose hangs high,” as far
s the important decision of Iast week is
concerned. :

And yet—and yet—diequieting thoughts
may already be troubling Mr. Mowat and
his most zealons supporters, if they do but
look a little beyond the present time. The
Dntario premier has the power confirmed to
hifn, sure enough; but along with this goes
pomething else, do yon mind? And that
is—the ‘responsibility. The two must go
$ogether; of that iet all concerned be
sdvised,and govern themselves accordingly.
1t 'will not do to say any more thatitis the
wicked Sir John, or the corrupt and effete
senate, that stands in the way of temper-
snce reform, It will not be much
to the point even to say that
mayors and aldermen in league with the
liquor interest are the parties to blame for
hindering the progress of temperance
principles and practice. For Mr. Mowat
clcarly has the power now to pass a Scott
act for Ontario—aye, an act so stringent as
to touch upon the very verge of prohibition.
He has a majority to pass anything in
reason that he chooses to ask, Now let
the whole body of temperance or Scott act
sdvocates make up their minds that Mr.
Mowat is the man they have to look to
after this, Let them leave Sir John and
Mayor Manning severely alone in time to
eome ; and lot them go directly to the man
who has the power,

Mr. Mowat is abundantly honored “as a
ohristian statesman and a sound and in-
eorruptible reformer, His sincerity we do
wot call in question, but we may surely be
permitted to point out that now it is
about to be put to the test, as it never was
tested before, 1f temperance deputations
come pressing him for more stringent
liguor laws he cannot plead that Sir John
or the dominion senate bars the way. All
the tory aldermen in Toronto, with all the
hrewers besides, cannot stop the Ontario
Rouse of Assembly, which Mr. Mowat
leads, from paszing just such a liquor law
8 the house thinks will be for the good of
the province, Of course the Toronto
wouncil could even now reduce the number
of liquor licenses in the city; but let them
refuse—who cares? Mr., Mowat can bring
in a bill, and he can get it passed, too,
cutting down the number of licenses in
cities, townw, villages and townships
respectively, as himsgelf and his majority
approve.

1t will be intevesting to observe whether
ghe Scott act advocates will demand at
1i‘orontw such legislation as they have de-
msnded at Outhwa ar, in the goppties. . We
pather.think they will not; but time must]
tell. The situation threatens to be an em=
Barrassing one for them, and it is likely to

row more 80 rather than less. Upon Mr,
Mowat will fall the difficalt taek of strik-
ing out & modus vivendi under whish peo-
ple of opposing views may really be able to
live together after all. Weo can see it
coming—that future temperance deputa-
tions that come pressing upon the Ontario
government will not have things as much
gheir own Way 88 they have been accus-
gomed to expect.

of Iate been working a tremendous revolu-
tion, The kind of railway that
twenty « five or thirty  years  ago
cost &  hundred thousand dollars a
mile can now be built for forty thousand or
less ; while with ocean cablea the difference
is even greater, and with Jand telegraphs
not much less. [n both Europe and
Amerioa an army of inventors is every
year making old iron and scrap metal of
millions’ worth what was before valuable
plant and machinery. Soon as the new
machinery and the new process have fairly
superseded the 0ld, the latter becomes
simply old iron or other metal. The new
processes are the cheaper by sn immense
difference, and the articles produced bave
to be cheaper, too. And one of the most
effective arguments in favor of our
baving an independent cable or eables for
Canada without delay is the extraordinary
cheapness of both material and manufac~
tare required. But the benefit of all this
fall in prices wil never come to us until
we pluck up courage emough to risk the
expenditure on a cable or cables of our
own. We commend the statements in our
correspondent’s letter to the consideration
of the public, He is for a company, it will
be observed; but what we go for is a na~
tional cable, owned and controlled by the
commonwealth, and without any company
about it atall,

Some Phases of Home Rule,

It must be that the English statesmen
who are now so glib on the matter of home
rule for Irsland have given some attention
to the details of the measure; but obviously
there are difficulties in the way which
none of them have touched upon. . Herein
Canada since 1867 we knew all about it.
For upwards of a century they have
koown all about it to the south of us.
Granted a parliament to Ireland to legis-
late on her own domestic concerns, she
must also have representation in the Eng-
lish house of commons, or she loses her
voice in matters of imperial import. Unless
England and Scotland and Wales also have
local legislatures for the management of
domestic concerns, there will be the
anomaly of Irish members sitting in a
house which regulates the domestic affairs
of Great Britain but not those of Ireland.
Will they get up and walk out when any-
thing except federal  interests are uader
discuseion, or what position are they to
occupy ? Agsin, Ontario pays her own
legislative expenses and also her share of
the expenses of the dominion. “Is Ireland
in & position to meet this expenditure ?
The question is beset with practical diffi-
culties that will keep it in the limbo of
unsolved problems for some time to come.
Meantime the crude ideas of leading poli-
ticians in the old country, now being aired
in the London press, show that bonorable
members have never studied the question
of state rights, nor lived for nearly twenty
years under a British North America act.
They should have kept Mr. Blake there
to further elucidate the working of the
Canadian Utopia, which he sketched at the
Rosebery banquet. But we have it!
And we present it to the reform press ! Sir
John has gone home to tell Lord Salisbury
all about the constitutional difficulties,
and to point out the errors and omissiona
in the schedules dealing with the subjects
coming respectively under local” and
federal jurisdiction in Cavads. The old
man knows all about it, and must have
had many a bad quarter of an hour reflect-
ing on what he might have done, and did
not do, at those meetings of the confedera-
tion committee at the Westminster Palace
hotel in 1867. Sir Jobn’s mis:ake has been
in taking sides too strongly on the ques-
tions that have since arisen. He has never
recognised the judicial position in which
the dominion premier stands. Doubts
having arisen he can neither concede nor
withhold. They had to be settled in the
court of competent jurisdiction, and he
should have kept himself from occupying
a prominent place among those cither
pleased or displeased by the verdict,

Before congrees udjourned for the holi~
days over seven hundred bills and joint
resolutions had been introduced in the
senate ; and the same body had received
from the president fifteen hundred nomi-
nations to be acted upon. Evidently the
American “lords” have no sinecure; but
on the contrary have plenty of hard work
before them. ‘

" A Caundian Cable,

Editor World: 1 was mach pleased with
your editorial, “A National Cable.” Hav-
ing given the matter considerable thought,
and obtained a large amount of informas
tion, I give you the result of my investiga~
tion into the subject, believing that it will

assist the laying of a national cable, or if
that cannot Le done, then the formation of
a Canadian company, The present would
be an excellent time to lay a cable on ac-
count of the law price of copper and all
other materials used in its construction.
The best equipped steamers to lay it could
pow be had av exceptionally low rates, A
cable could be purchased and laid now at
about two million doliars, yet before the
first cable was successfuily laid and worked
about twenty mill'?nu were expendod. The
last Atlantic cables laid (those of the
Mackay-Bennett company, two in number,)
cost about four millions one hundred thou-
sand dollars, and yet, owing to their adop-
tion of the duplex system, by which mes-
sages are sent from both ends simultane~
ously, they are enabled to do two-thirds
as much work as the Gould pool combina«
tion with eight cables, Having only to
pay dividende on & capital of between four
and five millions, as against sixty millions
watered stock of the pool, they can afford
to transmit messages at 40 cents per word,
and make it pay handsomely. By the
adoption of & still later invention, by which
it is claimed one cable can do the work of
three, 8 new company with a capital of
two or three millions would be able
to still further reduce . rates and
pay fwenty per cent. ~ I have rea-
| sof to believe the imperial government
and the dominion government would
grant a subsidy to a company which would
be entirely under British and Canadian
control. Such a cable company could work
with the Cunadian Pacific Railway and
Telegraph company, as it would obviously
be to their interest to either lay a cable
for their own use or take a large share of
stock in a company such as I speak of, and
as I before stated there seems to be no
reason why such a company would not
pay.
