The School Question.

The Toronto Ministerial Association has sat
heavily upon the Minister of Edueation and
though Mr. Ross rebounded, he carried away
marks of the collision.  The truth is that the
{ concessions made to the Roman Catholics
inOntario_have gone far beyond those granted
when the sc¢hools were managed by the Can-
adian Government over which Roman Cath-
olies exércised almost unlimi control, yet
having been made by a.ministry of which
only one member was Catholic and thrée
Presby‘teria.n, the changes passed without
notice until the burst of bigotry on the Riel
matter in Quebec sharpened the perceptions
of Protestan‘s.

The right of Catholics to establish separaté’
schoold in Ontatio was conceded by the
Confederation Act. They are entitled
to their own school taxes and a share of the
Government grant. But it was never con-
ceived by the Ontario founders of Con-
federation that ifs population was to be per-
manently divided on -school matters into two
canps, The clause was designed to provide
a remedy when *the consciences of the
migority ~ were injured, and it ‘was
hoped that by judicious arrangements
Catholic snd Protestant - children might
sit on the same scliool benches in
harmony and content. * All went well until the
recent amefidments of the School Act were
made, Up to that time Roman Catholics
were hield to be supporters of the public until
they personally declared their wish to send
their children to the separate schools. The
new clause provided that if the dissessor knows
a taxpayer to be a Roman Catholio, or is told
that he is so by anyone, he must put him down
in the separate school list and assess him ac-
cordingly. It may be urged, of course, that
the Roman Catholic’ parent has it~ in
his power to settle the matter by de-
claring his wish to adhere to« the
public school system, but everybody knows
that there is considerable difference in such &
case between keeping silenee and' taking ac-
tion. The result certainly is that the nam-
ber of separate schools has been largely in-
creased during the last school year for which
we have returns.  As may be easily imagined,
the schools of the minority, and that not a
rich minority, are not so good as those of the
majority, ‘and thie result has been fo inflict
great injury on the children of Catholics who
are deprived of the advamntage which Prot¢:
estants enjoy of well-trained teachers and
well-equipped s¢hools.  Mr.. Ross did not
promise any amendment at the late interview
{ and, in fact, argued that it was not unjust to
Catholic parents.

In regard to the teaching of the French
language exclusively in public scheols, Mr.
Ross was equally unsatisfactory. He said,
it is true, that he had issued an order forbid-
ding the praé¢tice, and that the matfer would
be set vight in time,  If Mr. Ross had in-
timated his intention at onee to issue an order
withdeawing from eastern schools the public
grant until the English language was efficient-
ly taught, it would have been more to the
purpose. Everyone can understand how
easy it will be for French Canadians to evade
thie law and the regulations of the department
by a pretence of teacking English, and how
bhard will be the fate of English-speaking
parents whose children will be taught a for-
eign language only. Only firm and speedy
enforcement of the law will meet the difficulty,
and we hope Mr, Ross will see his way to do
this.

The World takes no stock in the outery for
the “whole Bible” in the schools, or that
against the “‘Selections.”  Too many Protest-
ants, even those who seldom read the Bible,
make a fetich of it. As a matter of fact pub-
lic school tetichers have enough to do instruct-
ing the young with the thres R’s without
enlightening them on the mysteries of re-
ligion. The selections are well made dnd
must bé useful to teachers. But these cried
find favor with the publie because they find
the separate school system extending ahd thé
Protestantism of the public schools, aceorditig
to their view, eribbed, cabined and confined.
