A Test Case at Montreal—Fined for Imtere
fering, with, Non-Union Men. . .

MoNTREAL, July 20.~~Judge Dandurand
to-day rendered judgment in the case against
Walking De.lzgnte Iten of the Knights of
Labor, accused of besetting ship laborers at
the present strike on the wharf. ' In render-
ing judgment the judge said ;

“The law for the protection of both
is as seriect a8 any human law can be,
The defence did not deny that the ace
cused was watching and besetting and
here came in & most extraordinary privilege
that had been extended to labor—that is,
the rightiin the case of ‘a strike to obtain or
give information. Our law on this point is
exactly the same as the English law.

“The whole question rested upon the
motive of the accnsed. The men the prison-
er represented wished for higher wages.
He asked that a raise be granted. This was
refused and his ‘men then left the ship,
None of the union men stayed. He had
obtained all the informution that he had a
right to have. ' Did he leave then? No,
he stayed and asked the non-union men not
to go, to work, in the name of God.

" ‘‘His presence there' under the jcircum.
stances threatened the’ liberty of the non-
union men and the, liberty of the.subject
will always be maintained in this court.”

As this was a test case he would impose
a nominal penalty of $2 or eight days.

An appeal will be taken.

Dry Goods.

The most important feature developed of
late in the dry goods trade is the probability of
a rise in the price of cottons—principally of
whirtings, tickings, denims and cottonades.
The price ruling some time ago, 36 cents per
pound, was broken and until now the mills have
been selling at what they could get, Prices
have been qguoted as iow as 31 cents. At
present, however, there is a disposition
to resume the old price. Gibson of Marys-
ville, N. B., i8 the only dissident mill owner.
If he comes to an .agrecment with the others
prices will advance. Apurt from this circum-
stance there is not much change in the condi-
tion of trade, As the season advances the
orders come in more liberally, but the volume
of trade is scarcely up to thut of this time last
year. Itis found that placing orders ahead isa
difficult thing. Reports from travelers suy
that the staie of things between Kingston
and Cobourg is very bad. The crops promise
almost nothing, and the merchants are nverse
to loading up with goods which have little pro-
spect of sale. The wholesale men themseives
show little inclination to force orders in that
district. On the whole, however, there is not
niuch cause for complaint. Business is moder-
ate; payments are made with fair regularity
and money is easy. Some buyers have left for
the old country to select spring goods. The
millinery houses report trade rather slctw,
