Ottawa, April 11.—An Act to amend* 
the Inland Revenue Act, of whicli Mr. Cos- 
tigan gives notice, provides for the exten­
sion to the Northwest Territories of the 
operation of the Inland Revenue Act in 
consequence of the coming into force of the 
license law on May 1.

It also provides that bottlers shall place 
all bottles and flask labels plainly showing 
the name of the firm; also that cigars shall 
not be removed from a factory in less 
quantities than 100.

Gorman Emigrants for Canada.
Dr. Soenan of Germany, who has been 

instrumental in promoting emigration to 
the Argentine Republic and Brazil, was in­
troduced to Hon. Messrs. Abbott, Dewdney 
and Carling to-day.

Sample Mercier OlHcers-Dntilese Men Who

Quebec, April 1L—Under tho Mercier 
administration offices were created whole­
sale for election heelers until the corridors 
of all the public buildings were swarming 
with men. Take, for example, the Quebec 
Court House. There were 23 sweep­
ers; a detective whose sole duties 
seemed to be to Bask in the sun and work 
for Mercier at elections, and whose salary 
was $730; a plumber paid by tbe year to 
look afrtr a new building, and who also 
got $730; a carter employed by the year at 
a salary of $400; two men to open the front 
door during the day and two more for night 
duty, although the building is closed up 
religiously between 5 and 6 p.m., and two 
men to wind up the clocks, one of these to 
carry the keys and the other to do tho 
winding. These are only the small fry, 
and if the higher offices are looked into we 
find a similar state of aflairs.

London, April 11.—Rt. Hon. George J. 
Goschen, Chancellor of the Exchequer, pre­
sented the budget in the House of Commons 
to-day.

Mr. Goschen said good fortune again per­
mitted him to submit a budget showing a 
surplus of £1,007,000. This was largely 
due to the expending departments, for it 
was not to any extent due to an expansion 
of the revenue. There had been times 
when he suffered great anxiety. During 
January and February the prospect was not 
bright, but during March it was better and 
this enabled him to submit a satisfactory 
result.

In the last budget the estimate of expendi­
ture was £99,264,000. The actual expendi- 

£98,928,000, leaving a surplus of 
£336,000. This was a remarkably small 
difference between the estimates and actual 
expenditures.

The total estimate of expenditures during 
the last three years was £264,000,000. The 
total difference in the expenditures was 
only £137,000. This statement was re­
ceived with cheers.

Analyzing the revenue Mr. Goschen 
said that the customs produced £19,730,- 
000, being £36,000 above the sum calcu­
lated upon. It was not alcohol that caused 
the increase this year, but tobacco. The 
revenue tax from tea was exceedingly satis­
factory, yielding £34,000 over the estimate. 
Tobacco produced £9,953,000, being £418,- 
000 above the previous year. All this, Mr. 
Goschen declared, proved that wages 
had not fallen and that there was 
still widely diffused prosperity among 
workingmen.

The exiae revenue showed £543,000 over 
the estimate. Tho increase in the con­
sumption of home spirits was greater in 
England than in Ireland or Scotland.

Mr. Goschen estimated the revenue for 
the current financial year at £90,477,000 
and tbe expenditures at £90,253,000, leav­
ing a small margin of £224,000. This will 
not allow of a remission of taxation, with 
the exception of a minor reduction in pa­
tent fees absorbing £50,000 and the fixing 
of the duty on sparkling wines from 2s 6d 
and Is per gallon to a uniform rate of 2s.

Mr. Goschen said lie held himself re­
sponsible for the prudence of the esti-

Mr. Goschen spoke for two hours. He 
announced the resignation of Mr. West, 
chairman of the Inland Revenue Board.
