Those Who Called the Maeeting.

Hon. G. W. Rqgs, on taking the chair,
explained that the meeting was called by
some of the Young People’s Associations of
the city in order that their views might be
given expression to on the question of Sun-
day cars. Mr. Ross said he believed it
would be in the interests of this city and of
the province upon which this Toronto
exercised 0 much influence to continue
the maintenance of the restful Sab-
bath to which all were accustomed.
It a holiday was necessary it should be
taken from a portion of the week, which be-
longed to ourselves, and not the day which
belongs to the Lord. There are 2200 young
men and women who come to Toronto an-
nually for their examinations, and it wduld
be a mistake for the guardians of ‘the city
to place any temptation in theic way, He
had spent sufficient time on the continent
to lead him to prefer the Canadian to the
continental Sabbath.

Here the Interraption Started,

R. M. Dillon, chairman of the Young
People’s -Methodist Association, devoted
the principal part of his time to criticizing
Mr. Bertram, who had made use of the re-
mark tbat Sunday cars are bound to come
some time. Why not then come at once?
“Mr. Bertram ig'bound to die some time;
Why doeen’t he commit suicide now?” said
the speaker, .

Amidst hoots, cries of *No, ho” and
cheers,—a babel which lasted . some mo-
ments—the speaker said the adoption of
Sunday cars will have a teadency to de-
stroy the Saturday halt holiday.

““It is a positive fact,” said Mr. Dillon;
“that in Bogland and every other country
where museums and libragies have been
opened the hours of labor have been lessen-
ed and the wages weakened ”

The speaker alluded to the noise of Sun-
day trolleys. *

“What about the Salvation Army drum?”
called a voice. ’

“If the Sunday cars were as beneficial as
the Salv. tion Army drim I don’t think I
would oppoge them,” said Mr. Dillon.

Mr. Thomas Urquhart, President of the
Young People’s Baptist Union, opposed
Sunday cars because he had no rest the
other Sunday when he was visiting Indian-
apolis on account of the trolley clanging at
5.30 a.m. :

A voice: Do they*wake you at 5.30 week-
days in Toronto? !

Mr. McCrimmmon Sees the Thin Ead of
J the Wedge.

Mr. Neil McCrimmon, Ex.President of
the Young Men’s Liberal "Club, said the
question was not one of Sunday cars alone,
but of Sunday work.. Following the cars
would come a desire: for a Sunday postal
service and a Sunday “ newspaper. Why
was not the question submitted-to the peo-
ple in January, when the needs of the
Sunday cars were not felt as they are now?
[Cheers.] He denied that the young and
progressive people of the city were not
with the antis—that only the disappointed
curmudgeons opposed Sunday cars.

George T. Ferguson, Ex-President of the
Toronto Christian Endeavor Union, said
that beer gardens and amusements in parks
could never come unless Sunday cars first
paved the way. Why not say we will not
have the first and thus prevent any possi-
bility of the second?

Mr. John K. Macdonald said he was
against Sunday ears, first, because -one day
of rest was necessary in seven,

A voice: ““Does your coachman have it?”

Mr. Macdonald: *““Yes, lie has.”

“Secondly,” said Mr. Macdonald, *‘it is
unjust for men who would absolutely refuse
to work themselves on Sunday to compel
others to do 8o, and thus rob us of the
peaceful, calm Sabbath that we now enjoy.”
He did not see any difference between pay-
ing 5 centsgon a street car on Sunday.and
buying a newspaper or any other article on
that day. i

A voice: ‘““Or ride in your carriage on
Sunday?’ - *

Mr. W. H. Cahill alluded to Barrister
Meek as a gentlemar of shady reputation,
amid cries of ‘‘No personalities” and **Sun-
day cars.” :

““Now, gentlemen, we shall have the
Sunday cars,” began Mr. Cahill. [Hear,
hear.] shouted a half-dozen voicés. Then
he branched off on the American system of
finance, amid cries of ‘‘Cars, cars.” The
boys in the audience had considerable fun
with Mr. Cahill, but it was not at the ex-
pense of the League of the Cross secretary.

Well Received in Amerioa,

Loxoox, Aug. 17.—The Times says: *“The
Behring Sea award appears to have been re-
ceived in the spirit we anticipated, America
herself, one of the powers that have played
a chief part in the elaboration of a system
of international law, and whose destiny
seema to point to a yet wider development
of her power on the seas, must in the long
run feel that a tecognition of any limits to
the right of free navigation would be pre-
judicial to her permanent welfare, even
though those limits might even be recog-
nized in the first instance in a ‘manner
favorable to herself.”

The writer contends that it is the policy
of Lord Saiisbury, and not that of Mr.,
Blaine, which is justified by the award, He
admits that America got the better of it on
the practical question of the method of
hunting seals, and says it seems hard that
one system of slaughter should be super-
vised while the other is not. He adds that
perhaps it would be too much to hope that
the advice of a temporary suspension of
hunting will be taken, although the sugges-
tion emanates from an authoritative quar-
ter,

B.C. Sealers Thoroughly Disgusted,
Vicroria, B.C., Aug. 17.—Sealers here
are more than ever disgusted with the re-
sult of the Behring Sea. arbitration, Capt.

Raid and Robbery In Behring Sea,

Porr Towxsexp, Wash., Aug. 17.—The
steamer Queen arrived  from Alaska last
night bringing news of a daring raid on Sg.
Paul and St. George Islands, in Behring
Sea, on the night of July 4. Two unknown
sealing schopners landed crews on - the
islands after dark and slaughtered several
hundred seals.

The watchmen on the islands were over-
powered by theaaiders, who broke into the
salting houses and carried away an immense:
number of skins belonging to lessees of the
islands. The vessels escaped before the
Government’s cutter could informed of
the occurrence.

The fe-ling Oompany Pleased.

Sax Fra~cisco, Cal., Aug. 17.—Herman
Lieber of the North American Commercial
Company in speaking of the Behring Sea
decision to-day, said:
got just what belonged to us. Our rights
have been preserved, and those of England
have not been infringed upon. We have
the seals and England dyes the sking, hence
her profits will be the same as though her
sealers were allowed to take the seals in
Pribyloff Islands for which protection has
now been secured.” .

C. H, Tupper Thinks the'U. 8. Will Agree

LoxpoN, Aung. 17.—Hon. Charles H.
Tupper, Canadian Minister of Marine and
Fisheries, and British agent at the Behring
Sea arbitration, sailed from Liverpool for
Montrcal on the steamer Parisian to-day.

As to the argument that Sunday cars
will necessitate seven days’ ‘work, The
Globe onght to know something of the
newspaper business, for instance. In the
United States every city of half the size of
Toronto, and larger, has its Sunday morn-
ing paper, necessitating typesetting every
day in the year, According to The
Globe’s reasoning this oight to ne-
“cessitate ‘the compositors employed on
those papers working seven days a week.
As a matter of fact the men in no case
work more than 6 days in' any one week.
™ sIntery ational Union prohibits a mem-

ber working 7 days a week. A violation of

this rule subjects the - offender to a large
fine. W- learn that the rule is mnever
violated, Here then is one industry that
has been going on for 30 years af least,
necessitating Sunday work, in which seven
days’ labor has not even yet been threaten-
ed with the thin end of the wedge.  This
is mot a theory. This is a fact which The

. Globe cannot refute. The experience of 30
years ought to prove a better guide for us

~ than the unsupported theory of & Toronto
editor,

The Globe’s argument that a Sunday ser-
vice will tend to lengthen the hours of
labor on Saturday has little to sustain it.
The Globe practically says it is impossible
for the world ever to see a five or four days’
working week. If you make Sunday a day
of recreation, workingmen will never get a
second day, nor half a day ‘of recreation
additional. This is The Globe’s argument,
It really sounds very funny for a
live newspaper like The Globe to
tell the workingman that his hours and
days of labor depend on street cars. If
The Globe’s position means anything it
means this: that workingmen are going to
be so greatly benefited by Sunday cars that
they won’t need any other holiday during
the week; a Sunday with cars affords as
much physizal benefit and mental recrea-
tion as ¥Saturday balf-heoliday and a car-
less Bunday put together. Properly under-
stood The Globe’s argument is in favor of
BSunday cars.

The qaiot of the streets and their perfect
safety for children is an undoubted argu-
ment against Sunday cars, but it is of little
weight.

' means motion can sectre that much-de-
served change by means of the cars bet-
ter than through any other medium.

How would it do to let the workman
have theliberty to decide for himself? Ran
the cars. He can use them or not just as
he chooses. He is a better judge of his
own requirements than is the editor of The
Globe.

A charge of cowardice and inefficiency
has been laid at the doors of T. Collings of
the Lifeboat Station in conneBtion with the
sad drowning case at the Yonge-street
wharf yesterday. The charge seems to be
well sustained by the' evidence of many
eye-witnesses. Collings refused to dive in
twelwe feet of water when such. action
might have saved the life of the young lad
who had just afew minutes before fallen
over the wharf. Collings was the man on
duty at the Lifeboat Station, and as such
one would suppose he was a fit person to
act in a case of this kind. But when he
got to the scene Collings refused to dive
for the boy, which should have been the
very first act of a competent lifeboat officer.
Collings excused himself becahse of
& pain in ‘the heart and because
there were stones at the bottom of
the bay and ‘he was afraid of
striking them. The latter is no reason
whatever for his not going under water in
an emergency where a life might have been
saved.

Collings, it will be remembered, is
the man who boasted the othér day of hav-
ing dived in 80 feet of water and brought
up bottom. This at least ovi-
dent, that Collings i not a pro-
per officer to be left dn charge
of the lifeboat station.

They
point with holy glee to the failure of Sun-
day opening from a pecuniary point of
view, and shub their eyes to the r:ct that
the attendance at other places of enter-
tainment on Sunday pute it beyond doubt
that religious wrnzlu have nothing to do
with it, and that the only reason why the
Exhibition is deserted is that people find
that they cn get better value for their
half-dollar elsewhere.

These spare ballots, taken by lot from
Wood’s vile—the piles being held by
twelve scrutineers, representing the can-
didates—were given to the second choice
on these ballots. The second choice jn

a large constituency the surplus was
very small, and that the votes usually
followed the ,same trend—that is, the
men who gave their first votes for a con-
servative would usually give their
second votes about in' the same way.
Where there were many candidates no
one would have a quota to begin with,
and so the objection would not exist, as
it did not apply to votes transferred from
the candidates who could not themselves
be elected.

Lawn Bowllog in 744,

Up at the Caer Howell there is a pair of
bowls which are the oldest in Toronto.
They bear the date 1844 and then there was
a flourishing lawn bowling club on the same
green in Queen-street-avenue, where Henry
Layton’s hostelry still stands. The bowls
are a serviceable pair and bear a silver bar
with the inscription:

Presented to the Toronto Bowling Club
for competition by John Ewart, Esq., won
by R. G. Anderson, Sept. 12, 1844,

Mr. Ewart was the father of the many
Ewarts well known here at present, and
Mr. Anderson was an expert bowler of his
day, and teller in the Bank of Upper Can-
ada.

Although having intervals of suspended
animation, the club is at present in a flour-
ishing condition under the name of Caer-
Howell. It was Henry Layton pere that
conducted the Cuer-Howell away back 1n
the forties, and some of bis records make
interesting study. Of course he kept his
accounts in L. 8. & D., and all the present
well-known family names figure in his
ledger. A racquet club is shown to have
been in existence at the Caer-Howell in
those days.

For
endurance it is really the only style. A
swimmer who can use both right and
left sides can swim miles without any
great distress, = 'While the frog-like
breast stroke really seems to be a man’s
natural way of water- progression, the
side stroke is far ahead of it in natural-
ness and easy progress. In breast-swim-
ming a big strain is put npon the neck,
ki it out of its normal position; the
body offers much 'resistance to the
water in chest-swimming, while in going
side ways through the water, this resist-
ance is greatly reduced. Now
AS TO HOW IT IS DONE,

It is a rather complicated stroke. Make
a breast stroke in the usual manner and,
as the arms are drawn back, turn on
your side—not exactly clear on your
side, but just a trifle inclined on the
chest. The legs are then drawn up, the
upper one crossing over the under and
being in a ition in which the knee-
cap of the under almost touches the back
of the calf of the upper. Take a wide
sweep with the'legs, keeping the upper
one about ‘an inch under water. As
they kiek out the legs resemble nothing
so much as the opening and glosing of a
pair of scissors. "As you give the kick
shoot out both hands t the head to
their fullest extent. The under arm will
reach further. to the front, After the
legs have come together, toes pointed
back, send down your upper hand,
slightly hollowed.d%x a straight line past
your face and n to your thigh,
‘Finish of the wupper hand inside
stroke,” Directly it reaches the thigh
the elbow - must be bent, but not
so far as to show out of the water, and
the hand must steal up to the breast,

. AS THE UPPER HAND
reached the thigh the under hand should

have swept through the water, the palm.

turned downward, until it reached al-
most of the bottom ribs by a semi-circle.
‘While it was approaching the ribs the
legs should have been drawn up for
another kick, and as that was bei
given the under hand should have stolen
up for another stroke. This style is like
the schottische lesson your dancing
master gives you: ‘One, two,  three;

Just
keep this in mind and
strokes. ‘One’ is the legs, ‘two’ is the
upper hand, and ‘three’ is the under
hand. Get these strokes working with-
out friction, working the ‘one-two-
three’ refrain, and pretty soon you'll
be a racer. ' In this side-stroke always
swim as level as possible, near the sur-
face of the water, with no part of the
body except the tip of the uppermost
shoulder in view. The face should be
half immerse, breath being taken
through the nostrils when the kick is
given, f

Of course you will want to

PLUNGE AND DIVE

as soon as you are expert at swimming,
Diving is a very pleasurable as well as
useful accomplishment. The first thing
to learn is to keep your eyes open under
water. Just sink yourself and try to
discern some object in your hand. Don't
be afraid of the salt water hurting your
eyes. It wlll have no smart. When
you can keep your eyes open under water
get an egg, clam shell or some white ob-
ject, and after throwing it in water not

too deep, try to bring it up. Two things |

will surprise you. First, the enlarged
size of the object and the difficulty in
getting to it.  Try and get it head-fore-
most. It will seem hard at first, but a
little practice will do the trick. Then
throw two or three into the water and
see how many you can bring up, Smaller
objects, down to coin, can then be
practiced upon.
IN LEARNING TO DIVE,
the beginner must disabuse himself of
the idea that the crash into the water is
going to hurt him, At first, indeed, it
will be fminful at times, as his awkward
falls will make him smart and sting, It
is best to begin at a very low height, say
a couple of geet from the water. Stoop
over until you are nearly double, witllx
yvour hands above your head, and then
slip or rather fall into the water.
Practice this constantly until the proper
attitude is attained and then gradually
increase the height. Then go back to
the low height and begin to take a short
run before making the head foremost
plunge, keeping your hands at your side
until you launch out. The legs should
be kept right, The hands form a short
wedge, which, cuts 1ts way into the
water, making room for your body.
The hands also act as a rudder, and the
further the palms are turned back the
sharper the curve takes before emerging.
The eyes should be closed on striking the
water and the neck stiff, with the back
hollowed. Once a swimmer gets up to
ten or fifteen feet he will not be afraid
to dive any distance within reason, The
more boldly a swimmer dives the better
chance there is of clean work. It is just
as easy to learn to diver gracefully as it
is to begin clumsily, a habit which may
stick to you.
IN.DIVING FEET FIRST,

gtand as erect. as possible, head back,
toes pointed, knees -stiffened, arms rigid
by the side, as close as possible, Then

give a shght spring, beld yourself
straight and go down, holding in your
breath. If you do mot stir in mid-air,
you will cleave the water straight and
true.

After this is learned, you can hold your
arms perpendicularly above your head
and go down through the air with rail-
way speed.
