A return tabled in the House gives
details of the amounts paid to news-
papers throughout Canada for advertising
the Victory Loan of last November and
December. The total cost of advertising
the loan was $207,093, of which the
amounts paid to newspapers and maga-
zines aggregated $164,519. Practically
every newspaper in Canada, irrespective
of politics or character, got a fair share
of the advertising according to circulation.
The larger dailies received from $1,000
to §$3,000 each, while the small weeklies
averaged about $50 apiece.

The Russian Peasant.

Thus far Ivan of Russia has lived
in the middle ages, religiously. He
knows almost nothing of an inner
struggle, knows still less of the social
aspect of religion, of the beauty, the
self-sacrifice, the idealism, the grop-
ing for the truth which the Christian
mind now and then grapples with in
the west. He still dreads his old gods
far more than he loves his Christ. Yes,
say what you will, he is still the
pagan child of nature in all that
chilling picturesqueness and forbid-
ding ugliness. To him Christianity
means a number of fasts, a still
greater number of saints and demons
—a detailed knowledge of which must
be left to wiser heads than his—but
it is his business to conciliate them,
propitiate them, and keep them from
swooping down on him.

Ivan’s whole existence is out of
joint. He is born in a world of earth
and wood, where his life is circum-
scribed by a log cabin that.is thatch-
ed in fall, when it assumes an ap-
pearance of tidiness, but becomes a
huge harp for the March winds to
play their woeful i on, The
thatch is fed to the few starving ani-
mals, and the dispensable wooden
props and decorations used to cook
dinner with long before the approach
of spring.

Add
potatoes, not always plentiful, and
his menu is made up for every week
day in the year.

Ivan is 30
blissfully ignorant of the outside
world that it were a safe bet that the
greater majority of his brethren do
not know whether Canada is right
next to Germany, on, the continent of
Africa, or mayhap in the moon.

{ Bection 1 of Order number 31 of
the Canada Food Board dated the
256th day of April, 1918, is amended
by adding the following sub-section :—
. A bona fide farmer shall be per-
mitted to hold, subject to the order
bf the Canada Food - Board, the
amount of flour, made wholly or in
part from wheat, he may have in
his possession in excess of the
amount prescribed by the above
Order if, on or before the 15th day
of June, 1918, he reports to the
miller or dealer from whom it was
purchased or by whom it was manu-
factured, the excess amount held by
him. It shall then be the duty of
such miller or dealer to report all

such holdings to the Canada Food

Board on forms to be supplied and
ab such times as he is directed.

The Rural Community Life Movement
of Ontario

Under the direction of the Rural
Community Life Movement of Ontario
an Institute will be held at Alvinston on
June 7th, 8th and 9th, 1918, Meetings
will begin on Friday evening and will
continue over Saturday and Sunday.

This Institute will include ALL church-
es and all other community organizations,
schools, Women’s Institutes, Farmers’
Clubs, Red Cross, Improvement, Debat-
ing Societies, etc., within a radius of six
miles, with delegates from a radius of
fifty miles.

It is undenominational and has for its
aim the welding of the community into
one sympathetic unity of spirit and of
aim.

Four Institutes are being held in
Ontario in June and Alvinston commun-
ity has been honored by being selected
as the place for one of them. Three or
more speakers of Provincial repute will
be present and deliver addresses on such
themes as :

“‘Community Building and Builders"

‘“The School and Its Place in Rural
Life”

*“The Business of Farming”’

“‘Social and Recreational Life”

“‘Consolidation of Public Schools”

‘‘The Business ot the Country Mer-
chant.” .

The Saturday afternoon session will
take on the nature of a “Field Day of
Sports’’ under the supervision of play
directors whose aim will be to have
everyone, young and old, take part in
common games — such games as the
older ones played on the old school
grounds ‘‘twenty years ago” and the
modern though very similar games that
their children are playing yet.

The day will end with a monster pic-
nic, when all will be expected to bring
hampers and lunch baskets as in the
long ago.

At every meeting, under direction of a
strong musical committee there will be
community singing. Songs of childhood
will be recalled and children and parents
will sing the old songs and some of the
new together.

Sunday’s program will include morn-
ing services in all the churches of the
town, with an afternoon; of four special
meetings in sections for Adult Bible
Class, Canadian Standard, Campfire
Girls and Community Study ; and in the
evening one great song service ending
the day and the Institute.

The date has been selected between
the stress of planting and the coming of
hay harvest. Plan for a breathing time
and a social gathering with a purpose—
that it may hearten the community for
