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New discoveries about the Bible are being 

made almost daily. The religious world is 
startled every now and then by the an- <• 
nouncemenl that some old manuscript ha 
been found or some clay tablet corroborating 
biblical history has been deciphered. The y 
last few years have been especially notable 
for remarkable finds, not the least of which 
has been a single leaf of papyrus bearing a 
few sayings of Jesus—logia, as they have 
been called. These discoveries arouse a 
questioning frame of mind. We ask, how 
did we get tho Bible, whence did it come, 
what was the method of its transmission to 
us? Learned volumes have been written, 
but only scholars read them. One of the 
latest of these is by Dr. William A. Coppln- 
ger, but it is so expensive a volume—only 
150 copies have been printed for sale—that 
few can read it, even if they would. The 
much talked of polychrome Bible, edited by 
leading biblical scholars of th** world, is an 
answer to this demand. Still, the question, 
how did the Bible come down to ns? ought 
to be answered briefly, so that the masses of 
the people can read and understand. It is 
irreverent to the Bible and the inspired men 
who gave us this world classic—the classic 
—dealing with the eternal theme of the rela­
tion between man and God, to think of it as 
a ready-made volume, dropped down from 
Heaven bound and gilt-edged.

The Bible was born in the little land of 
Canaan as the weary caravan, led by Abra­
ham from Ur of the Chaldees, pitched its 
tents and the patriarch wrote down the 
promises of the Eternal on the palm leaves 
which he found at hand.

When at last the term of exile was over and 
some of the more devoted Jews returned to 
rebuild the walls and temple of Jerusalem, 
the law had to be brought back to them.

Ezra was the mau for this work, and he 
and his coadjutors, the elders, collected the 
scattered records of earlier days and made 
the first canon of the Pentateuch. , They 
wrote it in a new script—Kethay Aehmris, 
the Assyrian or square character brought 
back from Babylon with them—and read 
and taught it to the people. By this time 
some of the speeches delivered by the pro­
phets of the exile, the second Isaiah and his 
disciples, had become so dear to the hearts 
of the people that they were esteemed as 
classics. Some had preserved the addresses 
of the earlier prophets, and gradually a sec­
ond set of accepted writings was added to 
the law. The older songs, too, were found 
again, and new singers were inspired for the

CAPTAIN JOSHUA SLOCUM REACHES NATAL, 
SOUTH AFRICA.

Captain Joehua Slocum and his little 40- 
foot sloop, the Spray, arrived at Natal, South 
Africa, Nov. 18, 1897, from Mauritius. I» 
will be remembered that Capt. Slocum left 
Gloucester, Mass., in April, 1895, bound on 
a voyage around the world.

The Natal Advertiser gives an interesting 
story of the arrival of the Spray and Capt. 
Slocum’s adventures since leaving Glouces­
ter, a portion of which is appended :

The Spray has now been 2J years on Her 
present voyage. Storting in April, 1895, 
Capt. Slocum shaped his course due east, 
and made the rock of Gibraltar. From there 
he again crossed the Atlantic ocean, this time 
in a southwesterly direction, and coasting 

the Brazils, he passed through Magel­
lan straits. Capt. Slocum entertained the 
idea of dodging the stormy Horn, but fate was 
against him, and on entering the Pacific he 
was driven out of hie course, and spent the 
months of March and April, 1896, beating 
about Cape Horn. He was forced te work 
hack to the Atlantic entrance to Magellan 
straits, and again make the passage through 
this dangerous pass.

After getting clear of the Horn, Capt. 
Slocum shaped his course for Juan Fernan­
dez. From Juan Fernandez, Capt. Slocum 
made his longest run, sailing for 62 days to 
Samoa. He has travelled throughout the 
whole of hie adventurous voyage without a 
chronometer. He navigates hie vessel on a 
system of dead reckoning, assisted by lunar 
observations, and he has always found hie

—The success that is attending the oper­

ation of the flour mills lately established at 
New Glasgow, shows that it is quite possible 
for Nova Scotia to produce good wheat and 
to manufacture good flour, for which there 
is a ready sale for a limited quantity. We 
do not for an instant suppose that this pro­
vince can ever hope to raise a sufficient 
quantity of grain to turn its attention to any 
considerable export business, in competition 
with the great granary of the west, but we 
do believe it possible and practicable for the 
farmers to raise enough for home consump­
tion. Recent experiments have shown that 
Nova Scotia wheat will make a high grade 
cf flour, and at average prices a Wheat 
field will yield a farmer a fair profit. 
There is room in the province for two or 
three more flour mills, and there is a good 
chance for one in the Annapolis valley. Its 
establishment would add a new value to 
farm lands and encourage farmers to engage 
in a new industry. The New Brunswick 
government is now considering a scheme for 
bonusing grist mills and our own government 
would do well to offer some encouragement 
along this line also.

MR. GEORGE V. KNIGHT.
The sudden death of Mr. George V. Knight

significant declarations, “by authority,” in 
the House indicate that the government has 
determined to keep down expenditures to 
the lowest notch.

It will show the total revenue for 
the month at $3,512,090, an increase over 
the same month last year of half a million 
dollars, while for the seven months, ending 
Jan. 31, the total revenue has been $21,a 
446,123, &8 compared with $20,499,210 for 
the same period the year before, showing an 
increase of almost a million dollars. The 
expenditure for the same period was $19,- 
694,000, as compared with $20,502,000 for 
the year before, showing a decrease in the 
expenditure for the present year of over 
$800,000.

mPlants to Suit Your Windows.

The following list of plants was complied 
by Prof. 8. T. Maynard, of the Massachusetts 
Agricultural College, and may therefore be 
regarded as reliable.

The plants which do best In a rather cool 
room, never below 36° or above 70°, but aver 
aging about 66°, are Azaleas, Daisies, Carn­
ations,Candy tuft, Sweet Aly ssum, Cen tau res, 
or Dusty Miller, Chrysanthemums, Ciner­
arias, Camellias, Daphne odora, Feverfews, 
Geraniums, Petunias, Primroses, Sweet- 
scented Violets, Verbenas and Vincas. 
Plants requiring more heat, never below 60° 
or above 90°, but say an average of about 70° 
are Abattions, Achyranthea, Begonias, Bou- 
vardias, Caladiums, Cannas, Cape Jaeamine, 
Coleus, Enpatoriume, Fuchsias, Gloxinias, 
Heliotropes, Lantanae, Lobelias, Mahernias, 
Othonnas, Roses and Smilax. Plants that 
succeed well in the shade are Begonias, 
Camellias, Ferns, German and English Ivies. 
Those that require a very rich soil are Callaa, 
Roses and Smilax. Plants grown in small 
pots bloom more freely than those grown in 
larger ones, but are more liable to injory 
from the drying of the earth. There is al 
ways a desire to start a collection of house 
plants, with roses, smilax, heliotrope, begon­
ias, etc., but my advice to you would be to 
begin with geraniums, petunias, fuchsias, and 
perhaps a hardy fern or carnation; then as 
you gain success with these you can add the 
more difficult growing plants, such as roses 
and the list that requires a temperature of 
about 70°.

How to Warm Cold Feet.

People who write or sew all day, or rath­
er those who take but little exercise, may 
warm their cold feet without going to the 
fire. All that is necessary is to stand erect 
and very gradually to lift one's self up upon 
the tips of the toes, so as to put all the ten­
dons of the foot at full strain. This is not 
to hop or jump up and down, but simply to 
rise—the slower the better—upon tiptoe, 
and to remain standing on the points of the 
toes as long as possible, but gradually com­
ing to the natural position. Repeat this 
several times, and by the amount of work 
the tips of the toes are made to do in sus­
taining the body's weight, a sufficient and 
lively circulation is set up. Even the half 
frozen car-driver can carry this plan out. It 
is one rule of the “ Swedish movement ” sys­
tem, and, as a motion-warmth is far better 
than fire-warming, persons who suffer with 
cold feet at night can try this plan just be­
fore retiring to rest.

A little care 
will keep the hands soft and white, and a 
little attention will keep the nails well 
rounded and polbhed.

Care of House Plants,

The best temperature for house plants is 
48 degrees at night to 70 degrees during the 
day.

If your plants should at any time get nipped 
with the frost, shower them with very cold 
water and keep them in the shade for a day 
or two. Furnace heat b the worst for plants, 
and that from a wood stove the best. Keep 
the air moist, water thoroughly, but not too 
often. Use water same temperature as the 
room. Shower all smooth leaved plants fre­
quently. The oleander, calla and hydrangea 
may have'water standing in the saucers 
under the pots. Vines should be watered 
more frequently than other plants.

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Sensations of Soldiers Under Fire.

A correspondent of the London Daily 
Telegraph at the front in India describes 
some of the sensations of men under fire for 
the first time. It may seem difficult to be­
lieve that fifty bullets could fall in a camp 
only a few hundred yards square—crowded 
with animals and men—without any other 
result than to hit a single mule in the tail. 
Such was, however, the fact. This shows 
of what value a little active service to to the 
soldier. The first time he is under fire he 
imagines himself to be in very great danger. 
He thinks that every ballet is going to hit 
him, and that every shot is being aimed at 
him. Assuredly he will be killed in a mo­
ment. If he goes through this ordeal once 
or twice he begins to get some idea of the 
odds in his favor. He had heard lota of bal­
lets and they have not hurt him. He will 
get home safely to his tea this evening, jnst 
as he did last time. He becomes a very 
much more effective fighting machine. From 
a military point of view the perpetual fron­
tier wars in one corner or other of the Em­
pire are of the greatest value. This fact 
may one of these days be proved when our 

•soldiers are brought into contact with some 
peace-trained conscript army. Though the 
firing produces very little effect on the troops 
—most of whom had been through the ex­
perience several times before—it was a severe 
trial to the wounded, whose nerves, shatter­
ed by pain and weakness, was unable to bear 
the strain. The surgeon in charge told me 
that the poor fellows quivered at every shot 
as if in the anticipation of a blow.

»4? Limited.”

e word ‘limited’ in connection with 
corporations and firms,” explained a promi,- 
nent lawÿeif to a teporter, 44 to now in very 
general use.' It originated in England, and 
almost eyery business concern there to a 
limited partnership. Of all the cities in this 
country Philadelphia has more limited part­
nership thap any other, though there was 
not one there 25 years ago. Philadelphia 
got the idea during the centennial, and, it 
having been found by experience to be a good 
thing, it has grown constantly. It means 
that those interested in a firm are only inter­
ested to a limited extent—that to, only to 
the extent ;which is stated in the articles of 
incorporation. v

44The limit of one member of a firm there­
fore may be $5,000, while the limit of another 
may be ten times that amount, or one-tenth 
or any other part. Thus, in the firm of 
Brown, Jonys &. Co., limited, Brown may 
have three-fourths of the stock, and Jones 
and the others the remaining fourth. It 
limits the responsibility, as it makes a mem­
ber of the firm liable only for that which is 
•tiamed in the articles of incorporation. In 
this kind of corporation or firm the law 
which allows them to limit their responsibil­
ity also requires that the word ‘limited* 
shall always be used in naming the firm, so 
that all may know exactly that, though 
there may be a large number of very heavy 
men financially interested in a concern, their 
Interest and responsibility are limited. It 
is a fair thing all around, for it prevents the 
use of big names, which have sometimes been 
used to boom enterprises and corporations, 
when in reality the owners of the names 
have had bnt little interest in the concerns.” 
— Washington Star.

Trivial Mistakes.

Not one of ns, even to the most good- 
natured, like to have our mistakes pointed 
out.

Perpetual Motion.

Ownership of Home Desirable.

To bring out the best of farm life and to 
bring land up to its fullest capacity resident 
ownership to usually required. The man 
who owns the farm he tills has incentive to 
improving and beautifying his home.

It 
was the suggestion of » committee of the 
Polytechnic Society of Munich for use where 
petroleum to stored.

Owing to the conbustible nature of its 
contents, a barn presents a difficult subject 
for even a fire department, where one may 
be near. It is difficult u> get at the flames 
directly, owing to spapseness of windows, 
and hence the best thing to some chemicals 
suitable for the purpose, and these every 
barn-owner should have. Then let him rig­
orously enforce the law of “no matches 
tobacco or lights about the barn." Allow­
ing tramps to sleep in the barn is a bad and 
always dangerous piece of charity. Imper­
fect glass in windows will cause fires by 
acting as a “ bnrning-glass,” concentrating 
the sun’s rays.

Mystery of the Divining Rod.

While alchemy has been revived in the 
United States, the divining rod has gained a 
fresh hold in England. The mystery of this 
instrument is explained by Prof. M. E. Wads­
worth of the Michigan School of Mines, who 
has often shown his classes that if any tough 
twig fork to grasped with the palms upward, 
the branches entering the clenched hands 
from the aides farthest apart, the twig will 
bend downward whenever the grasp is 
tightened. The harder the grip, the more it 
must curve. Water or no water, mineral or 
no mineral, the result must always be the 
same when the conditions are fu fill led; and 
it oan be easily understood. Prof. Wads­
worth adds, how an ignorant; operator may 
deceive himself and be perfectly honest in 
supposing that some oceulat force, and not 
his hands, forced the fork downward.

Fresh Moat the Year Around.

I want to tell the farmers in our P. F. 
family how my wife has fresh meat of our 
own raising for our table the year around. 
I am sure the hard times have prevented 
■mall farmers like ourselves, especially those 
who are paying interest, from patronizing 
the batcher’s cart. Under these ciroum-. 
stances, it is a great convenience to have 
fresh beef, mutton, veal or poultry always 
at hand. We usually kill a beef (occasion­
ally a sheep instead) as soon as the weather 
becomes cooler in the fall, selling half or 
three quarters of it. Of the remainder we 
use what we like before it becomes tainted, 
then that which we are not likely to use 
fresh, Veedy boils in well-salted water. She 
■ays “always put the meat4tocook in boiling 
water.” (I fear she has been looking over 
my shoulder.) When thoroughly done she 
removes the meat from the broth, then re­
moves the bones and gristle from the meat. 
She next outs the meat into convenient pieces 
and drops them loosely into glass fruit jars. 
When the broth has cooled she removes the 
cake of tallow from the top and pours as 
much of the broth over the meat as the cans 
will hold. If any remains she fills a can of 
convenient size and has the foundation for 
soups and gravies. Next she drops a few 
small sticks or headless nails into the boiler 
and on these places an inch board, with 
corners rounded, so it will nearly fit, leaving 
just enough space so the water will pass un­
der freely. She puts boiler on the stove with 
enough cold water in it to prevent cans from 
becoming hot till the proper time. The cans 
are now put iu the boiler with only the glass 
cover and metal ring placed lightly on each. 
The boiler is filled witffcold water to wit bin 2 
inches of tops of cans and covered closely to 
keep the steam in. When the water begins 
to boil she looks at the clock and keeps it 
boiling one hour and a half, then draws boiler 
back of stove, and after wiping all grease and 
steam from tops of cans and covers, puts on 
the rubber rings and seals as she does fruit. 
She then boils for another hour, leaving cans 
in boiler until nearly cold, when she takes 
them out, wipes them dry and turns them 
upside down on a table. If in a few hours 
she finds that no broth has run out, she wraps 
each in a thick brown paper and keeps them 
tops down in a cool place. When wanted, 
she removes the meat with an old-fashioned 
meat fork, such as our grandmothers used, 
and serves it cold, or heating it serves it as 
plain boiled meat, hash, meat loaf, meat pie, 
etc. The jelly into which the broth has 
turned can be made into an excellent gravy 
for a dressing. Some of onr town friends 
think chicken pie a great troat, so Veedy 
cams a few chickens or fowls, removing only 
the larger bones, and is thus always prepared 
to 44 make a spread ” for these visitors. She 
says there are a few points that must be ob 
served, for want of which her first attempt 
to can meat was a complete failure, which, 
however, resulted in her experimenting till 
success crowned her efforts. The meat must 
not be kept till it to tainted before caninng. 
Be sure the cans will seal. If uncertain, test 
them with boiling water. Wrap ca»s in 
dark colored paper to entirely exclude the 
light, and keep in a cool place, tops down, 
till wanted.— Thomas Jones in Orange Judd 
Farmer.

Good Way to Pack Butter.

Butter to never so good as when used 
within one week from the time it leaves the 
churn. It possesses then a delicate aroma 
and a peculiar, indescribable flavor, which 
sjon passes away and is never present there­
after, but batter properly made can be kept 
sweet and in good order for months.

Get the batter in good condition as soon 
as possible after churning and pack it firmly 
in gallon or half gallon jars. Those contain­
ing five or aix pounds are preferable. When 
the jars are brought, ask the seller, as he 
marks the weight of each, to number them, 
so that a record of the amount of butter in 
each jar can readily be kept. Pack the jars 
level full, tie a round piece of strong, thick 
cloth over the top and place it bottom side 
up into a new, large crock. Do not pack 
butter made at different times in the same 
jar, but store only those jars that can be filled 
at one churning.

Make strong brine, using all the si 
water will absorb, adding to each gallon a 
teaspoonful of saltpeter and a teaspoonful of 
granulated sugar. Scald the brine and skim 
it thoroughly. When cold, strain through a 
wet thick cloth into the crock. Add more 
brine from time to time to keep the jars cov­
ered two inches in depth. Tie a thick cloth 
over the crock to protect from dust, and over 
this place a wooden cover to exclude the 
light.

Do not keep the crock on the cellar floor, 
even if it to a cement one, but on a platform, 
if possible, with slate underneath the crock 
to insure free circulation of air. This will 
prevent mold forming on the bottom of the

Several smaller 'crocks may be used in 
which to store the jars rather than use the 
large crock. To clean jars and crocks use a 
bath of hot lime water or strong hot soda

Just So.

THIS IS THE KIND OE CREAMERY MAN THAT 
WILL MAKE THE MONEY.

Some day, some time, a man with brains 
and an air of cleanliness about him will come 
along and locate in a community where 
creameries are owned and operated by that 
class of farmers who think that “anything 
to good enough for a creamery,” and this 
clean, shrewd man will build a creamery 
that will be so fine in its appointments from 
cellar to garret that it will make all the 
others look like soap factories.

He will adopt the modern ideas of the best 
posted men in the country. % He will spend 
dollars where farmers have spent dimes, he 
will have tile floors, porcelain walls, an office 
for the butter maker, a laboratory for the 
milk testing, perfect drainage and ventila­
tion. He will have inviting walks of gravel 
or cement, macadam approaches to the 
creamery for the milk wagons, a lawn that 
will cost a few hundred dollars, cropped close 
and clean by the boys in the creamery. His 
butter maker will have to know his business 
from a practical and scientific standpoint, 
and the man at the receiving can will have 
the powers of a czar. Bad milk will be sent 
back to the patron with crape on the can.

This creamery man will be called a crank, 
bnt people will come hundreds of miles to see 
his creamery, and its reputation will soon 
become known among the eastern merchants, 
who are looking for a superlatively fine ar­
ticle, and the strangest thing of all will be 
that this man will prosper and make money 
while his competitors stand aghast at what 
they regard as wasteful extravagance.

—It is a saving of food to keep the cows 
warm and comfortable, and to feed cut food 
wetted with warm water, for it to evident 
that this will prevent some waste of food in 
sustaining the animal heat. A due propor­
tion of salt—two ounces a day to the standard 
supply—should, of course, go with each feed 
as an aid to good digestion. Carding the 
skin, by its good effect in aiding the natural 
function of it as an excretory organ, should 
not be omitted, besides the friction of a stiff 
brush has the effect of warming the animal 
by stimulating the circulation of blood in 
minute capillary vessels of the skin.
