Sent From England to Open the
Great Western Railway.

George T. Horton, aged 88, of Chic-
ago, has been presently in Toronto.
Mr. Horton is to-day the oldest en-
gineer alive, and likewise the oldest
Brotherhood member. He is stil
chaplain of Division 203. He is in his
89th year. Was sent from England %o
France as engineer, and was one of
the English refugees at the Restora-
tion of the French Empire under Na-
poleon III. On returning to England
he was honored by being the only en-
gineer chosen to come to this country
to open the Great Western Railway.

He was the first man to run over the |

Then he worked at
Winnipeg, St. Paul, Chicago, BSan
Francisco, and Bloomington, until
old age asserted itself.

Mr. Horton has three daughters
living—one in Chicago, with whom
he resides; one in Goderich, the eld-

ing 15 grandchildren, thirty great-
grandchildren, and one great-great
grandchild.
