At the clerical chapter meeting the
studyv of the Epistle to the Ephesians
in the original was continued Canon
Morris contributing another ot his in-
teresting and  instructive papers on
this subject.

Other papers read were as follows:
“The Mother’s Union” by Rev. A. W.
L. Smith, and “The Unconscious In-
fluence of the Catholicity of the
Church on the World at Large” by
Rev. M. Taylor; both were practical
and impressive and were followed by
interesting debates.

DIGBY SCHR, CAUGHT IN GALE
The Dorothy M. Smart Had Keel
Damaged And Her Salls Torn.

The Digby fishing schooner Dorothy
M. Smart, Capt. William Ross, is in
port at Yarmouth in a
damaged condition. The vessel was
fishing on the grounds north of the
Lurcher Lightship when she was
struck by the terrific blow of last
Friday morning, and as the wind in-
creased into a strong gale, Captain
Ross decided to turn into pcrt for
shelter, but before he reached Yar-
mouth Sound the vessel's lower sails
were practically all split and badly
torn, so much so that it was impos-
sible to work the vessel quickly and
as a rcsult -she - mis-stayed. when
running into the outer harbor and
struck on what is known as Corning
Rock near ‘Bug Light, and remained
fast for some hours during which
the vessel pounded heavily.

Later the tug Mary H. Cann went
to the assistance of the schooner,
floated and took her up to one of the
docks where on Saturday a survey
was held by Port Warden Ferguson,
and Capt. F. A. Ladd, who recom-
mended that the craft be hanled out
on the Marine Railways.

JOHN PARIS IS
GUILTY OF MURDER

Trure Man Charged With the Murd-
er of Sadie McAuley, Convict-
edat 3t Jobm.

* 8t. Johs, -N.B., Dec. 2—“Guilty”
was the momentous word that fell
upon the ears of John Paris, charged
with the murder of nine-year-old
Sadie McAuley near Riverview Park
here¢ on August 2nd, when shortly
before midnight tonight he stood in
the court room to hear the verdict
announced by the foreman of the
jury. Paris shook his head from side
to side and seemed t6 be muttering
to -himself and breathing heavily
when the verdict was announced. He |
was still shaking his head -when he
was taken out of the court room back

to the jail. Judge Chandler announc-|
ed that he would not pass scntence |
on the prisoner this evening. The:
jury was out approximately four|
hours before they returned with t.he’5
verdict.

The tria! which culminated this
evening in the conviction of Paris was
drawn out over a period of ten days.
All the witnesses in the case wege
in on Thursday evening and both ot
to-day's eession of the court were
occupied with the addresses of G. H.
Vernon, for the defense, and Hon.
J. P. Byrne, Attorney General ct New
Brunswick, for the. Crown, and the
charge of Judge Chandler to the jury.

The Judge completed his charge
just about six o’clock and then sent
the jury for their evening meal an-
nouneing that he would hold the court
open during the evening in case they
should arrive at a verdict.

Q. How 1f1an5’ forest fires, large
and small, do we have in Canada in
an average vear?

A. Five thousand would be a fair
estimate. Ontario alone had 1,269
forest fires this year, burning over
750,000 acres, and the Government
spent $78,000 on fighting them. In
the United States this year, more
than 14,000 forest fires broke out in
the pulpwood regions alone.

Q. What causes our forest fires;
is there any means of preventing
them?

A. Ninety forest fires in every
hundred are started by settlers, rail-
roads, campers, smokers, and other
human elements, very few by light-
ning. These men require the timber
areas to give them occupation- or
recreation, yet their personal care-
lessness is killing one of Canada’s
mightiest assets.

GREAT SUCCESS

More than $80,000 Will Go to the
French Ch'ldren’s League as
the Result of Campaign

Ottawa, Nov. 30—More than eighty
thousand dollars will go to the French
children’s league as a resulc of the
Poppy Day campaign in Canada car-
ried through under the auspices of
the Great War Veterans' Association,
it was announced at Dominion Com-
mand headquarters this morning. At
the same time ninety thousand dollars
remain in the hands of the various
branches of the Association to be ex-
clusively used for the relief of un-
employment among soldiers during
the winter months.

FISH IS BECOMING MORF
POPULAR IN THE DINING CAR

Probably no indications of the
growing demand for seafoods is more
noticeable than the increasing popu-
larity of fish on the dining cars of
the Canadian National Railways. Close
to two hundred thousand pounds of
fish were consumed on Canadian
National trains during the year 1920,
and during the present year there
is evidence of a big increase.

Statictics of the varieties of fish
served on the trains tell the same
tale as statistics of our general fish
consumption. During the year 1920
thirty-cne different varieties of ma-
rine foocd were offered for sale on
the Canadian National Railways but
the great bulk of sales was confined
to whtfiefish,” lake trout, salmon,
halibut and cod.
