This some­
times causes the grain to be held there 
for a considerable time. The company 
iclaînted that three days should be 
sufficient, and shippers holding their 
grain at Cartier longer than that 
should be penalized in order to dis­
courage the tying up of railway equip­
ment..

The Montreal Corn Exchange, which 
opposed the application and asked for 
at least seven days’ allowance at Car- 
tierf’was represented by President W. 
H. D, Miller and Ward Bashaw and 
W. S. Tilston, manager of the trans­
portation bureau of the board of trade.

No Reason for Extra Charges.
Mr. Tilston said there was no more 

reason for extra demurrage charges 
at Cartier than at Montreal or To­
ronto. The company replied that spe­
cial means must be taken to prevent 
such congestion as occurred in 1913. 
With the big crop to handle this year, 
amF practically no westbound freight, 
the difficulty would be greater than 
ever. Mr- Miller said that the trouble 
arose from the uncertainty as to when 
grain bought in the western provinces 
would arrive at Cartier, 
the shipper could 
weeks. Therefore he had to buy pretty 
freely and sometimes had more on his 
hands at Cartier than he could ar­
range to deliver at eastern points. 
Mr. Miller argued that with a better 
distribution of the crop this year and 
three railways - to handle it, there 
should be little congestion.

The C. P. R- also hold that the pre­
sent practice was only an accommo­
dation to grain speculators. "The Mont­
real delegates replied that the vast 
proportion of it was only legitimate 
business speculation.

LONDON, Sept. *1.—In the corres­
pondence taken ■ from Archibald, the 
American magazine reporter, bearing 
messages to Germany and Austria- 
Hungary, issued by the British Gov­
ernment tonight, there are three let­
ters from Dr. Dumba, the Austro- 
Hungarian ambassador, to" Baron Von 
Burlan, Austro-Hungarian minister of 
foreign affairs, dated Aug. 20. The first 
is the letter already published relating 
to proposals for the prevention cif the 
production of war materials or the dis­
organization of munitions factories in 
the United States. The second criti­
cizes Secretary of State Lansing's re­
ply to Baron Von Burian’e protest 
against the delivery of weapons to the 
allies. The letter declares that the 
legal arguments of Mr. Lansing are 
“certainly very week," but adds that 
to return to the question Is usleee, 
“having regard to the somewhat self- 
willed temperament of the president.”

The taird letter tells of the publi­
cation of certain pro-German docu­
ments, adding:

“Count Von -Bemstorff took the 
position that these slanders require 
no answer and had the happy In­
spiration to refuse any explanation, 
to be in no way compromised ”

The letter concludes: "Everything 
German here will be more energetically 
and consistently slandered and be­
fouled. No impartial person could 
fall to oe Impressed with a feeling of 
gratitude at the wide activity of 
Qehelmrat Albert- There are, -how­
ever, very few impartial people in New 
York.

“The torpedoing of the Arabic, 
should she have been sunk without 
warning or should any American pas­
sengers have lost their lives, would 
have a more unfavorable effect with 
regard to Germany on public opinion 
in the United States than all the news­
paper revelations.”

weight of debt at the close of . the 
financial year would be £2,200,000,000 
($11,000,000,000). nf

Mr. McKenna proposed an addition of 
40 per dent, to the existing income tax, 
and the taxation of all incomes of £130 
($660) or more. The present minimum
UA1hekvy tax' on the profits of manufac­
turers of war supplies also was proposed 
by the chancellor. Fifty per cent, of all 
war profits above the amount assessed 
tor the Income tax last year will be sub­
jected to a special tax, which works out 
at 60 per cent, of the profits. Mr. Me- 
Kenna estimated the revenue from this 
source in a full year at £30,000,000 ($150,- 
000,000).

The chancellor also proposed an in­
crease in the duty on sugar to 9s 4d 
($2.24) per hundred weight.

Duty Upon Luxuries.
An all round Increase of 60 per cent 

In the duty on tea, coffee, chicory, to­
bacco, dried fruits and other articles was 
suggested, and also an increase of 100 
per'cent, on patent medicines.

Another source of revenue is to be an 
increase in postal rates, which J» ex­
pected to bring in £4,976,000 (124,876,000). 
The chancellor plans toabolish the half­
penny postage, and to Impose additional 
charges on telephone and telegraph 
messages.

A tax of 33 1-3 per cent, ad Valorem 
on all imported motor cars, bicycles 
moving picture films, clocks, watches 
musical instruments, plate glass, and 
hate, also was put forward by the chan­
cellor.

LONDON, Sept, 21.—(8.22 p..—.)—The 
continued detention of the American tank 
steamer Coming and the Norwegian 
steamer Vltilia, the latter with a cargo 
of meat packers’ products, promises to 
cause a revival of Interest In the contro­
versy between the American and British 
Governments over the question of seizure 
of neutral shipping.

No reason has yet been made public 
for the seizure of the Corning, but Stan­
dard Oil officials, exercised over their 
failure to secure her release here, have 
placed the case in the hands of the Amer­
ican Government.

•the Netherlands Overseas Trust, but the 
British Government maintains that con­
tracts for such a large shipment had not 
been made in advance by the trust. The 
packers maintain that, under the present 
agreement, providing for the trust, they 
bad a right to ship without previous 
orders. '

The state department whs advised on 
Sept. 10 that the Coming, from Baton 
Rouge to Malmo, Sweden, with refined 
petroleum naphtha, had arrived at Kirk­
wall. It was assumed by officials that 
she had voluntarily put Into that port to 
obviate her seizure as a "suspect.”

The chancellor estimated that the new 

tax on war profits will yield £30,006,000 in 
the full year. Including the Income "tax, 
the new assessment works out at sixty 
per cent, of the profits.

We Are Going Ahead Fin ,

JThe war lays a heavy toll upon a 
nation by cutting oft splendid men In 
the prime of life and by maiming 
many others, but the destruction of 
property is less than we are apt to 
think. Rations are consumed and 
uniforms are worn out. but men must 
be fed and clothed'at all times. An 
Immense amount of metal is turned 
into munitions of war, but the greater 
part of it will no doubt sooner or later 
return to the foundry- Even the de­
struction of towns and cities Is one 
easily repaired it peace be not too long 
delayed, and if peace, when It comes, 
brings absolute security. One good 
•harvest will turn a scarred and bar­
ren waste into a smiting countryside.

For, after all, real wealth Is to be 
found in the earth and the fulness 
thereof. We are making sacrifices In 
Canada by sending our boys to the 
front, and in that way our losses will 
be beyond estimate and beyond repair, 
but none of our property Is being de­
stroyed and the country is richer to­
day than when the war commenced.

True, our national 
crease, tout the money borrowed has 
been largely expended in equipping, 
maintaining and preparing our troops 
and caring for those dependent upon 
them. Our own military necessities 
and the war orders of the allies have 
stimulated production in many lines 
of activity. Possibly lumbering Is the 
only big business which is greatly de­
pressed.

From an economic standpoint our 
position is in striking analogy with 
that of the United States. Both coun­
tries suffered from the shock of dis­
location, and both countries find 
themselves, after a year, much^ better 
oft than t they anticipated- The Cana­
dian fatiner got high prices for his 
wheat last year. Just as did the Am­
erican farmer. The Canadian manu­
facturer got war orders as well as the 
American manufacturer. If the United 
States is gradually becoming rich and 
prosperous, so Is Canada- True, Can­
ada feels that she is doing a great 
deal actively toward winning victory 
for the freedom of the world, while 
the United States le doing nothing, 
but that should not cause us to lose 
our grip on the real economic situa­
tion. The war, instead of setting " us 
back financially, has helped us over 
What threatened to be a time of ter­
rible depression. The war is going to 
make us better off than we ever have 
been before.

It there be dull times In Canada It 
is largely because of the state of mmd 
of the people- 
anxious about their boys at the front, 
anxious about the progress of the war, 
depressed by reported setbacks here 
and there in the field. They have not 
perhaps that absolute confidence in the 
ultimate victory of the allies possess­
ed by neutrals who can reckon up the 
chances without excitement or undue 
anxiety. Then, too, a certain rhetori­
cal exaggeration in the press, in the 
pulpit, and on the platform lead the 
people to believe that they must 
hoard and hide their money against 
some, undefined contingency which 
may call for all they have in the way 
of treasure to help out the empire.

But no such contingency is going to 
arise. We can best help the empire 
so far as money goes by making our­
selves financially strong. No money 
contribution to Great Britain is asked 
and none is needed. Indeed we are 
getting $2,000,000 a week from the 
mother country- We are richer than 
we ever have been and just now we 
have an unprecedented opportunity to 
greatly increase our volume of busi­
ness and to accumulate wealth. We 
are able to see that the position in 
the United States, from an economic 
standpoint, is full of promise. Ours 
is equally good. What we need is to 
realize that fact, to look at business 
in a business way and sliake off the 
mantle of apprehension which we have 
no right to wear, 
where there is cause for grief, but let 
us not be gloomy where there is cause 
for rejoicing.

We have, perhaps, the biggest and 
best harvest in our history. It is real 
wealth, but our government must see 
that our farmer has not to sell at, a 
sacrifice, but gets a fair show, or, bet­
ter still, a real preference in the Bri­
tish market. We have lots of

“This costly litigation is all'about $23 
and the, defendants were willing to pay 
9101," remarked Chief Justice Faicon- 
brldge, in a Judgment in the case of the 
Canada Sand Company and Orr Brothers, 
handed down at Osgoode Hall yesterday. 
The Sand Company entered into in 
agreement to supply Orr Bros, with 
bricks and when a wagon had been half 

.unloaded the defendants claimed that 
the bricks were not of the quality called 
for in the agreement and refused to ac­
cept them. The defendants sued for stor­
age of the brick and lost the action, while 
.the plaintiffs in a claim against Orr 
Bros., tried before „udge Winchester, 
covered against them.

“The facts are clearly set out In the 
Judgment of the county Judge,” said the 
chief Justice. He accepted the evidence 
of the plaintiffs against Hunter (àlt 
agent of the brick company) and refused 
to accept the evidence of Orr. It is not 
a case in which the finding was based 
on any misapprehension of evidence. On 
the contrary there are circumstances 
which amply Justify him in finding in 
the plaintiffs’ favor.” The appeal was 
dismissed.

Such a preference is apparently not 
to tie given by the budget Just Intro­
duced Into the imperial house of com­
mons. Neither do we see a» yet any 
Indication that It is to be given thru 
the purchase of the Canadian crop by 
the imperial government If there is to 
any preference at all It will have to 
oome thru cheaper ocean rate*.

Mr. .Rogers is addressing himself to 
the problem of how to market our 
wheat with characteristic energy, and 
he will naturally do everything In his 
power for the western farmer. It looks 
to ue, howevelr, as tho a great part 
of the crop would have to be hold over 
for a time unless a large portion of it 
is purchased by the mother country or 
her allies. This being the case, the 
weight of the problem may after all 
rest upon the shoulders of Finance 
Minister White. He will be the man 
to deal with, the Anglo-French Com­
mission and help finance war pur­
chases by a liberal use of the national 
credit. If after all the farmers have 
to hold a good portion cf the crop for 
better prices they will be enabled to 
do so with less risk and discomfort now 
that Mr. White <fras promised to re­
discount their grain bills and even to 
discount them directly by an iesue of 
national currency.

Persistent selling of December wheat 
was Indulged In under the leadership of 
one of the l&rgeet houses on 'change. 
The chief incentive for this bearish oper­
ation appeared to be the outlook for a 
more liberal movement of wheat from 
first hands thruout the entire belt. In 
this connection, especial stress was laiS 

the favorable conditions for threshing 
in the northwest, where all available ma­
chines were said to be finding brisk em­
ployment. The course of prices, however, 
was by no means a constant decline, sev­
eral moderate bulges taking place owing 
largely to a decrease of the visible sup­
ply in Great Britain and because of for­
eign buying of futures here.

Handicap to Bulls. =
Gossip that Canadian tariff obstacles 

to free shipments Into the U. S. might 
soon be removed, cut some figure as a 
handicap to the wheat bulls here. On 
the other hand, a ruling that delivery of 
No. 1 velvet chaff with dockage would 
not be accéptable on ordinary Chicago 
contracts had a tightening effect on tne 
September option in particular.

Com prices at the outset were not re­
sponsive to news of frosts last night and 
Indications of more tonight. Damage talk 
was discredited.
