Toronto
also had the advantage of geographical
position, which Montreal would never
have. Situated in the centre of the
Dominion, it attracted exhibitors and
.. visitors not only from every province,
. but also from many of the border
States of the neighboring republic. In
this respect the Exhibition was in a
position to do a service to the Domin-
fon by holding such an exhibition as
proposed. They had been knocking at
the door of the Dominion Cabinet for
the past four or five years for the as-
gistance which would enable them to
. fnaugurate an era of -annual Dom}n}or:
FExhibitions, having the recognition’ of
the Dominion Government. When Sir
John Thompson was here he recogniz-
ed the strength of the claims of the
association, and promised to lend his
fnfluence towards accomplishing the
aims of the association, They now pro-
posed to ask for a grant of $50,000 from
the Dominion Government, and when
they did so he trusted they would re-
ceive the endorsation and active sup-
port of zll the representatives from e
ronto in the Dominion House. (Cheers.)

A TERRIBLE WAY TO DIE.

H. A. Mitchell Puts the Muszle of a Rific
in His Mouth and Sends a Bullet
Through His Brain.

He usually sat at the
head of the table, but this morning he’
took a seat at the side. Upon his wife
calling his attentlon to the mistake, he
laughingly got up and took his seaf at
the head. After bréakfast his wife told
bim he had better get dressed and go
dcwn town and attend to some Musiness
that had to be transacted. He did not
answer her, but went Into the kitcoen
took some cartridges from the cupbourd
there and went quletly up stairs, unknown
to any of the famlily, taking possession of
a rifle from the closet, where his wife had
hidden it from the children. It is SUppos-
ed that he placed the muzzle of the gun
in his mouth, held It in place with onn
hand, and pulled the trigger with the
other. The hand that held the muzzle is
badly burned. The ball passed tkrough
the roof of the mouth, pierced the hrain
and came out of the top of his head, avd
entered the celling above. Mrs. Mitchell
heard the shot and, on going up stairs,
found her husband lying in a heap on-the
floor, stone dead.

A Double Game in Politics Exposed in the
House of Commons=It Looks as 1f the
Government Desired to Introduge the
American System of ‘“To the Victers
Belong the Spolls” in Canada-With
Them It All Depends Upon Whose Ox 1s
Gored—Lively Debate in the Honse.

Ottawa, Sept. 1.—(Special.)—There
was an interesting discussion in the
House to-day on the subject of the dis-
missal of public officers by the present
Government on the ground that they
participated in the general electlons,
and strangers in_the galleries had an
opportunity of hearing excellent

speeches from members on either sidel

Mr. Bell, the new member for Plc-
tou, opened the discussion, referring
particularly to the dismissal of two
officers in his constituency to make
room for the most active Grit politician
in the county. Mr. Bell deprecated the
introduction of the spoils- system as
degrading to political life, and aeroga-
tory to the standard of public service
in this country.

sScored by Mr. Foster.

Mr. Foster expregsed regret that Mr.
Laurier had not seen fit to declare him-
self on this important subject. 1t dia
not comport with the dignity of the
¥irst Minister to keep silent i« this
question. Much anxiety had been felt
in the country as to the course the Gov-
ernment might take. I'here nad been
a lively interest among the friends ot
the Government in vhis maitter. In
many constituencies ‘he local commit-
tees were already parcelling out the oI-
fices now held by Tories. The recent
bye-election in “ Queensbury’” would
bring the Liberal party no glory.
Every official in the county had been
threatened that unless he voted for the
Government candidate he would be dis-
missed. (Opposition cheers), He
strongly conrdemned Mr. Davies’ pollcy
in dismissing a number of officials with-
out order-in-Council and without giv-
ing a reason to His Excellency for sucn
action. He contrasted Mr. Davies’
summary action with that of Sir Henry
Joly, who sald he would Investigate
charges against officers of thz Inlana
Revenue.

Hon, Mr, Hardy, in reply, thanked
the Mayor and council for the address
and the complimentary terms . in
which it was coucled.

Dublin, Sept. 1.—The great convention of
representatives of the Irish race, which
was summoned with a view of affording
the opportunity to all who desire to see
unity restored among the Irish Natiofial-
ists to come together and formuinte a4
platform, in suppost of which Irish Nation-
allsts throughout-the world may act to-
gether, was opened in pelnster Hall at
noon to-day and will be in session three
days. When the convention was called to
order there were 2000 delegates present,
including representatives from Great Brit-
ain and Ireland, the United States, Can-
ada, Australia and South Africa.

Rt. Rey. Patrick O’LDonnell, Xoman Cath-
olic Bishop of Raphoe, was elected perman-
ent chairman of the conveition upon the
motion of Justin MeCarthy, member of
Parliament, who called the convention to
order.

Mealyites und Parmellites Mold Aloof.

The Healyltes and the Parnellites took
pno part in the conyention, holding them-
selves entirely aloof from the gathering.

Resolutions were passed favoring the re-
constitution of a united Irish party, boun
togethier in the Hoine Rule ranks, and
ciplined under the rule of the majority.

A telegram was read from the rope, in
which Bis Holiness prayed for a cessation
of the differences existing among the Irish

ties.
N«shaumnn ‘Dr. O’'Donnell sald that the
convention cared little from what Govern-
ment the Irish obtained the right of self-
government, and they would strenuously
oppose every party retusing that right.

Speaking re-
gard to the disunion of the Nauonalist
party, Dr. O’'Donnell aroused Intense en-
thusiasm on the part of his' hearers by
declaring that no man, nor any set 0. mon,
ought to place themselves into competition
with the cause of Ireland. :

its outlet 'closed by a crib dam, sheet-
ed with cedar, covered with earth 7
feet high, &nd ‘having a double screw’
gate, each 3 feet 6 inches wide. This
water also finds its way into Six-Mile
Creek near Polley’s Lake, Near this
junction Six-Mile Creek is closed by a
crib dam, 7 feet high and 100 feet long,
previded with 19-foot gate. This dam
raises the waters 'in Six-Mile Creek
about § feet into the head of the main
ditch.- The water then flows through
16 miles of ditch to' South Fork reser~
vcir. :
The Artificial Stream.

The first nine miles of the ditch was
constructed last summer. It is 13 feet
7 inches wide and 3 feet deep and on
6 feet grade per mile. It has no flumes,
has 12 waste gates, and is easily main-
tained. The next 7 miles has the dis-
advantage of a broken grade and is
more expensive than the other section.
After the water passes into the reser-
¢ voir, it flows one mile ‘to the sand box

at the head of the hydraulic pipe.

Two Hydraulic Pits Working.

Two hydraulic pits are now working.
The floor of both pits is 50 feet to 80
| feet above the bedrock or bottom chan-
nel. The mining is not difficult, as the
Igravel yields freely to the hydraulic
streams, and is extremely rich.

The force of the hydraulic streams
cuts away the gravel and washes it into
a flume, which is loaded with quick-
silver, and retains the gold, as \(ne
gravel passes along, an1 forms What 18
known as amalgam. This amalgam 18
placed in a retort, where the gold 18
separated from the quicksilver, of which
a very large percentage is recover=4
{ for future use. The precious metal 18
then melted in a crucible and poured
' into a mould, which iy destroyel, leav-
ing a symmetrical block of pure gold.

150 Acres of Gold-Bearing Land.

The company owns about 160 acres
of land, all of which is gold-beariag,
and will in course of time be washed
away by the force of the hydraulic
streams. The work so far done has
been in the upper * benches” of the
pits, but when these have been washed
out and the lower *benches” are
reached much more proiitable resuits
will be attained.

The company is fairly well satisfled
with the result, and confident that In-
side of three years the mines will
yield a profit of $500,000 per annum.

JUST BACK ¥ROM ROSSLAND, B.O.

Mr. Frank C. Loring, the Mining Engineer,
in Town - Broker Stimson Also.

Frank C. Loring, a well-known min-
ing engineer of Rossland, arrived in
{ town yesterday from British Columbia.

He has
come east on mining business.

Mr. Loring is a graduate of the Uni-
versity of-Colorado, and has been en-
gaged in practical work in the United
States and British Columbia. He is

/| a large holder in the Josle and was

made engineer in charge of that work
in March, 1893. It now ranks next to
the Le Roi and the War Eagle. Mr.
Loring has recently been directing
some work on the California.

Of Rossland Mr. Loring speaks in the
most encouraging terms. It is a won-
derfully rich camp. But it is expensive
mining. It takes a year's hard work
to get & mine in working order. There
are now seven ore shipipng mines, and
by the end of this year there’ will be
a soore more, which ought in the ag-
gregate to. put out a large amount of
gold.

Mr. Stimson of this city returned to
town with Mr/Loring. Mr. Stimson is
associated with Mr. Gooderham and Mr.
Blackstock in the control of the Crown
Point, Hidden Treasure and White
Swan. With these gentlemen are as-
sociated J. A. Finch, Vice-President of
the War Eagle, and V. D. Willlamson.
Mr. Gooderham has agreed to lend the
new company $75,000 for development
work on these properties. A 20-drill ana
compressor has been ordered, and ten-
ders are in for the. same, ‘and the
water rights on the Tiger Creek have
been secured. The same syndicate
have bought the Uncle Sam, Tiger and
Gem, adjoining properties, which may
be developed’ in connection with the
others, Mr. Blacksto¢k and Mr. Stim-
son have bought the gwners’ equity in
the .

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ANOTHER TALE OF HORROR.

Over One Thousand Persons Massacred in
the Pasmatra District in Tarkey=
' Ome Man Kills 300.
Constantinople, Sept. 1.—The number of
persons killed in Sunday’s rioting at Hass-
kein ls estimated at 200, The owners of
the houses which~were looted in that town

are returning, and have succeeded in get-
ting some of their lost goods restored to
them. Much of the piunder was found In
Jewish houses, Over 1000 persons were
massacred in the Pasmatra District, 300

mutilated their bodies. The foreign fami-
lies residing here comtinue to hang from
thelr windows the flags of their various
nationalities, Baron De Calice, the Aus-
trian ambassador, has had several Inter-
views with the Sultan, who repéats his as-
surances that am?le measures have Deen
taken to ensure quiet. The Porte will have
a iarge amount of indemnity to pay to for-
elgners whose houses and offices have bean
broken into and looted by the mobs. The
success of the police in regalning control of
the city and ma:utaining order has Dbeen
rewarded by the payment of their arrears
in wages.

The city is perfectly qulet to-day. The
shops are all open, and business generally
is being resumed.
