MO EXPORTING OF HEMLOCK

———— .

The Government Decrees That It Must
Not Be Sent Out of the Country
in a Rough State.

IT IS ON SAME FOOTING AS PINE

With Regard to Exportation and the
Restrictions Imposed Are of a
Simdlar Nature.

An Order-in-Council was passed by
the Ontario cabinet at a meeting held
'yesterday afternoon, prohibiting the
lexportation of hemlock in rough con-
{dltion. The order will .go into force
ﬁat the expiration of the present license
|year, which is April 30, next.

By the passage of this order, hem-
lock is placed on precisely the same
footing as pine. This restriction will
apply to hemiock on crown lands only,
and not to timber on private lands, held
by patents.

The government's object in prohibit-
ing the exportation of the time is the
|same as it was in the case of pine,

The cabinet, at its meeting, also
voted $500 to assist in the search that

it being made for oil and gas in Hast-
ings County. The citizens in the

None
of the employes knew of .anything of
the kind, and it remained for Manager
Spencer to supply the facts.

Mr. Spencer’s testimony was that he
had discovered that between the dates
of March 31 and July 22 ninety-nine
gallons of alcohol had disappeared
from casks in the basement of the
warehouse.

His Comment on the Criticism of
the Crow's Nest Pass
Coal Company.

THE ORIGIN OF THE AGITATION.

After the Fernie Fatality the Com-
pany Made a Change for the

Bemnefit of Miners,

Some of the West2rn papers have been
eriticizing the Crow's Nest Pass Coa!
Company, and suggesting that the Do-
minior government siould at once come
fnto competition -<wvith the company by
opening new fivlds in the nelghborhood of
Fernie, B. C. The World saw Mr. Elias
Rogews, managing director
Nest Pass Coal Company, and asked bim
tc make a statement cuugurulng the pre-
sent sitnation, brought about by a strike
of the miners.

Mr. Rogers was of the opinion
opening of other mines would not affect
the strike situation, and instanced the
present trouble in the anthracite regions
of Pennsylvania, where strikes against a
number of companies, at severil hundred
mines, had ~been In progress for three
months,

Within a year from now, these
mines will have reached a stage of de-
velopment where the closing down of any
one miune will not appreciably affect the
cempany’s operations, so far as supplylng
the requirements of British Columbia is
councerned.
Source of the Agitation.

“This entire agitation,” said Mr. Rogers,
‘‘appears to have originated from one

source, and the people who are fomenting.

it are either acting from personal motives
or are entirely igoorant of the facts.”

Mr. Rogers thought the charge made,
that the deplorable accident of May 22
was due to ‘‘greed of gain” on the part
of the company in not supplying pruper
appliances, was most unjust and untrae.
The company have had in their employ in
churge of the mines, for a long time prior
to the aceident, the most skilled men . hat
could be obtained in British Columbia, and
every suggestion that woild tend to pro-
mote the sarety or facllitate the work.ngs
of the mines has been adopted, the .nine
wmanager, at the inquest, having stated
in his evidence that he had never asked
for or suggested anything ‘hat had uot
been cheerfully supplied. Jixpense had
never been considersd in this connection.
The company had put more money into
the venture since Jun. 1, this year, prior
to the accident, than the entire profits
they had secured .since the first opening
of the mines. The cxpenditure on per-
manent {mprovements lost year alone was
over $830,000.

FPay a Lot of Wages.

Mr. Rogers pointed out that the wagas
dlone paid by the company had peea Fod, -
685.66 in 1848, $258,211 In 1809, $431,320.50°
in 1900, $911,407.15 In 1301,and $484,837.51
during the first five months of this year.
The direct revenue accruing to the gov-
erument of British Columbin, in royalty
ppd tax, was also a very imDortant Item.
The company had rigidly held to their
tigreement ‘with the government to restrict
their price to $2 per ton for run of mine,
on cars uat the mines. This price was
from ond to two dollars a ton less ‘han
the price obtuined for coal at the mines
at other points in British Columbia, where
mining conditlons were no mors oxpensive,
or difficult than In tbe Crow’s Nest. The
enormous sums thus represented could ge
easily computed, as the output of the
mines up to May last had been 1,000,805
tons. In view of this, and after the ex-
penditure of these vast sums in the devel-
opment of mines, he did not think it pos-
sible that any honest-minded person under-
standing the facts would for a moment
think of asking the governmment to break its
agreement.

The Fernie Strike.

Speaking of the Fernie strike,-Mr. Rogers
sald : *“After the accident the company
made a change in the system of working
that was undenlably to the advantage of
the miners, as well as fending to promote
safety In the mines. This change, how-
ever, involved eight hours’ work per day
on the part of the day mepn. This, altho
not previously the practice at this mine, I
am informed, has been and is the practice
at-all coal mines in the Northwestern
States, as well as In Alberta. Persona'ly,
I have always had the greatest sympathy
with the workers, and, altho I have been
employing labor for ever 80 years, I have
never had a strike in my own business.
Upon information in my possession, 1 bhe-
lieve that this trouble would not have oc-
curred but for interference from outside
parties, and a form of dictation which the
company could not afford to permit. It I8
the company’s purpose to make the condi-

i tions of labor at these mines as favorable

as it is gossll»le to make them,_gnd to make
every effort to induce the better class of
miners who desire to make and save money
fo come to the district and settle perma-
nently.”
Those Men From Toronto,

Referring to the two carloads of men
recently sent forward from Toronto, Mr.
Rogers sald that these men had not bebn
asked to go to Fernie; that the situation
had been fully explained to them; that they
had gone to Michel and Morrissey, as origi-
nally arranged, and none of them had
stopped off at Frank, as far as he knew, as
reported by some of the western papers.

Touching the coke supply, Mr. Rogers
sald that the latest Information he had
this week was that there were no smelters
closed in British Columbia on account of
any shortage in coke. He thought that the
trouble at Fernie would soon end: The
company had at that point some of the
best men he had ever met in any mining
district, and he thought that the better
judgment of the majority of these wounid
prevail.

London, July 29.—TRQe British consul gt
Marsellles reports that the most interest-
Tng feature of the past year there was
the inability of American coal to stay in
that warket under existing conditions.
A temporary check to American coal »m-
| ports was caused by the fal] ‘n prices of
British cosl, and, If prices remain at
present figures, American coal will not be
able to ccmpete for some time to come. A
rise in price, however, would hring Am-
erican coal to the Meditarranean, even
uuder existingl conditions. The consul
points out that strikes of British miners
in 1800 and the consequent aaprecedented
dearth of coal gave America a coveted
opportunity to place trial shipments. The
Teport says that 200,000 tons, delivered at
Marsellles by American exporters, gave
1ull satisfactign as to the quality, and did
much to dissipate the existing prejudice

dgainst Americun coal. The difference in
firing value between Amerizan and Eng-
lish coal, hitherto estimated at 10 per
ceut. against the American product, has
already been reduced to 7 per cent. If
grate bars adapted to the use of American
iuel were once introduced, the balance
would favor America. The consul con-
cludes as follows:

“When Americans get their own ship-
ping and thru bills of lading from the pit's
outh to the Mediterranean, they inevit-
ably will briag their coal to all the great
Mediterranean ports, and even further,
and this will be done at the expense uf
British coals.”

A Ten Thousand Dollar Fund to Be
Ralised for the Referendum
Campaign.

Matters other than those which
might be Tegarded as the most practi-
cal towards the advancement of pro-
hibition launched the Ontario branch
of the Dominion Alllance into a state
of chaos yesterday afternoon, which
was, perhaps, only paralleled in the
history of that organization by the
memorable meeting 1 nthe Horticul-
tural Pavilion last July. Principal
among these matters was the addition
of sefeml names to the Business Com-
mittee, and the taking up of a couple
of questions, the relevancy of which
evoked heated discussion,

The convention was opened in Asso-
,clation Hall with Rev. Dr. MacKay
of Woodstock, chalrman of the branch,
in the chair, and between 500 and 600
temperance workers in  attendance.
Among those on the 'platfolrm were
Senator Vidal, J. H. Carson, Rev. Dr.
Carman, general superintendent’ of the
Methodist Church; Mrs. McKee, W.
W. Buchanan and Rev, Dr. Shutt.

Prayer was offered by Rev. Mr.
Shutt, and ¥. S. Spence, secretary of
the Alliance, moved that Rev. Mr.
Cooley, Henry Moyles, Toronto, and
Mr. Carson, Montreal, be appointed re-
cording secretaries, This was agreed
upon.

President’s Annunl Address,

Rev. Dr. MacKay then delivered his
ennual address, in the course of which
he said:

“Another year has come and gone,

bearing with it more than the usual
quota of opportunities, encouragements
and discouragements. Some of
You - think the discouragements
have predominated. And yet to-day
'we sound our trumpet note, not in the
minor key, but in the major. [Hear,
hear.] No doubt we still sce the liquor
traffic in full blast in our land, going
its deadly work upon the hearts and
homes, the bodies and souls of our
people; we sce both our political par-
ties prostrate before it and shamefully
corrupted before that power, and the
church itself in too many places asleep,
as if chloroformed by the fumes of
strong drink.

“Repeatedly during the year we have
waited upon our provincial government
and reminded it of solemn promises,
some of them typewritten, given us so
frequently and with apparent good
faith. With Ilittle organizatioh we
went into the election in May last; we
made our first fighting record on the
political field, and we are greatly en-
couraged by the resuit. [Hear, hear.]
I emphasize that. [Applause.] We
opposed no man because he was a
Liberal, none because he was a Con-
scrvative. We are not opposed to the
Liberal or the Conseryvative party as
such, we are opposed simply because
the candidate, Liberal or Conservative,
was mgainst prohibition or unreliable
as.a professed friend of it. We have
no intention of ever reaching the trea-
sury benches, like the political parties.
We elected some, we defeated others,

every electoral district in which such ac-
tion has not yet been taken, and to send
at once to all such organizations a cir-
cular of instructions regarding pians
aund methods of campalgn work.

6. That all churches and temperance
societies be requested to inaugurate an
active movement to secure signatures
to a total abstinence pledge, submitting
a pledge form to members of churches,
Sunday schools, young people’s socie-
ties and having public addresses and
sermons delivered in favor of total ab-
stinence. In this connection the follow:
ing form of pledge is suggested:

1 promise to abstain from the use
of intoxicating liquors as a beverage
and to discountenance such use by
others.”

Raise the Moiral Tone.

Rev. Dr. Carman moved that the re-
port be sent to an appropriate com-
mittee to be reported upon, and in do-
ing So spoke
of action they should adopt in the
coming campaign, exhorting all to give
their best help towards rolling up a
magnificent vote. There were many
good men who averred that the
moral tone of the country was not
ready for prohibition, and he would say
to them, “Come in and help us to lift
the moral tone; leap into the conflict
with us and help to raise the moral
sentiment.”

Senator Vidal seconded the motion,

* SIX FIREMEN INJURED,

In a Fire Whieh Destroyed Two.
8-Storey Buildiags in Pittsburg.

Pittsburg, July 20.—Six firemen In-

‘jured, two - eight-storey buildings al- |-

most completely destroyed, a number
of others slightly damaged and a pro-
perty loss estimated at $300,000, is the
result of a fire on Liberty-street, which
raged fiercely for seven hours to-day.

About 1.30 o’clock this morning flames
Wwere discovered issuing from the build-
Ing No. 919 Liberty-street, octupied by
the Denoon Bros., paint and varnish
company. i

The fire spread rapidly and soon the
adjoining building, occupied by Stewart
Bros., dealers in rubber goods, was also
in' flames. As the fire spread there
were frequent explosions. About 2
o’clock when the flames appeared to be
dying down there was an explosion;
which shook the building and shot fire
far out over Liberty-street. Six fire-
men were badly burned about the
hands and face by this. They were at
once taken to a hospital and then re-
moved to their homes, but their injuries
are not serious.

About 8 o'clock this morning the fire
was under control. Both builldings
were gutted and 8. Ewart’s wholesale
grocery, adjoining on the east, was
badly damaged. Several other estab-
lishments suffered considerably by
smoke and water,

The origin of the fire has not been
determined. The loss is about two-
thirds covered by insurance.

Continuing, he paid a tribute to the
services rendered by Secretary Spence
and W, W. Buchanan, and went on to
say:

“Perhaps the most important duty
now before us is to prepare for the
vote on Dec. 4. I have already re-
ferred to the unfair conditions of that
vote, but, nevertheless, we must bend
all our energies to the work of rolling
up, not for the referendum, but for
prohibition, on tkis occasion, the big-
gest majority ever achieved in this
province. [Cheers.] In all probability
enother election I8 mear at hand, the
parties are so evenly balanced that a
crisis must soon be reached.; From
these elections the friends of moral re-
form dare not hold aloof. We are pre-
pared, as never before, to fight the foe
on the political field. We have an or-
ganization that can reach every con-
stituenicy in the province, and we have
a literature that can reach every home
and every intelligent elector. May the
Spirit of the Lord arouse the people
to a solemn sense of responsibility
in the exercise of the franchise, until
the bar-rooms of our land are swept
out of existence,even tho all hell should
rally to their defence.

“In the coming cam®aign let there
be no compromise with the bar-room.
‘he people of this country do not want
bar-rooms. This fact we are going
to make clear by bringing out the vote
on Dec. 4. Remember, if that vote is
small, it will be cast up to us as a
taunt for several years to come, as a
reason why the cursed traffic should
be allowed to go an. Every vote will
tell, and whatever the total may be,
if the majority is large, no govern-
ment will venture to ignore it. We are
not asked to vote for the referendum,
but for prohibition, which is as righte-
ous and necessary to-day as ever it
was in the past. Then let none be faint
hearted, mmone to complain, but all to
the work. It 1s so much easier to
complain than to work.”

In conclusion Dr. MacKay advised the
delegates to restrain themselves and not
engage in any stormy scenes. “We
seek to preserve the unity of the spir-
it,”” said he. The reports of the last
convention in the newspapers, he
thought, gave the public the impression
that the last convention was inhar-
monious. To his mind there never was
a more harmonious gathering of pro-
hibitionists.

Appreciation of the reverend gentle-
man’s remarks was evidenced in an
outburst of applause as he resumed
his seat.

Report of the Executive.

J. J. Maclaren, K.C., presented the re-
port of the Executive Committee, sub-
mitting the following recommendations:

1. That a resolution be adopted calling
upon the friends of temperance thruout
the province to unite in an earnest ef-
fort to win a decisive victory in the
voting on December 4th,

2. That the president of the Prohibi-
tion Association in each county or elec-
toral district be made a vice-president
of the Ontario branch of the Dominion
Alltance. thus giving each county re-
presentation upon the Executive Com-
mittee, and bringing the executive
into close touch with the workers in
every part of the province.

3. That the Executive Committee be

,

representatives who -would fairly stand
for their principles,
any subservience to the liquor inter-
ests or the dictation of any party .ma-
chine.

The report was adopted and commit-
tees were then struck, to which the
various clauses of the executive’s re-
port were submitted. The committees
and the conveners were:

Campaign Organization, Rev. J. 8.

Ross, D.D., Walkerton; Electoral Ac-
tion, Geo. Wrigley; Resolutions, C. C.
Fraser; Finance, W, H. Orr.
A deputation from the Conference
Legislation League, headed by W. W.
Buchanan, sought representation on the
rommittee managing the referendum
campaign.

After some discussion the matter was
referred to the Campaign Committee.

Planning for the Campaign,

At the afternoon session the Resolu-
tion Committee made the following re-
port, which was adopted :

‘“That we request the Executive Com-
mittee to appoint a committee fo con=
sult together for the purpose of de-
finitely presenting the temperance in-
terests to the best possible advantage
before the public thru the press and
conduct any discussion which may
arise.

“That all questions which do not
bear directly aon this great issue be-
fore us be, for the present, kept in
abeyance; but we do not consider the
securing of signatures to temperance
pledges as detracting from
of purpose.”
