Scott was 
Mrs. Welch’s alleged lover.

After Assistant Prosecutor Grose had 
objected. Judge Phelan sent the jury 
ficm the room and asked Mr. Kennedy 
what bearing the questions had on the 
case.

“I intend to prove that Bowin did not 
kill Mrs. Welch,” was the reply. 
Whereupon Mr. Grose withdrew his 
objections and Grossfleld said that he 
had seen Scott and Mrs. Welch throw­
ing coal at each other.

Frank Heggner, who drove an expressfc 
wagon for Scott, and who roomed at 
Mrs. Welch’s place at the time of the 
murder, was on the stand when court 
adjourned. He said that he last saw 
Mrs. Welch at 11 o’clock on the night 
when she is supposed to have been mur­
dered, but disclosed nothing that would 
shed any particular light on the tra­
gedy. Several other witnesses were call­
ed, including Mrs. Kittle Fisher, house­
keeper for Grossfleld, but beyond fixing , 
the probable time of the murder their , 
testimony was not important.

Suffocating crowds continue to pack 
the courtroom, and Bowin still main­
tains his inperturbable composure.

“Sure, I am satifled with the way 
things are going,” he said after court 
adjourned last night. “You foavgp’t 
seen them put anything on me yet, have 
you? They won’t either. About this 
confession you will see that it’s a 
mighty complicated thing when they 
get to it, and I am sure that this jury 
is not going to convict an Innocent 
fellow just on the strength of that. I 
don’t know Who did it, altho I have my 
suspicions, but I am sure that I am 
going to get out of it ail right.”

It is his twoCollege-Street, City.GUELPH, March 27.—(Special.)—W. 
K. McNaught, M.L.A., of Toronto, ad­
dressed a largely-attended meeting of 
the Guelph Canadian Club in the Royal 
Canadian Cafe to-night.

Mr. McNaught spoke on “Economic 
Policies.” He dealt with trade condi­
tions of the country, and strongly ad­
vocated tariff laws favorable to 
home trade. While the foreign trade 
of the country was important, he did 
not think it ranked with its home 
trade, which developed both the coun­
try’s agricultural and manufacturing 
interests and kept gold in the country. 
The old theory of balanced trade was a 
fallacy.

The free trade theory was a relic of 
the time when trade was carried on by 
the barter system, produce for produce, 
and was not characteristic of twentieth 
century business methods. At the con­
clusion of 'his address Mr. McNaught 
paid a tribute to Wellington County, of 
which he was a native.

Nor 
Is there any difference in the political 
parties on the question. Liberal and 
Conservative cities alike favor public 
ownership and operation—the principle, 
indeed, is so much a matter of gen­
eral acceptance as to be unknown In 
civic politics. Objection there cer­
tainly is to the extension of public 
operation beyond utility and service 
monopolies—the strongest opponents of 
socialist proposals for the nationali­
zation of the means of, production and 
of the entry of cities into competitive 
trading are to be found among the 

that favor public ownership of 
public franchises. For this latter prin­
ciple Is not In any true sense social­
istic and socialists regard its preva­
lence in Great Britain as a hindrance 

I rather than a help to the progress of 
their propaganda. And with regard to 
the failure of private operation, The 
World Is not aware of any of the larger 
cities and towns supplying an Instance 
of it. In a few of the smaller com­
munities losses have been sustained, 
but the proportion of failures Is far 
below that attending private operation. 
If isolated examples of failure con­
demn the principle of public owner­
ship, do not the many instances of 
failure in private operation also con­
demn that system? Perhaps Senator

He said that the bylaw was | 
based upon the one of .1887, which was 
upheld when attacked. He thought 
that Justice Meredith’s decision was 
wrong, on the grounds he gives, be­
cause the first clause of bylaw 434 
fixes the year for which the tavern 
license is to be paid, to wit, from the 
first of May, 1904, and in every suc­
ceeding .year.

As to the secdnd ground, the sta­
tute Itself defined the time when the 
bylaw must be passed, to wit, before 
the first of March; it also defined the 
time when it should take effect,, name­
ly, on and after the first day of May. 
If so, then the bylaw was already 
covered by the statute, and the effect 
the learned chief justice alleged could 
not follow.

An appeal could be beard by the 
divisional court in April, and a de­
cision could be expected by May 1.

Mr. Fulleyton declined to answer 
Controller Hocken’s question as to 
whether the bylaw would become ef­
fective on May 1 should a decision 
be not handed out before that time.

Controller Hocken said he would not 
favor an appeal unless the bylaw 
would go Into force this year, as the 
question would have to be fought out 
again in the municipal elections. The 
mayor agreed with this view, but by 
a vote of 4 to 1 appeal was decided 
upon. Controller Ward then moved 
that the endorsatlon of council be 
asked.
