The total produection in 1909 is valued
at $32,662,072, as against $25,637,617 In
1908. Of this $22,765,463 - was metallic
and $9,886,609 non-metallic.

The most valuable was the silver, of
which 25,737,037 ounces were -mined,
‘valued at $12,382,689. The amount of |
gold was 2042 ounces, value $32,445. Of
cobalt 1533 tons wére produced, value

709,798: of copper 7933 tons, value $1,
127,015; of iron ‘ore 263,777 tons, value
$645,622; of pig-iron 407,013, value 56,—,

As yet no report has been made on these
interesting questions, altho.in all proba-
bility the committee has many answers in
hand. - According to The London Field,
however, the honorary secretary to the
British Olympic Association has now is-
sued a letter, under date of Jan. 18, to the
various associations in. England, which
throws more light on the subject and indi-
cates that some general conclusions on
the amateur question have been reached,
from which a definition can be.framed.
These general conclusions on the gqueries
suggested are as follows: .

1. That any form of profit derived by a
competitor from the sport in which he
competes must disqualify him as an ama-
teur in all branches of sport, i

2. That in some exceptional cases rein-
statement; under special safeguards,might
be permitted. i

3. That, while the reimbursement of ac-
tual traveling expenses and of the cost of
living in the country in which the meet-
ing is held should not affect the amateur
status of the competitor, anything in the
nature of pocket money or defrayment of
expenses while training should be’ rigor-
ously excluded.

4, Some relaxation is suggested of the
rule forbidding an amateur to compete
with a professional in cases where no
money prize or pecuniary profit of any
kind is at stake.

5. It is suggested (a) that officers of the
army who teach such sports as gymnas-
tics to the men under their command, and
schoolmasters who similarly teach their
pupils, ought not’to forfeit their amateur
status; and (b) that a sal instructor,
e.g., of fencing, should be allowed to rank
as an amateur in other forms of sport,
provided he in other respects comes under
the amateur definition. -

OTTAWA, March 1.— (Special), —
lL.engthy negotiations have resulted in
anarrangement whereby a commission
will arrive in Ottawa on Thursday to
confer with the Canadian Government
upon the iinportant question as to whe-
ther or not the Dominion of Canada,
owing to its recent treaties with for-
eign countries, is entitled to the mini-
mum tariff rates of the new American
duties. The latter come into effect on
Marech 31, by which date the president
must decide what countries are en-
titled to have their products admitted
into the United States at minimum or
maximum rates. i

To assgist President Taft to a_ con-
clusion upon this point, a special com-
mittee was appointed, upon the advice

of which committee the decisions are
made. In the case of Canada, however.
it was held 1 i this side that there
was nothing the tariff of the Do-

minion to war, .nt any. other interpre-
tation than that Canadian products are
ontit'ed to admission at practically the
existing rates of duty.

What The World correspondent said
at that time is now being proven.
Gowganda is fast making a name for
itself as a rich shipping ¢amp, and Elk
Lake—the Montreal River district—is
rapidly coming to the front. ;

Mr. Mowry of the United States
Cobalt Mines, Limited, has just come
down from Elk Lake, and he brings
some exceptionally good news with
him, which i{s particularly interesting,
when it is remembered that Mr. Mow-
ry is one of the pioneers of the camp,
having been interested in the district
for over three years.

Mr. Mowry has had faith enough
to stay with the game, and believes
that he, and many others
have done the same, are about to be
rewarded. He, Mowry, has ¢ome down
to the front for the purpose of pur-
chasing a plant for his mine, as well
as enough supplies to carry them thru
the greater part of next summer.
