"KUROPATKIN WHIPPED

General Oku’s Army Alone Cap-
tured 25 Guns, While Enemyj|
Was Repuised With Heavy
Slaughter All Along
the Line.

No appreciable progress has heen made
in the projected advance southward
of the Russian army under
Kuropatkin since the initial suc-
cess of the movement in the cap-
ture of Bentsiaputze. Fighting of .
the most stubborn description con-
tinues along practically the entire
front. Field Marshal Oyama re-
ports the capture of 30 guns from
the Russians and claims distinct
success in forcing the Russians "0
retire from some of their advanced
positions. Gen. Kuropatkin's re-
port to Emperor Nicholas is couch-
ed in guarded terms and claims no-
thing in the way of accomplished
results. Reports from the Russian
military commander at Port Arthur
show that the Japanese have
brought a shell to bear upon the
inner fortress. The garrison, how-
ever, is“represented to be hopeful of
the outcome of the siege,

The Longest Tunnel.

DISREGARD OF HUMAN LIFE.
The accident in the St. Clair tunnel,
!and the frequent losses of life thru
useless street car fenders, give local
interest to an article in The New York
Outlook, in which it is pointed out that
more people are killed in the United
States ‘evety year by so-called acci-
dents than in many wars of consider-
able magnitude; it is becoming as per-
ilous, says the writer, to live in the
United States as to go to war. The
article mentions some of these casu-
alties—the derailing of a passenger
train; with frightful loss of life ow-
ing to the careless dropping of some
pieces of timber from a preceding
' freight train; the wrecking of a crowdr
ed trolley car by striking a fifty pound
case of dynamite that had been drops
ped on its track from an express war
| gon; the wrecking of the engine and
several cars of a freight train by
striking a wagon loaded with dyna-
mite, which the driver, seeing the train
coming, had abandoned on the track;
the killing of mearly 100 persons in a
railway accident near St. Louis, and
in another on a branch of the Erie
road, not far from New York; the
carrying away by floods of insufficient-
ly protected bridges with the destruc-
tion, in one case, of nearly 100 human
lives; a collision, a few weeks ago,
near Knoxville, Tennessee, in which 66
persons were Killed; the derailing on
the New York Central of three par-
lor cars which were almost immediate-
ly run- into and crushed by a freight
train with several resulting fatalities;
in the month of May the burning of
the General Slocum in the East Rivgr,
by which a thousand innocent lives
were lost.

There are certain accidents against
which it is impossible to provide, but
in many cases the cause is careless-
ness or greed—too much thought of
dividends and too little of human life.
The railway commissioners ought to
make a careful study of this ques-
tion.

It does ,not
matter whether hé is married or sin-
glé, so long as he is not on the voters’
list elsewhere.

DUTIES ON COTTON GOODS.

Professor Finx Writes an Article to
Manchester Guardian.

London, Oect. 13.—Prof. A. W. Flux, in
an article in The Manchester Guardian
on Canadian duties on cotton goods,
gays : “Of the total duties levied on
imports from Great Britain at prefer-
ential rates over one-half is levied on
cotton and, woollen goods. it follows
that over one-half the rebate under the
preference arrangement was secured on
cotton and woollen goods.

It is a Popu-
list idea; it is not a sound economic
policy.” In these words, Sir Wilfrid
Lauyrier, speaking in; Guelph last night,
denounced the principle of government
ownership of railways. Surely the pre-
fner cannot have made this statement

the’ principle was acted upon long be-

| way mileage in Europe is under govern-
| ment ownership. In despotic Russia
| and democratic Switzerland alike the
i railway systems are owned and oper-
.ated by the government. In republi-
i can France; the whole railway system
| is ;government-owned. In Germany,,
only 2817 miles of railway are in private
{hands and 26,085 miles are public pro-
perty. In Australia and New Zealand,
{in British India and in Brazil, the
| raflvvays are government-owned and
government-operated. More than 170,-
00¢ miles of railway, in forty-two coun-
tries, are property of the public and
operated in the public interest. In fact,
in almost all progressive countries out-
side of Great Britain and the United
States government ownership of rail-
ways is regarded as a natural and
proper business principle. Even we in
Canada have a government railway sys-
tem of 1600 miles or more, which could
be profitably operated if it were man-
aged on business principles instead of
along political lines. And why should
not government ownership of railways
be regarded as natural, just and busi-
ress-like? A railway is a public high-
way. The fact that it is an iron road
(‘‘chemin de fer,” the French call it)
instead of a stone road does not make
it any the less a public highway; and
nobody would think of saying that pub-
lic ownership of macadamized roads is
“Populism,” and therefore something
to be deprecated. But the strange thinz
about Sir Wilfrid's criticism is that it
discredits an important feature of his
own transcontinental railway policy.
Half of the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
way is to be built and owned by the
government. It is to be the non-pro-
ductive half. Surely the premier does
not wish to be understood to mean that
public ownership of a profitable rail-
way is Populism, but that public owner-
]ship,,ot a railway that doesn’t earn its
{operating expenses is natural and pro-
per.

Exhibited in A. F. Webster's win-
dow is a United States $1  bill which
has been raised to $10. The bill was
detected by the Sovereign Bank of Can-
ada and by them reported to Dicker-
man’s detector, who commented on, it
as follows:

“It is the work of somebody who is
a skilled penman./ All the denomina-
tion figures and letters on the face of
the note have been carfully erased, and
the figures ‘10" or word ‘‘ten” been
substituted. Under the eagle the words
“cre silver dollar” are changed to “ten
silver dollars.”” In the white space on
each side of the eagle, and also at
left end of note, scroll work was in-
troduced with pen and ink. The alter-
ing of the denominhation is well done,
yet close inspection shows that the note
has been tampered with, in every case
the changed portions haviag a blotchy
appearance, fA brownish black “10"”
is inked in on the left of the face, and
stands out in>stri contrast to the
rest of the mote.

“On the back of the note similar
changes were made wherever the de-
nomination is given, but the forger
neglected to add an “s” to- “detlar,”
and twice. on the back appear the
words “‘ten dollar.” -

$1, will be redeemed for that amouat
should it be presented to the govern-

It is fitted with a roof covering,
which has been designed to afford
ample protection during inclement wea-
ther, but to be capable of entire re-
moval easily and rapidly when not ve-
quired. The sides are protected by
balanced windows, which can be held in
any desired position, or dropped to .he
seat back level, and the top is com-
posed of a permanent centre running
thru the length of the car, carrying
the trolley stand, etc., and covering a
third of the total width of the roof,
which affords a housing for the two
sliding side panels, when thrown out
of use. The top deck of the car can
thus be used alternately as an open top,
entirely closed, or with side screens and
open roof.

The device has proved highly satis-

East Toronto, Oct. 13.—When Mayor
Walters mounted the platform in
Dawes-road fire hall to-night a repre-
sentative gathering of fellow citizens
were present to aid in the opening ser-
vices. The meeting was in response
to a requisition signed by some twelve
citizens and recited the caus eas a
desire to discuss pro and con the mat-
ter of annexation to the City of 7To-
ronto. Among those present were:
Mayor Walters, Councillors Kerr, Abl
bot, Johnston and White, Town Sglici-
tor Grant, John McGregor, Wilson Fen-
ton. John Paterson, Andrew McMillan,
J. Brown, Dr. Britton, George Emp-
ringham, sen.; Mr, Gardner, R. A.
Hunter and many others. The chair-
man briefly narrated the causes lead-
ing up to the meeting, and invited those
favorable to the principle of annexa-
tion to address the meeting. Wilson
Fenton in a lengthy address reviewed
the situation from the inception of
the agitation until the present time.
The present net debt of the town was
$67,000, to which would be added %55.-
