*** Under legislation adopted last yean 
municipalities^ were given authority to 
tax all tax-exempt properties for pat­
riotic purposes. This was taken advan­
tage of by the city and properties which 
had been exempt from general taxation 
were listed, to a total value of $11,600,- 
000, not including properties used for 
church, charitable or educational pur­
poses. The tax on these properties will 
be collected at the rate of .80 per hun­
dred.

Including these properties which are 
being taxed for patriotic purposes, the 
city’s total valuation is $52,883,800.

The total amount of the tax levy for 
this year is $1,108,470, as compared with 
$835,000 last year, an increase of $278,- 
470.

The total assessment for the city of 
St. John for the current year shows an 
increase of $273,470 in the amount of 
taxes which must he paid by the citi­
zens. Of this amount, $150,000 is re­
quired for the patriotic fund, which is 
being raised by assessment, ‘instead of 
depending wholly or in part on volun­
tary contributions ; the balance is need­
ed to meet the increased cost of opera­
tion, which has had its effect on the city 
as the increased cost of living has af­
fected the individual. The entire in­
crease is not due to changes this year, 
however, but includes a substantial 
amount to meet conditions which were 
not faced the previous year, in the ex­
pectation that the war, might be over by 
this time.

The additional amount of money re­
quired by the city has been secured by 
adding $2,808,400 to the real and per­
sonal estate values and incomes, in­
creasing the tax rate from 1.95 as it was 
last year, to 2.18 for this year and by 
collecting taxes at the rate of .30 per 
hundred, for patriotic purposes, oh 
properties otherwise exempt from taxa­
tion.

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Some in London Think He Is To 
Be The New Feod Controller

London, May 31.—(Delayed;—The
American sailing ship Dirigo has been 
sunk by a German submarine, 
crew has been landed with the exception 
of John Ray, third mate, who was 
drowned when the small boats were be­
ing launched. The vessel was attacked 
without warning.

A British admiralty statement says 
that the Dirigo was attacked by gun­
fire by a German submarine, which gave 
no warning.

The vessel was subsequently sunk by 
bombs after it had been ransacked by 
the crew of the submarine. The sink­
ing occurred on May 31" and the crew 
was landed at Plymouth.

London, June 1—The admiralty re­
ports that the American sailing vessel 
Barbara was attacked by gunfire of a 
German submarine at seven o’clock on 
the morning of May 24. All the mem­
bers of the crew were landed at Gibral­
tar.

Montreal, June 1.—In his fourth edi­
torial on compulsory military service, 
Henri Bourassa, in his newspaper “Le 
Devour,” under the caption: “Conscrip­
tion—Labor Crisis, Famine, Social War,” 
says: “Famine is more threatening and 
immediate for England than for Ger­
many. What England needs most is not 
soldiers, but bread and potatoes and 
meat. This is so true that the British 
government has taken thousands of men 
from her army and set them at the 
plough. The danger is so pressing that 
at the risk of offending the French en­
voys Mr. Balfour and the British dele­
gates asked Washington to send food to 
England before sending soldiers to 
France, and obtained their request. Can­
ada has furnished all the man-power 
she can for this year without the grave 
danger to her own existence and that of 
her allies.”

The article goes on to say that by- 
sending more soldiers the military and 
economic power of the country is be­
ing exhausted and the help they can 
give to the allies is restricted.

Referring to the young men loafing 
about the streets, hr says they should 
be sent to the land instead of the army. 
He also advocates conscription of cap­
ital and industry and concludes with a 
warning that the establishment of con­
scription in Canada will divert Euro­
pean immigration from North to South 
America.

The Record of Five Weeks—Petain Holds 
lnitative—Last Night’s Fighting Successful 
For Allies

London, June 1.—The accuracy7 of 
yesterday’s report from Stockholm that 
G. H. Roberts will represent the Brit­
ish majority socialists at the Stock­
holm conference is doubted here and in 
some quarters denied. Mr. Roberts re­
fuses to talk on the subject, but it is 
understood that he hitherto has strongly 
opposed the British majority socialists 
being represented at the conference at all.

Moreover, the last annual conference of 
the labor party decided against partici­
pating in any conference at which rep­
resentatives of enemy countries were 
present.

On the other hand it is said the pro­
bability of French socialists participat­
ing in the Stockholm conference has mo­
dified the attitude of the British labor 
party. The latter will hold a special 
meeting today further to consider the 
situation.

In view of his engagement to go to 
Russia and the fact that he is a member 
of the government as parliamentary sec­
retary to the board of trade, it seems 
doubtful that Mr. Roberts will repre­
sent his party in Stockholm. Some of 
the political speculators on the probable 
changes in the government today nom­
inated Mr. Roberts as the new food 
controller, in succession to Baron Dav­
enport.

Bilboa, Spain, June 1, via Paris—Ac­
cording to news received from Madrid, 
the government has ordered the seizure 
of a cargo of Argentine wheat on board 
the steamer Rosario, which arrived here 
on Wednesday. The cargo 
signed to Switzerland by way of Cette.

The Spanish cabinet, the advice states, 
maintains that it is entitled to take over 
the wheat to meet the needs of Spain.

The enemy 
left twenty prisoners in our hands. We 
captured a German post south of Chev- 
reux, and took prisoners. There is 
nothing to report from the remainder 
of the front.”

On the French front in France, May 81 
‘ -(From a staff correspondent of the As­
sociated Press)—Between April 15 and 
May 24, the number of German prison­
ers falling into French hands reached a 
total of 81,829, of whom 28,045 
unwounded.

• This period covers three phases of the 
general attack now temporarily aband­
oned, which the French undoutedly will 
continue when the proper moment ar­
rives.

As a result of their successful attacks, 
the French now possess the initiative 
and occupy more important positions 
than when they began the forward move­
ment in April. Artillery duels continue 
unce isingly at all )>oints on the front, 
occasionally intermingled witli local in- 
far.trv combats in the course of which 
short' stretches of trench sometimes 
change hands.- Thus far, the French al­
ways regained any positions taken from 
them and at some places have bitten far­
ter into the German lines. The Germ- 
Ins are showing great nervousness as to 
what is about to happen, and the slightest 
movement in the French lines calls fortli 
a hurricane of artillery and machine gun 
lire.

Permanent Highways Bill Passed At Brown's-After Prolonged Discussion— 
Increased Grant for Sanitarium

Fredericton, May 31—There was no 
evidence of any desire on the part of the 

.opposition to expedite public business 
today. Their tactics were rather of the 
filibusters—talking much about little and 
quibbling about terms. The word “per­
manent” with respect to roads in con­
nection with the funding of the automo­
bile licenses to create a fund for perman­
ent improvements gave them much con­
cern.

In reply to Mr. Smith (Carleton), Hon. 
Mr. Veniot explained what was meant 
by the term “permanent” and outlined 
the government policy. He was follow­
ed by Mr. Tilley, Hon. Mr. Baxter, Mr. 
McGrath, Mr. Guptill, Mr. Magee, Mr. 
Mersereau, Mr. Tweedale, Mr. Peck, Mr. 
Sutton, Mr. Melanson. Hon. Mr. Robin­
son and others before intermission was 
taken at six o’clock.

If the words of the act had said “im­
proved” instead of “permanent" there 
would doubtless have been the same ob­
jection.

B. Frank Smith, when minister of pub­
lic works, used the term “special improve­
ments” and proposed to bond $159,000 
which was spent in this way. This was 
in reality nothing more than ordinary 
road machine work and skirting which 
have always in the past been paid for 
out of ordinary revenue.

Hon. Messrs. Veniot and Robinson 
showed this up conclusively today and 
this evening and Mr. Smith certainly had 
some warm comments upon the adminis­
tration of his department. Smith during 
the afternoon had denied that he had 
classified any roads and Hon. Mr. 
Veniot produced the accounts which Mr. 
Smith had so classified.

The Morning Chronicle has no sym­

pathy whatever with the outbreaks 
which have occurred in Montreal and 
Quebec, The agitators who took part 
in them are to be condemned in the 
most severe terms. No Canadian who 
values the good name of his country or 
who recognizes the duty incumbent upon 
us all at this timé, can have anything 
but the severest condemnation for those 
who are responsible for these unseemly 
occurrences. At the same time, we are 
inclined to believe with the Montreal 
Gazette, a sane and moderate Conserva­
tive journal, that their seriousness may 
be over-estimated, and that the leaders 
who have organized these demonstra­
tions are not men of recognized weight. 
Nor do we believe that they represent 
the sober judgment of the people of 
Quebec.

We cannot forget, however, that the 
men who are loudest and most violent 
in their harangues today are the men 
who were associated with and cam­
paigned for Sir Robert Borden mid his 
party in the general election of 1911. In 

paign the Nationalists whose 
creed was “not a dollar, not a man, not 
a ship in aid of Britain,” were financed 
by tlie tory campaign managers, and 
their literature was circulated through­
out French-speaking Canada, b> the 
tory machine in Montreal. Sir Robert 
Borden formed his “Unholy Alliance” 
with Bourassa and his gang in 1911, and 
profited by their support. He was re­
turned to power largely through their 
efforts. He gave them three portfolios 
in his cabinet. He sowed the wind in 
1911 and lie is reaping the whirlwind in 
1917.

The doctrine which his allies preached 
against the Canadian navy in 1911 is 
the doctrine which they are seeking to 
apply to the present situation. The re­
sponsibility for the deplorable situation 
of today which only tlie most prudent 
counsels can solve, rests upon the men 
who played polities with a great nation­
al question in 1911, and are now reaping 
tlie fruits of the most dastardly par­
tisan game in the history of Canada.
