RUSSIAN OFFENGIVE

SUCCESSFUL,

REPORTED

-~ FROM GZAR'S GAPHIAL

Situation In Roumania Still Regarded as
Critical, However, Though Ferdinand’s
Army Has Made Stand o

Petrograd, Dec, §.—The Russian offensive has been successful, along the
whole Roumanian frontier south of Kirlibaba, says the official statement issued

today by the Russian war department.

In spite of violent German counter-

attacks, the statement adds, the Russians occupied the whole range of heights.
Léwdon, Dec. $.—A Roumanian communique mentions violent fighting on

the

avatziotzu river, This is regarded here as showing that the Roumanian

retreat has halted and that a stand is being made on that stream to contest the
advance on Bucharest from the west. There is nothing to indicate, however,
whether this action is intended as a final effort to save the capital or whether it
. is merely a cover to permit the main Roumanian forces to take positions on the
Acgesche River, some miles farther to the east. The battle has also been
joined near the frontier north from Bucharest and along the whole Moldavian
front, where the Russians are known to. b operating with farge forces. .
Successes claimed by the Germans at Campulung and south of the capital

impress the critics, however, more than

any other feature of the struggle. It is

admitted that Bucharest is in immediate danger and that the waole situation in

Roumania is very serious, ¢
Russian Attack Heavy.

Vienna, Nov. 80, via London, Dec, 1—
The Russians are attacking incessantly
and in great force along. the eastern
Transylvania front in an effort to relieve
the Roumanians, according to an official
statement issued by the war office.

Petrograd Hopeful.

Petrograd, Nov. 80, via London, Dec. 1
—The violent attack begun by the Rus-
sians in the Carpathians which, if suc-
cessful, will menace the rear of the
‘Transylvanian Austro-German armies, is
expected by military critics here to re-
lieve the pressure upon Roumania and
possibly avert the crisis caused by the
lconcentric advance on Bucharest by three
groups of the forces under Generals Falk-
enhayn and Mackensen. The Russian
operations are directed at that portion
of tte front which has already been the
scene of hotly contested battles in which
the Germans strove to make a breach be-,
tween the Russian armies and the forces
%ng Roumania. ° o
s 7y observers _believe that : the
“Wedge vaiich the Russians are reported
to he dft¥ing into the Dorna-Watra and

rlibaba positions is of great strategic
d e, The official reports, indi-
«cate that the Russians, by occupying the
heights immediately east of Kirlibaba,
thave already achieved a considerable pen-
etration of the Teutonic lines and con-
fidence is expressed that rapid progress
will be made through the entire region
of the wooded Carpathians. In Russian
military opinion the logical effect of this
mnanoeuvre would be the forced retire-
g}lent of General Falkenhayn’s forces in

ransylvania. : ;
{Bulgars Claim Victory.

Sofia, Nov. 80, via London, Dec. 1—
The Bulgarians have sanguinarily de-
feated the Roumanians in hand-to-hand
fighting and captured two twenty-one
wentimetre guns, according to the official
istatement by the war office today, “In

allachia,” says the statement, “our ad-
wance continued on the road from Giur-

evo to Bucharest. Our troops in bay-
net fighting inflicted a bloody defeat on
he enemy, who suffered heavy losses.”

“South of
Armentieres the enemy’s line was en-
tered by us in several places during the
night. Beyond the usual artillery ac-
tivity, there is nothing to report.”

ANXIETY IN ATHENS .

London, Dec. 1—Special despatches
from Athens dated Thursday, say there
is a growing state of anxiety in the city.
The Greek garrison seems to have with-
drawn inland, taking arms,  munitions
and stores. T'wo regiments left during
the night, with artillery.

The despatches say that there
alarm in the’streets on Thursday morn-
ing, due to the appearance of bands of
reservists, but that later it was ascer-
tained they had been called for service.
The authorities seemed to be doing their
utmost to preserve order.

The Bourse on ' Thursday was very
firm, indicating optimism.

DU FOURNET TO
ENFORCE DEMANDS

. London, Dec. 1.—An Athens despatch
to the Daily” Chronicle under date - of
November 30, aseribes the  following
statement to  Vice. Admiral du Fournet
in command of the allied fleet in Greek
waters: :

“I _insist absolutely upon the ‘execu-
tion of my demands and will see that
they are realized in spite of all obstacles.
French, British and Italian detachments
will ke landed at all points necessary.
1 will endeavor to avoid bloodshed, but
will fulfill my mission thoroughly.”

The Athens correspondent of the
Daily Mail interviewed Vice Admiral
du Fournet aboard his flagship and
quotes him similarly to the correspon-
dent of the Chronicle. The admiral said
that he did not intend either to seize
the arms or fire upon the Greek troops,
but declared that unless the guns were
surrendered he would land - large - de-
tachments which would not re-embark
until his demands were complied with.
Other coercive measures would be taken
at the same time.

“As I have ample forces at my dis-
posal,” the admiral said, “and some of
the heaviest and most powerful artillery
in existence, I can see no reason why
the arms will not be quietly given up.”

NDON DAY FRE I THE
WESTERN UNION BULDNG

Fire broke out about 12.80 o’clock to-

day in the Western Union Telegraph
Company’s building at the corner of
King street and Market square and did
damage to the extent of several hun-
dred dollars. Girls working in the tele-
phone ' exchange- noticed - smoke coming
through the cracks of a door leading into
a room occupied by the I.C.R. and sum-
moned the manager, George M. Robert-
son. When he arrived on the scene
volumes of smoke were pouring out into
the hall and he sent one of clerks
to ring in an alarm. He then forced an
entrance and saw one end of the room
in flames. A fire extinguisher was turn-
ed on the blaze, but the headway gained
rendered this insufficient to cope with
the situation. The fire apparatus- soon
had a stream of water playing on the
flames.

The room was used as a store room
and contained a large quantity of paper
and files. In order to get at the fire, the
firemen had to cut away a considerable
portion of the walls. They succeeded
in confining it to one room and soom
had~ it under control.

A. E. Henderson, tailor and clothier,
who occupies a store on the ground
floor directly underneath the room, suf-
fered damage by water,

Just how the fire originated is a
mystery although it is felt that it was
due either to ntaneous combustion
or caught from electric wires.

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PULP WOOD OPERATORS
BOOST WAGES OF MEN

Bangor Commercisl,)

Woodsmen will get higher wages this
winter in the Maine woods than ever
beforé, at least in recent years. From
$40 to $45 a month will he the scale
where last year $30 and $85 was paid.
The Great Northern Paper Company,
which paid $1 a day last season is paying
$1.25 to $1.85 this year for the same

: grade of woodsmen. All the large com-

panies are paying about the same while
the small operators find it necessary to
pay as high as $45 a month,

Although the last -~ * hag been an
exaremely busy one with the local
lumber mills, reports are'to, the effect
that they will not increase their cut or
purchases of logs this winter., The
lumbermen say that they cannot com-

pete with the pulp. mills in ' buying |

spruce as the pulp mills are ready to
pay whatever prs is necessary to ob-
tain the pulpwood. Each year the pulp
mills get more of the spruce output than
the year béfore and the coming season
will not be an exception. Not a stick
will come ‘down’ the West Branch for a
lumber, mill this year. * There is only
one operator on the West Branch out-
side of the Great Northern and he sells
to the paper company.

While the big paper companies are not
talking much about their cut for their
coming year, it is understood from re-
liable sources that it will be about the
same as usual and that they will buy
a great deal of pulpwood from indepen<
dent operators in four ‘foot lengths. For
several years the paper companies have
been increasing their purchases of pulp-
wood, keeping their own cut about the
same each year,

Even with the high wages paid, it is
difficult to. secure .all the men needed
and the employment agents say that
men are more loath to stay in the woods
all winter than ever before,

Construction jobs in the west offer|]

wages undreamed of by common labor-
ers in the past and this makes a heavy
drain on the Maine woodsmen supply.
The condition is like that -aptly ex-
pressed in the past, that to run a woods
camp in Maine, there must be three
crews, one going into the woods, one
coming out, and one at work.

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. THE WAR SITUATION.

We can better appreciate now than
we could a year ago the wisdom of the
Roumanian statesman who pointed out
that if his country then entered the war
the German and Austrian armies would
sweep over it before Russia or her Allies
coyld intervene. In spite of long delay
and preparation, Roumania may yet be
over-run before relief arrives. We arc
given in the Teutonic advance in Rou-
mania another illustration of the tre-
mendous power the enemy can still ex-
ert. There was a very general feeling
when the Roumanians did join the Allies
that their action would have a powerful
influence in shortening the war. No doubt
it will have that effect, for the Teutonic
advance is costly, and every battalion
that is wiped out weakens the power to
strike or to defend; but meanwhile Rou-
mania suffers as Belgium and Serbia and
Russian Poland suffered at earlier per-
jods.

There is nevertheless a confession of
German weakness in the movement
against Roumania. We may be very sure
that the great stroke would have been
delivered on the western front if there
had been the slightest hope of breaking
through the French or British lines. By
,winning a success in Roumania the en-
emy may prolong the war, but sooner or
later the growing armies in the west and

' in Russia must be reckoned with, and

though it take a year to exert the full
strength of the Allies, the effectiveness of
the enemy will have been greatly reduced
and victory assured.

The'Gerxqan people, however, are still
fed on assurances of victory. Only yes-
terday the Chancellor ‘boasted:—

“Our lines are unbroken, and Rou-
mania, through which a great change of
events was expected, is now atoning for
what she did. God has helped us up to
the present. He will help us further. The
almost super-human heroism of our
troops, which cannot be expressed ih
words of /thanks, and our clear con-
science, since we, the first and only ones,
were ready and are ready to end th&
war by a peace guaranteeing our cxist-
ence and our future—they give us moral
right to such confidence.”

/ A German newspaper, the Rhenish and
Westphalian Gazette, according to a re-
cent cable says:—

“Qur ultimate aim is to push through
to the west and the ocean. Whatever off-
ers resistance must be crushed.” Refer-
rng to the Balkans, the Gazette says:—
‘What the victor gets he holds’ In re-
spect to the lost German colonies the
Gazette is quoted as saying: ‘If we do
not succeed in reconquering them, the
French provinces are worth twice our
colonies and we will take our compensa-
tion out in France. Let us daily tell the
French that every foot we conquer is
ours. We need not waste words about
Belgium. We need access to the channel
and we need Antwerp. Whoever wants
Belgium may fetch it from us’ The
Gazette concludes that England is more
assailable than Russia, and that London
can be destroyed easier than Moscow,
because it says Moscow costs blood and
London only torpedoes. ‘We have no
fantastic dreams,” says the Gazette, ‘of
conquering the world. We neither can
nor will/destroy the British empire, but
the minimum necessary for German
peace is the complete beating down of
France in the west and the prestige of
the German flag on all the seas.”

All this is very fine and very boastful.
The people will the more readily accept
it because of the success of the armies in
Roumania and the fact that Germany
still holds most of Belgium, part of
France, Russian Poland and some other
Russian ground, and almost all of Ser-
bia and Montenegro. The Allies have
not yet been able to reconquer this ter-
ritory and carry the war effectively into
Germany and Austria. Until that is
done there will be people in Germany
who can still be deceived into expecta-
tion of just such a result of the war as
the German newspaper from which we
have quoted professes to anticipate. The
Teutonic successes in Roumania serve to
emphasize still further the magnitude of
the task before the Allies, and to remind
Canadians that they must provide more
men and munitions, and continue to re-
gard war as the chief business of this
country until the enemy has been crush-
ed so completely that peace for a very
long period may be assured to the world.

At the moment, the situation in Rou-
mania is far from satisfactory. The like
is true in ‘Greece, where German influ-
ence is having a much worse effect than
had been expected. There appears to be
a sort of winter dead-lock on the weslern
and Italian and Russian fronts, and ap-
parently little change is anticipated be-
fore next summer, except that there will
be a steady wearing down and weakening
of the Teutonic armies. The British Em-
pire, and that means Canada, must put
forth a supreme effort to be in readiness
forrthe tremendous struggle of next year.

THE PRICE OF MILK

The-increased price of milk is not bas-
ed upon the scarcity of the article. If it
were, a reduction of the use of ice cream
or of milk itself might relieve the situa-
tion. The question to be decided is
whether the farmer can profitably pro-
duce milk at less thane¢five cents per
quart, and whether milk can be profit-
ably delivered from the farmer to the
ponsumer-for less than another five cents,

&

" |1f the farmer i3 getting too large a

profit the fact should be capable of
demonstration. If the price he gets is
not too high in proportion to his cost
of production, but the dealer who gets
five cents per quart for passing the milk
on to the consumer is charging more
than he should, that fact also should be
capable of demonstration. So farias the
farmer ‘is concerned, he has, the cheese
and butter factories as alternative mar-
kets. He is therefore in a somewhat
independent position. Both farmer and
dealer in taking the full market rate for
what they have to sell pursué a course
that is by no means peculiar to them.
Everybody who has anything to sell
does precisely the same. '

The people generally believe that the
price of ten cents per quart for milk is
too high. It is for the city council to
probe the matter thoroughly and repo
what it finds. There can be no doubt
at all about the hardship the high price
of such a necessity as milk imposes upon
poor families, especially where there are
children; and more especially still if
there is in the family a tendency to-
ward the development of tuberculosis.
If it can be shown that anybody is tak-
ing an unfair advantage of the people’s
necessities for personal gain at a time
when universal sacrifice is called for, the
duty of the government is plain. Let
us see what the present investigation
will bring forth,

FIGHTING TUBERCULOSIS.

It is worth while to note from time to
time what other communities are doing
in the fight against tuberculosis. ~The
Maine Anti-Tuberculosis Association has
helped to prepare a two reel film “The
Great Twuth,” which will be shown all
over the state, for educational purposes.
The Bangor Commercial says:—

“It is confidently expected that the ex-
penditure of $150 by the state associa-
tion for this film will prove one of the
best educational investments of recent
years. This association was one of forty
to make this film possible. It was pro-
duced under the direct supervision of
the National Association, After the film
has been shown in ‘Guilford, Milo, Dover,
Orono and Old Town, it will be*shown
in other parts of the state, first in organ-
who is to be provided with a pox'ta.\nlc
movie machine, will use the film for ppen
air lectures in public squares of the var-
ious towns he will visit.

Of the Sanatorium at Bangor, a letter
from Augusta says:—

“The Bangor Anti-Tuberculosis San-
atorfum will ask the coming legislature
for an appropriation of $7,900 for the
year 1917 and $8,100 for the year 1918.
These amounts include salaries and
wages at sanatorium, groceries and table
supplies, fuel and lights, rent, repairs and
sundries. It cost the sum of $7,699.40 to
run the sanatorium in 1915 and $8,847.10
thus far this year. It is estimated that
the income of the institution will be $6,-
570 for each of the years 1917 and 1918,
this amount being divided as follows.
Board of patients, $5,800; dues, $120;
gifts, $500; other sources, $150. The in-
come of the sanatorium for the year 1915
was $5,016.46 and thus far this year the
income has been $9,095.12.”

London, Nov, 22—(Corwspondence)—

Receipts in Stores Big.

A milliner’s shop in Regent street,
took in $946 in cash in one day, which
constitutes a record for the establish-
ment. At nearly all the big middle class
retail stores the figures are considerably
in excess of the receipts bef~re the war,
although the spring of 1914 was one of
‘the best seasons ever experienced in the
history of the retail drapery trade.

The explanation ~verywhere given is
the same. The midd): classes are mak-
ing money out of the war and are spend-
ing it. A great part of the millions
which the nation is spending on the war
in this country is finding its way into
the shops, Money is circulating so free-
ly that even with shorter shopping hours
the receipts are much heavier than nor-
mal.

A chart compiled by the manager of
a prominent London department store
shows the rise and fall of business during
;che twenty-six months of the war as fol-
ows:

No Foolish Spending,

The head of one great store explains
that while there is this tremendous shop-
ping boom it cannot by any stretch of
the imagination be termed a foolish ex-
penditure of money.

The people who are spending money
today are spending it on useful articles
and demanding their money’s worth,” he
says. “They are not wasting it on showy
articles of little value, As they have al-
ways had in the past to consider every
penny they spent, so now the same dis-
criminating instinet bids them consider
well each purchase. For instance, if they
l')uy jewelry, they dor not buy trashy
Jewelry, but jewelry which will always
bring them a fair percentage of their out-
lay in case they have to dispose of it.

“Where they buy furs, they do not buy
imitation sable or imitation fox or imi-
tation marten, but genuine fur.’

Enquiry shows that the businesses
which are chiefly benefiting as the result
of the trade boom aré drapers, milliners,
piano dealers, middle class jewelers, shoe-
makers—in fact every business that is
catering to the needs of the two prosper-
ous classes today is doing well.

Shoemakers are making fortunes. For
every $2.50 pair of shoes they sold in
peace time, thgy are selling a $4.50 pair;
for every pair of $4 high topped kid
boots a pair at $8, and so on.

Apart from the tonic effect on busi-
ness of the Somme victories and the pros-
perity of the munitioners there is the in-
creased income of thousands of house-
holds due to daughters previously at
home having gone out to work, permit-
ting a weekly expenditure which in peace
time would have been regarded as im-
possible.

come into the shop on a Thursday or
Friday morning and spend $100 before
leaving, although I should imagine that
in peace time that same family made
their clothes at home.”

At another store credit for a great part
of the trade boom is given to the in-
creased number of marriages that are
taking place owing to the war. The
money, generally speaking, is not spent on
furnishing homes, for the couples as a
rule are not setting up housekeeping, but
on presents and the bride’s trousseau,
which in some cases is all the more ela-
borate owing to the fact that she does
not have to set aside any sum for house
linen, the bride’s usual contribution to
the new menage,

Hundreds of thousands of dollars a
week are still spent in comforts and gifts
fqr relatives at the front, ranging from
pipes to reading matter and delicacies in
food. According to the bookstall man-
ager of one store hundreds of Bibles and
prayer-books are sent to the front every
week, the men having expressed a desire
for religious literature.

BOARD TO ADVISE
ON GETTING BEST
FROM RESOURCES

Ottawa, Nov. 80—After a year’s con-

sideration of the best method of govern-
mental procedure to encourage and as-
sist in Canada manufacturing develop-
ment based on scientifictand technical
research, the minister of trade and com-
merce, Sir 'George Foster, has secured
the appointment by the government of
an honorary advisory council on indus-
trial and scientific research, The coun-
cil consists of university professors in
the departments of applied science and
of men prominent in steel and engineer-
ing work. The appointment of the coun-
cil is in line with action taken months
ago by the United States and Great
Britain where govermental action was
taken early in the war to secure the best
expert advice with a view to taking full
advantage of the trade and manufactur-
ing opportunities offered by the exclu-
sion of Germany from the world’s mar-
kets.
The object in view is to increase tech-
nical and scientific research and utilize
the results for the development of pro-
duction and trade. It is hoped that the
free assistance thus offered to industrial
firms will enable Canada to keep abreast
of the world’s manufacturing readjust-
ment during the war and of the keen in-
ternational competition which will fol-
low it.

The advisory council appointed is as
follows: A. Stanley MacKenzie, Ph.D.,
president of Dalhousie College, Halifax;
#. D. Adams, Ph.D., dean of the faculty?
of Applied Science, McGill University,
Montreal; R. F. Ruttan, M.D., professor

of organic and biological chemistry, Mc-
Gill University; J, C, Mclennan, Ph.D,

University of Toronto; A. B. MacAllum,

In the order in council providing for
the appointment of the council, it is
recited that a similar scheme was adopt-
ed in Great Britain last year with the
design of establishing a permanent or-
ganization for the promotion of scien-
tific and industrial research. Represen-
tations were made that the British ad-
visory council should be extended so as
to embrace inter-imperial effort and co-
operation, but so far no definite action
along this line has been taken. The min-
ister of trade and commerce points out
the urgent necessity of organizing, mo-

bilizing and encouraging the existing re-|
sources of industrial and scientific re-!

search in Canada with the purpose of
utilizing waste products, discovering new
processes—mechanical, chemical and

metallurgical and developing into usefu]l

adjuncts to industry and commerce the

unused natural resources of Canada.

Cabinet Committee,

Sir George Foster also notes that .
addition to the university science depart-
ments there are many private, corporate
and government laboratories more or less
engaged in research work while the man-
ufacturers’ associations are also anxious
to co-operate. After consulting the uni-
versity men and the manufacturers, the
minister says that co-ordination of effort
can best be brought about by the ap-
pointment of a committee of the cabinet
council consisting of the minister of
trade and commerce, the minister of
mines, the minister of inland revenue,
the minister of labor and the minister
of agriculture, who shall be charged with
responsibility for all expenditures voted
by parliament for scientific and indus-
trial research under the advice of the
honorary advisory committee,

The duties of this advisory committee
are defined in a general way and in-
clude the securing of mutual co-opera-
tion in solving problems of research, the
co-ordinating of results, etc. The travel-
ing expenses of the committee are to be
paid by the minister of trade and com-
merce and a permanent secretary is to
be appointed.

DEPARTMENT OF
LANDS AND. MINES

The annual report of the provincial de-

partment of lands and mines is summar-
{ized in a despatch to the Standard as
: follows:
| Despite reverse conditions brought
|about by the war in Europe, the lack of
i transportation facilities and the scarcity
of tonnage, New Brunswick’s territorial
l revenue for the year ending October 81st,
1916, is $540,386.06, according to the an-
nouncement made today by the Depart-
ment of Lands and Mines. '

The amount of the territorial revenue

for the last year is an exceptional one,
having exceeded all expectations, being
well above the average. Last year New
Brunswick had its greatest territorial re-
venue when $591,095 14 was collected, this
’amount having been a phenomenal one,
and never before approached in this
province.

The revenue of the past year is all the

more remarkable when it is considered
!that the stumpage collection for the year
| ending October 81st, 1916, is $70,000 less
i than during the previous year. This is
accounted for by the fact that lumber-
imen on the North Shore had a smaller
cut last winter than ordinarily.

Milkmen Present Their Side of the

In defense of their move in advancing
the price of milk, the local dealers dele-
gated Walter H. Bell, of the St. John
Creamery to appear before the mayor
and commissioners yesterday and explain
why the raise, in their opinion was jus-
tified. Mr. Bell, accompanied by Mr.
Stern, a producer of South Bay, arrived

at city hall yesterday noon, late for the
regular committee meeting, but a special
session was called and held in the office
of the mayor,

Mr. Bell submitted a table, showing
item for item, the aggregate cost to the
retailer for his milk delivered in bottles
to the home of his customer. This
schedule was based on the delivery of
thirty-five eight-quart cans a day, twenty
of which were distributed retail, and the
remaining fifteen in wholesale quantities.
Thirty-five cans is said, by the dealers,
to be the average delivery in St. John.

Mr. Stern, as a representative farmer
and producer of milk, was questioned by
the council. He gave facts and figures
so far purporting to be from the pro-
ducer’s end. Mr. Bell on the other hand,
as spokesman for the St. John retailers,
enumerated the factors that entered into
the delivery cost of milk. “The council
did not express its views, nor state

1. If a member of the forces has been
killed, or has died as the result of in-

Jjuries received, or disease contracted or
aggravated while on active service, the

.| widow, until remarried, shall be entitl-

ed to a pension at the rates quoted in
the appended schedule.

2. If a member of the forces who has
becn xilled, or has died, as the result of
injuries received, or disease contracted,
or aggravated while on active service,
was a widower, but leaves a child or
children, said child or children shall re-
ceive an allowance of $12.00 per month
each. ‘Child shall include a step-child,
and also ‘a child in respect of whom
the soldiér was in loco parentis but in
either case only if the relation had been
established before the death of the
soldier,

8. In the event of an application being
made for a pension on pehalf of a wo-
man who has, without being married to
a member of the forces, lived with him
as his wife, or on behalf of the child
or children of any such man or woman,
the commission shall be authorized to
grant the customary pexsion allowances
for a wife or for a child or children, on
being satisfied that the circumstances
were such as warrant the conclusion that

The New Emperor
~May Want Peace

Net Likely to Prove Such Easy
German Tool 2—His Training
Was Severe—Disliked by Uncle

Although Emperor Charles of Austria
has’ announced that he will continue the

war until the end, he will not continue’

it in the way that it would have been
continued had Franz Josef remained on
the throne. He is not likely to prove
the mere tool of Germany that his
great-uncle was. He has not the respact
for the Kaiser that the latter has been
used to look for from Austria, and in
the opinion of F. Cunliffe Owen, a well-
informed writer upon European affairs,
the prospect of Austria coming to a
separate peace has improved by the
death of Franz Josef and the accession
of Charles Francis Joseph. It is said
that the impression that the new em-
peror is a characteristic youth is an er-
roneous one, although it has been} fos-
tered in Berlin. He'is not a youth at all,
for he is 29, the age at which the Kal-
ser ascended the throne. He has also
been-unusually fortunate in the sort of
training he has had. He has been
brought more intimately in touch with
his subjects than most sovereigns, for
he received his education in the public
schools; of Vienna, where he sat beside
the sons of tradesmen, artisans and pro-
fessional people.

twenty-five of $200 each, 100 of $100
each and 260 of $40 each, besides a lar,
number of approximation and termin:

The investigation of the.police show-
ed that the tickets have been shipped
from time to time to a man in another
state and that DeBill has beehn engaged
in the printing of the tickets for the
last 18 months at least. He has made
his headquarters in Somerville during
that time, having come from Boston.
He admitted to Chief Kendall that he
has been arrested in Boston for the same
offence. He is married and has a young
wife and two children. The police also
said that DeBill is in poor health and
may be.suffering from an incurable dis-
ease.

EGGS ON FVE
MONTHS JUNKET

Evidence in New York Bearing o
' High Cost of Living

(New York Times.)

On June 8 last 9,980 dozen eggs which

are now being sold and eaten in New
York City, started from the west on their
journey to the ultimate consumer. It
too! e months for the first of them
to reach the breakfast table, and ten days
ago ninety dozen of them were sold to
"the St. Regis hotel. It was not rthe
journey from the west that delayed their
consumption. The truth of the matter
is they were held in cold storage in
Jersey City while they were sold and
resold by speculators. !

These facts, pertinent to the present in-
vestigation of high food prices, were
brought out yesterday by the Wicks Leg-
islative Investigating Committeee, Of a
consignment - investigated, about 805
cases, or 9.150. dozen, are still in cold
storage for final sale to retailers.

Since the eggs were shipped east, pre-
sumably freshly laid when the Decatur
Produce Company sent them, one whole-
sale house in this city has purchased
them three times, according to the testi-
mony before the committee. The firm
is G. M. Wartin & Brother, wholesale
butter and egg dealers of 189 Reade
street, the original purchasers, who sold
the eggs twice and bought them back
to sell again at an advanced price. The
eggs started on their journey. at 241-2
cents a dozen, and, at last official reports,
were selling from forty-two to forty-four
cents to retailers. No record was kept’
of the price at which they were sold to
_the persons who ate them.

The eggs were candled and graded by
Ehlenberger for final sale and thus far,
according to the Wicks Committee re-
cords, three cases were sold to the St.
Regis at forty-three cents a dozen, on
Nov. 18; one case to the Columbus res-
taurant at forty-two cents a dozen, on
the same date one gase to a Mr. Ab-
rams at forty-four cents a dozen, on
Nov. 17, and ten dozen to a Mrs. Smith,
a boarding house keeper, at forty-two
cents a dozen.

“I suppose there are no strictly fresh
eggs on the market?” George W. Ward,

“Very few,” was the response. “Really
fresh eggs would now cost seventy-two
or seventy-three cents a dozen,” the wit-
ness added. f

W. H. Willis, associate editor of The
Produce News, was one of the witnesses
at the afternoon session, He said that as
long as human nature remains as it is
now and the laws allow it, the egg busi-
ness would be liable to remain much the
same as it is today. He said that he be-
lieved the middlemen rendered the public
a service, as it was necessary to- keep
eggs In storage to tide over the times
when they were scarce. bt

Previous testimony had shown that
about two dozen out of every casé (a
case contains thifty dozen) spoil during
the long journey from hen’s nest to table.
The spoiled eggs are denatured with a
carbolic solution and used in tanneries.

“We have known for a long while that
such conditions existed,” said State Com-
missioner of Foods and Markets, John J,
Dillon, in commenting on the facts
the Wicks Committee.
“Im glad the Wicks Committee has got
hold of these facts. It’s interesting to
have them placed on record.

“The fact that the eggs have been
kept in cold storage so long is mnot really
important, however. It is necessary to
keep them in cold storage, for egg pro-
duction is small at this season of the
year, and without cold storage the price
of eggs would be even higher than it is
now.

In the fight be-
tween the seven cowboys stationed at
the ranch, and the bandits, eight of the
latter were killed. He appealed to the
Mexicanand the American governments,
but they were unable to aid }gim.

of raiders and plundered Mexican towns.
He took an active part in the Mexican
rebellion as a member of Madero’s forces.

Ghurchill Wants
_Quicker Action

Former First Lorl of Admiralty
Discusses War

“Reduced to Stalemate”

P

Urges That Risks be Dared by
These Who Have the Power,
to Find the Shortest Way to
Victory .

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)
When the war broke out Winston
¢ Churchill was in it to the extent of be-
ing First Lord of the Admiralty, hav-
ing previously had more experience of
" war than any other member of the cab-
inet. He resigned his high post and
went to the trenches, and presently he
returned to England. Since then he
has spoken in parliament and in the
press generally in criticism of those who
are’ carrying the war on. An article
which has been republished in the New
York Times has dttracted more atten-
tion than usual. In it Churchill inti-
w that the war on land and sea had
: er-g reduced to*a sort of stalemate. He
con%l with these words “Let search
be ‘m let wite be used, let risks be
dared by those who have the power
to find the shortest way” To use an
old phase, Mr, Churchill says too much
or he says too little, Are there such
wits that he speaks of? Is the govern-
ment informed of them? If he knows he
ought to tell. |

Nevertheless while it is eacy to find
fault with what Mr. Churchill says, it
must be acknowledged that he discus-
ses military and naval problems in a
way that nobody else has had the abil-
ity to do. Speaking of the British navy,
he draws attention to the fact that
since the beginning of the war there has
been an offensive and a defensive, one
waged by the British navy, one suffer-
ed by Germany. He reminds us that
from its base the British navy “deliv-
ers a continuous attack upon the vital
interests of the enemy; whereas, the
enemy from his home bases produces
no corresponding effect upon us.” The
British navy strikes the German navy
by its “masterly inactivity,” inasmuch
as all the German posts are blockaded.
This is an everyday offensive, for ev-
ery day it lasts Germany is growing
weaker and Britain is growing stronger.
Therefore, if no other blow is struck
the advantage is with Britain and the
onus is upon Germany of changing the
condition. Her first notable effort to
change it, to remove from her throat the
hold of the British navy, was the Jut-
land engagement,

Off tland

rding to Mr. Churchill, this bat-
tle was fought because Sir John Jellicoe
decided that his superiority justified him
in facing the disadvantages of fighting
off the enemy’s coast, and in the opin-
jon of Mr. Churchill he made no mis-
take. The fact that it was the enemy
that broke off the engagement proves
that Jellicoe’s judgment was right, and
that the Germans declined to fight to
a finish even when in their own waters.
In other words, Germany declined a
decisive engagememt even when all the
conditions were in her favor. She had
the onus of breaking the blockade, the
enemy in her. own waters, a battle of her
own choosing, and yet she could not
“stt it through.” The writer is of opin-
ion that some other means must be
sought of forcing the German navy to
accept battle, or some other means be
devised whereby the German navy may
be destroyed, and we may repeat his
words, “Let search be made, let wits‘be
used, let risks be dared by those who
have the power to find the shortest
way.”

Calls For a Genius

Turning to the land operations, Mr.
Churchill has much the same criticism
to make. He demands that somebody
invent some system of destroying the
enemy, but if there is such a system he
refrains from hinting at it. He insists
that if the united brains of the Allied
commanders are applied to the prob-
lem, some solution will be forthcoming.
Mr, Churchill points out a fact which is

; generally understood, namely, that
war upsets all calculations, not

¢ in its magnitude, but in its meth-
ods. Looking back one hundred years
we find that an army that was ten or
twenty per cent. inferior in numbers
did not hesitate to attack. The general
was worth at least ten thousand troops,
and by manoeuvring and outflanking he
could make the odds even. Later on we
find, too, that frontal attacks were of no
avail. From the time that modern fire-
arms came into existence we see that
the army of inferior numbers did not
fear the attack. This was proved in the
American Civil War, and again in the

i

war between Ruséia and Japan., The

frontal attack semed dead.
New Kind of War

In the present war, however, the only
attack, speaking of the western front,
has been the frontal one. There is no
chance for flanking movements, because
there are ro flanks. So if we fix our
eves upon the Somme battle we natural-
ly come to the conclusion that the Brit-
ish troops there have done something
that the experts of a generation ago
would say could never be done. These
accomplishments prove to Mr. Churchill,
and to most other people, that the sol-
diers are ready to give their lives upon
a scale that was never imagined by the
romancers. One might well reflect upon
the fact that not in the recorded history
of the world has there been se much
meanness and so much bravery,
many people ready to die for their
neighbors, and so many people ready to
stay at home and cancel their neigh-
biors’ rights—always excepting the
neighbors’ right to die for ‘them.

DISAPPOINTED NURSE
SHOOTS BRIDEGROOM

Mertally Weunds Herself After
Slightly Injuring Man Called
to Her Heme -

Thought He Had Loved Her—Ship

+Chandler ‘Able to Return to His
Apartment V,ith His Bride of Less
Than a Week

New York, Dec. 1.—Miss Rachel
Jones, a young trained nurse, and John
Henderson, a Water street ship chandler,
were married on last Wednesday and be-
cause business was pressing they gave
up a honeymoon and moved at once into
an apartment at 746 St. Nicholas ave-
nue. On Monday evening Henderson
did not go home from business. Instead,
when dinner had been kept waiting
more than an hour his bride received a
telephone message from him, which told
her in effect:

“Come at once to the Fourth Branch
Detective Bureau. Sarah shot me, but
I'm all right. But she shot herself and
I’'m afraid she’s dying.”

To Mrs. Henderson, “Sarah” meant|

Miss Sarah A. Sheldon, a trained nurse
employed in the Tuberculosis Branch
Clinic of the Health Department at
118th street and Pleasant avenue, and
an old friend of Henderson. The young
wife hurried to the detective bureau
frantic with fear. She found her hus-
band uninjured, except for a slight flesh
wound in the palm of his right hand.
When he had calmed her, Henderson
explained to her and to the police how
the shooting had occurred.

He said he had known Miss Sheldon
for eight years, but had had mo idea
that she was in love with him or ex-
pected him to marry her until a few
months ago, when he sought her con-
gratulations on his engagement to Miss
Jones. Then she told him that some
time she would shoot him, he said, but
he thomght he had pacified her finally
especially when she met his fiancee, and
congratulated Miss Jones with apparent
sincerity.

On Monday, Ie said, Miss Sheldon
telephoned to his office and said that
she had developed tuberculosis and had
been ordered west. She meant to leave
for Los Angeles and asked him to bring
some timetables to {ier home, a three-
room apartment at 90 Edgecombe av-
enue.

Miss Sheldon insisted on his entering
when he arrived at 6 o’clock’ with the
timetables, Henderson said, although
he told her he was anxious to get home
for dinner, so he did so when Miss Shel-
don declared: “Sit down just a minute,
I want to talk to you.”

He sat in a rocking chair and had
hardly settled himself in it, he said,
when the girl produced a revolver and
fired two shots at him. One missed him,
the other struck his hand, and as he
jumped up, Miss Sheldon turmed the
weapon toward herself and fired a bullet
which entered her stomach and emerged
from the back. The shots brought Miss
Hannah Balleer, a nurse, who shared the
apartment, from another room, and at
her advice, Hend)rson (telephoned to
the Harlem Hospital for help. Dr. Jan-
off and several detectives hurred to the
flat. Miss Sheldon was still conscious
and told the detectives:

“I shot myself. I did it because I had
to leave the city if I wanted to live, and
I couldn’t bear to go away from New
York and from Mr, Henderson. I was
very fond of him.”

Then she lost consciousness, and in the
hospital it was said she probably would
die. After Henderson had told his ver-
sion of the affair he was permitted to
leave the detective bureau with his wife.

BULT UP A BUSHESS
OUT OF HS THEFT

$25-a-Week Clerk Tells How He
Stele Nearly $100,000, Then
Goes to Cell Satisfied

Ran Chain of Cigar Stores—Kept Three
Motors, and is Able to Repay Nearly
All—Story Remarkable Even in New
Yerk

New York, Dec. 1.—Atflf J. Loeffler
was locked up in the bs after he
had confessed that for two Years he had
sgolen nearly $1,000 a week from Fran-
cis H. Leggett & Co., wholesale gro-
cers, by whom he was employed as a
shipping clerk at $25 a week in the
warehouse at Thirteenth avenue and
Twenty-seventh street. But Loeffler
was net downcast nor discouraged.

He is thirty years old, and in the
opinion of the young man he is certain
to make his fortune no matter what sen-
tence he may receive. To have hidden
thefts of such magnitude, Loeffler ar-
gues, might indicate that he was mere-
ly a clever thief. To haye invested his
stealings so that now he is able to make
entire restitution, although he has lived
in luxury, operated three automobiles,
and employed a chauffeur at a weekly
wage equal to his own, at a total ex-
penditure of probably more than $15,000
yearly, is testimony, in his opinion, to
his financial ability.

“If T could have had one more year,”
said Loeffler, “I should have bhecome a
rich man. With the money I stole I
started a string of cigar stands in of-
fice buildings and hotels, and my earn-
ings from this have been large. Why
I even bought my cigars from Leggett’s.
I don’t know just how  much I took,
but I can pay most it back, and in
another year I could have returned all
of it and retired wealthy.”

Loeffler lived with his wife at 156
West Eighty-sixth street, in an apart-
ment which he rented for $150 a month.
His ordinary living expenses, he said,
were upward of $500 a month, and the
furnishings of his home were worth
$35,000. He owned jewelry worth $5,000
more. All this he has turned over to
his employers, together with his stock
and fixtures in his various cigar stands,
so that he has restored probably three-
quarters of what he took.

The young man was questioned close-
ly by Assistant District Attorney Ryt-
tenberg as to the method by which he
ohtained money from his employers,
and as a result Mr. Ryttenberg has sum-
moned officers of Leggett & Co. to his
office and will try to go further into
the details of the case, '

Accordin} to Loeffler, the wholesale
grocers did a large export business and
depended on a State street firm of ship-
ping brokers to find bottoms for their
wares. The firm rendered weekly bills
for forwarding charges, which were aud-
ited and endorsed to the cashier for
payment. Loeffler says he raised the
amounts of these bills after they had
been indorsed, so that a check for an
amount in excess of the true bill was
always sent to the shipping brokerage
firm. Then, according to Loeffler, by
arrangement with this firm, he would
receive from it a check for the differ-
ence between the true bill and the Leg-
gett payment, made out in a check to
bearer- on the Hanover Natiomal' Bank.
A member of the shipping firm ,intro-
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duced him at the bank, he said, and he
took these checks thére and cashed
them.

Mr. Ryttenberg called on the brokers
for an explanation and was informed
by the manager that the proprietor was
in England, and the manager, acting
under his orders, was following a cus-
tom adopted by the owner before his
departure. Aecording to the assistant
district attorney, this manager ad-
mitted that he thought the transaction
unbusinesslike, but he said he had been
made to understand that Leggett & Co.
had adopted this means of paying some
commissions to agents of foreign gov-
ernments in return for large war orders.
This officials of the firm deny. Charles
T. Ward, who made the charge against
Loeffler, said the discovery of the
thefts had come only when the firm no-
ticed an unusual decrease in profits in
the export branch of the business, The
young man pleaded guilty when ar-
raigned before a magistrate, Pending
action by the grand jury, he was re-
manded to prison.

YOU SKATE ON WATER, NOT ICE

Skater’s’ Weight Momentarily Melts
And Lubricates Surface,

Dr, Joly, in a lecture before the Royal
Dublin Society, pointed out that polish-
ed glass is much smoother than rough-
ened ice; yet we can skate on the ice,
whereas on the glass it would be impos-

ments that we must seek further for
an explanation.

His solution, arrived at only after the
most careful investigation, is that we
owe the ability to skate to the fact that
ice melts under pressure.

The part of the skate that bears on
the ice presented a very narrow surface
and on this surface comes the whole
weight of the body. That pressure
causes the ice to melt instantaneously
and the thin film of water between the
blade of the skate and the ice serves
the same purpose as the fllm of oil that
we run between the working parts of
machinery—it greatly reduces the fric-
tion. Immediately after the skate passes
on the water film solidifies again into
ice, ready for the next skater who
comes along. Hence Dr. Joly concludes
that we really skate, not on ice, but on
water! »

“It is a fact that the rural element
of the entire United States is inclined
to prohibition,” he continued. “It is in
the larger cities, where live those who
are opposed to it as they are to the cur-
tailment of any of their other liberties
that they stand against it must be
made.” - .

MEASURING MENS MINDS

Futility of Tests of Modern Scientists
Shown in Many Trials Among Men.
Arigtotle knew that it is nonsense to

use the language of exact knowledge in

taking subjects which defy measure-
ment. Judged by the number of “tests”

going the rounds, the old Greek philoso-
pher was at least 2,000 years ahead of
some modern psychologists.

These talkative gentlemen are quite
certain that knowledge and mental ca-
pacity can be measured like potatoes.
Hence the “tests” which are served as
psychological peck measures. There is
one list of questions which is supposed
to determine the exact “mental age” of
'the victim, and which looked convinc-
ing until it was found that, according
to this formula, some of the most suc-
cessful business and professional men
were mere 9-year-old children. This
test has been modified ;since, but the
.underlying error of ding - to an
exactness which doesn't exist still re-

ing must be able to define on penalty
of being adjudged ignorant. Two mem-
bers of the Journal staff passed this
examination with a score of 91 per cent.
