“Many children have unclean heads,” 

said Dr. J. H. Putman, inspector, when 
asked about the public School nurse in­
spection, which, he added, is proving sut- 
isfactody. Consideration will proBably 
be given to increasing the number of 
nurses, Dr. Putman added. The present 
scheme is to prevent the spread of dis­
ease and stamp it out in the first stages, 
through a thorough inspection of the 
children at intervals.
Explains the Work

Dr. Putman went on to explain how 
the health of children is now a matter 
of supreme consideration, and in this re­
spect public bodies dealing with schools 
mtist not lack ingenuity and forethought 
in providing the machinery .of attention 
to the physical condition of their young 
charges. •

Ottawa has come to the forefront in 
this health movement with a view of 
eliminating to a great extent the possi­
bility of an outbreak and spread of con­
tagious diseases or thei prevention of 
unpleasant features in school life.

In August last the management com­
mittee of the Ottawa school board fixed 
regulations to govern a system of school 
inspection by nurses and though of only 
recent introduction, the scheme, prom­
ises to be most satisfactory and to have 
justified its inauguration.

Qr. J. H. Patman, who is supervising 
the scheme, as yet has only two nurses 
who are engaged in the work of detect­
ing physical defects—Misses Scott and 
Turnbull. Doubtless the staff of nurses 
will be augmented, as there 
schools to visit and half a 
spent at each every week. Invaluable 
as the curative work of this scheme is, 
the preventative steps takên are even 
more valuable.

Is Commonplace

A very commonplace discovery in the 
schools here and everywhere is chil­
dren with heads not any too clean, or 
suffering from some skin disease. In 
these casés, detected first by the nurse, 
the principal of the school sends the 
child home to remain there until clean­
liness has been observed. The chfid is 
not sent aimlessly home, but he or she 
is given a pamphlet, which advises med­
ical attention, and in the event of that 
not being procured, instructions are 
printed as to correct treatment of dirty 
heads.

A close observation is made of chil­
dren’s throats, teeth, hair, eyelids, hands, 
ears, and glands. The nurse is invested 

’ with power to bandage wounds and ap­
ply antiseptic dressings to cuts, bums, 
and bruises, prescribing medicines being 
without her jurisdiction. The medical 
officer of health, is called opoUîljr cases 
of the discovery of mumps, measles, 
whooping cough, scarlet fever, diph­
theria, chipkenpox, smallpox, and other 
contagious diseases.

CANNELNOT SATISFACTORY TSome Days Ago AND ALL SIZES OFIt is very evident that even if the 
Royal Line steamers come to St. John,

Last 
year the Associated Charities at its 
annual meeting discussed the need of a 
Children's Protection Act, and secured 
the co-operation of other influential or­
ganizations, with the result that the 
province now has a Child’s Protection 
Act.

> standing a Children’s Aid Society can­
not begin its work, however, until it has 
been incorporated by special act of the 
same legislature.

Children on the Streets.
Adjutant Cummings in opening the 

discussion on the presence of children on 
the streets at night said : “I have been 
interested In the prison farm project 
but if it is good for men and boys why 
not for women and girls also?

“While I would not say that St. John 
is any worse than other cities there are 
conditions hère which should be 
remedied. .

“If you are not familiar with these 
conditions a tour of the city after night 
would reveal many things that would 
make you blush.

“There is a-great need for a detention 
home. If a. bad girl is put in contact 
with worse women she herself will be­
come worse.”

The speaker then gave details of the 
cases of a large nupiber of unfortunate 
girls of this city who had become moth­
ers, many of them under 16 years of 
age, without wedlock. He urged the 
necessity of a detention home to care 
for such vases. *

He then gave instances of deplorable 
home conditions under which it is im­
possible for girls to grow up with any 
chance of developing into get good wo­
men.
Charges Laxity.

“In addition to the laxity of the 
homes,” he said, “there is also laxity on 
the part of the police. The police 
men off the street corners but overlook 
the little girls in the squares who are 
carrying on with men.

“In addition to these things which 
aid the downfall of girls there is the 
great fact that when a girl once falls she 
is kept down.

"In spite of this,” he said, “how many 
men can you remember who have- been 
brought before the court charged with 
breaking up a home or ruining a wo­
man? Why should the women suffer 
while the men go free?

“Why should we have to provide de­
tention homes for the victims, of the 
(lends who wander about this city?

“We find little girls wandering about 
streets late at night taking the first

Three subjects of great importance 
to the community were dealt with at the 
annual meeting of the Associated Chari­
ties which was held last evening in the 
board of trade rooms. The urgent need 
for these several, reforms was ably urged 
by the speakers who presented thenfp 
and resolutions were adopted calling for 
steps to alleviate the conditions de­
scribed.

The demands made were for a prison 
farm or farms, for a detention home for 
delinquent girls, and for evening classes 
in the public schools for boys and girls 
who are compelled to go to work before 
completing even a common school edu­
cation.

Reports were presented showing a 
busy and successful year and all the offi­
cers were .re-elected for another year.

The meeting was called to order by 
the chairman, W. S. Fisher, who ex­
pressed his regret regarding the small­
ness of the attendance. The minutes of 
the last annual meeting were then read 
by the secretary, Miss Grace O. Rob­
ertson.

Secretary’s Report.

The secretary submitted her annual 
feport reviewing the work of the year. 
During the year they received 1,989 ap­
plications. Of these 680 were for em­
ployment, 171 were seeking, relief, 16 
asking for transportation, 11 requests 
for children for adoption, 7 women ask­
ed to have their children adopted, 45 
men, asked for a night’s lodging, 39 re­
quests for clothing, and the balance 
were from persons seeking work ahd 
employers seeking help. Employment 
was found for 227 persons. The report 
also dealt with the social work carried 
on by volunteer helpers, the passage of 
the Children’s Aid act, the preparations 
for incorporation of the Children’s Aid 
Society, the need for a convalescents’ 
home, the numerous cases of wife de­
sertion. The secretary concluded with 
an appeal for more active co-operation 
In the work and also ^extended the 
thanks of the society to,, all who had 
helped them during the year.

A. M. Belding, in explanation of one 
section, said that as sdqn as the Child­
ren’s Aid law was passed the Ctiitiren’s 
Aid Society was organized and a,peti­
tion for incorporation was presented, 
but they were Informed that a special 
act was required and for this they must 
wait until the next session of the legis­
lature.
Prison Farm.

Rev. R. A. Armstrong was then called 
upon to speak on the need for the estab- 
lishraent of a prison farm. He said, in 
parti “The humanizing of the prison 
class is a great problem, perhaps not to 
he solved in our time. One of the

steps which will lead to their downfall.”

In closing Mr. Cummings moved the 
following resolution :

“Whereas, There is disgraceful and 
humiliating evidence of the demoraliza­
tion of young girls, who are mere chil­
dren, in the city of St. John, and 

“Whereas, There is far too much laxity j 
in permitting children to go about at 
night unaccompanied by responsible per­
sons, and subjected to evil influences, the 
fruits of which are but too apparent on 
every hand, and
“ Whereas, The common jail is no place 
for such delinquents, either boys or 
girls: therefore

“Resolved, That there is great and 
urgent need of a shelter to which such 
delinquents might be sent while under 
detention; and, further 

“Resolved, That an appeal be made to 
the proper authorities for a more rigid 
enforcement of the laws relating to the 
presence of children unattended at nights 
in the streets and alleys of the city.”
