But he had notthe expression of anegro,
nor the color. He was undoubtedly of
Indism extraction. But such an enorm-
ousl, though not illy proportioned head,
set. upon so diminuitive a body,
made a strange ° contrast,
and his little arms, short legs and body
added to his peculiar looks. The In-
dian, or whatever he might be called, is
a powerfully built man, when his size is
taken into consideration, is a veritable
little Hercules.

His feet are five inches in length from

BEACH OR LE CARON.

Mr. T. P. 0’Conner’s Estimate of the
Witness Before the Parmell Com-
mfission.

New York, Feb. 9.—Mr. T. P. O’Con-
nor telegrams from Lomndon to the World
asfollows: “The forger of the Parnell
letters is yet to come, but even he will
fail to make a better claim to the part of
the first villain in the drama now being
enacted at the law courts than the re-
markable man who has been giving ev-
idence doring the past two days. Maj-
or or Dr. Le Caron is probably the most
interesting and picturesque figure in the
whole drama. Indeed the people here
still refuse to realize the extraordinary
statement that he succeeded for twenty-
three years in remaining simultaneously
a spy in British pay, and one of the most
trusted leaders of the Irish revolutionary
organization in America. His sirange
and startling story is heightened enorm-
ously in interest by his method of nar-
ration and by his personal appearance.
He is a model witness. All his answers
are terse, pointed, calm and most delib
erate. He pauses before replying, but
when the answer comes the phraseology
is perfect. ~There is, too a certain air of
candor, which, as intended, adds enor-
mously to the effectiveness of his utter-
ances. Often when asked to sav some-
thing which mayhelp the case of the Times
he refuses to pledge himself to exact de-
tails, and produces the conviction that
his story contains much truth, with just
enough falsehood added to drag Parnell
and other National Leaguers down. His
appearance is very remarkable. Though
small he is a vyery noticeable man.
His eyes are dark, deep set and of a very
brilliant black. His forehead is very
high and capacious. The gaze is especi-
ally remarkable, being perfectly steady,
penetrating and impenetrable. The face
is thin and sallow, the mouth well cut,
moustache carefully waxed, the dress
neat, modest and tight fitting. He wears
a small army decoration and a white
silk tie get off by a brilliant diamond
pin. His nose is long and thick at
the end. The sallowness, the darkness
of the eye and the thin cheeks give him
a very French look, and this, with the
French name he has assumed, has led
most péople to regard him as a French
Canadian.”

Le Caron’s evidence is one of the many
proofs that the Goyernment has placed
at the disposal of the Times every docu-
ment, even the most secret, for the pur-
pose of helping the case.

Mr. Parnell made his ap-
pearance for the first time in several
weeks weeks. - He has been ill, and still
looks thin and pale, though, as usual
perfectly calm and self-confident. He
gave a look at Le Caron with that quiet
scorn and defiance which gives occa-
sional glimpses into the fierce but con-
trolled depths of his strong nature.

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THE PHDPDSED ANGLO-GERMAN II.LHINCE

The despatches this morning tell of a
conversation which is said to have taken
place on Satarday between the Emperor
of Germany, Prince Bismarck and Lord
Charles Beresford in regard to a proposad
alliance between Great Britain and Ger-
many. Lord Charles Beresford was the
plucky captain of the Condor, who dis-
tinguished himself in the bombardment
of Alexandria in 1882, and is a member
of what Goldwin Smith calls, in one of
his books, “ The great robber house of
Beresford.” Heis memberofparliament
for Marylebone, East, a metropolitan
constituency, and was for a time one of
the Lords of the Admiralty, but resigned
because certain reforms he suggested
were not carried out, Any conversation
which the Emperor and Bismarck had
with him would therefore necessarily be
of an unofficial character; nevertheless
it might not be the less importanton
that account, if it represented the real
sentiments of Germany towards Great
Britain. According to the despatch
already referred to, during the interview
the conversation turned upon England’s
state of preparations for war against the
combined naval forces of France and
Russia. Bismarck, it is reported, advised
Lord Charles that an Anglo-French con-
flict was nearly as probable asone be-
tween France and Germany, as, if the
Boulanger clique saw a possibility of
beating England by a sudden attack,
they would prefer that risk to taking the
chances of the results of a defeat by
Germasy. Bismarck declared his readi-
ness to conclude a defensive alliance
with England. He told Beresford to
strongly represent to his government
the urgent necessity that England should
put her house in order.

If this conversation is correctly report-
ed it shows that Bismarck has found rea-
son to very materially modify his views
in regard to the worth of an alliance with
Great Britain which, at one time, he pro-
fessed to care nothing for. There have
been no recentsigns of a French attack on
England, nor 18 there likely to be any
such conflict while France is nursing her
resources for a conflict with Germany.
No doubt an alliance with France and
Russia against Great Britain would be a
formidable combination to face, for it
would involve a war in the east as well as
in the west, because India would certain-
ly be attacked. But the combined
navies of ,France and Russia would
be no match for the British
navy, and France would be unable to
send any troops out of Europe, to aid her
ally in the East. Italy, which has a
secret understanding with Great Britain,
would find herself impelled to take a part
against France, and would probably be
rewarded by the acquisition of Tunis
and Algiers. For these reasons, France
is not likely to become an ally of Russia
against England, however much French
newspapers may rail at perfidious Albion.
A defensive alliance between Great
Britain and Germany looks like a good
thing, but it would involve responsibili-
ties of a very serious character for
the British Empire, and might drag
us into wars which otherwise we
might be able to avoid. It seems certain
that France and Germany will go to war
some dayand if theydo,it would probably
be better for Great Britain not to be in-
volved in their guarrels. It seems al-
most equally certain that Great Britain
and Russia will some day go to war, but
in such a case an alliance with Germany
would be of little value, as the great con-
test would be waged on the borders of

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are twenty-eight years of age.
Then, if the sailor chooses to enlist for |
| another term of ten years, when his time
expires, he is entitled to a service pen-
sion for life. Nearly all do choose to re-
enlist and, with few exceptions, they all
retire at the end of their second term
of enlistment. The results which flow
from this system are that practically all
the sailors in the British Navy are train-
ed naval apprentices;; that all are con-
tinuous service men, and that all are
young men under thirty-eight years of
age, and, therefore, in the very prime of
life. The training of 2,500 apprentices
every year suffices to keep the
ranks of the navy always full
There are always far more
boys offering for service in the navy than
can be enlisted, and the requirements as
to good character and physique are yery
strict.  They are thoroughly educated
and necessarily so, for a British sailor of
the present day requires to know more
than an average officer did eighty years
ago. Science and skill have taken the
place of brate force in the navy, and 100
ton rifled cannon are not to be handled,
loaded and fired, except by men thorough-
ly and scientifically trained in the art of
gunnery. So the British man of war
sailor is no longer an ignorant and shift-
less being, buta well educated, self re-
specting and respected man. Inthe event
of war the strength of the navy wounld be
supplemented by the Naval Reserve.

The British naval reserve, at present
numbers about 20,000 men and costs less
than $1,000,000 a year. As there are
usually about 30,000 petty officers and
seamen serving in British naval vessels,
the reserves, if they could be all called
in, would furnish men enough to add 66
per cent to the strength of the fleet. Of
course they would not all be immediately
available, but probably three fourths of
them would and this number would add
50 per cent, to the manned strength of
the British fleet. The reserveis divided
into first, second and third classes. In
the first class the retainer is $30 a year;
in the second $10 and a suit of uniform
clothing; in the third a suit of uniform
only. Two thirds of the reserve belong
to the first class.

The third class reserve consists wholly
of boys in the mercantile training ships,
not of a reformatory character. These
boys, after being six months at sea and
nineteen years of age, may pass into the
second class and afterwards to the first
when fully qualified. The applicant for
admission to the first class must be of
good character, and in good health and
must haveserved five years at sea, one
as able seaman. He must not be
over thirty years of age. He must
also declare his intention of foilowing
the sea at least five years longer, and
show that he has been at sea within four
months of his application. For the
second class the qualifications are the
same, except that three years ser-
vice at sea only is required. The
term of enrollment in all the classes is
for five years, and four enrollments must
be served in order that a pension may
be had.

During each year the men of the re-
serve are drilled for twenty-eight days.
Except in the first year this drill may
be taken in terms of seven days at a
time. When assembled for drill the re-
serves are rated and paid as seamen of
the navy, and have their travelling ex-
penses paid from and to their homes.
They are subject to naval discipline and
law and must appear in uniform. The
drill isone relating to arms only, the
time being taken up with pistol, cutlass,
mausket and great gun exercises. There
are many stations where the men
can assemble for drill, at some
of which shore batteries have been speci-
ally built for the purpose. There are al-
so ships at various ports wholly used
as drill ships, and the reserve ships of
the coast guard are also employed in the
same service. A reserve man cannot go
on a voyage of more than a vear’s dura-
tion in any case, nor one beyond six
months without obtaining leave to do so.
In England every effort has been made
to draw the fishermen and seamen of the
coasting trade into the reserve and fully
two thirds of it consists of that class. The
| advantage of enrolling them is obvious;
they are always available. Thus it is
that Great Britain, without. resorting to

India and, it is pretty well co led that
the position of Great Britain in that
quarter of the world is so strong that an
invasion of India by Russia would have
no chance of success. A great commer-
cial nation like Great Britain is safest
when free from entangling alliances,
which generally result in wars in which
the richest nation is the greatest loser,
however successful her armies may be
in the field. The wars in which Great
Jritain engaged with France from 1793
to 1815, cost the country more than $3,-
000,000,000, and yet this expenditure,
and all the bloodshed and misery con-
nected with it, might have been avoided,
but for certain alliances in which Great
Britain was involved. It is safe to say,
that if the same feeling, which prevails
in England now, on the subject of foreign
alliances, had controlled the policy of the
British Empire in 1793, the great wars
with France, which lasted almost twenty-
two years, would never have béen fought.

HOW BRITANNIA MANS HER WAR S HIPS.

Every one who has read Capt. Marry-
att’s delightful sea stories; and who has
not, will remember what a prominent
feature the impressment of seamen was
in all of them. The fleets that enabled
Britannia to rule the waves; the fleets by
which Nelson destroyed the naval power
of France, Spain and Denmark were
largely manned by men who had been
forcibly impressed into the service, and
who were therefore fighting the naval bat-
tles of their country against their will.

The impressment of seamen, at length,
after the Napoleonic wars were over
became a hateful thing and was aban-
doned ; nor could it be revived now any
more than a conscription for the army
could be introduced in the British
Islands. Yet every other nation in Eur-
ope, to this day, mans its fleets by con-
scription.  Great Britain alone relies on
voluntary enhistinents, and by this means
gets all the men she wants, and better
men than ever before sailed under the
British flag in the palmiest days of her
navy.

Instead of impressing men
navy, Great  Britain relies
naval apprentice system and the
naval reserve. By the first, boys
for the navy are enlisted between
the ages of fifteen and sixteen and a half
years, and they are bound to serve until

for her

impr t, conscription or any other
device of a similar character, is always
able to keep 30,000 seamen afloat in her
navy, and can call on 20,000 more at a
day’s notice. And so, by the operation of
a system worthy of a free conntry and a
free people Britannia, still continues to
rule the waves.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

Moncton and Fredericton have hereto-
fore been working together for the bene-
fit of the Short Line from Harvey to
Moncton via Fredericton. Now it would
seem they are likely to quarrel over the
question of where the workshops of the
Short Line are - to be located.
Fredericton and Moncton wants them,
and it is clear _both places
cannot have them. The Fredericton
people have been interviewing Mr. Van-
horne on the subject, and the Moncton
Times thinks the result of the interview
shows that Moncton and not Fredericton
will get the workshops. As this part of
the Short Line is not yet built, this dis-
pute between the great allies seems
rather premature.

An advertisement appears in one of
the papers tothe effect that application
wiil be made to the Local Legislature, at
its next session, for the passing of an act
to incorporate a Railway Company, for
the purpose of constructing and operat-
ing a line of Railway from the terminus
of the Temiscouta Railway at Edmund-
ston to some point on the Intercolonial
Railway at or near Newcastle or between
Newcastle and Moncton; with power to
construct and operate a line extending
from the main line to some point on the
Intercolonial Railway at or between Sus-
sex and Saint John, orto connect with
the Central Railway at or near the head
of Grand Lake. Also, with power to
amalgamate with any other Railway
Company, or otherwise acquire the line of
such Railway Company, or to lease its
line to any other Railway Company, and
with the usual powers necessary or inci-
dent thereto. This is a bill which will
be well worth. watching. There does not
seem to be any urgent necessity for a
railway between Edmundston and New-
castle, or in fact for any of the lines de-
scribed in the notice. If this company is
asking incorporation with a view to a
subsidy, it ought to be promptly sup-
pressed, for no more subsidies should be

granted to new lines of Railway, unless
a much stronger case is made out in
their favor than this company seems
likely to be able to show. |

The Interenlon-
ial Railway and Grand Trunk have
raised their rates to $3.05 a ton, so
that the forwarding of coal by that
route has ceased. The new I C. R. rate,
which is $2.23 for the carriage of a nett ton
of coal 555 miles, professes to be a paying
rate, so that it will be interesting to see
what the prospects of the Springhill peo-
ple are in view of the opening of the
Short Line. Atthenew I. C. R. rates
the Short Line will be able to place
Springhill coal in Montreal for $2.43 a ton
or only 7 cents more than the rate form-
erly charged by the I. C. R, The Short
Line therefore should solve the coal rate
difficulty.

THE PANAMA CANAL

OPINIONS AS TO WHETHER
WILL BE ABANDONED.

IT

The Condition of the Great Enterprise
and How the Canal Looks—A Ride
from the Atlantic to the Pacific in an
Hour.

[Special Correspondence.]
PANAMA, Jan, 14,.—Over the short line
of railway which forms the present con-
necting link between the Atlantic and
the Pacific I rode today in a special train.

The starting point was Aspinwall, the

terminus Panama, The time consumed

was one hour and thirty minutes, the
distance forty-seven miles, The fare
was $5. I mention this ci st; as

Here in the old Spanish harbor of Co- |
lon, where tho war ships of the world |
during their southern cruises occasion-
ally gather, the American vessel is
looked upon with something approach-
gng derision, and the power of tho Amer-
ican at sea is referred to with a politely
veiled sneer. Happily it will not always
beso. In a few years, when our twenty
and odd great cruisers, now building or
projected, are in service, the United
S_tatee will hold a reasonably good posi-
tion, but “while the grass grows the
horse may starve.”

Today France is on the isthmus, pre-
pared and determined to stay.

The Secret of His Power to Please.
A vencrable white haired clergyman
in one of the city churches recently

showing the steady march of improve-
ment even at the isthmus. Two or
three years ago the time taken in cross-
ing was over three hours, the fare
was $20, and the service ‘quite
ordinary, if not dangerous, Even at this
rate of speed and passage, the railway
was considered of an ‘extraordinary
character. For that matter, it certainly
is. Although less than fifty miles in
length, it cost to build over seventy mill-
ions of dollars, and for every tie laid
down itissaid a human life was lost, This
is scarcely an exaggerated statement. In
fact the mortality during the building of
the Panama railway was than
during the construction of that section of
the canal now finished and which has
been appalling, men dying like flies in
the frost. Upon the bones of an army
of workingmen a great business enter-
prise has been constructed.

The gross carnings of this little rail-
way during the year just closed has been
over $4,000,000. Notwithstanding the
reduction in fare and freight it paysover
20 per cent. dividends, and Col Rives
(fathersof the author of *“The Quick and
tho Dead”), the general manager, told
your correspondent that, even when the
canal is completed, as he feels sure it will
be, the road will be self supporting by its
local business, and also pay a steady
profit on the enormous cost. It is man-
aged by American skill; has American
engineers, conductors and clerks, but is
owned by foreign capital. The Panama
railway is certainly unique in the rail-
way history of the world. 8 ischartered
under the laws of the state of New York,
and its power here is much greater than
tho prevailing government—the United
States of Colombia, of which Panama is
a part. W

One hears nothing but gossip, specula-
tion and positivo statement about the
canal or theisthmus. Itishealth, wealth
and almost existence to the people, and
they are of course supremely interested
in its welfare. But you grow very weary
of the constant iteration, with the ther-
mometer boiling forever up around the
100 mark. Still, life has its compensa-
tions, for the question is never asked
here, “Is it hot enough for you?” No
one knows precisely what is going to
happen to the canal. The American con-
sul feels sure that failure and abandon-
ment will be its final and almost imme-
diate outcome; the resident director
general informs me that there will be no
interruption of the work, and that it will
be completed by French enterprise and
French money within two years.
spent this morning on the flagship Tren-
ton, now lying in the bay of Panama,
and was told by Admiral Kiniberly that
the bubble had burst, @and the
canal, which at present was “merely
a scratch on the surface of the
isthmus,” would be speedily aban-
doned. It is plain that the American
consul and the American admiral are in-
imical to the scheme, as is every Ameri-
can here; but when I suggested to the
admiral and the consul the possibility of
their being antagonistic, they denied it
stoutly, saying America didn’t care a
copper about the canal one way or the
other. Perhaps she doesn’t. Outside of
our own people the sentiment in fayor of
tho vast enterprise is universal. When
the outlook in Paris was most blue, the
Frenchmen here displayed a Mark Tapley
spirit and were jolly under extremely un-
favorable circumstances. Today most
encouraging reports have come from the
French capital; the money, it is said,
will surely be forthcoming, and M.
Jacquien stated officially this evening
that there was no longer any possibility
of failure. The canal, you know, has
already cost tho French people three
hundred millions of dollars. One hun-
dred million moro is asked to com-
plete it. P

I have spent three days on the canal,
but not being blessed with technical skill
I cafinot intelligently and clearly write
of tho precise condition of affairs. I
have at this moment a confused idea of
measurements, sea levels, deviations,
meters, etc., which lead to nowhere in
particular, but I have a profound im-
pression based upon a sincere if super-
ficial view and examination, that the ex-
cavations are much more than *‘ascratch
upon the surface of the isthmus” An
enormous amount of labor has been ex-
pended, and although here and there at
Obispeo and Colebra were seen evidences
of sinful waste, the work accomplished
is tremendous. To seescores of fine loco-
motives with the rank tropical vegeta-
tion growing out of the smokestacks,
and dozens of unused and expensive
machines abandoned, suggests vast
losses and reckless management some-
whero, while the fine boulevands and
%eautiful homes the managers have
erected all over the isthmus for their
personal comfort tell where much of
the poor French peasants’ money has
gone. And yet, notwithstanding all
these things, the Panama canal is wellon
to the end, and how it can be abandoned
at this stage of tho game I cannot see.
The French nation as a nation can
hardly afford to let the scheme end in
disasper. P .

‘Wo Americans take it as a matter of,
course that the French government will!
not violate our beloved Monroe doctrine’
by taking official part in the great;
scheme. Of course it would never do to!
have a foreign power appear on the
American continent, and the eaglef
screams in agony at the very thought.
But really one can imagine France as
not overwhelmed with fear at the pos-
sible consequences. Diplomacy will

probably prevent any rupture, and the
chamber of deputies at Paris may not
appear openly on the scene, but while the
voice will be the voice of Esau the
hand will be the hand of Jacob. It is
clear as the sun at noonday that if the
Panama canal is completed—and the
signs all point to a certainty that it will
be—not only will French capital
construct the works, but France herself
will be behind the enterprise. If Brother
Jonathan doesn’t like this what is he
going to do about it? We are a great
nation, a wonderful country, with a
people quite unequaled on God's foot-
stool, but all the same we cut a sorry
figuro in the world’s naval history, and
if trouble should come it ison the sea
the disturbance would take place. Why
France today, second, I think, among
the naval forces of the earth, or rather
the waters upon the earth, with her
splendid and enormous battle ships,
could close up every American seaport
on the Atlantic coast and destroy mill-
jons of American treasure without our
.offering any serious defense. England,
Germany, Italy, Russia and Austria of
course far excel us on the seas, while in-

significant Greece, and even South
American Chili, are our superiors as
naval powers. -

[ “after all it is only a few square miles of |
snow.” In official circles this was be- |
lieved and the French King's estimate
continued to be the belief of nearly all
Europe. At a more recent date an
eminent English statesman referred to
Canada “as that huge icebound desert of |
North America.” The expeditions tothe |
North Pole have had much to do to ‘
strengthen those strange misconceptions |
which prevailed as to Canada’s climate. |
Parry (with a Baron Munchausen bold- |
ness) tells of cold so intense at Melvil
Island that hot water poured from the
top of a mast reached the deck as hail; |
and that mercury and oil could be fired l
as bullets from fowling pieces. In our|
own time emigration and railway agents |
from the neighboring republic have as- ;
serted in printed pamphlets that we have |
seven months of arctic winter and five |
months cold weather. Their object in |
scattering broadeast this statement be- |
ing to take intending settlers from the
wheat fields of Manitoba and the
Saskatchewan valley to blizzard cursed
Dakota, or cyclone swept Kansas. Our
own loved Princess Lonise and her good
husband (the Marquis of Lorne) during
their administration here sent home
their pictures, representing themselves
wrapped in Canadian furs, and no doubt
the royal mother thought, that only in
that dress were they comfortable.

Evyen our school books, and the ency-
clopedias of our libraries have always
represented Canada, to be a second Si-
beria whose people are doomed to per-
petual snow. This long endured slan-
dering has at length aroused Canada to
a scientific study of her climate, and to a
determination, to present facts in place
of assertions and wilful mis-representa-
tions. The Dominion Government has
about ten chief weather stations and
many branch stations. In all there are
about 292 places of observation. These
are distributed through the whole coun-
try and at the station, agents are
daily studying and reporting to the head
offices. Now, what is the result of all
this study and care? While it is not
denied that there are regions in Canada
where the frost never leaves the ground,
yet in the opposite direction vegetation
is luxuriant, and flowers and fruit grow
with as much vigor as in sunny France.
Between these extremes are found all
the cereals, grasses and flowers of tem-
perate regions. From all sources there
is abundant evidence that Canada’s
climate is well fitted for Europeans to
find a home, The broad prairies afford
feeding ground for cattle, during the
entire year. The mineral products are
valuable.

An American has said “it would require |
volumes to tell of the undeveloped min-
eral wealth of this northern land.”

All the principal minerals are abun-
dant. Many of the metals and a few |
gems are occasionally met with. Lum-
ber was long the staple article of Cana-
da’s trade and, her forests today, mean |
wealth for many successive generations. |
As for our fisheries they are the envy of |
all our neighbors; our manufactures are |
yet in their infancy, but are making |
rapid strides towards an equality with |
those of other lands. {

Though but young, Canada has a re- |
markable history. It is almost impossi- |
ble to give any facts regarding its dis- |
covery, S0 many and varied are the re- 1
ports concerning it. To France, how- 1
ever, belongs the honor of exploration |
and colonization. Port Royal, founded
by de Monts in 1604; Quebec, by
Champlain in 1608; Montreal, by some ’
religious enthusiasts in 1642; Louisburg |
in 1713, and forts at different placesshow |
the hold France had in the new world.
The English (of Boston and New York) |
wanted a share in the fur trade, which “
was the main occupation and source of |
the wealth of the French, and about the ’
year 1663, there began a series of little |
wars between the English and French |
colonists. This continued with occasion- |
al periods of peace until 1763, when, (by |
the treaty of Paris,) Canada, (excepting |
the little rock-bound and fog-capped 1
islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon,) |
passed forever out of the possession ofi
the French. |

In 1784 New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia became separate provinces. In
1791 Upper and lower Canada were form-
ed out of the country round the St.
Lawrence. There was much dissatifac-
tion between the English and French
inhabitants and this, it was hoped, would
tend to quiet it. In 1837 and 1838 a
spirit of rebellion took possession of the
people of Lower Canada which ended in
the union of the provinces in 1841. In
1848 responsible Government was given
to Canada, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick.

After this, began that great movement
known as Confederation or union of all
the provinces in one Dominion. This
came to pass in 1867 when Quebec,
Ontario, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia
became the Dominion of Canada. In
1870 the great Northwest Territory was
given to Canada for £300,000, In the
same year Manitoba was formed from
this, and made a province of the Domin-
ion. In 1871 British Columbia came into
the union and in 1672 Prince Edward
Island was admitted. At that time too,
the districts of Athabasca, Alberta,
Assiniboia and Saskatchewan, and the
North East and North West territories
were organized out of the great territory.
Thus we have seven provinces four pro- |
visional provinces and two territories re-
presenting an area of 3,470,392 square |
miles and a population of about 5,000,000
which is rapidly increasing. The great
