Accuse Teutons
Of Treachery

Canadian Officer
Slain by One He
Tried to Save

oo,

Ottawa, Nov. 18—Canadian soldiers
have learned to treat with good nature
and trust the privates captured from
thefranks of their @erman adversaries,
but the Teaton officers ‘have gained
a reputation for uuspeakable treach
ery, according to an official communi
cation issued here by the Camadain
War Records Office, describing in de
tail the takimg of Regina trench by
Dominion troops at midnigh$ of Nov.
10, after 18 hours’ bombardment.

‘The instances of this treachery are
all too numerous,’ the statement says.
‘The following must suffice as a speci-
men of the breed we are out te sup-
press. One of our captains in a lull in
the fighting found a Prussian officer ly
ing desperately wounded, bleeding to
death. He knelt down under heavy
shell fira and gave his enemy first aid,
bandaging his wonnds so that he eould
be moved: Then the turned away to
get the stretcher bearers.

‘The moment his back was turned
the German propped himseif up on kis
elbow, drew a bomb from his pocket
and threw it with deadlv aim. The
Canadian officer wts blown to pieces.
The Prussian evidently thought his
villainy would pass unobeserved in the
confusion of flying death, but several
of our men had seen the whole aflair
and he paid the penalty.

‘It is not strange, therefore, if the
German officer when captured does not
always find quite so amiable a recep
tion as greets his rank and file.

The victory in gaining the Regina
trenches :is described as ‘a very smart
and complets one, well rounded off,
with no ragged edges to give trouble
afterward and securing te us a desired
post of vantage. Moreover, it was
gained and held at relatively small
cost. The number of unwounded
prisoners was small, something like 50,
but included three officers.’

The statement says that this vietory
‘contirmed the men in a sense of domu
nance’ over their opponents, whoem,
‘'with lofty amiability and subtle as
surance of supremacy,” they call
‘Fritzy,’ The.communique concludes
witlr the declaration that ‘in the tem
per behind such an attitude dwells the
certainty of triumph,’

For Neutral Aid in
Defining Interna-
tional Law

New York, Nov 18—An appeal
to the bar of the United States, a
great neutral Nation, to aid in defining
international lawand the right in sueh
terms that world peace might be main-
tained, was made by Sir Robert Laird
Bordes, Premierof Canada, in an
address at a luncheon given in his
honor at the Lawyers’ Club here today.

Premier Bordea said he spokeasa
kinsman to kingmen, since on either
side of the umguarded and invisible
bouudary between the United States
and Canadathe National lite found its
inspiration in like ideals of democ-
Tacy.

‘It is true there are tariffs.’ said the
Premier, ‘but;during tHe past decade
we haye manifested our neighborly
spirit by purchasing your products to
the extent of $3,000,000,000. Andas a
final proof of our friendship we have.
recently,horrowed from you $185,000,000
of the sum thus paid. We have ex-
changed immigrants both East and
West. The arrows of the little winged
divinity shoot ceaselessly across the
frentier. In short, the citisens of
these two naighboring and kindred
commonwealths bave developeed o re=
ciprocal understanding, googd wiil and
respect so complete that it would be
difficult tr find a parallel in. histor V.t

He declared a world tribunal, backed
when neccessary by world wide force
for the restraint of -an outlaw Nation,
is idealistic and visionary at present,
but ‘modern civilisation will disinte-
grate and perish if it fails Lo achieve
this idea.’

‘One peculiar trait of the British Na-
tion,’ he said, ‘is its faculty of self-
criticism during time of strees. These
mnternal disagre2m9nts are inse parable
from the experience of a people who
conduct Government in the open under
democratic institutions.
