No examination. paper shall contain less than 1o nor more than
20 questions on one subject. Nor shall there be more than 1o sub
questions in addition to the main questions.

Examinations can be made at any time during the year in the
presence of any examiner of the Board, excepting those brethren
laboring in the Ottawa Valley and Parry Sound who miay also write
in the presence of an Elder to whom the questions are sent.

An examination upon any subject shall be made in one con-
tinuous sitting. The time for writing on any subject shall not
exceed three hours.

In order to be promoted the candidate shall make an average
percentage of 60, and no less than 4o per cent on any subject of the
year. :

No examination shall be made later than Thursday morning
preceding the opening of the Conference.

The Board shall after the close of the examinations hold a
session and also report the result of the examinations to the Con-
ference.

The Board shall organize itself by the election of a chairman
and a secretary. _

No candidate for examination shall be allowed to be examined
in the studies of any year until he shall have passed an examin-
ation on all the studies of the preceding year.

It shall be the duty of each candidate to appear punctually at
every session of the Board of examiners, and in case he fail to do
so and does not give a reasonable excuse he shall be reported to the
conference.

If any vaca:iies occur in the Board during the interval of the
conference sessions they shall be filled by the Executive Committee

until the next Annual anference.
The executive shall consist of the president, the secretary and
one member to be elected by the Board.

Discipline for the candidates for the ministry, and they shall like-
wise be the examiners on the sermons for the four years.

Report of Committee on Schools and Education.

The education of our youth is one of the most weighty and
most important tasks given to man by God. The divinely given
talents and faculties should by education and culture be.so unfolded
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so that the glory of God and the highest good of man be promoted.
To this exalted purpose the Creator has made provisions and given
His Church upon earth commands.

1. The Family. This is the first by God Himself in Paradise established in-
stitution. The foundation for future temporal and spiritual usefulness is laid here,
and the importance of Christian instruction cannot be emphasized too much. Es-
pecially wonld we draw attention to the necessity of Bible study and regu'ar family
devotion.

2. The Sabbath School. This institution of the church has proved itself
very blessed in the past, and we would encourage our societies to take a deep inter-
est in this part of the Lord’s vineyard, and thus to instruct our dear young people
in the Word and to lead them to God. There should be in all our Sabbath Schools
classes for the older members.

3. Catechetical Instruction. Inasmuch as there seems to be a tendency
to drift away from the old landmarks of the church, we would especially emphasize
the fact of systematic catechetical instructi thus to instruct and to establish our
youth in the doctrines of salvation. The necessity of this should be held forth from
