Resobed, That this Association regards Ae ; yearly grants.from the 
public funds to denominational colleges, and religious institutions of vari­
ous kinds, both ip Upper and I$wr Canada, not only as a grave wrong 
inflicted upon those who are in principle opposed to such grants, and as a 

i source t>f political corruption; but also as a direct violation of the pledge 
5 given at the settlement of the clergy reserves. r • 1

Resolved, That the open and frequent violation of the aforesaid 
pledge, given in order to secure acquiescence in what has ever appeared to 
us a most unrighteous disposal of the clergy reserves, has encouraged van- 
ous denominations to press more eagerly for State support in some form , 
and we look with serious apprehension upon the religious aliénations and 
strifes which must spread over this country; unless all government grants 
to ecclesiastical bodies be at once done away.-

Resolved, That we rega* the present agitation, got up mainly by the 
Wesleyan Methodists, to break up our National University and divide its 
funds among the sectarian colleges, as one of the evil fruits of the bad 
system so long fostered by the government. And we, as citizens of Canada, 
shall ever protest against the supposed right of any denomination or party 
of men to carve its own separate share out of property designed as the 
common patrimony of all Canadians, and not of separate sects.

Resolved, Hat we deêm University College and Toronto University 
dfoply suflicient to meet the wants of what is known as “ higher education 
in Canada. And that any surplus of funds over the efficient support ot 
this national “ institution” should be devoted to “ academic education, 
in which the people of Upper Canada have an equal interest, and not to 
schools from which particular sects derive special and exclusive advantages.

Resolved, That though comparitively few of the young people of 
Canada require a University education ; yet a great many who do not-wish 
to enter the University, long for a better education than they can get m 

.rro'rm.nr schools. For this class no provisions have been made in this 
country, and hence many seek, in the neighbouring republic, that which 
should be furnished to them in their own land. Schools occupying a rank
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grammar schools, should he established _ 

for such—schools in some, respects .‘resembling the “ Scotch Academies"
6r German Gymnasia ; and to the endowment of such schools we would 
recommend thpt the “ surplus .funds’-’tof University Collegé and Toronto 
University should be appropriated. 'I ,

Resolved, That encouragement should Be given by'the government 
,of this country to female education. It appears to us manifestly unjust 
that so many hundreds of thousands of doHaVs should be given by the 
Government (or the education of young men\in Canada, while not one 
shilling is appropriated for" the -education of the sisters and future com- 

- panions of these young men—that Canada should so freely provide for the . 
education of her .sons," while she forces so many of her daughters either to 
go without men ta^cul tore or seek it in a foreign land.

Dear Brethren,
The subject of the present letter is the importance of special prayer for the 

outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon our Churches/
The importance of this subject must be obvious,, we think, to those who 

understand the present state of religion amongst us.
It is true, wé may be correct in many respects, but without the influence of 

the Holy Spirit all will be vain. For instance :
1. Our Churches may bç scripturally organised ; that this is essential all 

‘ will admit, for if there are defects in the organization of our Churches, .there
will be defects also in the practice. Grant that our Churches are modelled after 
the one at Jerusalem, still the admission of the truth of a proposition is not 
the same as the working out of such a proposition, any more than the chnsti- _ 
tution of a locomotive and the perfection of its parts, will give it motion. 
The locomotive must have steam to propel its machinery, so a Church needs 
something more than the embracing of correct principles, in order that it may 
be prosperous, and a IjSiSsing to the world.

2. As to discipline. A church may be strict in enforcing the obedience of 
its members-to its disciplinary laws, yet this maybe done with phgnsaical com-'

3. Our Churches may hav§yvvealthy members, this also may seem important 
for carrying on the cause of Christ more effectually. We admit that pecuniary 
melius are necessary to support the Gospel Ministry, the Missionary Society, _ 
The Bible Society, Tract Distribution, Sabbath Schools, &c„ but it is not al­
ways the case that where there is the most wealth, there is the most piety and 
prosperity, for generally we find more display and pomposity where wealth 
abounds. The prosperity of a Church depends upon the consecration of its 
members to Christ, and their earnest untiring efforts to promote the glory ot 
God, accompanied, by the influence of the Holy Spirit,

4. A Church may have a talented pastor and a gifted membership ; it may 
like the Church in Corinth, be enriched by the Lord “ in all utterance, and in 
all knowledge,” so as to “ come behind in -no gift,” and yet be distanced by 
other Churches with respect to piety and prosperity.

“ Not by might, nor by power, but by my spirit saith the Lord."
Now; brethren, we have shown to you that something more is needed than 

correct organization, strict discipline, wealth and talen^jn order that a Church 
be happy and prosperous. The power of the Holy bpirit alone can sanctify 
the gifts and endowments of Pastors and Churches.

« Ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is c 
ye shall be witnesses unto me, both in Jerusalem, and in 8 
aria, and unto the uttermost parts of the eajjth.

of the happy effects which will follow, believing 

fervent and effectual prayer for the special outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon 
our Churches :— ' .

We will now consider some

1. Th&e will be an increase of brotherly love.
There is in all our Churches a lamentable lack of this lovely trait of Chris­

tian character. Do we mfitnajly esteem others better than ourselves Î Is there 
nothing done through strife and vain glory ? Are all striving, to provoke each 
other to love and good- works ?

■ These are important questions, and unless they can be answered in the 
affirmative, there is certainty a deficiency in this important element of Christian 
character. .

How necessary then that we wake up to the importance of special prayer 
for an outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon us. Whose genial influences will 1 
subdue the evils which mar our peace'and retard bur spiritual growth, such as, 
evil surmisings, evil speakings, jealousies, whisperings, and backbitings, envy- 
ings, &c.

2. The Spirit’s influence will reclaim backsliders.
They are in a pitabla state, they can neither be happy in the world nor in

the Church ; when they seek the society bf worldly men, they are reminded of 
their former professions, and they are not capable of enj’oying the society of 
Cod’s people. We doubtless/have in the neighbourhood of all our Churches, 
waiiderers from the fold o£ Christ, who cannot be reclaimed by any agency less 
than that of the Holy .Spirit. Through His influence they ajre brought back 
from tlHr wanderings, where “ there is bread enough, and to spare”

3. Another happy effect of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon our 
Churches, will be the conversion pf sinners, and consequent rejoicing on earth 
and in heaven.
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When the spirit is poured out from on high, the wilderness and the solitary 
place are made glad, thV desei't rejoices and blosspmsastherose, the parched 
ground Incomes a pool, the thirsty land springs of waters.

The effects of the gracious outpouring of the Holy Spirit are of such a 
pleasing character that there is great joy, because the dead are made alive, the 
blind to see, the deaf to hear, the lame to walk, the dumb to speak, and the 
lost are found. Hearts that were sad are made to rejoice, countenances upon 
which lowered brojoding melancholy are lighted np with joy, beforê unknown ! 
habitations filled with darkness, sorrow and despair are filled with light, joy, 
and hope, Ob! how many desolate homes are made to rejoice, when Cod 
pours out the spirit of grace and sunpli

Husbands rejoice aver wives for whom they have long prayed, and wives 
aré made to rejoice with exceeding great joy over husbands, for whose salvation 

, they have long besought the Lord. Parents rejoice over their children, because 
they have become the children of God, and qhildren rejoice over their parents, 

^because they are “ begotten again to a lively hope by the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ from the dead.” Friend rejoices over friend, because they together have 
become the friends of Christ. And neighbours rejoice over neighbours, because 
they have become “ fellow-citizens of the saints and of the household of God."

“ Likewise I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God 
over one sinner that repenteth.”

They rejoice when another brand is plucked from the burning because the 
grace of God is thus magnified.

Brethren, if you desire the salvation of your friends, neighbours, parents, 
brothers and sisters, that they mnjfc.be made the heirs of eternal life, seek in 
earnest prayer the special influence of the Holy Spirit ; without whose divine 
power, they never can become the saved of the Lord.
