New York, July 13.—Upon his return 

from his present expedition in search of 
the north pole. Commander Robert E. 
Peary plans to organize a national Am­
erican Antarctic expedition to explore the 
South pole, a project which* he says, has 
the approval of President Roosevelt. 
Peary, however, does net intend to ac­
company the party.

Port Townsend, July 12.—As the re­
sult of a runaway Mrs, A. W. Buddress, 
wife of a prominent local attorney, lies 
at the verge of death, while his little 
six-year-old daughter sustained severe 
injuries, both arms being broken and 
an ankle dislocated while driving at 
Chimacum, five miles from here, yes­
terday at 5 p.m. Buddress while visit­
ing with his family at Chimacum, 
hitched up the horses for return and 
urged his family to occupy the Surrey 
while he was harnessing the horses. 
The horses suddenly shied and run 
away. The rig was upset before his 
eyes. The recovery of Mrs. Buddress is 
extremely doubtful.

Peking Saturday, May 30.—In the 
spring of 1904 Sir Francis Edward 
Younghusband, of the British army, ted 
a British column over the mountain 
passes of the Himalayas and fought 
his way into the Holy City of Lhassa. 
In the eyes of all true Buddhists this 
was desecration, and ever since then 
the Dalai Lama, the religious head of 
toe Buddhist faith and ruler of Tibet, 
lias been a wanderer over northern 
China. He would not stay in his city 
after the feet of infidels had trodden 
its' sacred streets. Consequently, ac­
companied by a numerous retinue, he 
started on his wanderings through 
China and Mongolia, an expensive and 
unwelcome guest at the various cities 
where he elected to stop. Now the 
Lama is coming to Pekin, where, as a 
matter of fact, he will be no more wel­
come than he was in other cities. Poli­
tical expedient will, however, make it 
necessary for the Chinese authorities 
to receive him with a show of welcome, 
but they will do their utmost to per­
suade him to return to Lhassa and if 
they can once get him to start tor 
home, they will send along a numerous 
force of troops to see that he reaches 
there without stopping unduly on the

New York, July IS.—As the British 
steamer
for Norfolk, Va., from her pier in Erie 
Basin on Saturday, twenty China 
members of a crew of 40 Celestial» who 
have been in a state of mutiny ever 
since the vessel docked here, made a 
concerted effort to leap overboard.

Ten of them were successful and be­
fore rescuers could go to their aid, two 
of them were drowned and a third will 
probably die. It was only after a hard 
fight that the police managed to save 
the rest. The Chinamen fought the 
bluecoats oft, declaring they would 
rather drown than sail on the Strath- 
yre.

The surviving Chinamen having been 
pulled from the water, all except the 
one who was nearly drowned, were 
taken on board the vessel and locked 
up. The other was sent to a hospital.

The mutineers were signed for an 
eleven months’ voyage at Shanghai, 
but they wanted to leave'the steamer, 
and demanded their pay. Capt. Dunn 
has refused^ to pay them until the 
ship is back in Shanghai, and the 
crew are not satisfied. It was neces­
sary for Capt. Dunn to get a new 
crew to-day to take the steamer to 
Norfolk.

Before the steamer sailed twenty-two 
of the mutineers were arrested and 
arraigned in the night court, but the 
magistrate ruled that the case was not 
in his jurisdiction. The prisoners were 
then locked up, and will be arraigned 
before the federal court.

GHOULISH CONDUCT
OF CHICAGO CROWD

New Westminster, July 11.—The pro­
posed improvements to the Fraser 
river are being brought to the public 
attention just now by the publication 

estimates, 
which contain several items for the 
river work, including one of $100,000. 
Thp whole work will involve a very 
large expenditure as will be seen by 
the following extract from Engineer 
Keefer’s report:

MA11 that I at present feel justified 
in asking the. government to consider 
in connection with the scheme sub­
mitted would be: 1st, the purchase of 
the dredge described, which being for 
use in British Columbia need not neces­
sarily be considered as strictly applic­
able to the Fraser river, but as com­
ing under the head of new dredging } 
plant, $300,000 ; 2nd, construction of 
northern jetty, $200,000, making a 
total of $500,000. Taking this with the 
amounts already asked in connection 
with the Fraser river of $75,000, and 
$35,000 they represent a total of $600,000.

The $110,000 had, of course, been in­
cluded in the original estimates made 
up before the local delegates went to 
Ottawa, and the $500,000, representing 
$300,000 for the new dredge and $200,000 
for one of the proposed jetties in con­
nection with the channel deepening 
scheme the delegate was assured would 
be forthcoming in the supplementaries. 
Of this half millloq, $100,000 or half 
that was promised, is about to be vot­
ed on the improvement account, and 
the department is still to be heard from 
regarding the $300,000 for dredging.

While the published estimates indi­
cate amounts of $100,000. $15,000 and a 
few minor sums apportioned for the 
Fraser river work, Mr. Kennedy, M.P., 
has wired the mayor intimating appro­
priations of $30,000 and $250,000. Mr. 
Louis doste, chief engineer of the pub­
lic works department, is also on the 
ground YTOw making a special report 
upon the proposed work.

Portland. Me., July 13.—With a series 
of dangerous forest fires scattered all 
along the Maine coast and raging also 
at various inland points, the situation 
last night was regarde das somewhat 
alarming. Thousands of acres of wild 
land have been burned over. The loss 
of timber in the Kinee regions alone is 
estimated at over *100.000, and the fire 
in that district last night was still un­
controlled.

“My idea is to equip two experienced 

patrolmen with speedy motorcycles,” 
said the chief yesterday. “They will 
have machines that will run at least 
fifty miles an hour, if necessary. The 
motorcycles will be equipped with 
speedometers. If the policemen in the 
saddle of the motorcycle believes an 
automobilist is exceding the speed 
limit, he will .have but to ride along­
side of him for a block or less than 
that. His own speedometer will show 
the speed. If the driver does not stop, 
the policeman is in a position to keep 
up with him.

“It will also be possible to a man 
on a motorcycle to shoot a hole in the 
tire of a speeding automobilist who 
refuses to stop. He will be able to get 
close enough to him to shoot the tire 
full of holes without endangering the 
life of any one."

Vancouver, July 13.—James Jenkins, 
the alleged nturder of Mrs. Morrison, 
was to-day committed for trial on that 
charge. Jenkins was identified by Mary 
Morrison, the daughter of the murder­
ed woman, who positively declared that 
he was the man who killed her mother.

Chicago, Ills., July 13.—Wht#e one 
hundred men and hoys sat stood 
within a comparatively few feet of her, 
and in sight of nearly 1,000 others, an 
unidentified woman fell off the north 
pier at the mouth of the Chicago river 
yesterday and was drowned. Although 
she screamed for assistance, not a hand 
in the crowd that watched her was lift­
ed to assist her. Instead the gazers 
stole the woman’s hat and purse which 
she had placed on a pier beside he^, and 
fled.

A half an hour later the body was 
taken from the water by men' from the 
life-saving station. The body was 
neatly dressed.

London, July 13.—A special dispatch 
to the Daily Mail from Teheran says 
that Rachin Khan, who is in command 
of a large force, including several bat­
teries of quick-firing guns, entered 
Tabriz on July 9th and is now bom­
barding the revolutionists who are 
massed in the Khiaviana quarters.

Later the dispatch says, the 'revolu­
tionists have telegraphed to the Shah 
begging that an amnesty be granted.

Consttlate Threatened.
Tabriz, July 13.—A revoiutidnary de­

claration has been placarded through­
out the town, threatening the Russian 
consulate and members of the Russian 
colony with death unless they desist 
from meddling in personal affairs.

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BRYAN TO RUN 
FOR PRESIDENT

STIRRING ENTHUSIASM
GREETS NOMINATION

Choice of Nebraskan is Made 
Unanimous—Stirring Scene 

at Denver.

Denver, Colo, July 10.—William Jen­
nings Bryan, of Nebraska, was nomin­
ated for the third time for the office of 
president of the United States by the 
Democratic National convention at 3:40 
o’clock this morning, amid scenes of 
frenzied enthusiasm. The result came 
after an all-night session which was 
kept in a constant state of turmoil up 
till the moment when the Nebraska 
leader was proclaimed the choice of the, 
convention. , ' . .

The nomination was made on the 
flrst ballot, the vote standing: Wm. J. 
Bryan, 892)4; Judge Geo. Gray, 59)4; 
Governor Jno. A. Johnson, 46.

The announcement of the vote was 
the signal for a wild demonstration, 
equalling in duration the record- 
breaking display which on Wednesday 
afternoon greeted the flrst mention of 
Mr. Bryan’s name to the convention. 
The scene within the ampitheatre at 
the moment of the nomination was 
one of stirring .animation, from pit to 
dome. The vast building was packed 
with 10,000 people, thinned out in the 
remotest galleries after hours of wait­
ing through the intense discomforts of 
a hot night. It was a great spectacle 
of grand proportions. Tier and tier, 
and gallery upon gallery of animated 
forms, tfie women in white, the men 
below, many of them coatless, myriad* 
of fans fluttering to combat the stifling 
heat, the long pent up exuberant multi­
tude was ever ready to spring Into fev­
erish outbreaks of enthusiasm, and 
everywhere the blaze of flags, bunting 
and patriotic devices, and the envelop­
ing folds of “Old Glory."

Twice before the throng had been 
moved jpto a wild eçstacy, first by the 
mention of Bryan in nomination and 
again when that of Governor Johnson, 
of Minnesota, was presented, but these 
manifestations paled before the cul­
mination outbursts of emotion as the 
announcement of the Nebraskan's act­
ual nomination was made. The assem­
blage rose eft . masse waving, flags, 
handkerchiefs, newspapers, hats and 
coats, anything, everything which 
hjnds coüld be laid upon to wave or 
hurl Into the air when a bedlam of 
sound “poured out from those 10,000 
throats to exultant yells, cat calls, 
commahche war whoops with the add­
ed din of shrieking horns, the roaf of 
megaphones, and the strains of the 
band playing an exultant anthem. 
When for a moment order could Bp se­
cured out of this tempest and chaos of 
demonstration, state after state-which 
had at first recorded Its vote for John­
son or Gray fell Into line WTth f6*e over­
mastering climax and the nomination 
was made unanimous by acclamation:

The taking of the vote had been fol­
lowed with breathless interest. When 
New York was reached in the call of 
states, the announcement of Chief 

Murphy, 78 votes for Bryan, brought 
out a wild outburst of enthusiasm, 
which for a time compelled the suspen­
sion of roll call. A further delay was 
caused by a demand for a poll of the 
New York delegation. On this poll 
many of the New York delegates, In­
cluding Judge Parker; the presidential 
nominee, four years ago, remained sil­
ent, but the entire 78 votés of the dele­
gation were cast for Bryan under the 
unlt^l rules. Pennsylvania was slml- 
lary called after a sharp disagreement 
with some of the delegation and the 
vote of Pennsylvania as finally cast 
was divided.

The convention adjourned at 3:50 this 
morning until 1 p. m„ after having 
been in session continuously for more 
than eight hours.

Most of the ship’s stores 
were exhausted during the last fe^ 
days and several shipments of m^at 
and general provisions were served out 
to the 550 hungry passengers aboard. 
Capt. Conrad! has received the appel­
lation “Noah of the Ark,” which, 
whether deserved or not, will cause his 
steamship’s long incarceration in the 
ice, the longest on record, to live In 
marine history from Alaska to San 
Diego.

The report that the Ohio was safe at 
Dutch harbor, received some time ago 
and published in this paper, is con­
firmed by the news that the Ohio ran 
short of coal and put into the Oun- 
alaska port, 680 miles from Nome, for 
fuel. The Ohio got within thirty-five 
miles of Nome but Capt. Conradi, evi­
dently anxious to obey orders, would 
not take any risk and drifted south­
ward while smaller and frailer vessels 
bucked their way through the floes to 
port ^

of which received orders to pick her up 
a fid pilot her to Nome. As far as can 
be learned no public explanations of 
the Ohio’s delay , which has caused to

this an hour after midnight on Sunday 
morning. In backing off the mud the 
stern of the freighter swung round and 
grounded on a submerged reef, where 
the Henriette lay until high tide last 
night, when, after some of her cargo 
had been jettisoned, she floated practi­
cally undamaged.

The Henriette coaled at Ladysmith 
and proceeded on Saturday night. She 
had loaded a fair cargo of supplies for 
the^G. T. P. contractors, Foley, Welch 
and Stewart, and, in addition to rail-, 
road materials, bad about 50 horses 
aboard for the same firm. The night 
Was clear and bright, which leaves the 
cause of the mishap entirely to specu­
lation at the present time. Twenty-five 
minutes before one the Henriette stuck 
her bows into a bank of mud off Protec­
tion Island. Her engines were immedi­
ately reversed, and she slowly freed 
herself from the obstruction only to 
run stern first on a reef which held her 
firmly. It was within an hour of high 
water when the steamship struck, and 
as all efforts to release her during the 
night proved useless, it was decided to. 
jettison some of her cargo yesterday.

Near the stem of the vessel on the star­
board side was

driven overboard In the hope that 
most, if not all, would reach it. In spite 
of the. care that was taken several of 
the horses, a special dispatch to the 
Times places the number at 20, were 
lost.

It is better hews that the manager 
has received instructions from London 
to go ahead with a scheme of develop­
ment which will cost, when completed, 
that is to say at the beginning of the 
year to come, some $30,000.

The manager of the mine in report­
ing the new finds to his company ^an-1 
the development that had been made 
since early last month declared that 
in his opinion the time had arrived, 
so good was the showing, although the 
broken area had not as yet been 
cleared, when a proper system of de-k 
velopment would be advantageous and 
profitable. This system of develop­
ment and improvement he presented 
in great detail but it may be summar­
ized thus:

On development of the property, $18.- 
500; on repairs and general repairs, 
$300;' on repairs to the mill and water 
power, $6,000, leaving $2,500 for contin­
gencies.

Soon after the plan has been fairly 
started the manager expects that he 
will be able to start milling and thus 
supply a part of the sum required from 
the sale of ore come across in develop­
ment work. At the end of that period, 
set by himself at six months, he is 
confident that the mine will, in all pro­
bability, be in a position to yield regu­
lar profits.

Crushing at first will only be under­
taken with about 20 stamps. This stage 
should be reached within the next two 
months. By the end of the year the 
mine should be milling at the capacity 
of 40 stamps falling daily.

•When it is remembered that the Ymir 
mine, not so very long ago, was em­
ploying close on 300 men at the mine 
and mill combined the Importance of 
the work already accomplished and the 
importance of that now undertaken will 
be the more fully understood. The 
Ymir mine has a large body of 
which faulted and operations for the 
time being came to an end. It is 
understood that now the lead has been 
completely recovered. All that re­
mains to be done is to put in the neces­
sary development so that the recovered 
vein may be worked on a sufficiently 
large scale to produce profits. The 
starting into new life of this property 
will give a new impetus to the min­
ing industry in the districts south of 
this city and will of course greatly 
benefit Nelson itself as the centre of 
distribution and as the point where 
much of the supplies and machinery 
wanted can be obtained.

ECONOMY JARS
Vancouver, July 10.—The news that 

Ottawa has allowed Vancouver the 
sum of $25,000 in the supplementary 
estimates for dredging purposes, has 
been received with satisfaction among 
Vahcouver shipping men, who have 
long urged this step.

The money is to be devoted to dredg­
ing the Parthia shoal, in the first nar­
rows, and the Vancouver Shipmasters’ 
Association, Board of Trade and the 
C. P. R. have repeatedly asked for an 
appropriation to carry out this work.

The Parthia shoal only forms an ob­
struction to ocean-going vessels. It is 
in about the middle of the narrows to 
the west of Brockton Point light, and 
abreast of the park road. At ‘high wa­
ter it is covered by nearly fifteen feet 
of water, and the small coasting steam­
ers and tugs cross it with impunity. 
Deep draft vessels, however, have to 
stand in toward the park," or south side 
of the narrows to clear it, and If it is 
dredged a great fairway will be the^ re­
sult.

There is good water on the north 
side of the shoal also, and one sug­
gestion was made for a buoy to be 
placed on the north shore so that ves­
sels could run close to it, and pass 
the shoal to the north.

The dredging will be quite a task, 
for there are more boulders than any­
thing else on the shoal. The sweep 
of the tides would scour any sand 
away, and blasting operations may 
have to be followed to get rid of some 
of the big boulders.

Sound shipping men, and those in 
Victoria who are old enough and loyal 
enough to maintain interest in the 
achievements of the fast-disappearing 
sailing vessel, are greatly interested 
in a forthcoming ocean race between 
three American schooners from Bel­
lingham to San Pedro, California, 
which will commence about Tuesday 
next.

The schooners Fred J. Wood, Captain 
Smith; Fearless, Captain Silyquist; 
and Alert, Captain Berry, are three 
well-known coastwise schooners em­
ployed in the lumber carrying trade 
from the ports of Puget Sound to 
Southern California and occasionally, 
a little further south. They are all 
loading at South Bellingham Bay and, 
as luck will have it, are all due to de­
part at the beginning of next week. 
It appears that Captain Silyquist, of 
the Fearless, by a good-natured boast 
regarding his vessel’s qualities as a 
sailer, awakened in the breasts of the 
other captains a spirit of rivalry which 
has evolved into open competition and 
the race will consequently be run ac­
cording to conditions already decided 
upon, Claude Wade, of Bellingham, 
accompanying one of the schooners as 
“official time-keeper” and judge.

The run to San Pedro is 1,190 miles, 
steaming distance, and it is agreed 

i,that the first to arrive at the California 
port, whether it is fortunate in leaving 
first or not, will win the pennant for 
her top-mast and the privilege of 
“stringing the long yarn” for her 
master.

“The capital for a steel plant on 

Vancouver Island has been secured, 
and in a week or ten days I will be in 
a position to announce the location of 
the works,” is the announcement made 
this morning by J. T. Shadforth, the 
English ironmaster, who is interested 
in the enterprise.

According to Mr. Shadforth the cap­
ital is being secured in California, the 
state of Washington and in New York 
as well as a certain amount locally, 
the whole being underwritten in New 
York. The capital is,r therefore, abso­
lutely assured and the establishment 
ofj the works assured, beyond perad- 
venture. The New York underwriters, 
he said, were most enthusiastic over 
the venture and their ability to place 
the stock without the slightest bother. 
In connection with the financing of the 
scheme a representative of the under­
writers will visit Victoria and the 
Pacific coast generally within the next 
week or so, when the scheme will be. 
further advanced.

As to the exact location of the works 
Mr. Shadforth was non-commital, fur­
ther than that it would be on Vancou­
ver Island, and that the blast fur­
naces would necessarily have to be 
close to coke ovens and these coke 
ovens would in their turn be close to 
coal mines.

The athletes including the single re­
presentative from Turkey, having taken 
up their positions facing the royal 
box, the Americans in the centre, 
flanked by the Canadians and the Eng­
lishmen, Lord Desborough marched up 
with members of the executive com­
mittee and said: “Will Your Majesty 
graciously declare the Olympic games 
opened ”

In reply the King said: “I declare 
the Olympic games of London open.”

At the completion of this ceremony 
cheering broke out from all parts of 
the Stadium. After the demonstration 
had died down the athletes gave three 
cheers for His Majesty and then 
marched past the royal box. The men 
made a splendid appearance though 
unfortunately the weather prevented all 
of the competitors from coming out 
in the athletic costumes.

At the last moment a change was 
made in the order of events. The first 
and second heats of the 1,500 meters 
(1,639.5 yards) run were placed first, 
and both J. D. Lightbody, of the Chi­
cago Athletic Association, and J. P. 
Sullivan, of the Irish-American Ath­
letic Club, were drawn in the first, and 
Melvin W. Sheppard, of the Irish-Am­
erican Athletic Club, and J. P. Hal­
stead,* of the New York A. C., in the 
second heats respectively, and in fact 
there will be two Americans in most of 
the eight heats of the event to be run.

WORKMEN RETURN
FROM PRINCE HUPERT

Ottawa, July. 13.—The bill brought in 
by Hon. R. Lemieux respecting opium 
provides a penalty of three years Im­
prisonment or a maximum flue of five 
thousand dollars or both on any one 
who imports, for other than medical 
purposes, under the regulations estab­
lished by the Department of Customs 
of crude or powdered opium, or who 
manufactures or sells or offers for sale 
or has in his possession for sale opium 
prepared for smoking. The minimum 
fine to be imposed is left blank in.the 
bill. It will be determined when the 
bill reaches the committee stage.

From Sunday last until Thursday, 
when the steamship -Princess Ena left 
Kyuquot station, the steam whaler St. 
Lawrence towed no less than 17 hump­
backs to the Narrow Gut creek whal­
ing station. The total catch for the sea­
son up to Thursday was 156 whales.

At Kyuquot the Ena loaded 840 bar­
rel of whale oil and at Sechart 173 
barrels. She brought down 2,250 sacks 
of guano from the two stations and 88 
bags of gill bones, totalling 5,680 lbs., 
from Kyuquot. At the latter station the 
Ena also loaded an Immense skeleton 
of a whale, the longest ever caught on 
the west coast, which will be assembled 
In a building already erected near the 
Gorge park for exhibition purposes. 
The skeleton consisted of 18 pieces, 
some of them' taxing the steamship's 
tackle to lift.

Claim They Cannot Get Em­
ployment and That Wages 

Are Too Low.

Prince Rupert, July 9.—The Amur 
arrived from Victoria on Monday night 
with 30 passengers and considerable 
freight for Prince Rupert. She went 
north to the Naas, totiching here south­
bound on Tuesday night and took the 
usual number of land-seekers and 
prospectors to Jedwaÿ, Skidegate, and 
other points on the Islands.

The Boscowitz steamship Vadso ar­
rived from the south ôh/Tuesday morn­
ing with 124 passengersj&hd a big cargo 
for this port. She jjr^o^ded 165 tons 
of coal for the Pacific^ Stevedoring Co., 
and several hundred Lions of supplies 
for Foley, Welch & Stewart, and local 
merchants.

Passengers by the Vadso report dirty 
weather air the way from Alert Bay 
north, a perfect deluge of rain and 
cold as it would be in mid-winter.

The steamship Thordis; under charter 
to McKenzie Bros., arrived from the 
south on Tuesday en-route to Skag- 
way, loaded down to the water, line 
with the biggest cargo she has ever 
carried north. After unloading big 
shipments at both warehouses, she got 
away north at 9 p. m.

When the Vadso touched here 
Wednesday night southbound, over 100 
men with their blankets and packs on 
their, backs, scrambled on board in the 

'drenching rain, so eager were they to 
gçt away from the wet weather, and 
so anxious to get back to Vancouver 
and Victoria from whence most of 
them had come but 24 hours before, 
that they could not wait for the gang­
plank to be run out. fearful lest she 
should get away without them.

Many of the men claimed they could 
not get work with the contractors, 
while others said the wages paid were 
altogether too low, aqd far below what 
they were reported to be paying. Some 
amongst them had come in from the 
construction camps where £hey had 
been paid off at $2 per day, although 
It is alleged they were told at an em­
ployment agency in Vancouver that 
they would receive $2.50 per day, and 
for which understanding they paid the 
agent $1.50 commission.

Vancouver Island Wagon Road.
This board also brought to the notice 

of the provincial government the ne­
cessity of improving the wagon road 
between Coldstream and ShaWnigan, 
the grade being too heavy for ordinary 
traffic. Surveyors Were promptly put In 
the field and another route selected via 
the Saanich Arm and Mill Bay, and at 
the last session of the legislature a 
substantial sum of money was voted 
for commencing the work. The new 
road will be of great advantage to set­
tlers, and will provide a very much 
needed means of Communication.

Public Works,
Some other works arranged for in 

and near Victoria by -Ahe Dominion 
government are:

An immigrant building near the outer 
wharf, extension of the post office, im­
provements at the quarantine station, 
extension of telegraph lines to adjac­
ent islands. At the request of this board 
the Dominion government is now oper­
ating its own lines, giving a continuous 
service both day and night.

National Free Port.
It is now about two years since the 

royal commission on transportation 
recommended the establishment of 
some national free ports, and Vlctroia 
was Included in the number. The only 
reply received to this board’s enquiry 
as to when the ports will be estab­
lished intimates that the question is 
one of great magnitude, necessitating 
the expenditure of millions of dollars, 
and such would be the case If the 
scheme Include* the purchase of water 
frontage and Improvements as recom­
mended. At this port the recommenda­
tion of the royal commission could be 
practically carried out for an expendi­
ture of about 110,000 per annum, as for 
that sum shlplpng could be relieved of 
all charges fpr pilotage, port charges 
and sick mariners’ dues. The advan­
tages which would accrue to such an 
arrangement would be very great, nor 
does there appear any valid reason 
why it should not be carried out, par­
ticularly in view of the. fact that the 
Dominion government, after an ex­
penditure of millions of dollars in con­
structing canals between the Great 
Lakes, admits hpd provides all services 
to vessels of all nations free of any 
charges.

Fisheries, Salmon.
The provincial salmon catch during 

1907 was, on the whole, very disappoint­
ing, a total of only 547,459 cases, includ­
ing 314,047 cases sockeyes being secur­
ed, compared with a total of 639,460 
cases including 459,979 cases sockeyes 
in 1906. The sockeye pack Of the Fra­
ser river only amounted to 59,815 cases 
which clearly demonstrates the serious 
extent of the depletion of the sock- 
eye fishing, and, also, unfortunately, 
shows little If any results from past 
operations at the hatcheries.

The annual meeting of the Victoria 
Board of Trade was held yesterday af­
ternoon, when officers for the year were 
elected. Hon. R. G. Tatlow, minister 
of finance, was present and spoke in a 
most optimistic tone of the prospects 
in the province. R. P. Rlthet was also 
present and gave a short address.

The annual report was presented at 
the meeting in which the work of the 
year was reviewed.

The tables of the board room were 
adorned with bouquets of sweet peas. 
The innovation was not understood un­
til the president, F. A. Pauline, an­
nounced that they were provided by the 
Ladies’ Auxiliary of the Royal Jubilee 
hospital, who appreciated the fact that 
the board of trade had placed the 
room at their disposal for their meet­
ings.

With this, a vote of thanks, proposed 
voted to the ladies.

While business at this writing is not 
so buoyant as it was a year ago, the 
general advance compared with any 
previous year is well maintained and 
the prospects are that a year hence re­
turns from the above sources will show 
further increases, more especially If the 
present magnificent crop prospects are 
realized. The development of Vancou­
ver Island and opening of the Empress 
hotel by the Canadian Pacific Railway 
Company, the yearly improving steam­
ship service with this city and exten­
sive railroad construction in British 
Columbia by the Grand Trunk Pacific 
are factors adding to the importance of 
the port of Victoria.

The large number of residences re­
cently erected and brisk demand for 
them is evidence that there has been a 
substantial increase In population. In 
January last arrangements were made 
for improving the city water service, 
the Installation of a high pressure salt 
water system ln the business portion of 
the city, together with additional plant 
for fire protection, also for increased, 
school accommodation. It is admit­
ted that the water service arranged for 
will only meet the requirements of a 
few years at the most, and it is import­
ant that another source of supply 
should be selected without delay. The 
city Is fortunate ln having an abound- 
ance of water for all purposes within 
practical distance.

In congratulating the board upon the 
general prosperity of the city of Vic­
toria, It is desired to record the ac­
tive and increasing interest taken by 
members in the various matters before 
referred to. The board was organized 
in February, 1863, and incorporated in 
1878, and there Still are members on 
the roll who were parties to the Incor­
poration.

Dry Dock.
In January last this board again di­

rected the attention of the Dominion 
government to the necessity of provid­
ing a larger dry dock at Esquimau, 
and in reply was informed that a sub­
sidy will be given if a company can 
be formed to undertake that work. In 
the opinion of this board the dock 
should be constructed by the Dominion 
government with possibly the assist­
ance of the Imperial authorities (which 
was given when the existing dock was 
built), for no one can forsee how soon 
it may be necessary to re-establish the 
naval basei at Esquimau, where there 
are no facilities for docking modern 
cruisers. Apart from this aspect there 
is the mercantile marines to be con­
sidered, with tbe fact that In the event 
of a casualty to one of the larger ves­
sels now doing business herq there is 
no accommodation on the Canadian Pa­
cific coast where repairs could be made.

This being the poorest of the off-sea­
sons for sockeyes, a small catch of this 
species is looked for, and In conse­
quence only eight traps will be operat­
ed this year. So far, the total catches 
of spring salmon made by the traps this 
season has been exceptionally good, 
and it looks as It a considerably larger 
pack of mild-cured salmon would be 
put up than last year. The trap-own­
ers, however, naturally look to the big 
sockeye run (1809) for their real har­
vest, although the best, at any rate, 
of the spring traps should yield satis­
factory returns this season.

The long-looked for report of the 
fisheries commission has hot yet been 
published, but presumably Upon recom­
mendations contained therein, the Do­
minion gjkernment has Just issue* new 
fishery regulations rescinding into all 
general fishing regulations for this 
province heretofore established by or­
ders in council. The new regulations 
necessitate a license being first secured 
for all salmon packing establishments, 
increase the close time at many points, 
curtail the length and depths of gill- 
nets at others, also the fishing limits in 
different streams; but, owing to the 
lateness of the season and to all such 
gear having already. been prepared to 
old dimensions. It has beêri fourni to he 
impraticable to place many of these re­
strictions into effect this season.

The provincial government, apparent­
ly bent upon ascerting its rights. Had 
also' previously issued somewhat sim­
ilar regulations, including the licensing 
of canneries and fishermen; but in some 
reepects the respective regulations con­
flict, and In view of such discrepancies 
and the hardship of the double taxation 
now imposed upon canners and fisher- 

, men, it seems to this board to be in­
cumbent upon the two governments to 
speedily arrive at an agreement having 
in view the ending of so anomalous a 
position which must act adversely and 
unjustly to the public interests. _

Hearing of the proposed appointment 
of an international joint commission 
under a treaty between the govern­
ments of Great Britain and the United 
States, In respect inter alia, tti fisher­
ies ' regulations, this board is strongly 
advocating that the British Columbia 
fisheries be represented on the commis­
sion by some one from here or Vancou;

Labor conditions improved during 
the year through- the arrival in the 
province of a targe number,of egper- 
ieneed farm hand's, many of whom en­
gaged with farmers and fruit growers, 
for the purpose of studying local 
methods of work before investing in 
land; for themselves.

DIAMOND ROBBERYtion. If the council did not desire to do 
as had been done last yefar, shut down 
street work a couple of months before 
the end of the year, additional monêy 
would have to be raised. The increase 
in the rate this year should be in the 
item for general expenditure. In ttddi- 
tlon to the other calls, the health rate 
of 1 mill allowed by statute would not 
meet the needs this year, and the gen­
eral funds would have to be drawn 
upon. The school board was In about 
the same position as last year.

The health department* he thought, 
was costing the city too much. It was 
not right that every case of infectious 
or contagious disease should be rush­
ed to the isolation hospital and there 
cared for at the city’s expense. Many 
diseases, such as scarlet fever, could be 
just as well treated at home, and even 
if the city did have to put watchmen 
on a house under quarantine It would 
be cheaper than treating the patient at 
the hospital. At times there were three 
or four nurses on duty, each drawing 
$25 per week, besides the cost of medi­
cine and of operating the hospital. The 
handling of garbage represented quite 
a large increase in the expenditure of 
the department this year. Last year 
this work had been carried on for only 
the last couple of months, while this 
year it was being done right along at a 
cost of $300 per month, to which must 
be added the cost of the furnace for the 
destruction of combustible matter.

As a result of the city’s growth and 
the increase in this business to be done 
the council was face to face with a 
lack of the necessary officials to pro­
perly carry on the works of public im­
provements. It was. a good thing to 
know that the city was growing, and 
that this additional help was neces­
sary, but that dijj not lightest the task 
of the council in providing the money 
to pay them. The first estimate of the 
expenditures for the year had been 
about $660,000, but according to the 
controller nearly $700,000 would now be 
required. This would mean an extra 
mill at least.

Aid. Fullerton said that In view of 
the circumstances the people were get­
ting off light with an increase of only 
1 mill. Re agreed with Aid. Cameron 
about the necessity for additional offi­
cials, and could say from personal ex­
perience that the emyloyees of this city 
did at least 50 per cent, more work 
than men holding similar positions in 
Vancouver. It would be a mistake to 
make the rate tod low, for it would 
mean that late in the year several ap­
propriations would have to be dropped 
early owing to lack of funds, as had 
been done in other years. He felt, how­
ever, that some reduction should be 
made in the taxation on improvements. 
The total amount of money raised 
should be the same, but a large propor­
tion of it should be raised by land tax. 
There was a lot of land throughout the 
city held for speculation, the owners 
of which were getting the benefit in 
the way of increased values of the erec­
tion of buildings and other improve­
ments by other people.

Aid. Mabie asked if one mill was 
enough. The people would kick as much 
over one as over two.

Aid. McKeown—They’re getting off 
cheap.

Aid. Rail pointed out that the revenue 
from the garbage wharf would pay the

He sug­
gested that Improvements be taxed 
only 25 per cent.

Aid. Cameron strongly supported the 
single tax idea in general, and this 
move in particular.

Aid. Pauline felt that it was late In 
the day to make such a suggestion. It 
was a matter which should be looked 
into carefully.

Aid. Mabie announced himself a 
strong advocate of the single tax, say­
ing that it wohttt db away with owners 
holding property vacant for specula­
tive purposes, while Aid. Henderson 
opposed the idea tooth and nail. The 
result of the single tax would be the 
crowded together of the buildings and 
the erection of tall structures. Such à 
change of policy, as proposed, should 
be endorsed by the people, either by the 
election of aldermen supporting the 
principle or by referendum.

Mayor Hall pointed out that the 
change would apply to the improve­
ments of the street railway, gas com­
pany, railway lines and such corpora­
tions. While he favored the applica­
tion of the single tax idea In the case 
of buildings, he did not think that 
companies should get the benefit on 
their improvements, such as poles, 
wires, gas mains, car tracks, etc.
' Aid. Hall said the subject should be 

dealt with seriously. At present the 
council did not know the Wish of the 
people regarding such a change, and 
there whs no use discussing it if it was 
not to be made. It would have the ef­
fect of absolutely stopping all land 
speculation within the city limits.

Aid. Meston said that too great a 
part of the taxes were being levied on 
improvements and not enough on land.

Aid. Pauline would oppose 1 any 
change, for the effect Of It’ Would be to 
free large companies from the pay­
ment of a large amount of the taxes 
which they were now paying into the 
treasury.

In view of this feature of the ques­
tion It was tactlly agreed by the sup­
porters of the principle to abandon all 
idea of making a change this year, but 
Aid. Fullerton reminded Aid. Hender­
son of what he had said about plebis­
cite; and also ss Id he would expect the 
support of the n’her single taxers at 
the board in l.aVhi’ff a referendum taken 
at the‘’time of tiie next municipal elec­
tion on the question of Whether Im­
provements should be freed from taxa­
tion altogether. If this Ands favor the 
legislature will be asked for such 
change In the law as will allow the 
council to discriminate between build­
ings and public utility companies’ Im­
provements.

Following this the rates for ihe 
were fixed at 11 mills for general rev­
enue, 9 mills for debt charges, 4 for 
school purposes and 1 for board of 
health purposes, on the bases, of taxing 
the land at Its assessed value and Im­
provements at 50 per cent, of their as­
sessed value. The taxes Will be payable 
August 31st, the same as last year, it 
being found that the date could not be 
moved forward a month owing to the 
return of the assessment roll not hav­
ing been set a month forward also.

Nanaimo, July 8.—Dulteân - Ferguson 
underwent a decidedly unpleasant ex­
perience to-day and yesterday. He ar­
rived in the city Monday night on a 
visit from his home in Rossland to his 
father wlfo resides here. Tuesday night 
he was arrested charged with complic­
ity in the recent big diamond robbery 
at Rosslatid, when $12,000 worth of dia­
monds belonging to the diamond drills 
of Stone and Knight were stolen. The 
arrest of Ferguson wras purely on cir­
cumstantial evidence ana shows how 
nearly an innocent man can sometimes 
come to being convicted.

Some months ago a diamond drill ex­
pert at Rossland made a drill “bit” 
which he set with black stones in Imi­
tation of diamonds. The imitation waa 
perfect and Ferguson thought so well 
of it that he asked for and was gîven 
it. A couple of days after the big rob­
bery he obtained a month’s leave of 
absence from the firm he was with and 
started for Nanaimo, going first to pay 
a short visit to Seattle. He put the 
drill bit in his grip, intending to show 
it to his friends here. Returning from 
Seattle he crossed the boundary line at 
Marcus, where the customs official go­
ing through his effects, came across the 
“bit.” Taking a careful note of Fer­
guson he allowed him to proceed and 
telegraphed to Rossland that Ferguson 
had proceeded to Nanaimo with a 
diamond set drill bit.

A detective working for the Thiel 
Agency arrived in the city with Fergu­
son, and after telegraphing his chief at 
Seattle, had Ferguson arrested by 
Chief Crossan. 
course, on examination, turned out to 
be spurious. Rossland was communi­
cated with and word received from 
Chief Long that unless the diamonds 
were genuine that Ferguson was to be 
released at once. This was done, and 
now the owner of the spurious dia­
monds is wondering if it is better to 
dispose of them before he gets into fur­
ther trouble on account of their pos­
session.

Russian Troops Demolish Te­
heran Cafe Under Im­

Regarding Sooke.St Petersburg. July 10i—A special 
dispatch received here from Tabriz 
says that fighting has occurred be­
tween Cossacks and Persian irregular 
troops in the vicinity of the villa, a 
few miles outside of Tabriz, of M. 
Phltonoff, the Russian consul general.

New Westminster, July 9.—About 
One hundred men have been forced to 
abandon work in some of the mills 
across the river owing to the swarms 
of mosquitoes which have descended 
upon that district during the past few 
days. /The Dominion Lumber & 
Shingle Company, the Serpentine River 
Lumber Company and the Maple Leaf 
Lumber & Shingle Company are among 
the plants which have been forced to 
suspend operations by the unceasing 
attacks of the winged pests. These 
three mills closed down on Tuesday 
afternoon, the men declaring that it 
was impossible to work in safety with 
millions of mosquitoes attacking them 
from all quarters. Even in the neigh­
borhood of the big buzz saws, where 
a rapid current of air Is created by the 
revolving cutters, the nuisance Is al­
most as pronounced as In other parts';

Where Revenue Equals Expenditure.
A settled and developed district is 

capable of producing revenue equal to 
its expenditure,, and therefore does not 
add an additional burden to a province 
when included within its boundaries, 
but an unsettled district when included 
means expenditure on capital account, 
which must be borrowed or raised by 
increased taxation. If Manitoba is too 
small (which I deny, as I consider it is 
the most ideal province in the Domin­
ion), it should have been given a por­
tion of Saskatchewan and Assiniboia 
territories, an£ if Alberta territory was 
too small to ;:become à province, it 
should have got. the balance of the 
said territories" The federal authori­
ties divided the territory of Athabasca 
between the new provinces, knowing 
that they would not, in fact could not, 
provide the same assistance that Atha­
basca would as a territory rèceive from 
the federal treasury.

Trouble Over Sliding Scale.

/

In 16 Years Has Travelled 1,- 
250,000 Miles, Carrying 
3,000,000 Passengers.

9The provincial revenue is almost en­
tirely from the southern one-third of 
the province, and that oné-third re­
quires it all and considerably more to 
meet Its own needs. The northern part 
of British Columbia will during the 
next three years require approximately 
$12,000,000 to adequately meet its wants. 
The provincial government cannot pro­
vide that amount, but the Dominion 
government can. Therefore I suggest 
that the province of British Columbia 
be divided. That portion south of the 
52nd parallel of latitude constituting 
British Columbia, and that portion 
north of the said line to be formed in­
to a territory, to be administered di­
rect from Ottawa, the federal govern­
ment guaranteeing to spend not less 
thah $12,000,000 dollars during the next 
thre$ years within the said territory.

I need not dwell upon the advantages 
northern British Columbia would de­
rive from suçh a change, suffice to say 
that in five years’ time it would be 
prepared to take its place among the 
provinces -of Canada, with an autonom­
ous form of government.

How the South Wjould Profit.
Concerning the southern one-third of 

British Columbia, it would derive ad­
vantages almost equal to those enjoyed 
by northern British Columbia. It would 
be in a much better position to take 
care of its own numerous wants, also 
the great influx of population into 
northern British Columbia that would 
inevitably follow a liberal expenditure 
on public . improvements, and would 
create vast trade for such wholesale 
and outfitting points as Vancouver, 
Victoria. Kamloops and Ashcroft. But 
the greatest benefit .would be by lessen­
ing the size of the province, the legist 
lature would be more in touch with the 
people as a whole, and consequently 
more representative.

As I understand it, provincial auton­
omy is designed to provide local gov­
ernment by local representatives, but 
when a province is created as large as 
an empire, including many localities 
having wants hostile to those of other 
parts, the government ceases to be lo­
cal, thereby defeating the very object 
and principle for which provincial au­
tonomy is intended. The smallest pro­
vince in Canada is the most efficiently 
governed. Of the nine provinces, five 
are entirely too large, and their griev­
ances, instead of being considered by 
representatives thoroughly in touch 
and sympathy with local conditions, 
come before a general assembly and 
are defeated or compromised, accord­
ing to the desires or indiffenence of 
other localities.

Starving the Territories.
The wild territory the Dominion holds 

in trust, to nurse, foster and develop, 
until it'has population enough to be­
come ci province. How has this trust 
been kept? In Yukon territory the 
government is doing its duty. But un- 
.fortiXnate Athabasca has been handed 
over to the tender mercies of Alberta 
and Saskatchewan, and will be starved 
and impoverished like northern British 
Columbia. Let any member of the 
House add together the millions spent 
by Canada in the Yukon, and then ask 
himself the question, how far could 
British Columbia have gone in provid­
ing for this expenditure if the Yukon 
had formed a part of this province.

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Seattle, Wash., July 13.—Probably the 
most remarkable passenger steamboat 
In the world is the Fixer, plying the 
waters of Puget Sound between Seattle 
and Tacoma. Built in “Portland, Ore., 
sixteen years ago, the Flyer has travel­
ed more than a million and a quarter 
miles, and has carried more than 3,- 
00u,000 passengers. With unvarying pre­
cision, the Flyer has completed four 
trips daily between the two Puget 
Sound cities month in and month out, 
traveling eighty miles to,a trip and 240 
miles a day, with an ; aybVi. ^e of 340 
Working daÿs a year. This, 
which has been kept up for such a 
length of time, has caused the Flyer to 
be the marvel of marine men all up 
and down the Pacific coast, and of 
those on the lakes and Atlantic sea­
board, 
known.

The million and a quarter miles that 
the Fiyer has traveled is equivalent to 
five trips from the earth to thé moon 
or fifty-one voyages around the world 
at its greatest circumference. The 
Flyer might have made 358 voyages 
form New York to Liverpool. During 
the time she has been in commission 
she has put in 5,200 working days up 
to July 1st of this year. The Flyer has 
ferried enough people between Seattle 
and Tacoma to populate the states of 
Deleware, Main, Montana, Nevada, New 
Hampshire, Vermont, Utah, Arizona 
and New Mexico, and has brought to 
her operators $1,000,000 in fares.

She has kept such perfect schedule 
time that it is an old saying that 
watches may be set by her appearance 
at either end of the run. Her coursé is 
so wèll known to her pilots that though 
it may be obscured by thick weather 
there is no loss of time. Backward and 
forward she goes between Seattle and 
Tacoma, making no stops en route and. 
constantly piling up the miles. No 
cidents of consequence have marred 
the Flyer’s remarkable career. After 
she was brought around from the Co­
lumbia river to Puget Sound she 
near being destroyed by fire, and again 
she collided with the steamboat Utopia.

In the Kew Bulletin for 1907, reference 
was made to the discovery of a plant 
in Malaya, which was reputed to be 
valuable for the purpose of destroying 
the desire for opium. The plant has 
been identified by Mr. Carrutliers as
“Combretum sundalcum,” Miq., a na­
tive of the Malayan peninsula and 
archipelago. The history of the dis­
covery of the Value of the plant i§ 
givéïf by Mr. Wray in the Journal of 
the Federated Malay States Museum, 
December, 1906, and is as follows:

“A party of Chinese wood-cutters 
working in the jungle near Seremban 
in Negri Sembilan, ran out of tea, and 
to supply its place took the leaves of a 
jungle climber, dried them, and made 
an infusion in the ordinary way. This, 
however, was npt successful, as the 
beverage made the men ill with ‘sakit 
perut’ (i.e, bowel complaint.)

. leaves were then roasted and a fair 
j substitute for tea was obtained, which 
had no. ill effects. Then for some ob* 
scure reason, ‘tengo,’ opium dross, or 
the refuse opium after being smoked, 
was mixed with it, and the men con­
tinued drinking the mixture for a week 
or more in place of tea. After this 
time it was found that all desire of 
opium smoking had been lost. Friends 
of the men were told of the discovery, 
and so the news was spread and others 
were induced to try the remedy.”

With regard to the further history of 
the plant and the spread of the dtnowl- 
edge of its properties, Mr. J. G. Alex­
ander has furnished the current issue 
of the Kew Bulletin with the following

of opium dross; this is not repeated, 
and he fills up the bottle containing it 
from the other bottle which contains 
none, so that gradually the proportion 
of opium is reduced to nil. If he came 
a second time no opium was used.

The somewhat crude method of pre­
paration of the drug is given in detail 
by Mr. Wray in the article to which 
reference has already been made. With 
regard to its chemical nature nothing 
has as yet been discovered either in 
the leaves or stem of the plant or in 
the decoction of the roasted drug which 
would account for its physiological 
value.

Medical men seem to be strongly in­
clined to the view that the plant has 
no real value and that it is the effect 
on the mind of the opium consumer 
which helps him to overcome the opkim 
habit.

In favor of ithis latter view it appears 
that in Malaya many of those who 
were or appeared to be cured have re­
lapsed into the habit, though on the 
other hand many are still holding their 
ground after more than a year.

In the Agricultural Bulletin of the 
Straits, Mr. Ridley states that at least 
three kinds of plants were included in 
the samples of the anti-opium plant 
received by him from different people, 
one of them being the “Combretum,” 
so that until more definite evidence of 
the value of the anti-opium plant is 
forthcoming it semes advisable to pre­
serve an open mind on the subject.

It was an 
example, Mr. Aylesworth suggested, 
which might be followed by the various" 
provincial governments which control­
led the preparation of their own lists. 
The minister of justice indicated that 
in making the change he had been in­
fluenced, not only by his leader’s offer, 
but also by the steps which the Mani­
toba government were credited with 
having taken with a view to the re­
moval of the grievances that had been 
proved to exist in that province.

Remedy for New Ontario.
With regard to New Ontario, Mr. 

Aylesworth vigorously contended that 
a state of affairs had been demonstrat­
ed which called for^a remedy, and he 
proposed that in the unorganized terri­
tory there should be a committee of 
three district judges for each riding, 
who would prepare the lists, not doing 
the actual work, but appointing enu­
merators if they chose, and who 
would hear all appeals, revise thé lists 
and allocate the> voters to the proper 
polling divisions, 
and Quebec would not be dealt with in 
the bill as amended, -beew^se-th^ situa­
tion in those provinces did not "demand 

The minister of Justice conclud­
ed his speech,, which occupied over 
three hours, with a strong defencé of 
clause seventeen, wfileh declares that 
the marking of a ballot by a deputy 
returning officer or other polling offi­
cial, shall not invalidate a vote. Amid 
the ringing cheers pf the Liberal mem­
bers he completely turned the criticism 
of the opposition to ridicule by point­
ing out that the very provision which 
they and their press had so vehe­
mently stigmatized, was actually con­
tained In the bill of Mr. Alcorn, Conser­
vative member for Prince. Edward 
county, and also in the election act 
passed In April by the Ontario legis­
lature. As the result of the conces­
sions made by the government Mr. 
Roche of Marquette withdrew his am­
endment to clause one, and the House 
went into committee on the bill. At a 
late hour Sir Wilfrid Laurier made a 
brief bright speech, dealing particu­
larly with the situation in New On­
tario.

Two Bills Differ.

The whole principle of the prepara­
tion and revision of the voters’ lists 
provided for in the two bills was differ­
ent. The bill of 1903 was calculated to 
provide for the preparation of the lists 
without any regard as to what the pre­
vious or existing provincial laws might 
be; on the contrary, the provision In 
thé present bill was of an absolutely 
different character. It provided that 
the preparers of the lists should take 
as their basis the existing provincial 
lists. No; name on the lists was to be 
dropped, unless it appeared that voter 
was not entitled to vote "in the district 
on which list, he appeared. It would 
not be at all necessary for any person 
already on the provincial list to see 
that his name was on the proposed 
list. It would remain on unless, as he 
had said, it was shown that he was not 
entitled to vote In (hat particular dis­
trict. The difference was radical when 
compared with the 1903 bill (read in the 
House by the member for Macdonald. 
(Mr. Staples), which proposed an abso­
lutely new list as against the provision 
of the present bill for allowing in Its 
entirety, so far as possible, the provin- 
cly law.

Continuing at 8 o'clock, Mr. Aylesworth 
said that in New Ontario he proposed that 
there should be constituted in each riding 
a cqmmittee or commission of three 
judges of the district courts.

Proceeding, he referred to the 
statements made in the House that there 
were in Quebec lafge stretches of unor­
ganized territory in which there were no 
voters' lists and many who should be able 
to do so had no opportunity to exercise 
the franchise. He did not doubt that, at­
tention having been called to this state of 
affairs the provincial legislature would at 
once provide the remedy in the shape of 
means for the preparation of the voters’ 
lists.

Bygone Days of British Columbia

First Discovery of Gold
IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

forth the narrative faster than you 
could record it, and then suddenly a 
cog would slip and he would sit down 
again and make a fresh start, slower 
and more deliberate at first, but with 
the steam gauge rising and rising to 
an invariable climax. It was the real 
thing, and I could have sat till the 
cows came home drinking it all in, had 
the cloc^k
from the east was about due and I had 
to cut it short and refuse the offers of 
unfailing Highland hospitality and 
reach the statiéh by the shortest cut.

The First Party.
Melver joined the Hudson’s Bay Co. 

in the forties, came out with a party of 
recruits in the usual way via Hudson 
Bay to the western trading posts. He 
crossed the Rockies in 1862 and in 1867 
came to the coast with the Fail Bri­
gade, his five-year term of service be­
ing just about to expire. McLean, who 
had succeeded Big Fraser, was in com­
mand of Kamloops. While there three 
men had come from Whatcom, on the 
other side, intending to go through to 
Colville. There were Charlie Adams, 
whose real name was Wishart, Jimmy 
Houston and another man. They had 
come up to Kamloops from Fort Lang­
ley and were staying at the fort. They 
had been in the California diggings and 
expressed the belief that there was 
plenty of gold on the Fraser river and 
its tributaries, 
stay for about ten days at Kamloops 
and a party including John Mclver, 
Donald Gunn, and Kenneth Morrison- 
three H. B. C. men—and the three 
miners in question went prospecting on 
Tranquille creek, where they got good 
prospects. The brigade after ten 3ays 
had to move on to Langley, but the 
miners stayed and paid in the gold 
dust to McLean for supplies. None of 
the company's men, however, knew the 
value of gold, and McLean kept it and 
placed it to the credit of the miners, so 
many ounces. Mclver and his fur­
trading partners were inoculated with 
•the fever of mining. It always gets 
into the veins like malaria, which cal­
omel itself cannot eliminate, only sub­
due. They were obliged to go on to 
Langley before receiving their dis­
charge. Adams and party came slowly 
down the Thompson to the Fraser 
prospecting as they came. The Indians 
seeing these men washing the gold 
with their rockers, followed their ex­
ample, using their hats for the pur­
pose. Adams bought their gold, giving 
them various trinkets and supplies in 
exchange. In this way he could do a

der. The deposit proved, however, to 
be quite limited, and thèse vessels, as 
well as the Thetis, shortly left. Soon 
after, a vessel named the Susan Stur- 
giss arrived, and the captain (Rooney) 
collected a quantity of the quartz which 
had been discarded by the Una expedi­
tion, and taking it to San Francisco, 
realized $1,400 on it. A second trip 
made by this vessel in the same year, 
ended disastrously, the vessel being 
captured by the Indians at Masset, and 
the crew kept as prisoners for some 
time till released by the Hudson's Bay 
steamer Beaver. It would appear that 
gold to the value of about $20,000 may 
have been obtained from this little 
vein, while an estimate as high as $75,- 
000 has been made.”

The Second Version.
I now come to the second story of the 

finding of gold in place, by the first 
men who delved in the golden sands of 
the Fraser for hidden treasure. We are 
always in search of the thing that is 
hidden away. The efforts that have 
been made to discover buried treeas- 
ures would have paved our streets with 
gold had they been applied to some oc­
cupation, like farming, by which we 
have first to create the wealth that we 
take out of the ground, in the ordinary 
hum-drum way. It is the incentive Jo 
come upon it in large lumps and boxes 
and caskets, in remote and isolated 
places that has led the way to new 
worlds and enriched our literature with 
tales of adventure. Gold mining in any 
of its various forms is only a phase of 
Captain Kidd’s life or of Cocos Island 
exploitation.

John Mclver, who lives at Port Ham­
mond, is one of the few old Hudson’s 
Bay Co. officials who are still alive. I 
refer now to the very old hands, like 
Yates of Fort Hope, who were on the 
river or in the country before the in­
rush of miners. He was born in the 
Shetland Islands 76 years ago, and is a 
splendid specimen of the Scotch type 
of earnest yet adventurorous men, 
tense in their views of life and consci­
entious discharge of duty, conserva­
tive in the extreme in handing down 
the traditions of the past, and yet tinc­
tured with a certain recklessness and 
radicalism which beats at times in 
their veins at read heat—Celtic fire 
burning in the furnace frames of the 
Northmen. Mclver would stand up in 
his excitement of telling the story, and 
you Could see the eye blaze and flash 
as though the scene was being enact­
ed for the first time. Until memory 
played him false, as memory in old 
men has a trick of doing, he would pour

FORGOT TO TELL the story 
of the finding of gold on 
Queen Charlotte Island, as 
given by Dr. Dawson in the

1------------ ' last issue of the Times.
Owing to the recent discoveries there 
and the boom in copper properties 
which it has created, it will be of spe- 

q’ie.1 interest at the present time. I 
believe that about seventy copper 
claims were recorded last month. The 
storj; is as follows:

The Discovery of Gold.
“The V^st authenticated discovery of 

gold within the limits of what le now 
tbs province of ; British Columbia, oc­
curred at Mitchell, or Cold Harbor, on 
the- west coast of the Queen Charlotte 
Islands. This discovery created con­
siderable interest at the time, but was 
in. no way connected with the Fraser 
river exclttwnettt, and general -com­
mencement of-placer mining, which 
occurred later., As, however, the mat­
ter is of some historical Interest, and 
as several versions of the affair have 
been given, the following noteta derived 
frpjn J. W. McKaj’, who was < convers­
ant with all the circumstances 
time, are inserted here. The first gold 
was a nugget accidentally found by an 
Indian woman on the beach In 1851.

I felt sure 
I was going to die. I was not afraid. I 
was only concerned about my friends on 
shore. It was an awful situation. 
Broken sheets of ice were swirling 
around me in every direction. I thought 
every moment would be my last, but 
my mind was clear,- and my great 
danger seemed to nerve me to strength 
and effort I had never before known. 
Just then a big sheet ot ice, covered 
with earth and limbs of trees, which 
had broken away above by the rush, 
came sweeping by, and in a flash I 
determined to save myself.”

The old man rose up from his seat, 
excited almost to frenzy by the mem­
ory of that awful moment and showed 
by gestulation of body and arms, his 
eyes ablaze with fire, how he made 
that leap for life to the sheet anchor, 
and from that to the shore. No tra­

itera is most interesting from a meteor- 
oligical point of view.

Greenhorns at Work.
“The river was not yet clear,’* con­

tinued Mr. Mclver, “but we decided to 
start. There was no ice where the 
water was running but thick where it 
was still. To get over this we put 
sticks under the boat to act-as runners 
When we got to the lee, and in this way 
got along. The second day we hired 
two Indians and went all the way to 
Lytton, passing all the rich bars on the 
way. We were greenhorns and knew 
very little about prospecting, but we 
had been told by the Indians that a 
white man was working at Lytton and 
taking out gold. This man was called 
Mormon, and for that reason the place 
was called 'Mormon’s Bar,” (showing 
of course, that others were already on 
the river, but for how long or how 
many it is not possible to say.)

McDonald cleared out, which was the 
last heard of him.”

There is still another version given 
by Bancroft. I gave last week the 
story as told by Mr. Yates at Hope. I 
cannot dwell farther upon the incident 
this time. The Enterprise and Seabird 
came up to Langley loaded with freight 
and passengers. A number went 
ashore there and waited until the high 
water was over, and went on as far as 
Yale, where the trouble with the In­
dians began. “The story told by Mr. 
Higgins in his book regarding incidents 
at that period was true,” said Mr. Mc­
lver. “I was there at the time. A 
brewer at Yale had sent down to Lang- 
lep for a cooper, and as the Hudson’s 
Bay Company had a cooper shop there 
and used to employ five or six men 
Inaking barrels for fish, in which there 
was considerable trade, I was seift up 
there in that capacity.”

A Quebec Contingent.
In the spring of 1858 three men came 

up the river—Alexander Robinson, a 
Scotchman, R. Baker (Boulanger was 
his real name) a, Frenchman and a 
chap .named Ben, who was another 
Frenchman—all from Quebec. It may 
be well to explain here that among the 
early mining contingents in British 
Columbia, as iq all mining camps there 
many men who are never known by 
their real names. Nobody asked ques­
tions about their fellows or about new­
comers. The one passport to this so­
ciety of adventurers and gold-seekers 
was that they should attend strictly 
to their own business and play the 
game fair. It was not unusual that 
men were known all their lives in this 
country by nicknames, no one knowing 
or suspecting what the original were. 
Of such men we have familiar to us 
"Dutch Bill," “IJ'utch Charlie,” 
“Texas,” "Delaware” and many others. 
Claims were often recorded according 
to this nomenclature, and difficulty 
sometimes arose in proving ones iden­
tity in a legal way as the owner of a 
claim or a pre-emption.
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“Here we made a rocker. We had
brought along sheet iron from the Hud­
son’s Bay Company stores at Langley, 
and a plane. The Hudson’s Bay Com­
pany people were all very handy at 
anything and full of resource, so that 
we were never stuck when our hands

Indians, who had been good to us, be­
gan to be troublesome and wanted to 
take everything we Had. One of the 
party—Donald Gunn—had married an 
Indian woman at Fort Langley, who 
was with us. 
wanted to kill us, and advised us very 
strongly to get away. This we could 
not believe, as they had been very 
friendly to us ail along. However, she 
saved our lives. One morning a big, 
tall buck came into our tent and kicked 
away the bannocks which were being 
baked. Another time an Indian kick­
ed a frying pan with salt pork off the 
fire. There were about twenty or thirty 
Indians washing gold on the bar, and 
we were sure now that they were un­
friendly.”

This incident told by Mclver con­
firms all the other stories of how the 
trouble with the Indians on the Fraser 
which promised at one time to be very 
serious, began.

They 
also bought a canoe, in this case from 
the Indians. ' Mclver, Morrison and 
Gunn left in another canoe on the 12th 
of February, 1868, the Canadians to 
join them later on. On the 13th they 
got to Emory’s Bar. It had been a very 
open winter, similar to the last (1907-8) 
and the weather was fine. On the 18th 
they got to Yale, 
made a portage. It was late In the 
evening and the weather had turned 
very cold. It was with difficulty they 
could get sticks to make a fire. In the 
morning there were two feet of snow. 
On the second day after their arrival 
there the spray over the falls had 
frozen into a beautiful arch, over which 
the Indians crosed. It kept on getting 
cold and freezing harder all the time, 
and they could neither get out nor in. 
They were limited to the most meagre 
diet, consisting of salt pork which had 
come from England, and a sack of 
flour. Here they were imprisoned until 
about the middle of March, when it 
began to turn fine again. It was now 
decided to make a break for liberty and 
go on.

"To show how cold it was that 
spring,” said Mr. Mclver, “the steamer 
Otter came up to Fort Langley to take 
salmon. The steamer froze in and two 
men had their feet frozen. She had to 
lie up for six weeks before she could 
get out. The hospital where the two 
men were treated for their frozen feet 
was at Dick Bailey's—a man who had 
built a house near the fort.”
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More Bad Indians.
To proceed : “Coming back to camp 

I found everything topsy-turvy, as 
they say. All but one pair of blankets 
had been stolen by the Indians. We 
wanted to escape that night. Morrison 
and I proposed to cross the river and 
walk down to Boston Bar along the 
shore. The woman and GUnn shipped 
us across and took the rest of our be­
longings in a canoe and came to China 
Bar, which Morrison and I had al­
ready reached. Our main object in 
ing to China Bar was to get near a 
tribe of Indians who were at enmity 
with the Thompsons and not because 
they were friendly to us. They were 
about the worst tribe of Indians In 
British Columbia, and were compared 
by the Hudson’s Bay Company with 
the Bella Coola Indians, known as the 
Rascal Village. The chief of the Can­
yons, at China Bar, was called 'The 
Murderer.’ 
gaunt and villainous-looking, but made 
very well of us. We stopped nine days 
and did fairly well. Then the chief be­
gan to get bad. He wanted a pair of 
green blankets we had, but we would 
not give them to him, because we could 
not spare them. Then he got hostile. 
He next wanted a pistol and we could 
not keep it from him. The next day 
he asked for something else, 
wanted flour, but we could not get 
along without it. He got hold of a 
gun and took that away. As we had
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Builder and Gener;^ood bar on the 
other side of the river,” said Mclver, 
“and in order to get out of the way of 
the Indians it was suggested that I 
should go over there. We built a raft, 
and so as not to excite suspicion as to 
our intentions I went over alone, pad­
dling with a shovel. Iprospected on 
"the bar but got no results, and then 
moved the raft up a couple of hundred 
yards farther, where, as bad luck would 
have it, was carried away with the 
drifting ice.

“My experience was a terrible one, 

and one I can remember to this day as 
plainly as though it were yesterday.

Mr. Seward in '58 started. He could 
not get passage by the regular boat, 
which refused any after the 700 limit 
had been reached. But the D. M. Hall, 
a barque, long condemned, was press­
ed into service, and this 000-ton vessel 
started out with 275 on board. It took 
three weeks to reach Victoria, which 
was a city of tents. Mr. Seward esti­
mates that 30,000 people came from 
California for the new fields.

Thomas M. Seward of this city, who 
is enjoying a rest after years spent on 
the frontier, says that he is able to 
give information as to the first discov­
ery of gold on the Fraser. The honor, 
he says, belongs to John Ross and1 a 
party of Kanakas who had been driven 
out of the mountains by an early win­
ter setting in In the year 1857. Mr.
Seward gives this information on the 
statements made to him by those who 
were on the spot at the time. The lo­
cation of this gold was at a point 
twelve miles below Lytton, the location 
being still known as Kanaka Bar. Ross 
has related the- incidents connected 
with- the discovery to Mr. Seward in 
days gone by, and corroborative evi­
dence, he says, has been available to 
bear out the statement.

six or seven months in the summer,

“In International competition Germany 
has always been held up to us as a great 
bogey,” Sir Martin Conway, the famous 
explorer, declared in a speech at Liver­
pool recently.

Washington, D. C., July ID.—Report­
ing on an investigation by himself and 
Mr. Wright, the commissioner to the 
five civilized tribes, Agent Kelsley, of 
Muskogee, Okla., to-day advised the 
Indian bureau that the Crazy Snake 
Indian faction In session at Henrietta, 
near Muskogee, have withdrawn their 
armed guards. The Indians say they 
had these armed guards as a protec­
tion against whiskey peddlers and 
against thieves. The presence of the 
armed Indians and threats of camp 
followers caused much excitement 
among the white people.

The report says the Indians have an 
entirely peaceful gathering, with many 
women and children present. The two 
government emissaries advised the In­
dians to obey the locaj laws. The full 
bloods and the negro followers of the 
camp number about three hundred.

Seattle, July 9.—Word was received
