The Law of Findizg.

The law of finding is this: The find-
er has clear title against the world, ex-
cept the owner. The prpprietor of a
coach, or arailroad car, or a ship, has
no right to demand the property ona
premise. Such proprietors may make
regulations in regard to lost property
which will blind their employes, but
they cannot bind the public. The
law of finding was declared by the
King’s Bench one hundred years ago,
in a case in which the facts were as fol-
lows : —

A person found a wallet containing
a sum of money ona shop floor. He
handed the wallet and coutents to the
shopkeeper to be returned to the own-
er. After three years, during which
the owner did not call for his property,
the finder demanded the wallet and the
money from the shopkeeper. The lat-
ter refused to deliver them, upon the
ground that they were found upon hig
premises. The former then sued the
shopkeeper, and it was held, as above
set forth, that, against all the world but
the owner. the title of the finder is per-
fect, and the finder has been held to
stand in the place of the owner, so that
he was permitted to preyail in an ac-
tion against a person who found an
article which the plaintiff*had originally
found, but subsequently lost.

The police have no especial rights in
regard to articles lost,
rights are couferred by statute.
ceivers of articles stolen are trustces for
the owner or finder. They have no
power in the absence of special statute
to keep an ariicle against the fnder,
any more than a finder has to retain
an article against the owner. —I’rlnHun
dle Grocer.

What the Birds Accomplish.

The swallow, swift, and night-hawk
are the guardians of the atmosphere.
They(check the increase of insects that
otherwise would overload it. Wood-
peckers, creepers, and chickadees are
the guardians of the trunks of trees.
Warblers and flycatchers protect the
foliage. Blackbirds, crows, thrusles,
and larks protect the soil under the
surface. Each tribe has its respective
duties to perform in the economy of
nature; and it is an undoubted fact,
that if the birds were all swept off the
face of the earth, man could not live
upon it; vegetation would wither and
die; insects would become so numerous
thatno living thing could withstand
their attacks. The wholesale destruc-
tion occssioned by grasshoppers, which
have lately devastated the West, is un-
doubtedly caused by the thinning of
the birds, such as grouse, prairie-hens,
etc., which feed upon them.

The great and inestimable service
done to the farmer,. gardener, and
florist by the birds is only becoming
known by sad experience. Spare the
birds, and save your fruit; the little
corn andsfruit taken by them is more
than compensated by the quantities of
noxious insects they destroy. The
long-persecuted crow has been found,
by actual experience, to do more good
by the vast quantities of grubs and in-
sects he devours, than the harm- he
does in the few grains of corn he pulls
up. He is one of the farmer’s best
friends.— Home Journal.

Protection- For The Birds.

Bird destruction in this country is every
year asuniing a moreand serious aspect,
The startling decrease in the numbers of
many of our birds, brought about of late
years by the unceasing persecution waged
for the sake of fashion, has aroused the
American Ornitologists’ Union to a
recognition of the necessity for instant
aod decided effort in behalf of our birds.
To acswer this 1mperative demand the
Union has appointed a “Committee on the
Protection of North American birds.”
This committee was lately organized in
this city with the following membership:
Mr. George B- Sennett, Chairman; Mr.
Eugene P. Bicknell, Secretary; Mr. J. A.
Allen, Dr. J. B. Holder, Dr. Gecrge Bird
Grjnnell, Mr, William Dutcher and Mr.
L. 8. Foster, sll of New York city; Mr.
William Brewster, Cambridge, Mass.; Mr.
Montague Chamberlain, St. Jehn, N. B.;
Col. N. S. Goss, Topeka, Kansas.

The objects of the committee are as
follows:

1. The gathering of all possible infor
mation bearing on the subjects of the de-
struction and the protection of North
American birds.

2. The diffusion of information among
the people in respect to the extent of the
slanghter of birds for millinery and ether
mercenary purposes; the wanton kill ng of
lirds insport by men and boys: the
robbing of birds’ nests; the destruection of
the eggs of rails, terns, gulls and other
birds for food; and the maiked recent de-
crease of many species resulting from this
general destruction; the spreading of in-
formation, also, in respect to the utility
of birds a8 a natural check upon the in-
crease ofinsects injurious to vegetation,
and with reference to their interest and
vilie from an® aes}helic point of view.
This with the object of developing a public
sentiment in favorof the rigid protection
of our native birds, a sentiment that will
naturally spring up strongly and widely
as soon as attention iscalled to the subject.

3. Toencourage the formaticn of bird
protective associations and anti-bird-wear-
ing leagues.

4. The peifection of a statute for the
protection of birds, drawn with regard to
it8 availability for enactment by all the
States and Territories, leaving, however,
the game birds, propeily so considered,
to.the care of the ganie protective associ.
ations.

5. The prevention of the collecting of
birds and eggs for pseudo-scientitic pur-
poses, and the development of a s_\vstvm
of co operation between this committee
and the various authorities to whom may
be aseigned the power of granting permits
for the collection of birds in the interest
of science.

6. The consideration of the best means,
for securing the enforcrment of bird pro-
tective statutes.

The committee is derirous of collecting
facts and statistics bearing wpon the sub
ject of the destruction of cur
